Fur two and a half years she was allowed to 
linger within the quiet but lovely precincts of 
her native village, endearing herself more than 
ever, if that were possible, to those who had 
always loved her, and had watched with deep­
est interest, the constant evidences, from her 
earliest girlhood days, of a rare mind, coupled 
with.a correspondingly loveable disposition and 
manner. *

In our last few weeks of privileged daily in­
tercourse with her, we were permitted to have 
a deeper insight into her inner life than ever 
before, and, as all would expect who saw her 
outer life, only the purest and most elevating 
images of virtue and fidelity found places in the 
chambers of her soul. The beautiful and true, 
whether physical, mental, or moral, were duly 
estimated and highly appreciated by her; and 
these features of character, added to au un­
usual power of expression, made her always a 
delightful companion. As health seemed to be 
returning to her more fully than she had even 
dared hope for, she seemed inspired with a 
strong desire to do well her life-work. In 
one of the last letters she ever wrote she says : 
“When we were in Mentone, and good Dr. 
Bennett tohl me to go among the hills and 
dream, 1 used to enjoy many delicious hours, 
the memory of which is very spicy, but I left 
all those times when 1 recrossed the wide and 
stormy ocean, and now, for the most part with 
me, ‘ Life is real—life is earnest.’”

Only a few days after she had penned the 
above, she was agaiu laid low, and for more 
than three months her delicate frame was rack­
ed by intense suffering and fever, while help­
less friends in agonizing suspense—some near 
at hand, but others far away—vainly waited to 
see what human skill could do to relieve her, as 
her system was shaken by five or six relentless 
diseases, which followed each other in quick 
succession. Meantime, her soul was peace­
fully “ lying right iu Jesus’ arms,” and, finally,
“ perfect though suffering,” she enters the 
wide-open golden gates into the city. And,

CHRISTIAN EXPERIENCE.

Our readers will take great pleasure in read­
ing this letter of Bro. Steele’s. His preaching 
is in great power. People flock from all sides 
to hear him, and so glorious results attend his 
word. The light of the glory of God shines 
upon him. We have heard of other like expe­
riences of late. The baptism ot power is re­
turning upon the clergy and the churches. Let 
it come. Nothing settles the whole controver­
sy about sanctification so completely as the out­
pouring of the Spirit. That brings all who ex­
perience it into the fullness of the blessing of 
the Gospel of Christ. May all the ministry 
and membership be thus endowed with power 
from on high.

Dear Brother :—Since you have unbusbeled 
and set upon your tall candlestick my farthing 
candle, designed to shed a ray upon the heart 
of a friend only, and since another editor in of­
fering his candlestick, has afflicted a Western 
college president with the suggestion that said 
small taper came from his mould, I think it best 
over my own signature to show forth the mar­
vellous works of the Lord. I have hitherto 
been content with a daily confession with the

oil of gladness." I will net dwell upon tbe 
unpleasant theme of a ministry almost fruitless 
in conversions through lack of an unction from 
tbe Holy One. My great error was in depend­
ing on the truth alone to break stony hearts 
The Holy Spirit, though formally acknowledg­
ed and invoked, was practically ignored. My 
personal experience during much of this time 
consisted in

, “ Sorrows and sins, and doubts and fears,
A howling wilderness.”

But an evangelist with moderate pulpit talent, 
but extraordinary power to awaken slumbering 
professors and to bring sinners to tbe foot ol 
the cross, came across my path. I sought to 
find the hidings of his power, and discovered 
that it waa the fullness ol the Holy Spirit enjoy­
ed as an abiding blessing, styled by him “ Rest 
in Jesus." I was convicted. I sought ear­
nestly the same great gift, but could not exer­
cise faith till I had made a public confession of 
my sin in preaching self more than Christ, and 
in being satisfied with the applause of the 
Church above tbe approval of her divine Head.
I immediately began to feel a strange freedom 
daily increasing, the cause of which I did not 
distinctly apprehend. I was then led to seek 
the conscious and joyful presence ot Jthe Com­
forter in my heart. Having settled the ques 
tion that this was not merely an apostolic bles­
sing, but for ages—“ He shall abide with 
you forever," I took tbe promise, “ Verily, 
verily, I say unto you, whatsoever ye shall 
ask the Father in my name. He will give it you.” 
Tbe “ eerily" had to me all the strength of en 
oath. Out of the “ whatsoever" I took all tem­
poral blessings, not because I did not believe 
them to be included, but because I was not then 
seeking them. I then vAote my own name in 
the promise, not to exclude others, but to be 
sure that I included myself. Then writing un­
derneath these words, "to-day is the day of 
salvation," I found that my faith had three 
points to master, the Comforter, for me, now. 
Upon the promise I ventured with an act of ap­
propriating faith, claiming the Comforter as 
my right in the name of Jesus. For several 
hours 1 clung by naked faith, praying and re­
peating Charles Wesley's hymn—

•' Jesus Thine all victorioes love.
Shed in sty heart abroad.”

I then ran over in my mind tbe great facts in 
Christ's life, especially dwelling upon Gethse- 
mane and Calvary, His ascension, priesthood, 
and all atoning sacrifice. Suddenly, I became 
conscious of a mysterious power exerting itself 
upon my sensibilities. My physical sensations 
though not of a nervous temperament in good 
health, alone and calm, were like those ot elec­
tric shocks passing through my bosom with 
slight but painless shocks, melting my hard 
heart into a fiery stream of love. Christ be­
came so unspeakably precious that I instantly 
dropped all earthly good, reputation, property, 
friends, family, everything in the twinkling of 
an eye. My soul crying out—

“ None bat Christ to me be given.
None but Ctirist in earth or heaven."

He stood forth as my Saviour, all radiant in 
His loveliness, “ tbe chief among ten thousand.’’ 
Yet there was no phantasm or image or uttered 
word, apprehended by my intellect. The af­
fections were the sphere of this wonderful phe­
nomenon, best described as “‘the love of God 
shed abroad in the heart by tbe Holy Ghost.'
It seemed as if the attraction ot Jesus, the load­
stone of my soul, was so strong that it would 
be drawn out of my body and through tbe col­
lege window by which I was sitting, and up­
ward into the sky. O how vivid and real was 
all this to me. 1 was more certain that Christ 
loved me than I was of the existence ol the so­
lid earth and the shining sun. I intuitively ap­
prehended Christ. My college class were just 
then discussing the subject of the intuitive cog­
nitions. I began to apply Sir Wm. Hamilton’s 
tests of these, viz., that they are simple, incom- 
perbensible, necessary and universal. The last 
adjective, of course, could not apply to the in­
tuitive belief ol one individual. But my con­
sciousness testified that my certainty of Christ’s 
love had the three first named characteristics, 
that it was to me even a necessaiy truth, the 
contrary of which was as unthinkable as tbe an­
nihilation of space. The last remarkable pe­
culiarity remained more than forty days, after 
which I had hours in which I could conceive 
the contrary of tbe proposition, “ Christ loves 
me.” On such occasions my firm conviction of 
His love waa not an intuition, but an inference 
trom my past experience together with the ab­
sence of any feeling of condemnation. I no 
longer doubt Wesley's doctrine of the direct 
witness of the Spirit, as distinct from the testi- 
many of my spirit discerning the fruits of tbe 
Spirit and inferring His presence and work. 1 
cannot to this day read the promises without 
feeling a suddan but delightful shcck of an in­
visible power sweetly applying them to my 
heart. Thus much 1 think is due to those who 
would study this manifestation of the Spirit 
from the stand point of theology and mental 
philosophy, a point ot view I myself have olten 
wished that remarkable experiences could be 
seen from. But language is wholly inadequate 
to express a manifestation of Christ which did 
not formulate itself in words, butin the mighty, 
overwhelming pulsations of love. Tbe joy for 
weeks was unspeakable. Tbe impulse was irre­
sistible to speak of it to everybody, saint or sin­
ner, Protestant or Papist, in public or in pri­
vate. At tbe time of writing, seven weeks from 
the first manifestation, the ecstasy had subsid­
ed into a delicious and unruffled peace, rising 
into ecstasy only in acts ot especial devotion. I 
find no fear ot man nor of death. I can no

