10 pears by the petition of Richard Ollard, of the Village of Ingersoli, in the
Coanty of Oxford and Province of Canada, Gentleman, anl by certificates
and documents therein referred to and produced in support thereof, that
the petitioner has talken the usual oaths of allegiance, and was duly ad-
mitted and is nov an Attorney of Her Majesty's Courts of Exchequer,

the High Court of Chancery in England; And whereas it appears that the
petitioner came into this Province in the month of September, one thou-
said eight hundred and fifty-five,. and settled in the Village of Ingersoli
aforesaid, with the intention of practisinghis profession in Upper Canada;

20 And whereas it appears that the Petitioner has been for some time pre-
ceding the presentation of the said petition, acquiring à knowledge of the
practise and of the Provincial Laws of Canada, under the direction of a
practising Attorney and Solicitor ofi this Province; And whereas the pe-
titioner is desirous of practising in the Courts of Law and Equity in this

25 Province, and it is expedient to relieve him from the disability imposed
by the said Act: Therefore 'Her Majesty, &c., enacts as follows :

I. It shall and may be lawful for the Courts of Queen's Bench and courts of
