iiiStory. Ill 1847, Frederick Feilde and Elisabeth Gil-
dart Feilde issued a deed of gift of ahold two 

aeres of land on the north side of what is now known as 
the Village of Waterdown for the purpose of I lie Church, 
t enietery and Rectory. The parchment deed is in the 
vault of the Synod Office. Hamilton.

Occasional services were held in the Township Hall 
by Rev. A. I*. Morris, head master of the Grammar School. 
Hamilton, during the years 1858-1860. The Rev. Geo. 
Higginson was the first incumbent of Grace Chur, h parish. 
During his time in charge (1860-5) a church g was
erected. In the following year Rev. II. Stringfellow. a 
Southern refugee, was appointed and built an addition. 
Rev. Stewart Houston, M. A., was ' to the pariah
of Waterdown and Lowville in October, 1860. In 1867 
the sheds were erected. Ill 1870 the Rector gave up St. 
George's. Lowville, and took charge of St. .Matthew's. 
Aldershot. The Rectory was built in 1871. In 1878 Rev. 
■loliu Francis, H. I).. succeeded Mr. Houston and remained 
until 18811. During his incumbency the Revs. Bennett and 
Munson officiated for some time. Then Rev. Arthur 
Boultbee took charge. On bis decease the Rev. Robert 
Cordner became incumbent, and remained until 190:1. 
when Rev. H. C. Higginson, B. A., was appointed. Two 
years later Rev. Thus. XIcKim, B. A., became incumbent. 
In 1908 Rev. John Douglas. B. A., was made Rector by
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the lat(* Bishop DiiMoulin. From tlu* time of the gift of 
land till the present year, 19VI. there are (>(> years. From 
the time of the first incumbent there are .*>.*> years. During 
the incumbency of Mr. Douglas the Vestry and Parish 
Hall have been added, so that the woik began (id years 
ago still progresses and God’s lamp still burns.

The W. A. was organized in 1904 by Rev. Alex. Ilig- 
ginson, and has done noble work ever since. The A. V .P. 
A. was organized by the present Rector in 1910. Mr. XV. 
(I. Spence was the first president and Mi’s. \\\ (I. Spence 
the second. Grace Church Boys’ Club was organized in 
1913 also, by Rev. Mr. Douglas. The Missionary Execu­
tive of Grace Church began work dune. 1908.
