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CANADA ENTERS THE WAR

WAR BREAKS OUT.

When on Aug. 4th, 1914, Great Britain was
drawn into the European conflagration, we shud-
dered with a grim foreboding of what it might
mean for us.

What was it to us that a quarrel had broken out
in the old world? The Peace school of thought
had always been a strong one in the new world.
It had become a habit with many people, for those
of our generation knew nothing of war; with
others, notably among the Pennsylvania Dutch
people of North Waterloo, it was part and parcel
of their religion. Moreover, we had just held a
national jubilee over the completion of a hundred
years of peace. We of the west had learned to
quarrel without bloodshed. Let those of the east
come and sit at the feet of the west.

CANADA ENTERS THE WAR

But our great liones: mother was in the east.
For years she had been sleeping the sleep of na-
tional security. She had no fear even when the
great, black-eagle bogey of the day swooped down
threateningly over her. Once more it spread its
hated wings. This time it fastened its talons
upon a tired, bleating lamb and pierced its cruel
bill into its very vitals. The lioness heard the cry
of distress and with one mighty bound threw her-
self between the oppressor and the oppressed.
A roar was heard throughout the jungle and its
echo resounded in the four corners of the earth.
The lioness was calling her whelps and from north
and south and from east and west was sent back
the answer. The call of the mother was the clar-
ion of war to all the British brood.

It came upon us with terrific suddenness and we
had to face it as best we might. The situation de-
manded action immediate and unhesitating be-

vond the authorization of law as it then stood."

Necessary measures were promulgated by Orders-
in-council in advance of the meeting of Parliament
and ratified later by necessary legislative sanc-
tion. It was the obvious duty of Canada to send
as many troops as could be obtained, equipped,
trained and transported to Great Britain or the
scene of conflict: her obligations were those of a
voung, unorganized but loyal people whose leaders
and press were convinced that the war was a just
one on the part of Great Britain, that it was under-
taken for the protection and maintenance of world-
liberties and that, in a degree which grew as the
months passed, the life of the Empire and of Brit-
ish institutions hung in a balance. Her constitu-
tional and patriotic place was side by side with
the United Kingdom in the support of her attitude
and policy and back of the colossal struggle of the
Allied Powers against the forces of militarism
and autocracy: When the test of war came, Can-
adian opinion rose to the occasion. Canada was
practically unanimous in the belief that Great
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Britain and the Allies must be aided and the War
itself prosecuted to the bitter end. That right
would ultimately triumph over might, no one for
a moment doubted.

VALCARTIER CAMP ORGANIZED.

England declared war on Germany on August
4, 1914. Recruiting commenced at once in Can-
ada and preparations for Valcartier Camp were be-
gun two days later. Within ten days a rifle range
comprising a line of fifteen hundred targets and
extending more than three and a half miles was
completed. Within a month an adequate water
supply was installed with piping, pumps, tanks
and chlorinating plant, with about two hundred
taps fitted to ablution tables and seventy-five
shower-baths. Electric light, power and tele-
phone systems were put in, streets were construct-
ed and buildings and tents erected. Railway sid-
ings were built with platforms for unloading, the
woods were cleared and sewage and all manner of
sanitary arrangements prepared to make the place
habitable for man and beast.

In a few short weeks Valcartier Camp, once the
quiet haunt of birds and beasts of prey, was invad-
ed by thirty-five thousand men marching about
here and there with stately tread to the music of
strange martial airs. There were horses, too,
that galloped everywhere and great guns that
boomed incessantly. - Men were being organized
and trained in all departments of the service. No
time was lost for every mother’s son of them was
impatient at the pretence of war and spoiling for
a real fight across the water.

THE FIRST CONTINGENT.

It was an immense undertaking to equip the
first Canadian contingent. Uniforms were im-
perative and rifles and bayonets. Rations and
comforts had to be provided so that the men might
be kept fit for service. Besides, Canada sent to
Great Britain with that first expeditionary force,
as an earnest of what they hoped to do in the
future, twenty-one thirteen-pounder guns, ninety-
six eighteen-pounders, ten breech-loading sixty-
pounder guns, with a number of machine guns,
motor lorries, transport wagons and vast quanti-
ties of ammunition and then, when all was ready
for embarkation within six months of the outbreak
of the war, they had to wait, with what grace
they could, because an escort across the water
was not available at the time.

But when at last arrangements for their trans-
portation had been made, there were no delays.
It was the largest military force that had ever
been afloat on the Atlantic. In the great Spanish
Armada that threatened the shores of England in
the days of Queen Elizabeth there were only
twenty thousand soldiers and Wellington had few-

WHO WON THE WAR ?

The question as to “who won the war?” should
never have arisen. I'he war was won by the united
efforts of the Allies, among whom the four prota-
gonists were, The British Kmpire, The French Re-
public, the Kingdom of Italy, and the United
States of America. It was not until the armies of
these four powers were united under one command
and their efforts had been thereby unified that
success became assured. Each pertformed its part
with utmost enthusiasm and devotion. If any one
of these four powers had been eliminated the issue
would have been doubtful or long deferred. Each
contestant played a noble part and there was an
abundance of glory and renown for each and all.

VAST FORCES ENGAGED.

There were twenty-eight powers in all involved
on one side or the other, but only the four men-
tioned above together with seven smaller nations,
viz., Portugal, Belgium, Greece, Japan, Montene-
gro, Roumania and Serbia actually took part.
uermany, Austria, Bulgaria and Turkey were en-
gaged in a united éffort to establish a tyranny in
rurope. ‘Twenty-four powers  were arrayed
against them of whom eleven only bore arms. ‘L'he
total population of all the countries involved
amounted to 1,575,000,000. Those populations ar-
rayed against world freedom numbered 164,000,-
000. Nations representing only 135,000,000 re-
mained neutral.

GLORIOUS FRANCE.

It is generally admitted that France in propor-
tion to her population was the greatest sutferer,
that Great Britain put forth the greatest etfort
both militarily and financially, that Belgium’s ac
tion was the most heroic, and that the entrance
of America was the most decisive factor in deter-
mining the issue of the war. But comparisons in
this case though instructive are undesirable. Kach
nation participating in the struggle did its best—
and ““ a man’s best 1s perfect.”

UNBEATABLE BRITAIN.

Great Britain was in the fight from the begin-
ning, declaring war on Germany on August 4th,
1914. Before the war was over the aggregate en-
listments of white and colored British troops had
amounted to 8,165,000 of whom 1,000,000 in round
numbers were killed, and 2,000,000 seriously
wounded. France lost 1,700,000 killed alone, while
the United States entering the war in April 6th,
1917, sent an army of 2,000,000 to Europe ' of
whom 75,000 were killed and 190,000 wounded.

ITALY, VINDICATOR AND VINDICATED.

Italy entered the war against Austria, May 23,
1915. She had been bound by an engagement with
Austria and Germany to assist them if they were
attacked, but as they were not attacked, being
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themselves the assailants, Italy was free to side
with France and Britain. The action of Italy com-
pletely exonerates the Allies trom the charge of
naving forced the war on Germany. It is one of
the most significant facts of the war, and we can-
not honor her too much. And we honor her the
more because from a crushing defeat in the au-
tumn of 1917 she “came back” after a few months
and inflicted in turn a decisive dereat upon Aus-
tria, sufficient to put that antagonist out of the
war,
“REACH FOR ALL.—ALL FOR EACH.”

The vital contribution of each of the leading Al-
lies may be briefly summarized: Belgium adminis-
tered the first check to Germany and gave France
breathing time in which to mobilize her splendid
forces. This time was so well employed that the
German advance on Paris was held up and the
first enemy retreat from the Marne to the Aisne
in September, 1914, was forced upon the Germans.
After their first vital service until the close of the
war the Belgian armies were powerless to help
the Allies materially but their morale never sut-
fered.

THE MARNE AND VERDUN.

France fought two of the greatest and most
momentous land battles in the history of the hu-
man race at the Marne in September, 1914, where
the English were engaged, and at Verdun 1n 1916.
In the last mentioned series of actions tfor more
than eight months the French withstood the fier-
cest assaults of the flower of the German army
under Von Falkenhayn and the Crown Prince.
These two struggles are usually regarded as the
decisive encounters between the forces of freedom
and absolutism.

THE BRITISH GIANT.

Meanwhile the British were taking over longer
and longer stretches of the front line trenches
and her army from being a small force had grown
to be numbered by millions, while upon the sea
she had maintained her invincibility and by a rig-
orous blockade had completely obliterated the
foreign commerce of Germany. The naval battle of
Jutland was fought on May 31st, 1916, and al-
though it did not result in the annihilation ol the
German fleet, it decided absolutely the hopeless-
ness of a further German naval effort. From that
date to the end of the war the German fleet was a
negligible quantity.