not been my bobby, but rather my abhorrence 
in consequence of tbe imperfect manner in which 
it has been inculcated and exemplified. Hence 
if there is anyting in this experience confirm­
atory ot that doctrine as a distinct work, con­
sidering my former attitude toward this subject, 
my testimony ia something like that ol Saul of 
Tarsus to the truth ot Christianity. If I have 
any advice to give to Methodists, it is lo cease 
to discuss tbe subtleties and endless questions 
arising from entire sanctification or Christian 
perfection, and all cry mightily to God lor the 
baptism ot the Holy Spirit. This is certainly 
promised to all believers in Jesus. Method­
ism thus anointed in the pulpit and pew would 
be the mightiest Christian power in our coun­
try and in the world. O that every minister 
and layman would inquire the way to the upper 
room in Jerusalem, and there abide till tongi e» 
of fire flame upon their heads.

“A HALF PINT OF BEANS”—QUEER 
WAY OF RAISING MISSIONARY 

MONEY.

At a recent Primitive Methodist missionary 
anniversary held at Catfield, in tbe Great Yar­
mouth Circuit, England, the sum of £81 waa 
reported by a layman (Mr. J. Riches), who 
staled that the whole of it was the product of 
“ half a pint " of beans. Mentioning the 
names of twelve other» who had assisted him 
in growing the beans, he told his story thus :

“Three years ago, while driving to meet 
Rev. F. Goodall, who was coming to attend 
our missionary service, a» I was passing 
through Ormesby tbe thought came into my 
mind, •* Wbat ate yon doing for tbe mission­
ary cause ? Is there nothing more that yon can 
do ?" Then my thoughts went home to look 
over what I might devote to the good work ; 
and then it came before my mind to give some 
ol. the Leans. In this way arose the idea of 
selecting a half pint and sending them to the 
meeting with a request in a note which was at­
tached to them for some two persons to grow 
theus in succession for three years, and give the 
entire proceeds to the Missionary Society. Tbe 
beans were equally divided. I offered to take 
half. That half was planted with the following 
result : I had Ï56 to plant the first year,they pro­
duced 11 pint*. The 11 pints produced 9 bushels 
1 1-2 peck. This year, V bushels 1J1-2 peck pro­
duced 69 coombs, 2 1-2 pecks, to which have 
to be added about 6 eoombe, making the en­
tire produce in three years 74 coombs ; and I 
have the great pleasure of presenting £81 14». 
Vd. (over $400) to the mission fund for Africa 
as tbe fruits of tbe halt pint of beans.

An lntekestino Letter.—Tbe Syrian Mis­
sion has been honoured recently with many 
distinguished visitors. Rev. Dr. Jessup, writ­
ing from Beyront to a friend in New York, 
say*,

• Dr. Bannister and bis companion, the be­
loved and lamented Bishop Kingsley, of tbe 
Methodist Church, whom the Lord called so 
suddenly to tbe heavenly Canaan just as be was 
about embarking from the earthly," were 
among tbe distinguished persons who bad re­
cently visited him. Tbe letter published in 
the Evangelist closes thus

• Tbe last visitors to Syria, to whom I shall 
allude before closing this eminently personal 
letter are Rev. Dr. Duff, Missionary from In­
dia, and now convener of tbe Board of Missions 
of tbe Free Church of Scotland, and.Kev. Pro­
fessor Lumsden. They came to examine into 
tbe propriety of sending out from Scotland a 
Free Church minister to take the entire charge 
of tbe common schools, known as tbe Suileebey 
Schools, or Lebanon Schools,and until now un­
der tbe charge of a voluntary special Commit­
tee in Scotland. They have travelled over 
our whole missionary field from Tyre to Trip­
oli via Damascus, and through Mount Leban­
on-! Yesterday all the members of our Mission 
and tbe Professors of the college assembled at 
their request to confer with them on the whole 
subject of missions and mission agencies in Sy­
ria. Rev Dr. Hogg, of tbe UoitedPresbyteri- 
an Mission in Egypt, and tbe Rev. J. Robert­
son, of tbe Jewish Mission of tbe Kirk of Scot­
land to Bey rout, were also present. We had 
two sessions of about three hours each. Tbe 
Conference was full, tree and fraternal. Noth­
ing waa kept back, the most entire harmony 
prevailed. One ol the results of the Confe­
rence was tbe unanimous approval by tbe Sy­
ria Mission of the sending out ol such an or­
dained Free Church minister to superintend 
these schools anil a Normal Training School, 
leaving founding of eburehes to tbe native Sy­
rian Evangelical Church already existing. Our 
Scotch brethren also expressed a deep interest 
in the college, and favored tbe idea of a Pro­
fessorship ol the English Language and Liter­
ature in tbe Syrian Protestant College, to be 
endowed and manned from Gteat Britain."

Allison went up “ out of great tribulation” 
to the presence of God and the Lamb.

She was the only child df the late C. F. 
Allison, Esq., of blessed memory, the foun­
der of the noble Educational Institutions at 
Sackville, X. B.

From her earliest infancy. Miss Allison 
was, on thc part of her parents, the object 
of the most affectionate Christian care.

iey were deeply impressed with the mag­
nitude of the trust committed to their keep­
ing, and with the necessity of Divine grace 
to render the efforts put forth on behalf of 
their child successful in her religious train­
ing, and in her full and final salvation. 
Amidst the earnest prayers of her father, 
and by the unhesitating faith of her now 
doubly bereaved mother, she was unreser­
vedly dedicated to God, and the covenant 
ratified in His own baptismal ordinance. 
This act was thenceforth followed by the 
careful instillation of Scriptural truth, and 
by all the hallowing influences of holy ex­
ample.