THE FINAL CLASH.

On land the armies of the Allies and the Ger-
mans had been swaying to and fro in a trial of
endurance for four years. Finally in March 1918
the last desperate German effort was made and
the Allied forces were threatened with defeat for
several terrible months. The Germans then reached

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WATERLOO COUNTY AND THE
GREAT WAR

B

The pioneer settlers of what in 1852 became
Waterloo County, came from the State of Pen-
sylvania. The first to locate came in the year
1800, and were soon followed by a large body, con-
stituting the first larger settlement in the
interior of Upper Canada. Previous settlers had
located along the border, as did the U. E. Loyalists.
As early as 1803, the Pennsylvama settlers pur-
chased a block of 60,000 acres in what is now Wat-
erloo l'ownship. These ] \

vania for over a century. Although conScCie
objectors to bearing arms, and protected in thxs
tenet by the Government of the time, they freely
took part in the transport service of the war of
1812. Up to that period they were practically the
only settiers in the district.

After the war of 1812 large bodies of
Scotch came 1n, some lrisn, and a great many
Germans, directly or indirectly from Germany.
Although not calung themselves U. K. Loyausts,
the Pennsylvanmia settlers were entitled o tnis
honorable distinction, as thewr strongest mouve
in seeking Upper Canada was their loyalty to
the British Government and theiwr desire to re-
turn to its beneficent sway. There were vast
wracts o1 good lands 1 Ohio and elsewhere more
easlly accessible, tor which settlers were eagerly
sougnt.

The history of Waterloo County is a proud
record of the loyalty of its inhabitants to the
British Government and its institutions. In the
Great War, 1914-18, the County, without distinc-
tion of ancestry, whether Pennsylvanian, Scotch
English, Irish, German or other, responded freely
and immediately to the call to arms. There was
no thought of conscientious objection by Men-
nonites or anyone. The first Waterloo County
man to be killed in action was a Pennsylvania
descendant, Ralph Alexander Eby, great-great-
grandson of Benjamin Eby, a noted early settler,
Mennonite Bishop and founder of Berlin (now
Kitchener). The bulk of enlistments was by
volunteers, many of them under military age.

Of its material resources the County gave
freely, as it has always done in every patriotic
effort, and in relief work and every other activity
in aid of the war, the record is a noble one.

At the beginning of the war the principal
North Waterloo military organization with head-
quarters in Berlin (now Kitchener), was the 108th
Militia Regiment, with Honorary Lieut.-Colonel
Richard Reid (Agent-General for Ontario in
London, England, died 1918). Lieut.-Colonel
H. J. Bowman (died 1916). In 1915, a new
unit, the 118th Battalion, C. E. F., was formed

under Lieut.-Col. W. M. O. Lochead. This began
with the following make up: British Reservists

I'he total enlistments from Waterloo Countcy
stand at 8,763, of whom 486 were Killed or died
of wounds or disease, and 112 won military decor-
ations, among them two V. C.s: Capt. George
K¥raser kerr, of Galt,, V. C.,, M. C., with bar and
M. M., enlisted as a private and Sgt. Frederick
Hobson, V. C., of Galt.

The town of Hespeler has the distinction of
having sent more men to the front, per capita,
than any other town in Canada. Fifty of tnem
gave up their lives tor the cause; twenty-six
returned with military decorations.

The County of Waterloo is one of the few
that encouraged recruiting by giving free insur-
ance to its soldiers.

The City Council of Kitchener voted $10,000
for relief at the time of the Halifax disaster.

The town of Waterloo subscribed for more
Victory Bonds, 1917, 1918 and 1919, in propor-
tion to its population, than any other town in
Canada.

Galt has the honor of having had two of her
sons win the much coveted Victoria Cross. On the
fact that only 568 of these Victoria Crosses were
awarded by Great Britain during the entire war,
Galt has reason to be proud of this achievement.

On the whole the County ranks third in the
Dominion of Canada in proportion to population,
in its subscriptions to Patriotic funds, war loans
and general contributions.

The
English, themselves a commercial nation, whose
sovereignty was dependent upon her navy, devel-
oped a military force surpassing in efficiency the
vaunted Prussian army, while adaptability was
shown in the introduction of new methods of war-
fare. England showed no lack of brilliant inven-
tiveness, one signal proof of which is seen in the
invention of the “tank.”

AMERICA TURNS THE SCALE.

The Americans, who for two years had been
taunted with profiteering at the expense of the
unspeakable sufferings of Europe, in the last two
years of the war manifested a spirit of self-sacri-
ce that is unsurpassed, pouring out life and treas-
ure without limit. Her expedition to France was
a crusade, undertaken with no other motive than
the defence of the world’s liberties. The spirit of
1776 and of 1861 was re-incarnated in the Ameri-
can men and women of the year 1917. We have
reason to be proud of all of our Allies even as we
have reason to commiserate the moral debacle of

our defeated foes.

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CUR- HOINORED DEAD

IN MEMORIAM

The muystic rh‘un\s of memary, stretching from every battlefield and pexiriniir

grave to cvery living heart and hearthstone all over this broad land, will yet swell

the chorus of grateful praise, when again touched, as surely thew will be, by the

better angels of our uature,

The Canada of to-morrow is the monument we
are building to-day to our heroes of yesterday. A
better Canadian life is after all the only worth-
while memorial we can erect in honor of our dead
heroes. We must live henceforth in a different
spirit because of the immense sacrifice that has
been made in our behalf.

There have been many attractive and impres-
sive memorials designed, some of which have been
constructed, to perpetuate the story of the sacri-
fice of life made by our soldiers. They may take
the form of tablets, fountains, arches, schools,
libraries, hospitals or community halls—a great
variety of costly and beautiful menuments ex-
pressive of our gratitude will in time come to
beautify the villages, towns and cities of Canada.

But these objects, lovely as they may be, are not
a sufficient tribute to the memories of the fallen.
in addition to these material symbols there should
be a more spiritual tribute paid to them: The
highest honor we can possibly pay to our brave
soldiers departed would be to live in the self-same
spirit in which they died. Only by living in the
spirit of service rather than of selfishness will we
prove ourselves worthy of the vicarious sacrifice
that has been made on our behalf-

The men who have suffered and died would not
so freely have offered their lives if they had not
loved this country. Canada is a new country
abounding in opportunities for young and vigorous
men. In Canada we may with safety try out
social reforms that could not be launched without
great difficulty in older countries. Canada con-
tains the last unoccupied land in the world and
with the world’s history to guide us, why should
we not have the best civilization that has yet de-
veloped. That we would have such a country was
the hope of our soldier martyrs! There should
be in Canada industrial justice: we should not
perpetuate in Canada the conditions of labor that
have made red revolution inevitable in Europe.
It would be a good memorial to the men who are
gone, a memorial of the most supreme value and
beauty, if we could have ideal industrial condi-
tions established in Canada by the voluntary ac-

tion of the employers, rather than as the result of
fratricidal war.

Another fitting memorial to our soldiers dead
will be the proper care of their dependents and
surviving comrades. The soldier has died: he has
passed on: his pain is over: ‘“after life’s fitful
fever he sleeps well”—but his wife and children
are bereaved, they continue his sacrifice to-day and
so are entitled to our sincere gratitude—a grati-
tude to be expressed in deeds as well as words. The
soldier who has survived and yet has been injured,
perhaps being placed under a disability for life—
for him we should care to the end of his days.
Many institutions have sprung up all over the land
intended to be the means of ameliorating the
maimed soldier’s lot or of teaching him a trade or
an art by which he may become self-supporting
and independent. These institutions testify to
our affection and regard far more than do the mas-
terpieces of the greatest genius in sculpture.

Finally we shall honor our soldiers by seeking
to establish conditions where equal opportunity
shall exist for all citizens: where the laborer shall
actually enjoy the fruits of his labors instead of
surrendering the greater part to his employer;
where all who are well and strong will labor either
with hand or brain and so contribute to the com-
mon happiness; where the higher schools shall be
accessible to all who desire higher education;
where religion shall prevail without sectarian
bigotry; where God will be revered as a Father
and our fellow-citizen regarded as a brother—such
a Canada would honor the soldiers who have died
to make such a state possible.

The depths of industrial discontent are being
stirred in our time and dark spirits arise from
those depths to terrify us. = But Canada has faced
worse spectres in the past and has laid them all.
Cherishing the memory and the example of our
herces who defeated the most powerful military
enemy in history we will face the difficulties at
home with confidence, and Canada will defeat
revolution as she has defeated militarism—so
will our mother Canada honor her dead sons.

Captain Geo. Fraser Kerr, V.C.