The honour thus rendered to God was 
soon and abundantly honoured by Him. 
At three years of age Miss Allison delight­
ed to learn out of that blessed volume, 
whose inspired teachings make wise unto 
salvation. At ten, she cast in her lot with 
the people of God, by commencing to meet 
in her lather’s class. About a year after­
wards, when that excellent man was called 
to his heavenly rest, his daughter took his 
place at the table of the Lord, and has left 
behind the record'of her b’essed experience 
on that memorable occasion. From that 
time it is believed she walked in the fear of 
God and the comfort of the Holy Ghost, 
until she was summoned to rejoin her 
parent in the skies.

Possessing a mind of more than usual 
vigour, and being favoured with the 
choicest educational advantages, she made 
rapid progress in learning, and on the com' 
pletion ot her studies had acquired a rich­
ness and breadth of intellectual culture, 
such as few at her age enjoy. Afterwards, 
during a sojourn in Hamilton, Ont., where 
was laid the foundation of some of her 
dearest friendships, and in travelling ex 
tensively in the United States, she gained 
a larger acquaintance with the world, be­
came more deeply interested in the move­
ments of humanity, and had her sympathies 
with all that is ameliorative and ennobling 
more perfectly developed.

In the year 1867 failing health compel­
led her to travel in Europe. Accompanied 
by her beloved mother, she spent the winter 
months in the sjuth of France, and subse­
quently, vrith considerably improved 
strength, visited the most interesting places 
of Italy and Germany, besides making a 
short stay in England. The opportunity 
then afforded to her of further improve­
ment in knowledge was judiciously em­
braced,, and she returned to her home gra­
teful for the Providential guidance and 
blessing of God, and better fitted for the 
performance of any duties which might de­
volve upon her. Though by no means free 
from solicitude in reference to her health, 
yet her friends were fain to cherish the 
fondest expectations on her behalf. She 
was herself remarkably buoyant and hope­
ful. A sanctified earthly life seemed to 
have many charms for her. With an 
amiability so winning, an intelligence so 
varied and full, a kindness so cordial and 
considerate, and, above all, a deportment 
so uniformly modest and so thoroughly 
Christian, she was, as must be supposed, 
greatly endeared to a large circle of friends, 
who felt constrained to hope that she might 
long be spared to diffuse a blessing upon 
her race. Infinite wisdom had ordered it 
otherwise.

Towards the end of September last Miss 
Allison took a severe cold. A fever ensu­
ed, and, on a constitution far from being 
robust, operated with crushing effect. Her 
sufferings, prolonged over the remainder of 
the year, were frequently most intense. 
After a few weeks’ illness, the termination 
of her life was expected for many succes­
sive hours—extending over several nights 
and days. But the end was not then. Not 
restoration, but partial relief was granted 
to her. To others, gleams of hope would 
sometimes appear to flicker round her 
couch—to herself there seemed simply to 
be cause for increased resignation to the 
will of God, whether for life or for death. 
Once, all but the very fact of dying was 
experienced. She was then eminently 
calm and happy. The most assured teeti 
monies of personal peace with God, and of 
joy in the atonement of Christ, were given 
by her. Messages of Christian interest 
were sent to absent friends. And then she 
waited the summons to a brighter world. 
Patience, however, was yet to have its per­
fect work. Day after day, week after week 
of suffering followed each other slowly 
Such, too, was the nature of her malady 
that for a long time she could see no one 
but the necessary attendants. Yet when 
she could, even ior a few minutes, her ut­
terances were precious, and evinced that 
marvellous combination at once ot human 
faith and Divine power, which graces so 
peculiarly the closing scenes of a true be­
liever’s life. Was the promise of Christ’s 
presence alluded to? Hpr prompt reply 
would be, “ He is very near.” “ He is 
with me now.” “ He folds me to His 
bosom.” “ He encircles me in His arms.”

On the first day of the present year she 
was carried to the window whence she 
might see the worshippers of God leaving 
the bouse of prayer, and afterwards, with 
apparent( comfort, she conversed freely on 
the state of her mind. With tearful eyes 
she expressed the wish once more to com­
memorate the dying love of Christ, and the 
hope was cherished that on the morrow 
her strength might prove sufficient for this 
exercise. But the following day found life 
fast ebbing out. A few verses were read, 
and a short prayer was offered at her bed­
side. “I am very weak,” she said, “no 
one can tell what I suffer ; but that will 
support me all the rest of the day.” Suo 
cour for another day was not required. 
» ithin halt an hour of the noon of night, 

-in the full possession of consciousness at 
last, apparently free from all pain, and with 
a most benignant gaze fixed upon her parent, 
she said, “ Mother, I am dying,” and there- 
altet, without a sigh, escaped from the 
tenement of clay to be “ for ever with the 
Lord.”

She died in the 24th year of her age.

IS THIS AX AGE OF PROGRESS?

Is this an age of progress ? Progress in 
what respects ?—progress as compared with 
the condition of men and things in what 
other age? In some particulars it would 
be folly to expect progress beyond the point 
attained by civilized nations in the 
past at the most palmy period of their ex­
istence, because the circumstances of the 
time are not favorable to such progress. In 
some directions, too, progress is a thing 
scarcely possible. The days can never 
come when all men will be giants and all 
women angels. Nor is there any reason to 
believe that the laws of our being permit in 
this world that the average strength of the 
human intellect should naturally become 
greater and greater continually. Circum­
stances may be favorable or otherwise to 
the attainment of a high degree of physical 
strength and beauty and of a high average 
of natural mental power by any particular 
branch of the human family ; but clearly 
there are well defined limits beyond which 
progress in these respects is not to be ex­
pected because not possible. And there 
seems good reason for believing that those 
limits have often been reached by races in 
other days.

Then, in those arts that chiefly call into 
exercise in their culture the force of the 
imagination and the sense of the beautiful, 
we cannot reasonably expect absolute pro­
gress beyond the stage reached by highly 
endowed races in other days under circum­
stances fay better calculated than those now 
existing to promote excellence of produc­
tion in the branches respectively cultivated. 
There is nothing surprising in the fact that 
in poetry, sculpture, and architecture the 
most renowned of the ancient races have 
scarcely yet been equalled by modern na­
tions. In oratory, too, the Greeks and Ro­
mans of the the olden times have certainly 
not been surpassed by the cultivators of 
that noble art in these latter days. But 
there is no?reason why they should be sur­
passed, but rather otherwise. In abstract 
power of thinking, likewise, the strong men 
of ancient days stand well as compared 
with the deep-thoughted men of the pre­
sent time ; and why should they not ?

Nevertheless, the age in wjiich we live 
is rapidly advancing along many lines of 
progress. Never before since men spread 
themselves over the earth was useful know­
ledge so widely diffused as at this moment. 
-Never were there so many Bibles in the 
world as to-day. Never were there so 
many of the children of men before able 
and willing to read those bibles as at this 
hour. Never at any former period could 
those who love the Lord Jesus find such 
ready access to the millions ot the human 
family as now. And the writer rejoices 
to believe that never before either relative­
ly or absolutely did so many of the sons of 
Adam love the world’s Christ as to-day.