To win the Victoria Cross, the highest mili-
tary honor in the British Empire, at the age of
23 years, has been the achievement of George
Fraser Kerr, Captain in the 3rd Battalion, Queen’s
Own Rifles, of Toronto. He was born at Des-
eronto, Ont., in 1895, shortly after which his
parents moved to Galt. Here he received his
education, matriculating from the Galt Collegiate
Institute at the age of seventeen. His intention
was to enter the University of Toronto in the fall
of 1914, to study Chemistry, but he enlisted as a
private with the first Canadian Contineent,
August 10th, 1914.

He went to France in Feb. 1915, with the
rank of Sergeant. On July 30, 1916, while going
back for reinforcements, through a heavy barrage,
he was wounded, carrying at the moment, a
wounded comrade who had also been hit. For
this deed he was awarded the Military Medal. As
a result of his wounds, he was laid up for five
months in hospital in England.

On recovering he trained in England for his
commission and returned to Flanders as A. D. C.

to an officer, afterwards rejoining his old bat-
talion, the 3rd, in Aug. 1918, he won the Military
Cross when he organized and led with great valor
an attack that put a German machine gun out
of commission, which was causing no end of
trouble to our men. Thirty Germans fell before
his attack, but not before our “Bobbie” fell sev-
erely wounded in arm and leg.

Despite medical persuasion and even orders
to remain out of further fighting, he tricked his
examiners at inspection by showing his leg wound
and not his severe arm wound, in this manner
getting back to his unit. On Sept. 2nd he won a
bar to the Military Cross and was promoted to a
Captaincy on Sept. 27th, 1918, after a series of
brilliant achievements during the Bourlon Wood
engagement, in which he rushed forward, abso-
lutely single-handed, captured four machine guns
and thirty-one prisoners, saving a great loss of
life among his men. This earned him the Victoria
Cross. His work was an inspiring example to
everyone that day.

SYNOPSIS OF THE PEACE TREATY

GERMANY’S LOST TERRITORY.

Germany lost Posen, and West  Prussia;
Northern and Central Schleswig will vote whether
to remain German or join Denmark ; Belgium got
Morenet and Malmedy; France obtained Alsace
and Lorraine and Saar Basin: Germany recog-
nized German Austria and Russia’s entire inde-

- pendence; agreed to destroy Heligoland forts: sur-

rendered all her colonies to the five associated
powers; surrendered her Suez Canal interests ;
and recognized British protectorate in Egypt.

GERMANY DISARMED.
Germany’s Army to be reduced to 100,000 men,
officers not to exceed 4,000; compulsory service
abolished ; Navy reduced to 36, with 15,000 men
and officers, no U-boats; surrendered all her aero-
planes, including Zeppelins.

TRIAL OF THE KAISER.
The Kaiser to be tried by a special tribunal con-
sisting of 5 judges, appointed one each by United
States, Great Britain, France, Italy and Japan.

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On Aug. 4th, 1914, when Great Britain de-
clared war on Germany, the citizens of Kitchener
(then Berlin), despite the fact that many of them
were either German or of German descent, were
found ready and willing to do all in their power
to bring the war to a speedy and successful term-
ination.

Battalions being organized in different cities
in Ontario, drew a great many recruits from
Kitchener, and soon hundreds of Kitchener boys
were enroute from “Berlin to Berlin,” (Germany).
Those, unable to enlist, organized to assist the
boys who were going away to fight, and their de-
pendents who were being left behind.

The women of the city threw themselves into
the struggle, working through the Red Cross, the
three chapters of the 1. 0. D. E. and other organi-
zations. The splendid work accomplished by the
women of Kitchener is dealt with elsewhere, at
length.

The various war relief funds found in Kitch-
ener many and generous givers. No amount
seemed 00 great to ask and in many cases the
funds were over-subscribed. Kitchener won flags
in 1917, 1918 and 1919 for surpassing the objec-
tives in the Victory Loan campaigns.

KITCHENER ENLISTMENTS.

While the 118th Battalion (details of which
are given further on in this article), was the only
regiment recruited in North Waterloo, many
Kitchener men enlisted in other units. The morn-
ing following the declaration of war by Great
Britain, four Kitchener men reported themselves
ready for service. They were, Sergt. A. H. Davies,
A. E. Ryder. These four men were in action be-
fore the close of 1914 with the “Contemptibles,”
in recognition of which each was awarded the
Mons Star. It is a remarkable fact that after
four years of active service. all of these men re-
turned safely to Canada.

The 34th Battalion recruited nearly 100 men
in Kitchener, B Company of that battalion being
largely made up of Kitchener men. Among those
to go overseas with this battalion was Lieut. D.
G. McIntosh (later promoted to Captain).

Quite a number went overseas with the T1st.
In 1915 and 1916 the various artillery batteries
being mobilized at Guelph, Ont., also attracted a
considerable number from Kitchener. Later, The
Royal Air Force found in Kitchener a goodly num-
ber of youths, anxious to serve in the aerial
branch. Three boys, preferring a life on the
bounding main to a life in the trenches, joined
the Rritish Navy. Several saw service with the
American Expeditionary Forces.

Kitchener boys were in action on every front,
in every branch of the service. Eighty-nine were
killed and many of those who were spared, return-
ed with military decorations awarded for deeds
of exceptional valor or service.
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THE 118TH BATTALION

On Nov. Tth, 1915, Lieut.-Colonel W. M. O. Loc-
head, then being second in command of the local
108th Militia Regiment, with the rank of Major,
received a telegram from Sir Sam Hughes, late
Minister of Militia, instructing him' to raise and
command an infantry battalion for overseas ser-
vice.,

On Nov. 11th, 1915, the North Waterloo Bat-
talion, (118th Battalion, C.E.F.,) was authorized.
The former factory of the W.G. & R. Ltd. was
procured and fitted up as a temporary barracks,
and there the Battalion maintained its headquar-
ters until May, 1916.

By means of recruiting meetings, meetings held
in various industrial plants and other methods,
by March 1st, 1916, the number of all ranks totall-
ed over 800. Local citizens contributed the money
for the recruiting campaigns, band instruments,
field kitchens, messing and canteen tents, and
other miscellaneous items.

When the Battalion left for Carling Camp, Lon-
don, May, 1916, its strength had been reduced to
750, owing to medical rejections and transfers. It
had, however, its full quota of officers, who were

At a later date Lieutenants W. R. Bricker, A
Woods, J. V. McKenzie and N, G. Charlton became
attached, while the Regimental Sergeant Major
from the start was Ralph Woodrow. .

In July, 1916 the Battalion moved from London
to Camp Borden. The unprepared condition of this
camp was displeasing, but after a time matters
adjusted themselves and the battalion was more

‘ | i
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content. Here the Battalion made an enviable re-
cord for itself, winning the Bombing Cup, be
ing runners up in the Bayonet Fighting, and ob-
taining high rating in trench warfare, musketry,
signalling and scout work.

The Battalion were deeply disappointed, when,
instead of being ordered overseas, they were sent
back to London in Oct.. 1916, to take up winter
quarters at Queen’s Park.

Early in January, 1917, the Battalion was order-
ed to entrain for Springhill, N.S. Before leaving
however, a final Medical Board (prompted by the
unfavorable medical experience of certain units
just arrived in England) was held, and this caus-
ed further serious and altogether unwarranted
slashing of the unit, leaving the battalion with
a strength of under 300. The majority left behind,
however, became attached to other units, and fol-
lowed later. The officers who accompanied the
men were, as follows:—

The battalion, after another two weeks’ delay,
sailed from Halifax on the “Scandinavian,” with
about 2,500 other troops. Lt.-Col. Lochead acted
as Officer Commanding the troops aboard. On its
arrival at Bramshott Camp, Hampshire, the bat-
talion was swallowed up in the 25th Reserve Bat-
talion, and the 118th as a unit came to an end.

The record of those who succeeded in seeing
service in the Western Front is one to be proud
of as they did their full part in helping to main-
tain that glorious reputation as a fighting force
which was gained on real merit by the whole Ca-
nadian Corps.

Several of the officers and men won decora-
tions, many of the boys suffered wounds and sick-
ness while many more were called upon to pay
the supreme sacrifice by remaining in Flanders
Fields, the names and records of whom are re-
ceiving honorable mention elsewhere in this pub-

lication.