Darkened as is one famous land by deeds 
of violence, and trodden as is its palpitating 
bosom by the feet of stern men swift to 
shed blood, never before were the rights of 
humanity so widely recognized and respect 
ed as in our time. The chains of the slaves 
are still snapping asunder, and human bon­
dage will soon become merely a horrid 
memory, and a dreadful tradition. In the 
noblest of merely earthly arts, the arts of 
secular self government, the progress being 
made is simply amazing. And the estab­
lishment of religious liberty is proceeding 
with not unequal step with the diffusion of 
free constitutional government.

What need be said of the mastery of the 
blind forces of nature, .to which civilized 
man is day by day attaining ? What lan­
guage can do justice to the steam engine in 
the mine, the mill, the factory, the ships, 
and on the road? The sons of the pro­
phet were startled at the sight of the iron 
that swam at the prophet’s bidding in the 
old time. What would they have felt had 
they caught a vision of the British iron­
clad “ Captain,” as she breasted the waves 
before she took her fatal plunge into the 
briny depths ? How would the faithful 
Penelope have managed to baffle her im­
portunate suitors, had her web been woven 
in a power loom driven by steam ? But 
with what joy, would not the good wife, 
so beautifully portrayed by the inspired 
Hebrew, have welcomed the services of a 
spinning jenny, when with her maidens she 
wrought in wool and flax ; and bow won­
derfully lightened would have been indus­
trious labours, when preparing garments 
for her lord and his stalwart sous, who 
called her blessed and enabled their father 
to speak courageously to bis enemies in the 
gate, could she have been favoured with 
the use of a modern sewing machine, such 
as makes pleasant music end good work 
in many a

throughout our land. What would our 
beautiful but over-curious mother Eve have 
felt and thought could she have even 
dreamt of the exhaust less resources of the 
millinery of the distant future? And 
Adam, great in primeval horticulture, 
would it not have been a delightful treat 
to him to have anticipated, in thought, the 
contents of an agricultural implement 
warehouse of the latter half of the nine­
teenth century ? Surely, what would the 
old Romans, proud masters of so large a 
part of the world, have given for the secret 
of the magnetic telegraph—sub-oceanic or 
otherwise—to flash their commands quick 
as thought from the banks of the yellow 
Tiber to the frontier of Parthia, the verge 
ot the great Sahara, the banks of the Rhine 
and the Danube, the shores of Brittany, and 
the foot of the Grampians ?

Of the progress made in the cruel art of 
war, let the painful and wonderful record 
of the Franco-German struggle furnish 
illustrations. It will be enough for ns to 
say that no army that ever previously took 
the field was so powerful an instrument ot 
war as the great German army that has 
brought such lamentable desolation upon 
France.

Are there great men now though, after 
all ? We stand too near the chief men of 
our time to estimate aright their compara­
tive elevation. We need some of that 
distance which lands enchantment to the 
view. But God always finds the men He 
needs to do the work designed. In 1870, 
He especially used two men who must, in 
all coming time, take rank among the 
greatest men of their respective classes. 
The memory of these men will be execra­
ted and venerated for generations by res­
pective millions of their fellows. By many 
the motives of the one will be denounced, 
the strategy of the other will be questioned, 
and the work of both will be anathema' 
tized. But the existence and labours of 
Bismarck and Moltke demonstrate that 
some ol the ablest of our race are Counted 
with living men.

Circuit Inttlliamre.
CHARLOTTETOWN CIRCUIT.

Dear Mr. Editor.—Among the most 
noteworthy events of our Island Capital for 
some time past, have been the Bazaar in 
Christmas week, in aid of our New Day 
School, and the opening of this Institution 
on Monday last with appropriate devotion­
al and dedicatory services. The former 
was held, under the distinguished patronage 
of His Honor the Lieut. Governor and 
Lady, in our Spacious Market Hall, which 
had been kindly placed at the disposal of 
the Trustees by His worship the Mayor, 
and most tastefully decorated with ever­
greens and banners by the young men of 
our congregation, assisted by some of their 
friends. The display of fancy and useful 
articles took everybody by surprise. The 
variety, beauty, richness and intrinsic value 
of the goods arranged as they were with 
great taste, elicited much ‘admiration and 
praise, and the skill and enthusiasm of the 
ladies who had got up so highly creditable a 
Bazaar were the subject of general remark, 
and probably not one among the many hun­
dreds of visitors felt himself able to under­
stand how it was possible that beauty and 
utility could be so happily blended and how 
there should be presented for sale, what 
had just seemed to anticipate the needs of 
all comers. No doubt the noble project of 
supplying a first class Protestant School, 
long felt to be an urgent want in this city, 
where Convent Schools have been doing 
surely and stealthily their previous work of 
proselytism.did much to induce evangelical 
Christians generally to favour us with their 
countenance and support, but apart from 
this so good judgment had been manifested 
in providing for the most exquisite taste as 
well as for the strictest utilitarianism, that 
but little more than the bland smiles of the 
fair ladies who presided most gracefully at 
the respective stalls, was necessary to effect 
more or less sales with everybody, especial 
ly as very moderate prices, ruled on each of 
the three days of the Bazaar. The season 
of the year was favorable and the weather 
moderately good Santa Claus was disposed 
to be unusually generous among the young 
folks and mutual Christmas gifts gladdened 
the hearts of many of the older ones. A 
somewhat novel feature showed itself in 
what was termed the department of the 
Bachelor’s Club.

Here under the direction of clever sales­
men whose beards indicated they had not 
tarried long enough at Jerinho or any where 
else to become very greatly disgusted with 
the sweets of social life, quite a brisk trade 
was carried on in Bedsteads, Cradles, 
Household Furniture, and less or more of 
about every thing that the mechanical arts 
supply such as Sleighs, Harness, Boots 
and Shoes, dcc.&c., amountiug in all nearly 
to the snug little sum of two hundred 
pounds, a pretty handsome amount to be 
realized from their very gallant efforts all 
made on the behalf of the ladies in the short 
space of about six weeks.

Favourable mention might also be made 
of the .good management of those who had 
charge of the Refreshment and Cake Ta­
bles and whose ample supplies of the good 
and substantial as well as of the more deli­
cate and sumptuous viands would have 
done credit to professional caterers and 
which, well gratifying the most fastidious 
appetites,added very considerably to the re­
ceipts.

The entire net proceeds amounted to 
within a small fraction of a thousand pounds, 
and is regarded financially as a great 
success. The whole affair passed off 
most pleasantly, to produce which the 
gratuitous and efficient services of Gal 
braith’s Brass Band on Tuesday and 
Wednesday evenings contributed not a 
little. It is well when such devotions as 
was manifested by the ladies of our Bazaar 
Committee has its deserved reward and for 
their sakes as well as the Trustees, we give 
God thanks.

The School was opened on the 9th inst 
A select audience comprising very many 
of our most influential citizens crowded the 
spacious Lecture Room. The Superintend­
ent of the Circuit who is ex-officio, a mem­
ber of the Board of Trustees presided. 
After the singing of a suitable hymn, Revd. 
Mr. Fitzgerald, A. B. T. C. Rector of St. 
Pauls read select scriptures and Revd. John 
Davis (Baptist) and Rev. E. Evans offer­
ed prayer.