ITALIAN RED CROSS

In 1917, the Italian Red Cross appealed to
the people of Western Ontario for $100,000. A
committee to carry on the campaign was formed
in Kitchener with the following officers:—L. Mc-
Brine, President; D. A. Bean, Secretary; and J.
P. Scully, Treasurer. After a short and brisk cam-
paign. the Men’s Committee collected $2192.00,
and this was supplemented by the sum of $702.17
collected by the Kitchener Branch of the Cana-
dian Red Cross and the Daughters of the Em-
pire, making a total of $2894.17. This amount of
money was forwarded to headquarters, and a
warm letter, expressing gratitude for the gener-
osity of the people of Kitchener was received by
the Committee from Giovanni Danovaro, Royal
Italian Consular-Agent.
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KITCHENER BRANCH OF CANADIAN RED
CROSS SOCIETY. :

The record of the Kitchener Red Cross Soci-
ety will always constitute a splendid page in the
history of Waterloo County’s war activities.
Whether judged from the standpoint of the num-
ber and willingness of the voluntary workers, ef-
ficiency, organization, or the quality and quan-
tity of supplies forwarded, it is doubtful whether
the record of the Kitchener Red Cross Society
is surpassed by any city of its size in Canada.

During the war this Society sent to the boys at
the front, to the refugees, and to our military hos-

pitals, the following:—

14th, 1919, Miss Jackson was presented with a
handsome Red Cross pendant and $30 in gold by
the ladies, and with seven Victory Bonds on a sil-

CIVIL RE-ESTABLISHMENT

In order to assist the returned soldier the
Dominion Government created a special depart-
ment known as the “Department of Soldiers’ Civ-
il Re-Establishment.” This department has done
important work in aiding the return to civil life
of disabled soldiers who came back to Canada be-
fore demobilization. Offices were opened in the
principal cities of Canada, one being located at
196 King Street West, Kitchener, in charge of
W. J. Caswell, (one of our returned soldiers).

Up to Nov. 17th, 1919 this branch placed 758
men in positions, gave vocational training to 75,
obtained pensions for 58, obtained land settle-

ment for 34 and free medical treatment for 57.
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THE IMPERIAL ORDER DAUGHTERS OF
THE EMPIRE.

The 1.O.D.E. is represented in Kitchener by
three chapters, “The Princess of Wales,” “The
Queen Anne,” and “The Tommy Atkins.” All of
these chapters did excellent war work.

The first work of the chapter was the making
of Red Cross Supplies and the taking up of sub-
subscriptions for the “Hospital Ship Fund”; the
building of a Convocational School for the Free-
port Sanitarium; donations toward the 118tn
Battalion; tag days for the British Red Cross,
Navy League, Salvation Army, Halifax sufferers,
and local Red Cross.

The chapter presented gold pieces to all over-
seas men who enlisted from Kitchener, also over-
seas nurses, and to the wives and mothers who
had lost their dear ones.

A collection was taken up by the Regent for the
purpose of drilling wells to procure pure water at
the Kreeport Sanitarium.

Our sock output during these years numbered
4881 pair, most of these being knit by our mem-
bers, the cost of the wool being $1,685.50.. The
parcels of comforts, consisting of socks, candy,
etc., sent to the Kitchener boys in camp or trench
numbered 2,838. The able convener of this Com-
mittee was Mrs. German.

Since the signing of the Armistice we have had
the pleasure and honor of presenting a great num-
ber of gold pieces, the total of $4,536.94 having
been spent in this way.

Thirteen thousand dollars ($13,000) was raised
by the Chapter through its members up to Jan-
uary, 1919. Our Regent, Miss Bruce, has been
untiring in her efforts to forward all patriotic
work inside and outside of the chapter, and suc-
cess has certainly crowned her efforts.

The G.W.V.A. has a branch in Kitchener

with a large membership. When it was first in-
augurated, headquarters were found in the hall.
above the Bank of Montreal. Later, by means of
grants from the Kitchener City Council and the
Waterloo Town Council and subscriptions from
private citizens, headquarters were moved to
larger and better rooms in Victoria Hall, Kitchen-
er.

The first president of the organization was
Mr. Ed Wackett. At a meeting held in the Spring
of 1918, Mr. Wackett resigned, owing to the pres-
sure of other duties, and the following officers
were elected :—President, D. G. McIntosh; Vice-
President, Franl: McBrine; Secretary, Fred Mar-
tin; Treasurer, Clayton Dotzert; Executive Com-
mittee, Ed.

HALIFAX RELIEF

At the time of the Halifax Disaster, the Kit-
chener City Council voted $10,000 for the Relief
of sufferers there. This sum of money was duly
forwarded. Also a considerable sum of
money was subscribed by private citizens, and car

loads of furniture and produce were sent to
Halifax.

SERGT. FREDERICK HOBSON, V. C.

Sgt. Frederick Hobson, was in the employ
of the Corporation of Galt, when the war broke
out. He made several attempts to enlist in Galt,
but was refused by the doctors. Undaunted, how-
ever, he went to Simcoe, where he was accepted
on Oct. 10, 1914. Later he transferred to the
20th Battalion at Toronto.

On the morning of August 17th, 1917, be-
tween Hill 70 and the city of Lens, during a strong
enemy attack, a Lewis gun in a forward post of a
communication trench leading to the enemy lines,
was buried by a shell and the crew with the ex-
ception of one man, killed.

Sergt. Hobson, though not a gunner, grasped
the great importance of the post, rushed from the
trench, dug out the gun and got it into action
against the enemy who were then advancing
down the trench and across the open.

A jam caused the gun to stop firing. Though
wounded, he left the gunner to correct the stop-
page, rushed forward at the advancing enemy
and, with bayonet and clubbed rifle, single-hand-
ed, held them back until he himself was killed
by a rifle shot. By this time, however, the Lewis
gun was again in action and reinforcements,
shortly afterwards arriving, the enemy was
beaten off.

The hero, who had saved the post, lay dead—
his rifle still tightly grasped in his hand. His
comrades foun dhim when dawn was coming over
the ridge. In winning the Victoria Cross, Fred-
erick Hobson laid down his life.
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(Contributed by J. P. Jaffray.)

The one great factor in Galt’s response to the
appeal of the Mother Country for support in the
stand she had taken to protect the world from
German aggression was the inherited patriotism
of the people. Bred in the bone, hardened and
strengthened under the skies of as free a country
as there is on earth; broadened and deepened in
government of the people, by the people for the
people—it stood for all that the British heart and
mind and conscience represented when John Bull
renounced peaceful pursuits and gloriously put
on the armor that in more than four years of war
was never stained by a .dishonorable act, from
Ypres to Mons. Young Canada it was that made
Fighting Canada. From shop, office, farm, forest
and ranch; from the Provinces down by the Sea;
from the Country of the Great Lakes; from the
world’s greatest prairies ; from the far-off Pacific,
the boys swarmed into the recruiting stations, the
noblest example of elevated patriotism this conti-
nent had ever witnessed. To the call from
Ottawa, British blood to British blood, Galt and
district paid immediate attention. There was no
mistaking the spirit of the young men who felt it
their duty to don khaki for King and Country.
The test came to them as it came to thousands
of their fellows from the Atlantic to the Pacific,
and it found them stalwart patriots ready for any
sacrifice.

Into the service of King and Country all classes
threw themselves energetically. The transfor-
mation in the normal attitude of all having an
understanding of the issues involved could scarce-
ly have been more startling. Then and there the
war fever gripped them, and not until Armistice
Day was there any abatement of the service under-
taken to strengthen the Empire’s hands. Those
who could not go to the front worked—men and
women accomplishing wonders in supplying our
boys with necessities and in increasing the output
of munitions ; cheerfully accepting employment in
mahine shops, with the resultant effect of placing
Galt in the front ranks of Canadian industrial cen-
tres charged with the duty of supplying the Allies
with the shells and shell makers with machinery
required for the purpose. The one idea imbedded
in the minds of the people was to serve, and serve
Faithfully and Well. It may truly be said that
from the course Patriotism dictated a day or two
after August 4th, 1914, the citizens of Galt not for
one moment departed while the war was on.

ANSWERING THE CALL

As one after another of the units raised in West-
ern Ontario appealed for recruits in Galt, each
securing some, the War came to the doors of hun-
dreds of families. But it was only when Galt’s
Own, the 111th Battalion, entered the field, that
the enthusiasm of citizens reached high water
mark. Not until twelve hundred physically fit
men had cast in their fortunes with it were efforts
in the promotion of its welfare relaxed to any de-
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gree; to unbreakable heart strings was the 111th
tied to Galt as it departed overseas. The training
of the Battalion was marked by faithful service
upon the part of the late Col. J. D. Clarke and his
staff. During the months devoted to the training
of the Battalion citizens had the satisfaction of
seeing raw youths turned into hardened, well dis-
ciplined soldiers, the common concern and the
pride of the whole community.