The Chairman addressed the meeting on 
behalf of the Trustees expressing their 
thanks for the confidence reposed in them 
thus far by the general public, and briefly 
defining the education to be imparted in the 
Wesleyan I)ay School as liberal in its pro­
visions,thorough in its character and such as 

cozy Methodist parsonage would be communicated on right Christiaq

principles, without coming into collision 
with denominational predilections or secta­
rian prejudice.

He also called upon the audience to en­
gage with him in dedicating the Institution 
to God in the interests of Christiou educa­
tion. He had no imposing ritual in which 
to ask them to take a part but he desired 
them to do what he believed they would 
think not less important, to commend by 
earnest prayer the Board of instruction and 
their work to the Divine favouf and bles­
sing, that great and lasting benefits might 
follow to the community and the Island 
generally. He concluded by saying that he 
was happy to announce that a Principal had 
been obtained in Canada West highly re­
commended by Rev. Drs. Taylor and Ry- 
erson, who would enter upon his office in 
a few weeks.

Another Hymn was sung after, which 
Doctors Fraser (Presbyterian) and John­
son offered prayer. The devotional exerci­
ses were now brought to a close. The Tea­
chers and about a hundred pupils retired 
to organize classes, after which Hon. George 
Beer by request took the chair and expres­
sed in a brief but neat address high gratifi­
cation at the extraordinary success which 
had attended the efforts of the friends of 
the Institution. Several impromptu addres­
ses followed. Charles Partner, Esq., was 
pleased with the fair prospects with which 
an Institution had been opened with which 
at least in a pecuniary point of view he was 
connected. When first contemplated it was 
hoped it would be conducted under the aus­
pices of the different Protestant churches 
but as the attempt had failed he was glad 
that the Wesleyans had taken the matter in 
hand and by great zeal and perseverance 
thus far succeeded. He was pleased with 
the principles set forth in the opening ad­
dress and with the description of Teachers 
who had been engaged and if he had been 
among those who had hitherto stood aloof, 
as a parent and sound Protestant, he would 
feel it his duty henceforth to give the Insti­
tution his hearty support. Tremendous ef­
forts had been made to establish schools of 
another kind in our midst. It was now the 
duty of all Protestants to unite in support 
ing this one.

D. Laird, Esq. regretted the circum­
stances that rendered it necessary for the 
Wesleyan body to undertake the school, 
which he thought reflected very unfavorably 
upon the successive Governments and 
Boards of Education, but while he regret­
ted the state of things be rejoiced that they 
could point to this Institution as a credit to 
our city and he wished it and its friends all 
possible success. The Prince of Wales Col­
lege had done good but it was a Provincial 
Institution, the Roman Catholics deserved 
great credit for their schools but now that 
our public city schools were so disreputable 
he was glad the Wesleyan Day-school was 
instituted, and he would have great confi­
dence in a Principal as they had heard 
recommended by Dr. Ryerson.

Rcvds. Messrs. Fitzgerald and Davis, in 
a few good-natured remarks, defended the 
Board of Education.

The Chairman observed that perhaps all 
were right, and at all events as things had 
turned out it might prove all for the best, as 
out cf the apathy of the citizens generally 
had sprung the present promising Institu­
tion.

Robert Longworth, Esq., as a Trustee, 
expressed his great satisfaction with the 
the day’s proceedings, and spoke of the plea­
sure the trustees had had in the generous 
support of the public generally. Hon. 
Judge Young said as a volunteer he would 
make a few remarks. He had been de­
lighted with that large assembly, represent­
ing all the evangelical churches of the city 
and gratified with the disposition that all 
seemed to evince in providing education 
on Christian principles for the youth of our 
city and Island. He believed it to be the 
privilege of every one to aid in sustaining 
such an Institution as this, and as a proof 
of his willingness to do so he desired the 
Trustees to put down his name for (£50) 
fifty pounds for next five years, as it could 
scarcely be thought at first to prove self- 
sustaining, and if in addition to that the 
Trustees should be in any difficulty he could 
direct them to where they could get at any 
time four or five hundred pounds more.

W. E. Dawson, Esq., Sec’y. of the Trus­
tees thanked the Judge for his generous do 
nation, and said it war just such volunteers 
they needed, as on the building which with 
two acres of land attached cost about £6, 
000, there would |be a debt when the furni 
ture would be all supplied of about £750.

The Professor of Music obliged the audi­
ence with a performance on the piano after 
which those present joined in singing God 
save the Queen and_ the meeting was 
brought to a close by pronouncing the bene­
diction. Thus ended, Mr. Editor, the exer- 
sises connected with the opening of an In 
stitution which now bids fair for conferring 
immense advantages upon Protestant fam­
ilies in P. E. I.

A few particulars will now bring this 
lengthy epistle to a close. The Wesleyan 
Dav School is a Brick Building three stories 
high besides the basement, 86 feet long and 
45 feet wide and has been built under the 
efficient Superintendence of Thomas Alley, 
Esq., according to a plan obtained in the 
U. S., but somewhat modified. It is heated 
by steam and thoroughly ventilated on the 
latest and most approved principles. In 
the basement there are two rooms for classes 
12 feet between the floors and very com­
modious, besides keeper’s rooms, heating 
apparatus &c. In the first floor three class 
rooms for boys, 1 Trustees’ Room and 
Teachers private room. On the 2nd floor 
there are 4 school rooms and one private 
room for teachers. The 3rd story is occn 
pied with the Lecture Room 52 feet 8 in­
ches by 42 feet 4 inches and a music room 
and drawing room, each 29 feet 7 inches 
by 20 feet 8 finches, all of which are 15 
feet high Every class room is fur­
nished with an ante-room for children’s 
bats and coats and indeed the establishment 
is tilled up with every convenience to render 
it fully up to the times. Three teachers 
besides the Principal and a Professor of 
Music w.ill be engaged through the winter. 
In the spring two or three more teachers 
are expected to be employed so that when 
the arrangements are perfected the school 
will be thoroughly graded having an infant 
class and primary intermediate and High 
School departments for both sexes. At 
present there are over one hundred pupils 
in attendence and when all the classes are 
in operation it is believed it will be nearly 
or firily doubled. May God prosper this 
and all our Educational Institutions.

POWNAL CIRCUIT, P. E. 1.

NEW CHURCH OPENED----CONSTRUCTION.