ORGANIZING THE 111TH BATTALION

The 111th was raised and trained in Galt under
Lieut. Col. J. D. Clarke, Major William L. John-
ston, Major Norman D. Mackenzie, Major Donald
McLennan, Major A. J. Windell, Capt. Harold
Walker De Guerre, Capt. W. J. H. Gould, with the
assistance of Lieutenants George James Aitkin,
George Walter Call, James D. Flynn, James B.
Gourlay, F. A. Herman, A. J. Johnston, Harry C.
MacKendrick, J. R. McLean, Allan Reid Oliver,
Herbert C. Rounds, F. J. Watt, and Fred J. Wel-
land—these names being recorded in‘the ‘“Nominal
Roll of Officers, Non-Commissioned Officers and
Men” issued by the Department of Militia prior to
the embarkation at Halifax on the “Tuscana,”
Sept. 25th, 1916.

A few of the officers reverted when in England
in order to reach France; some returned to Can-
ada. The strength of the Battalion at one time
reached about 1200 men. The weeding our pro-
cess left it with approximately 900 in England.

OTHER MILITARY UNITS

In addition Galt contributed to the 34th, the 18th
the 71st, the 122nd, the 2nd Pioneers, the Forestry
Corps, the 48th Highlanders, the Signallers, the
Divisional Cyclers, and the Royal Flying Corps,
the total enlistments approximating 2000. A few
Imperial Reservists also left Galt a few days after
the struggle opened in Belgium.

The 34th had for its Galt representatives Col.
A. J. Oliver, Capt. Adjutant McRae and Lieut.
Northcombe.

It is worthy of mention here that among the
old Tassie-Collegiate Institute Boys who have dis-
tinguished themselves in the Great War are Gen-
eral G. P. Laurie (deceased), Surgeon General
Sterling Ryerson, Surgeon General Carleton Jones,
Lt. Col. R. H. Labatt, Lt. Col. E. S. Wigle, and Col.
George A. Acheson. The Collegiate has an Honor
Roll of 325, with 72 among the honored dead on
the field. The highest Roll is that of Trinity
Church, with 650 enlistments and 78 in the sacred
column.

THE CONTRIBUTING ORGANIZATIONS
WERE MANY

One can well believe that thoughtful men and
women were very actively engaged in Galt in
supplying war organizations with funds to carry
on. It was one sustained effort to show that the
city lacked in nothing that was expected of a

-
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patriotic Canadian community heart and soul with
the Empire and her Allies. Thus from time to
time Galtonians were appealed to for substantial
sums for the Roumanian Relief, the British Red
Cross, the Belgian Relief, Canadian Red Cross,
Canadian Patriotic Fund, Italian Red Cross, Mach-
ine Gun Committee, Navy League, Y. M. C. A.,
French Red Cross, Siberian Relief, Canadian War
Hospital Fund, Prisoners of War Fund, and grants
to Battalions. In every case the objective was
more than achieved. The responses to the appeals
were in themselves profound tributes to the gen-
erosity, earnestness and patriotism of ecitizens.
Hundreds of thousands of dollars were distributed
by the organizations named.

Approximately 2,000 men enlisted in Galt for
service abroad, a record that for a place of 12,000
shows how the community took the meaning of
the great struggle to its heart.

GALT BRANCH OF THE CANADIAN
PATRIOTIC FUND.

The Canadian Patriotic Fund found in Galt an
energetic, faithful and generous supporter. Scarce:
ly a day was lost in answering the appeal from
Ottawa before the machinery was set in motion
by citizens ready to carry out every pledge given
the men who had in their desire to serve their
country not counted the cost of the service under-
taken. The first meeting called to take measures
to procure subsecriptions was largely attended and
the spirit of the same magnificently patriotic.
Then and there Galt was pledged to take care
of the dependents of the city’s men in Khaki, the
organization starting off with the following offi-
cers: President, R. O. McCulloch; Vice-Presi-
dents, Messrs. Charles Turnbull and C. R. H. War-
nock; Treasurer, Mr. J. Ferg. MacGregor: Secre-

President Galt Branch of the Canadian Patriotic
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Gregor displayed excellent executive talent in the
office during his one year of administration, the
length of service it was possible for him to give.

, His sucessor; Mr. Fred S. Jarvis, at that time Man-

ager of the local branch of the Merchants Bank of
Canada, (who has held the position up to the
present), who had a son at the front, left nothing
undone that was required of him in the somewhat
exacting post. In fact it may truthfully be said
that he gave more than full measure of service as
week by week for four years the work of super-

~ vision entailed such labors as in peace times would

not have been undertaken in the absence of re-
muneration to correspond with the duties perform-
ed. Secretary Cook was on his removal from the
city succeeded by Mr. D. A. Barnes, who followed
him in the Secretaryship of the Y. M. C. A.
From time to time the General Committee was
changed on account of removals and for other rea-
sons. But never was there any faltering on the
part of those to whom had been committed the
task of raising funds and distributing the same
under the very able leadership of M. McCulloch,
who, by the way, had two sons, both under
twenty-one, in uniform, Lieut. Hugh, of the
Artillery, in France, and Pte. Leslie in Siberia.

Galt had never been canvassed before as it was
in 1915 for the Patriotic Fund. Every part of the
machinery of the General Committee worked
smoothly. Within the allotted time the sum of
$43,713.37 was raised, followed in 1915-16 by sub-
scriptions totalling $66,209.51; in 1916-17 by $87,-
289.36, and in 1917-18 by $81,818.85—a grand
total of $279,031.09, with a loss in collection that
was insignificant—Iless than 4 per cent.—account-
ed for by deaths and removals among subscribers.

The Branch soon had over 500 dependents on
its hands, the highest number on the roll at one
time being 618.

Under Chairman McCulloch a carefully thought-
out plan of operations was decided on and the work
mapped out for every one in authority. The
movement was taken seriously by all, the strength
of the business element of the community being
thrown into it. An important factor in adjusting
matters and smoothing out difficulties was the
Soldiers’ Dependents’” Mutual Aid Association, in
offect an auxiliary of the local Canadian Patriotic
Fund, of which Mrs. Brown was the very active
President.  This body made it possible for the
Treasurer to obtain and retain close association
with the families of the valiant men representing
Galt on the battlefields of Europe. In conference
with members of the S. D. M. A. A. Treasurer
Jarvis during the trying work of 1917-18 learned
that many families were facing the winter with
empty coal bins. With the consent of the Execu-
tive he organized a buying and distribution
bureau; going to the source of supply across the
lines for required quantities, arranging for imme-
diate shipment, and overseeing the distribution on
the arrival of every car of coal, which was sold to
dependents at cost. Thus was the worried head
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of a dependent family relieved of anxiety and
saved many dollars in buying coal during the sev-
erest winter that North America had experienced
in almost two generations.

ENLISTMENTS IN VARIOUS UNITS

The Originals from Galt numbered about 250
under Capt. Tom Lockhart and Lieuts. Robert
Brown and Ross Briscoe. These men had a most
enthusiastic send-off. Many of those giving the
parting salute took the matter somewhat lightly,
pelieving that they would soon see the boys back.
such was the confidence in British resources in
men and money—and above all in the ability of
Tommy Atkins to down the enemy in short order.
The full significance of the struggle had not at
that time impressed itself on the Canadian mind,
hence the happy gatherings that occurred at the
outset at nearly all recruiting points to see the
boys on their way to France. The awakening
soon came and then Young Canada closed its jaw
and started to show the world what it could do.
A few German victories made it fighting mad and
in an atmosphere of intense patriotism contingent
after contingent was raised. Of the Originals
from Galt few escaped scars. A large number
laid down their lives, including Capt. Lockhart and
Lieut. Ross Briscoe. The other Galt officer, Lieut.
Robert Brown, was badly wounded, but aftex
months in the hospital and on furlough in Canada
he returned to England to take up military duties,
though unable to go to the fighting line.

In October, 1914, the first draft of 62 men left
Galt under Subaltern McIntosh, who was the only
officer; followed by batches of various sizes until
150 were gathered from Galt and district. The
Galt officers received promotion and overseas be-
came Major J. A. McIntosh, and Capt. Gordon El-
liott, each rising from the ranks.

In Galt about 300 men offered themselves for
the 34th Battalion, Galt being represented among
its officers by Col. A. J. Oliver, Lieut. Tom F.
Coleman and Capt. J. N. McRae, the two latter re-
ceiving promotion for excellent services rendered
on the field, emerging on Armistice Day as Major
Coleman and Adjutant McRae. The 34th was
1145 strong. :

The T1st Battalion was organized in London in
1915. It drew approximately one hundred re-
cruits from Galt. Two of its officers were Galt-
onians, Capt. R. W. Meikleham, in civil life a drug-
gist, and his assistant, Lieut. Bert Gray, who was
killed in action. Capt. Meikleham was invalided to
Canada in 1917, having been badly wounded and
gassed. Only about twenty men who went from
(ialt with the Tlst returned. The casualties
among this city’s representatives were very heavy.
They occurred with other units, the 71st having
been broken up in England. The credit of raising
this regiment belongs to Lieut.-Col. D. M. Suther-
1and, of Oxford County, who went over with the
first contingent, holding the position of Major. He
returned to Canada and the 71st resulted.
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WOMEN’S WAR WORK

Too much praise cannot be given to the wo-
men of the city, whose devotion to the cause
found expression in a wide range of activities.
They were a telling force in organization, perse-
vering and practical; true and tireless. Their ini-
tiative in collecting comforts for the soldiers, in
raising funds and in inspiring all with the sub-
limity of their trusteeship as the loyal supporters
of the loyal men at the front. No sooner were
they done with one task than they were preparing
for another. With them it was a case of progres-
sive service to the very end.