With thankfulness to our heavenly Fa­
ther, wc are able to report the opening of 
our new church in Pownal. The old one 
was not only very antiquated and uncom­
fortable, but far too small. The necessity 
for a new one has long been acknowledged, 
and its erection too long delayed. How­
ever, after many and peculiar difficulties, a 
noble sanctuary has been reared in our

midst. Its size is thirty-two feet by fifty ; 
and has a spire seventy-seven feet high. The 
structure is of wood, and the style Gothic. 
It is ceiled throughout—two cornices of 
mouldings running entirely around the 
building. The roof is beautified by three 
moulded circles, with leaves, dec. ; from 
each of these a chandilier depends. There 
are three ranges of pews, finished without 
doors, which are reached by two aisles ; 
and will accommodate about two hundred 
and sixty persons. The church is well 
warmed by two coal stoves, one in each of 
the front corners, the pipes running along 
the side windows to the farther corners, and 
from thence entering a separate flue, these 
both unite in one as they ascend. Between 
these flues is struck a beautiful Gothic arch 
with mouldings, and forming a recces for 
the pulpit sofa. The pulpit is a simple 
front of three Gothic panels, with sides of 
one panel each. A circular communion 
rail encloses the whole. The speaker 
stands only three stairs high ; but commands 
a good view of the entire audience. All 
the wood-work is beautifully painted ; and, 
thanks to the ladies, cocoa-nut matting cov­
ers the aisles, the communion floor is car­
peted, the table cover is of crimson cloth, 
and the pulpit cushions of velvet. The 
large gilt-edged Bible is the gift ot the Hon. 
Judge \ouug, of Charlottetown ; and the 
hymn-book to match is the contribution of 
a few members of our catechumen class.

OPENIN'».

It was decided that the dedicatory ser­
vices should be held on Christmas-dny. The 
Revs. G. S. Milligan, our beloved chair­
man. E. Evans, and F. W. Moore, were to 
officiate at the three services. Our choir, 
with the aid of a large cabinet organ, had 
prepared themselves to lead the congrega­
tion in the service of song. Everything 
was ready. On the evening preceding the 
Sabbath, it was found that the loose ice in 
the river, between us and the city, rendered 
it impassable. However, hopes were eu 
tertained that as it was freezing intensely, 
the ministers would be present. Sabbath 
morning came—the church was being filled 
—the trustees advised to wait awhile—an 
hour after the time of opening elapsed—and 
then, your correspondent, the most disap­
pointed of all, had to open the church him­
self. He did so, in the name of the Holy 
Trinity, invoking the abiding presence and 
blessing of the great Head of the Church. 
The opening hymn was sung :—

*' These walls we to thy honor raise.
Long may they echo to thy praise,” &c.

In the dedicatory prayer we felt in very 
deed, the descent of the divine Spirit. Af­
ter unitedly pleading in song for a blessing 
on the reading of God’s Holy Word ; part 
of Solomon’s prayer at the dedication 
of the Temple, was read ; Ac. The ser­
mon was based upon “ the wise men” com­
ing to worship the infant Jesus, and pre­
senting gifts of gold, &c. The birth of 
Christ—our wisdom in seeking the Saviour 
—the duty to worship—the privilege of pre­
senting our gifts—and the present opportu­
nity of offering to Jesus ou this Christmas 
morning, a birth-day present ; were some of 
the topics of discourse. The trustees were 
pleased to fijd several pieces of gold in the 
collection plates, in imitation of the “ wise 
men.” The collection ainouuted to about 
ten pounds. “ The best of all was God 
was with us.” We parted hoping the min­
isters might arrive for the after services.

At 3 p. in. the church was again filled ; 
but the pulpit again empty. The writer 
again preached ; subject, Jesus the true 
foundation. At night there was a vast 
crowd, and we bad a glorious service. For 
the third time the same preacher discoursed 
and this on the Angelic Christmas Anthem, 
Notwithstanding the disappointment to-day, 
we expressed our pleasure that a second 
Sabbath of opening services had been decid 
ed upon, and the ministers from the city, as 
well as helping friends would be present 
But who would believe it. New Year’s 
Day arrived, without the ministers and 
friends ! And having preached on the eve­
ning before at the “ Watchnight” service 
the writer again preached three more open

most interesting meeting, one of the best I had ' 
attended. Our little sanctuary here through 
the indomitable perseverance of Miss Mar­
tha Church, (who had journeyed to Halifax 
soliciting aid for the good work) had as­
sumed both internally and externally a 
most pleasing appearance. The financial 
results of the meeting will present to the 
Home Missionary fund more than five times 
the amount received from the circuit for that 
fund last year. ,

Last week our Foreign Missionary meet­
ings for the Avondale circuit were held, 
and although we felt disappointed in not 
having the expected deputation from Halifax 
North circuit ; yet with the efficient aid of 
Bro. McMurrav onr meetings were deeply 
interesting, and monetary results in advance 
ot last year. This was the more pleasing 
iu view of the tact that our Home Mission­
ary meetings previously held were more 
than two hundred per cent, in advance of 
last year, demonstrating that our people 
value.and are resolved to sustain both those 
important enterprises of our church.

In conclusion, I have great pleasure in 
being able to inform you, that besides 
the noble effort made through our re­
cent Bazaar to liquidate the debt then due 
on our Parsonage, amounting at that time 
to between ten and eleven hundred dollars. 
Through the kindness of a few beloved 
friends, who from the first have manifested 
their love for our Zion, through their con­
tinued liberality the last cent of balance due 
on our Parsonage iu Avondale has been 
paid. This was a consummation that lav 
near our venerable and now enfeebled bro­
ther Nicholas Mosher’s, Esq., heart, and is 
to him as well as ourselves a matter of 
much thauklulness.

Wanted- Reduced Rates ok Newspaper 
Postage.—We would advise the Government 
ot Canada to reduce the postage on weekly 
newspaper to ten cents a year. Hundreds of 
thousands of these papers being furnished at 61 
a year, ten cents is quite enough to pay for pos­
tage. At this rate thirty cents would be the 
sum tor tri-weekly, and sixty cents for daily 
papers. These sums would not be much felt, 
but the present high rates undoubtedly restrict 
the circulation t>f newspapers. The State thus 
loses the educating influences which they are 
fitted to exert on the people : a great loss for a 
small gain. We should, be better pleased to 
see newspaper postage abolished altogether. 
Though the principle may be defensible, the 
imposition is not a politic one. Failing this, 
however, we would suggest that reductions be 
made of the above nature. We feel confident 
that they would result in no decrease of reve­
nue, but rather the reverse. We should be 
willing, however, to consent that the publishers 
should be compelled to pay the postage in all 
eases in advance. We hope the members of 
the House, of Commons will take hold ol this 
matter and press it upon the favorable consid­
eration of the Government. We bespeak the 
friendly aid of the Press in all the Province*.—

The German loss before Belfort, in the re­
cent engagement with Bourbaki’s forces, 
-amounted to four thousand killed, wounded 
and prisoners.^The French in the same engage­
ment lost eight thousand. •

The French positions along the borders of 
Switzerland have now all been captured. The 
inhabitants are flying across the border, and the 
country presents a dreary picture ot peasants 
hurrying from their homes seeking to save a few 
of their effects. The movement is described as 
an exodus of families.

The town of Abbevilliers has been burned to 
the ground, and the inhabitants turned out to 
wander where they please.

From despatches from Versailles I learn that 
Count Bismarck is better. The pain in his leg 
which has been very great, is less constant and 
less severe.