In retrospect each organization can see it-
self doing its full duty in the helping hand it
gave to the Cause. Each extended itself to the
limit of its opportunities in effective effort to sus-
tain national participation in the struggle with
Germany and vassal nations seeking the down-
fall of the British Empire. No more need be said
in eulogy of our women’s war work. It is, how-
ever, only fair that we should give the names of
the organizations in question, along with the
names of their officers. Accordingly they are ap-
pended :

WOMEN’S PATRIOTIC LEAGUE

THE GALT BRANCH GREAT WAR
VETERANS’ ASSOCIATION.

The Great War Veterans Association has in
Galt a branch that does the parent organization
infinite credit. Launched in 1917 by And. Pollock,
late of the Princess Pats., assisted by Albert Ma-
son, John Childs, C. Pinaker, Charles Oughton, O.
W. Whythe, and a few others, it has made steady
progress until today it has a membership of over
400, with a governing body that leaves nothing
undone to care for the interests of the Returned
Soldier. Brought to bear on the questions that
affect the Veteran is the solid
sense of the orderly, patriotic,
hopeful citizen who lives in accord with those who
were unable to undertake duties in the War' Zone,
and strives to exercise a useful influence in the
community. In the nature of things this very
praiseworthy attitude upon the part of the Veter-
an has commanded public respect and confidence.
The psychology of the Veteran is not misunder-
stood in Galt, hence the hearty endorsation, for
instance of the By-law in 1919 for the erec-
tion and equipment of a Veterans’ Memorial
Home, or Club House. That gift was not the full
measure of local appreciation for the manner of
service of the boys who risked their lives for
Canada and the Empire. It was merely a whole-
hearted registration of local regard, which made
it all the more pleasing to the beneficiaries of the
act. And in the Club House today the four hundred
or more Veterans and their wives, sons and daugh-
ters, as well as dependents assemble in a social
way to cement the bonds of comradeship. Not that
the hours spent there are all devoted to passing
joys. Conferences occur almost daily in the adjust-
ment of matters that pass to and from Ottawa.
That is the business end of the organization, and
it is never made subservient to the mere social
function.

The Club House is a spacious stone building
located on the corner of Ainslie and Walnut Sts.
It contains reading, lounge and smoking rooms,
billiard parlors and card rooms with quarters for
the steward and stewardess, Mr. and Mrs. George
Hancock, the former having served with the 1st.
Battalion for four years. To the present building
an Assembly Hall, 60 x 40 is being added, the
corner stone for the same having been laid by the

MUNICIPAL GRANTS FOR WAR SUSTAIN
ING PURPOSES.

The Galt City Council treated sympathetically
every application for assistance from organiza-
tions engaged in War Service.

Commencing in 1914 it granted the local Patrio-
tic Fund $400, and thereafter until the end of the
war $4800 annually.

Every soldier enlisting from this city was given
a “Galt Ring,” the total expenditure for this pur-
pose amounting to $1125. The Council also con-
tributed liberally to the Red Triangle Y. M. C. A.
Fund, the British Seaman’s Union, the Galt Sol-
dier's Aid Commission, and the Ontario Soldiers’
Aid Commission. All these grants were given in

addition to the contributions of individual citizens
to the various funds raised in the city from 1914
to the end of the struggle.

"Every village, town and city in the Dominion
was affected by the war. Every home in Canada,
unless inhabited by the grossly ignorant, was
overclonded. Waterloo numbered among its inhab-
itants many citizens who gave notable service in
different ways in their desire to serve their be-
loved country. Those who had wealth gave freely
or loaned to swell the nation’s war funds; those
who had ability to speak did what they could to
awaken and intensify interest in the great cause,
those who had physical strength, served freely
in any capacity as “hewers of wood or drawers
of water.” Even the boys and girls did good
work in distributing bills, in tag day work and
many other ways.

The work of recruiting, and in fact all forms
of patriotic effort, were entered into with zeal
and enthusiasm by a large and well organized
army of willing workers to whom no personal
sacrifice appeared to be too great, if thereby the
Cause one and all had at heart could be ad-
vanced. Their appeals met with a ready response
and while in the matter of enlistments the fig-
ures may not have been as large as in some other
places, yet in the matter of monies loaned or
given the figures are astonishingly large, Water-
loo’s financial record being equalled by few, if
any, towns of its size in Canada.

Among the citizens who rendered conspicuous
service during the war may be mentioned Dr. W.
L. Hilliard, Mayor of the town during some of the
darkest days of the war; Dr. Jos. H. Webb, the
venerable, but enthusiastic chairman of the Re-
cruiting League; P.J. Wright, Treasurer of
the Patriotic Fund; Charles Ruby, Treasurer of
the Beligian Relief Fund, and Mr. E. Haberer,
Treasurer of the Navy League, Waterloo branch.

A volume might be written concerning the wo-
men’s War Work. Many were conspicuously devot-
ed to the preparation of soldiers’ comforts and as
sisted in those enterprises by which funds were
raised for the purchase of the thousand and one
necessities demanded in the soldier’s life abroad.
Among those who earned high honors by self-
denying service we might mention Mrs. George
Wegenast of the Red Cross; Mrs. Herbert Snyder
of the same organization, and the Bruce sisters,
Miss Lizzie and Miss Jessie, both of whom should
be wearing decorations if they received their well-
merited deserts.

And when the war ceased, and pestilence trod
in its awful path, there were others who counted
not their lives dear if they might render some as-
sistance. Many of our young ladies volunteered as
nurses and gave invaluable help, our physicians
worked night and day to alleviate suffering, while
the nurses at the K. and W. hospital surpassed
themselves in their devotion to duty. Those were
indeed times that tried men’s souls. Some there
were “found wanting,” but almost every citizen
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rose to the height of heroism that the exigencies
of the time demanded.

Returning to the war itself, it remains to men-
tion the names of the Waterloo “boys” who far
from home and friends breathed out their lives
on the battlefield or in the hospital. Their names
should be engraved in deathless bronze and pre-
served in honor forever. These are the names of

the Royal Air Force in Canada.

I wish to take this opportunity of thanking you
for your aid and congratulating you upon the
splendid results achieved through your efforts.

I also wish to say that it was not until Civilian
Recruiting Committees were organized through-
out Canada that a sufficient supply of Cadets was
ensured, and the success of our efforts in estab-
lishing training guaranteed.

You will be interested to know that we have
sent Overseas 2,538 trained Pilots, while we have
552 in Canada, who have completed their training.
These figures are considered very remarkable in
England.

_Eighteen of Wellesley’s young men, not in-
cluding two veterinary surgeons and one Red
Cross Nurse, took part in the great world war for
freedom and democracy. After serving their king
and_ country, seventeen returned to their homes,
while one, John Chalmers, gave up his life on the
field of battle.

Subscriptions to the Patriotic and Red
Cross Funds were made through the Stan-
dard Bank, the citizens of Wellesley giving gener-
ousl,v.tc.’ same, as well as to the many other war-
sustaining funds. The three Victory Loan cam-
paigns found ready nurchasers in our village.

3 The Wellesley Women’s Institute devoted its
time to Red Cross Work, sending a number of
shipments of socks, bandages and wearing appar-
el, to headauarters in Toronto. The Institnte also
kept 25 soldier bovs supplied with boxes of “eats”
and smokes. The Belgians also were not overlook-
ed,"a car-load of flour, manufactured by the Wel-
lesley Flour Mills, being forwarded among other
things for their relief,

The contributions of the town of Preston, like
those of all other municipalities in Waterloo
County, to the fighting of the greatest war that
history records, consisted of men, money, mater-
ials and work, all given with a free and lavish
hand, that was a veritable revelation to the town
itself.

Of these contributions, the manhood was the
grandest. Three hundred and fifty-two Preston
boys voluntarily enlisted to fight for the great
cause of freedom. Forty-eight of these boys did
not return. Nearly all were young, imbued with
a spirit of adventure perhaps, but also with a
sense of right and justice, imbibed in this land of
the free, urging them on to take the right course.
Once having enlisted they chaffed because of de-
lays, they were eager to be at the enemy. They
had turned their backs on old dreams of success
in life. The hour for deeds had arrived. And, truly,
it was a revelation to us all.