On Tuesday a detachment of a German light 
battery dashed within half a mile ot the long si­
lent Fort Mont Valerian, and planting their 
guns, fired three rounds of shell into the cita­
del then limbered up and galloped under cover 
of the h 11 behind the fort. The defenders 
within the fort, aroused by the insult, opened 
a tremendous fire upon the daring detachment, 
but caught apparently napping, they hurt no­
body.

On the recommendation of the Honorable the 
Minister of Inland Revenue, and under virtue the 
the authority given by the 17th section of the Act 
31st Viet., Chapter 8, intituled : 44 An Act respect­
ing the Inland Revenue. ' His Excellency in 
Council has l>een pleased to Order, and it is hereby 
Ordered that the following regulations for the manu­
facture of Methylated Spirits in bond shall he and 
thav are hereby made and established :

SEOUL AT IONS.

1st. The room in which the wood Naphtha is 
mixed with Spirits shall only be accessible to the 
proprietor during the actual presence of an*officer 
of Inland Revenue.

2nd. A sample of the wood Naphtha (say about 
four ounces) shall be sent to the Department from 
every cask or pac kage used.

3rd. Not less than 100 proof gallons of Alcohol 
shall he mixed in an open mixing tub, in the pre­
sence of the officer who shall then ttst and guage it 
as to strength and quantity.

4th. NVith every 100 proof gallons of Alcohol, 
there shall be mixed at least twelve and a half gal­
lons of 44 Wood Nuphtha of Commerce,” the whole 
being mixed together.

5th. After the mixing has been throughly com­
pleted, the strength of theViixture shall lie tested, 
and the quantity guaged by the officer in attend­
ance and duly recorded. The mixture shall then 
he placed in casks being branded or marked on the 
bead in legible characters, with the words—

41 Methylated Spirits.”
44 Due on which was mixed.”
44 Numlier of NVine gallons in the cask.”
44 Strength.”
44 Numlier of Proof Gallons. ’
44 Name of the Division.”
44 Initiais of the officer under whose inspection 

the mixture took place.”
44 Numlier of the entry under which it is ware­

housed.”
6th. A Stock Book must lie kept in the Far 

tory, in w'hich must lie entered :—
(a) The particulars of every package of Alco­

hol, brought in, stating where manufactured, the 
strength and quantity ; the marks, &c., on the 
casks, and the general number of the Permit under 
which it was conveyed to the Manufactory.

(A) The particulars of every quantity mixed, 
shewing the marks, &c., of the original packages 
from which it wus taken ; the quantity of strength 
of the “ Methylated Spirits” produced from it, and 
the particulars ns to marks, numbers, &e., of the 
Casks in which it is placed.

7<h. Every entry in the Stock Book is to he 
checked by the officer in charge, who must keep and 
account of each transaction, which account or a 
duplicate thereof is to be taken to the Inland Re­
venue office, immediately after each transaction.

8th. So soon as the mixing and barrelling has 
been completed, the 44 Methylated Spirits” shall be 
removed from the Bounded Manufactory, and duly 
entered for warehouse as required by the regula­
tions in that behalf.

THE LAST DECADE.

With the 31st of December, 1870, closes a 
decade ef years that can be said, without exag­
geration, to stand unrivaled “ in the known 
account of time ” with respect to the importance 
of the events that make up the sum ol it|jiisto- 
ry. There is a tendency in the human mind 
that leads men to consider their own time to be 
the most important of all time ; and though they 
are right in holding such time to be the great­
est ol all days and years to them, inasmuch as 
they constitute their lives, yet it is certain that 
the real interest of history is concentrated 
ar >und some few periods, during which events 
take place that forever after color and control 
the world's course. Such periods were the de­
cade of years that began with the crossing of 
the Rubicon by Ctesar (n. c. 50—40) ; the de­
cade in which occurred the fall of the kingdom 
ot Granada, the dicovery of America, the first 
voyage to India by the Cape of Good Hope, 
the intermarriage of the royal houses of Aus­
tria and Spain, and the invasion of Italy by the 
French (1490—1500); the decade that began 
with the meeting of the Long Parliament (16- 
40-1650) ; the decade that followed the passage 
as the Stamp Act (1765-1775) ; and that which 
followed the last meeting of the States Gene­
ral of France (1789-1799.) All these periods 
were full of events, great in themselves, and 
greater in their consequences ; and yet the 
roost striking ol them all—that with which 
the fifteenth century closed—was not so rich in 
events as the decade that is just being added to 
the sum of departed time. There i6 hardly any­
thing that can move the sympathies of men, or 
excite their wonder, that has not occurred since 
the beginning of the year 1861. Mighty em­
pires have been overthrown, old dynasties have 
fallen, great interests have been uprooted, the 
most ancient of temporal politics has ceased to 
exist, new nations have been created, wars of 
unparalleled proportions have been waged with 
new weapons, and on new military principles- 
continental railways have been laid down, ob­
stacles to maritime commerce have been cut 
through or removed, remote nations have been 
brought into daily intercourse through telegra­
phic cables that lie at the bottom ot the seas 
over which men once were afraid to sail, and 
great discoveries and inventions in science and 
in art have added vastly to the means at man’s 
command to reclaim that earth over which he 
has the promise of dominion on condition that 
his exertions shall show him worthy of such su­
premacy. To match the seventh decade ol our 
century, it is probable that we should have to 
take the greatest ol modem centuries, even 
the sixteenth, to which belongs the Reforma­
tion, and which saw the beginning ot those 
changes the fruition of which was reserved for 
our own time, and for the next age.—C. C. 
Hazewkll, in Uarpet's Magazine for Janu­
ary.

A Gentleman who remembers visiting a State 
prison with his father, when a boy, writes to 
the Central Advocate, the following sad story 
of one of the inmates, who told it lor his bene­
fit.

One old man particular)- attracted our atten­
tion. He seemed to wish to talk to my lather, 
so we sat down.

“ I see you have your little boy with you," 
said be, “ aud I would like to tell you some­
thing of my story, for my downward course 
commenced when I was no older than he. I had 
a good mother, but she died when I was very 
young, and although I remembered some of her 
teachings, I did not have her hand to guide me 
when I went astray. One day I was playing 
marbles in the street with some of my play­
mates, when one of the boys said.

“ 1 Bet's play for keeps.’ So we began the 
game, and it was not long before I had lost all 
my beautiful marbles.

“ I was very angry, and got up and swore 
that I would have my marbles back again. It 
was my first oath, aud there commenced my 
downfall. I had often heard my playmates 
swear, and I had heard my father swear ; but 
my mother had taught me bow very wicked it 
was, and her memory had kept my mouth clean. 
I had no sooner said the words than I felt 
ashamed ; but one of the boys exclaimed.

“ Bully for you, Tom ; I didn't think you had 
pluck enough to talk like a man !”

“ So for fear they would think I was not 
manly, I smothered my good feelings, and be­
fore a great while I repeated the words, adding 
a little more, just to show them I was not 
afraid to talk as the rest did.

“ O, It I had only a praying lather to prat- 
over me that night, and ask God to keep his 
son from going astray, I would not have been 
where I am to-day.