When it came to subscribing to the various war
funds the citizens of Preston were not lacking in
generosity. They gave freely both by private sub-
scription and through the Municipality. A total of
over $135,000 was contributed to different war
funds. The following amounts were paid to vari-
ous funds:—

British and Canadian Red Cross, $44,400

Preston Patriotic Society, (which was in-

dependent of the Canadian Patriotic

League) 72,200

Navy League of Canada 6,200
Halifax Relief Fund 700
British Sailors’ Relief Fund 200
Catholic Huts Fund 800
Salvation Army Fund 300
Y.M.C.A. Fund 3,400

The above do not include the value of foodstuffs
sent to the Belgians, the work of Preston’s fair
sex, sewing and knitting, and the tokens and box-
es sent to the boys at the front.

And Preston did not forget its boys on their
return home. The war having been fought and
won, their valiant efforts were not overlooked.
Nor was the gratitude of Preston citizens confined
solely to cheering and welcoming the boys back.
Each man as he arrived home was presented with
$50, and to the bereaved parents of those dear
boys, who, unfortunately did not return, $50 was
paid, the total amounting to over $13,000.

And the women—the soldiers behind the lines.
Too much can not be written of the work done
by the women folk of Preston. No effort was too
great for them to put forth, to back up the boys
at the front, and to care for those left behind.

TWO OF PRESTON’S WAR WORKERS

Mrs. J. Scott Hogg, President of the Women’s Pa-
trioticc Red Cross and Relief Society; Geo. Pattinson,
President of the Preston Patriotic Fund Association,
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Right from the outset of the war the citizens of
Hespeler threw themselves heart and soul into
the battle for freedom. Those who could not serve
under the colors worked at home and gave gen-
erously to all the war sustaining funds. It is
doubtful if any other community in Canada sur-
passed Hespeler’s war record in the matter of
enlistments and war givings.

Over 400 Hespeler men answered the call and
when in 1917 the Conscription Act was passed,
there was no work for the Government to do
in Hespeler, because every eligible man was al-
ready in khaki. Fifty Hespeler boys did not re-
turn, their lives having been snuffed out on the
battle fields of France and Flanders. Twenty-six
of them returned with Military Decorations of one
kind or another, (17 Military Medals, 6 1915
Stars, 1 Military Medal with bar, 1 Croix de
Guerre, 1 Military Cross and 1 Russian Military
Medal-)

WELCOME TO RETURNED SOLDIERS

At the request of the Department of Soldiers’
Civil Re-establishment the Elmira Council ap-
pointed the following committee to give our he-
roes a welcome, and to help in transporting them
home, when train connections were not suitable:
Messrs- A. Winger, Thos. Dillon, J. Small, A. Wer-
ner, E. Herman, E. Winn, and A. Morris. At a
meeting held on Jan. 28th, 1919, Mr. Winger was
elected Chairman, and A. Morris, Secretary, while
Messrs. 0. H. Vogt, W. Auman, and J. J. Yanchus,
Miss Edna Erb, Mrs. W. Badley, Mrs. L. Fischer,
Mzrs. D. Hollinger, Mrs. Brown and Mrs. C. Schier-
holz were added to their number. :

Trains bringing in boys to Elmira were met by
the Committee and cars provided for the relatives
to and from the station. In several cases trips were
made to Galt and Kitchener by automobile, to
meet the boys.

This Committee waited on the Elmira Council
in March 1919, and asked them to provide a medal
for all boys who had served, and also to open a
Memorial Park for Elmira’s fallen heroes. The
Council provided silver medals to all boys who
~ had seen active service and bronze medals to
those discharged through disability or held for
service in Canada.

The matter of the War Memorial and Park is
under serious consideration, a suitable site
at the south end of the village having been set
aside . Work will be started on this in the near
future and on the monument which will com-
memorate our fallen heroes, and those more for-
tunate who were spared to return.

AYR

The part that Ayr played in the great war,
both in respect to enlistments and material con-
tributions, takes second place to none in Canada,
when size and wealth are taken into consideration.
With a population of about 800 people, we con-
tributed about $26,000 voluntarily. There were
no slackers in Ayr; from the youngest to the
oldest all were engaged in some form of work
to aid the cause and bring victory to the Allies.

In January of 1915, Mr. George Goldie was
instrumental in forming an organization for the
purpose of collecting money and supplies from the
citizens of Ayr and vicinity. This organization
met with considerable success. At a meeting of
the citizens. held in Ramsay’s Store, Feb. 21st,
1916, The Citizen’s Committee, which lasted
throughout the war, was formed. Chas. Mec-
George was the first chairman; F. E. Robinson,
Secretary, and C. M. Stewart, Treasurer. In ad-
dition the following acted as the committee:
Rev. J. J. Brown, J. R. Folstetter, A. C. Gillies,
Robt. Armstrong, Dr. Woolner, Dr. Clifford, J.
Henderson, W. A, Ramsay, James Fair, Hev.
Edwards, Geo. Lawrence, A, G. Watson, A. E.
Watson, Rev. H. W. Snell.

A motion to launch a campaign to raise $3,000
by subscriptions throughout the year was carried,
the money to be distributed to the Red Cross and
Patriotic Funds. This project was carried out
successfully and every year this plan was adopted
with equal success.

There were two other organizations, how-
ever whose efforts counted for more than the
Citizens’ Committee. These were the Women’s
Institute, with Miss E. D. Watson as President,
and The Red Cross League, with Mrs. I. M. Goldie
as President. These two capable and energetic
women, filled with zeal for a great cause, and
having in mind the welfare of the soldiers,
speeded up their organizations in the making of
socks, bandages, comforts for the soldiers, ete.,
and also in the collections of money and supplies
of various kinds. Shipments for the soldiers
were made regularly and the greater the need
the greater the speed. They stayed with the
game till victory was achieved. Every Christmas
each of the soldiers from Ayr and vicinity re-
ceived a box of dainties and none of them was
allowed to suffer for want of clothing. All
honor to the women of Ayr. As our soldiers
fought, so did our women work and pray. In
the darkest hour they did not lose faith in
ultimate victory.

The grand total of voluntary contributions by
the citizens of Ayr, their strict observance of
Government food regulations, their patriotic zeal,
and their indomitable spirit are fine testimonials
to the character of our people and their belief in
the justice of their cause.

F. E. ROBINSON,
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The incorporated village of New Hamburg,
lying along the banks of the Nith River, about
fourteen miles distant from the city of Kitchener,
has a war record to which it can assuredly point
with pride. Not only did it send many of its sons
to fight for liberty on the battlefields of France
and Belgium, but its citizens were ever ready with
an open purse to back up the boys at the front.

On December Fifth, 1915, a public meeting
was held in the town hall, called by the Reeve
of the Municipality, for the purpose of organizing
a Recruiting League, the primary purpose of
which organization was to help in the formation
of the 111th South Waterloo Battalion. At this
meeting the following officers were elected:—
President: Reeve Fred Debus; Vice-President:
S. R. Stewart; Treasurer: Lewis Hahn, and
Secretary: Capt. F. H. McCallum. The Executive
Committee consisted of, Dr. F. Marty, Dr. R. W.
Anderson, Principal Jas. A. Smith, Nile Winn,
John Messner and Daniel Becker.

Several meetings were held in the Library
Hall, and prominent speakers were brought in
from outside points. Sunday evening meetings
were also held at Gribble’s Theatre, every Sunday
evening during March, 1916, Mr. Gribble contri-
buting his theatre, including light, heat, ushers
and music absolutely free. These Sunday meet-
ings were very successful in obtaining recruits.

An interesting feature of the Recruiting
League, was the bringing of the 111th Battalion
—500 strong—to New Hamburg under command
of Lieut.-Col. Clarke. They marched from Galt,
a distance of 22 miles, in the dead of winter, and
were housed and entertained by New Hamburg
citizens, the billeting being in charge of the dif-
ferent church congregations. The officer com-
manding, in a letter to the New Hamburg Recruit-
ing League, thanked the citizens for their kind
entertainment, reporting that the visit was a
great success. He was invited to again bring his
battalion to New Hamburg, but was unable to do
s0 before sailing overseas.

The Corporation of New Hamburg in 1915,
voted five thousand dollars to the Patriotic Fund,
to be paid in installments of five hundred dollars
a year, while the war lasted.

The citizens were canvassed each year on
behalf of the British Red Cross, and contributed
the following sums:—1915, $2,300; 1916, $649;
1917, $785. The citizens also donated the sum
of $313 towards the Halifax Relief Fund.

In 1918, New Hamburg citizens subseribed
for $136,000 in Victory Bonds, and also for a
large amount in 1917, thus showing their con-

fidence in over glorious country’s ability to finance.

its obligations.