“ After the first sin it is so easy to add a lit­
tle more. By learning to swear more boldly I 
was thrown into the company of boys who were 
still more wicked, and it was not long before 1 
fourni myself planning, with others, to rob or­
chards and hen-roosts.

“From this I wjnt on until, by the time I 
was a man, I was ready to undertake almost 
any sinful deed if strong inducements were held 
out. But I will nof weary you with my story 
it is a long and wicked one. What I want to 
impress on this little boy’s mind is, never begin 
to do wroiiff."

We went away and left the old man ; but his 
story was not forgotten.

THE BOY THAT STUCK TO FARMING.

Farmers' boys are not the only ones who 
make thrifty men, though to begin with they 
have much in their favor. A writer in the Farm 
Advocate does not like the idea of so many boys 
getting sick or ashamed of agriculture, and de­
spising the old country homestead when they 
grow up. He says :

When I was a boy my first savings of ten- 
ceqf pieces, earned by Saturday afternoon work 
VTor school kept half a day on Saturday then— 
were expended in buying a heifer calf Then I 
worked on and paid my father a certain sum 
each mouth for keeping.

When the calf was one year old I traded it 
lor two steer calves, and now I bad to put in 
good and strong to pay for their keeping ; but

occupied all my spare time in teaching these 
calves to work in the yoke, and at one year 
they would gee and haw as well as old oxen, 
and my father paid me for their use in leading 
the team lor breaking in his two and three-year 
olds.

Again, I had a piece of ground each year af­
ter 1 was fourteen, that I could work and plant 
on shares ; and if I wanted help, why, I bail to 
give two days of my time to the hired man’s 
one day. I grew just what my fancy and read­
ing dictated, and ti om the proceeds I dressed 
as well as any boys now.

I always had some time to play, time to read, 
and now look back with love and pleasant 
thoughts to the old farm and the farm hand who 
taught me how to use tools, and whipped me 
when I neglected to drive the team out straight 
at the end of the furrow in plowing.

This rememberance ot my own bovhoo.l has 
always induced me to lavor all items o' encour­
agement at home on the farm ; and I believe, if 
it were more generally practiced, we should 
have more good farmers, and less broken-down 
merchants, or loafing, liang!ng-on, time-serving 
clerks, ready for anything except honorable 
labor and usefulness belonging to the highest 
order of creation.

THE NEW YEAR.

We presume every tarmcr is able by this 
time to determine what crops have paid the 
best the past season, and in most instances 
what soils, and possibly what manures art’ best 
adapted tor such crops. It is the time to review 
all the past, and as experienoe is the best 
schoolmaster, to profit by the same. It is a 
time to take an account of stock to see wheth­
er we have made any money, and how ranch ; 
to look about and see if our farm and farm- 
buildings are in better or worse condition than 
they.were a year or five years ago ; to see if 
we have been doing our whole doty, not only to 
our farms, but what is of far greater import­
ance, to our families, the community in whit* 
we live, the Church and to God. It is the 
time to form plans for the coming year, and no 
sensible man .will allow so good an opportunity

MR. HKNRY GRAHAM
Was born in the County of Fermanagh, Ire­
land, and died in the City of St. John, Oct. 7th 
1870, aged seventy years.

Bro. Grahm having been blessed with pious 
parents, enjoyed the advantage of a religious 
training. He, from childhood, was thoughtful 
and sedate, never addicted to open vice, but 
remarkably moral. About the fifteenth year 
ot his age, under the preaching of John Nel­
son, a local preacher, he became deeply con­
vinced of sin, and under that conviction, by 
godly repentance and self-renouncing faith, he 
sought and obtained “ the pearl of great price," 
the knowledge of salvation by the remission ol 
sin. Thus early, and for a few years, he en­
joyed the blessedness of the new life, and re­
joiced in a pardoning God. But these happy 
days passed away. The withering effects of 
the cares of the world, and the deceitfulness of 
the flesh, dampened the ardor of his zeal, de­
stroyed to a certain extent, his relish for reli­
gious exercises. Yet the Holy Spirit did not 
altogether forsake him,—the voice of consci 
cnee was constantly heard within ; so that, after 
a short time spent in this unhappy state, he 
was easily led, by the solicitations ot the Rev.
Wm. Finley to re-join the Methodist church, 
to which he became strongly attached, and re­
mained a faithful and devout member until the 
day ot his death.

It is not our design to write a history of Bro. 
Graham’s life, but to indicate the chief points 
of his character. It is not pretended that he 
was tree from infirmities and defects. Of these 
lie was olten painlully sensible. He deeply 
mourned over whatever he discovered to be 
defective in his religious character ami attain 
meots, and earnestly anti prayerfully sought 
the removal of all that was contrary to the 
mind of Christ.

Bro. Graham was a man of true piety. He 
was not demonstrative. He made no loud and 
boastful profession. But ho had the the calm 
enjoyment of settled peace, and for the last fif­
teen years of his life he held uninterrupted 
fellowship with the Father, and with His Son 
Jesus Christ.

As trustee and Chapel Steward he was faith­
ful in the discharge of his duty, olten making 
self-sacrifice to subserve the interests of the 
church. As a class leader he was useful, the 
kindness of his disposition won for him the es­
teem of the members of his class. He tried to 
help on the feeblest ; was patient towards all, 
and grieved much when any ot those under his 
care forsook the fold. As a husband and fa­
ther lie was affectionate and indulgent ; i 
neighbor kind and obliging ; whilst as a man of 
business lie was characterized by uprightness 
and sincerity. His Christian principles appear­
ed in every relation, and he sought to recom­
mend religion by his actions, as well as by his 
words.

During his last sickness, which was of a few 
months duration, he at times suffered much, 
yet he murmured not, but was patient and re­
signed. Whilst confined to the house and his 
bed, he frequently addressed words of counsel 
to those who were admitted to see him, urging 
upon them the necessity of, at once, seeking an 
interest in Christ. Iu a parting interview with 
an esteemed Christian friend, he said “ I had
thought you would have reached our lather’s
house before me, but it seems that I am to enter 
in first—I’ll welcome you home." His greatest 
trial was to give up his wife and three children 
to whom he was strongly attached ; but faith in 
God enabled him to resign them to his c#re

ho has promised to be a judge of the widow 
and a Father to the fatherless. In hltn the 
grace of the Lord Jesus Christ was now more 
than ever manifested. We were, therefore, 
permitted to contemplate and speak of death 
with cheerfulness and hope, an though not ex- 
pesiencing ecstatic joy, yet lie possessed perfect 
peace in Christ, lie frequently said,

Not a cloud doth arise, to darken (|ic skies
Or hide for a moment, the Lord from my eyes.”

He was constantly quoting passages from the 
Word ot God, and s ang stanzas as,

“ Rock of ages, cleft for me, Ac,”
“ Jesus, lover of my soul, &c.”

And among the last words spoken by him were.
Come ; Lord Jesus, quickly come." He died 

having been for more than 50 years a member 
of the Society, beloved by all who had the plea­
sure of his acquaintance, while those who ob­
served him from it distance, exclaimed, “ Wc 
have lost a good man."