Large donations were also made to the Navy
League and Italian Funds,
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Another organization that did splendid war
work was the Women’s Patriotic Society. The
officers of this Society are as follows: 1st Past
President: Mrs. Chas.

This Society sent to the front, 36 quilts, 2,300
bandages, 50 hospital sheets, 84 pajamas, 13 pil-
lows and cases, 12 shirts, 42 scarfs and raised and
expended a total of $3,731.43. Too much cannot
be said of the work of this Society, and as else-
where New Hamburg’s members of the fair sex
did muchto keep up the morale and spirit of our
heroic boys at the front.

Plans are now being made for the erecticn
of a fine Memorial in honor of New Hamburg’s
heroes who so willingly laid down their lives upon
the fields of France and Flanders, in order to
secure freedom and liberty for their fellow-
citizens and fellow-countrymen. All honor to
these loyal and brave sons, whose names will
appear upon an enduring tablet, so that their
memories will ever be kept fresh in the minds
and hearts of New Hamburg citizens.

As in every other community in Canada, Nov.
11th, 1918, was an exciting day. At 5 am.
whistles were heard constantly blowing at large
centres, fourteen miles distant. Religious ser-
vices were held in the churches, church bells were
set a-ringing, and factory whistles a-blowing. A
monster parade was held in the afternoon, and
in the evening fire-works and bon-fires sent their
lights skyward, to proclaim to the skies that the
Allies had won, and that the efforts and sacrifices
of New Hamburg’s citizens had not been in vain.

In accordance with a resolution, passed by
the Municipal Council, each soldier was given a
public welcome upon his return, and a purse of ten
dollars was given him as a slight token of appre-
ciation for services nobly and bravely done.

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Baden sent twenty-four of its sons to the
front, three of whom were killed in action :—Her-
bert Erbach, H, Lorne McFayden and George
Schmitt, and one of whom, Alvin Forler, died
while with the Siberian Unit at Vancouver- H.
Lorne McFayden won the Distinguished Conduct
Medal.

Soon after the beginning of the war and
the enemy’s invasion of Belgium, the citizens
of Baden subscribed money, with which a car load
of flour was purchased and forwarded along with
clothing and other food products. Contributions
were made to the Patriotic Fund, and two of our
citizens made a special gift of two machine guns.
When the 111th Battalion was in training at Kit-
chener, Baden had the pleasure of entertaining
about seven hundred men of the battalion at din-
ner, while on their route march through the
county.

THE BADEN MISSIONARY AUXILIARY

This group of young ladies combined war
work with their mission work, the first appeal for
Red Cross funds being made at their entertain-
ment of November 20th, 1914, when $75.53 was
received and forwarded. In October, 1915, a Birth-
day Party was held in the Opera Hall and gifts
for Red Cross asked for, with the response of 172
jars and cans of fruit, jelly, honey and maple
syrup, a large box of hospital supplies, tobacco,
and $40.00 in money.

Donations of money were made to the Wo-
men’s Patriotic Sewing Club, also to Freeport
Military Hospital. The Presbyterian Record was
sent each month to local soldiers, and Christmas
gifts of money sent to local boys overseas. Money
was sent to the Red Cross Society for their Pri-
soners’ Fund and a special soldier prisoner was
assigned to the club from whom most appreciative
letters were received. Books and a personal par-
cel were sent also. The Y.M.C.A. and Salvation
Army Funds were assisted and Christmas treats
were sent each year to the patients at Freeport
Hospital.

Bed socks, bandages, caps, property bags and
socks were sent to Toronto and to Freeport. The
Club’s exhibit at the Wilmot Fall Fair won first
prize in sweepstakes in the Red Cross contest.

A BIT OF WATERLOO COUNTY'S
MILITARY HISTORY

Galt’s first Militia Company was formed in
1836. It was a small one and was locally known
and advertised as the Galt Volunteers, with
Thomas Rich as Captain: A. B. Gordon, Lieuten-
ant; Thomas G- Chapman, Ensign. The 1837 Re-
bellion gave this Company its chance! It guarded

Galt Bridge (Main Street) night and day for sev-
eral weeks,

The. Rebels had not a few friends in this part of
Ontario. Companies were organized at Ayr (or
Mudge’s Mills as it was then called), and a few
places in the neighboring County of Brant. By
the way, the leader of the Guelph Volunteers ,who
were associated with the Galtonians, led by Capt.
Rich, was a Capt. Poor! The Galt Volunteers for
many years turned out at Patriotic Demonstra-
tloqs, supplying their own paraphernalia, and were
veritable Red Coats, either on foot or in the saddle.

The Annual Muster was regularly held on the 24th
of May, Her Majesty’s Birthday.

All of the above gentlemen, with one exception,
have passed to the Great Beyond, that exception
being Mr. W. A. Shearson, one of whose sons is a
large stockholder and officer of the United States
Steel Trust. Messrs. David Spiers and R. S.
Strong, the one eighty-four and the other eighty-
three, both well known in this county, died not
long ago.

The military spirit was further emphasized and
developed by the organization of the 29th Regi-
ment of Waterloo, following the Act of Confeder-
ation that made a Dominion of Canada out of
Upper and Lower Canada, Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick. Since then the 29th Regiment has had
seven Commanding Officers, starting with Colonel
A. K. Goodman, of New Hamburg, now of
Parkhill, and still in active professional life; Col.
Thomas Peck, of Galt, Col. George Hespeler of
Hespeler and Galt; Col. Laing Cowan, of Waterloo
Township; Col. George Acheson, of Galt; Col.
Martin, of Kitchener, and Col. A. J. Oliver, of
Galt. The deceased are Messrs. Peck and Hesp-
eler. Col. Oliver saw service in England and
France during the Great War; Col. Acheson is an
officer of the Permanent Force, and Col. Laing
Cowan is on the old Cowan farm, “Cockmohr,”
on the Galt-Hespeler road.

Companies of the 29th were at various times
formed at Galt, Hespeler, Crosshill, Winterbourne,
Conestogo, Ayr, New Hamburg and Berlin (Kitch-
ener). The noted Band of the Regiment comes
from Kitchener. It was formed some time during
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the seventies. The crack shots were mostly sup-
plied by Galt and Hespeler. Capt. Fred H. Me:
Callum, of New Hamburg, a Veteran of the Fenian
Raid, was long connected with the Regiment, as
also were Major E. J. Beaumont of Kitchener, and
Sergt. Wm. Pickering, of Galt.

Another good shot produced by Galt, a good
shot in his teens, and a gun inventor before he was
twenty, was the late James P. Lee, the famous in-
ventor of the Lee-Enfield, the British Arm, and
the Lee Straight Pull, the “Springfield” of the
United States.

From 1837 Galt had men serving the flag. She
sent men to the front during the first Fenian Raid,
contributed to the strength of Sir Garnet Wolsley’s
Expedition against Riel, was represented in the
army that defeated Riel in the Second Rebellion,
sent six of her sons with the first Contingent to
South Africa, Sergeant Campbell Perry being one
of the heroes at Paardeburg, following this up
with another contribution of 21 stalwart young
Canadians, capping all her achievements by rais-
ing the 111th Battalion for service in France, in
addition to supplying men for the Original Cana-
dian Contingent, and other units.

SYNOPSIS OF THE PEACE TREATY

REPARATION AND RESTITUTION.

Germany accepted responsibility for all loss
and damage to Allied States and citizens, due to
war imposed on them by enemy’s aggression;
agreed to compensate civilians for personal in-
juries, air-raids, U-boat crimes, and the like; Ger-
many agreed to pay Belgium’s war debt. An In-
ter-Allied Commission, after a fair hearing, will
name the total bill by May 1st, 1921, and the in-
stallments by which it must be paid in 30 years.
Germany agreed to pay £1,000,000,000 in next two
vears in gold, goods, ete. Germany agieed to re-
place to the Allies ton for ton, and class for class,
all merchant ships and fishing craft, lost or dam-
aged. She agreed to restore to Belgium animals,
machinery, manufactured materials, etc; supply
France, Belgium and Italy with coal.

TARIFFS, TRADE AND SHIPPING.

Germany must not put a special tariff on Allied
trade for five years. She handed over the railways
and a proper share of rolling stock in lost terri-
tories ; the Kiel Canal is open to ships of war and
merchant ships of all nations at peace with Ger-
many.

As a guarantee to the execution of the Treaty
Allied troops are to hold the West bank of the
Rhine for 15 years; if Germany faithfully keeps
her word, Cologne will be evacuated (by the Brit-
ish) in five years, Coblenz (by the Americans) in
10 years, Mayence (by the French) in 15 years.

If she breaks her word during or after the fif-
teen years our Armies will re-occupy.
