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REPORT OF THE COUNCIL
TO THE

ASSOCIATION

FOR THE YEAR ENDING DEC. 31st, 1881.

The Report for 1880, adopted at the Annual Meeting on the 
22nd January last, was printed and forwarded to every member 
of the Association.

Your Council are happy in being able to offer, for the year 
1881. a favorable Report of the progress of the Institution The 
number of subscribers has been considerably augmented, dona­
tions in both money and works of art have to be acknowledged, 
a portion of debt on the building has been paid, and it may, per­
haps, be worthy of note that an increased interest in matters re­
lating to the Fine Arts is observable in this city.

1. Finance—Treasurer’s Account—Insurance.
It will be observed that the Treasurer’s statement now pre­

sented is dated 30th November, thus covering only eleven 
months. This has been rendered necessary in order to carry out 
No. 23 of the revised Code of By-Laws, which provides for the 
closing of the Treasurer’s books on the 30th November each year, 
so as to allow time for audit and preparation of Report for the 
Annual Meeting. For the future, of course, the statement will 
cover twelve months.

Details of the eleven months’ receipts and expenditure will 
be found in the following Treasurer’s Statement, vouchers for 
which, together with the Auditor’s Report, will be found on the 
table :—

The indebtedness on the building was reduced last year by the 
payment in full of the balance of the late Mrs. Ferguson’s loan, 
namely $1,700, leaving as the only charge against the building 
the original mortgage to Mr. Charles Gribb pf #7,000.

Whilst warmly acknowledging gifts of both money and works 
of art during the year, the Council feel it their duty respectfully 
to call the attention of wealthier members of the Association, and 
lovers of the Fine Arts generally, to the desirability of lessening, 
by means of liberal subscriptions, the still heavy debt upon the 
building. Anxious as your Coimcil are to extend, in many 
directions, the usefulness of the Association, their first care must 
necessarily be, at the present moment, the reduction, if not the 
complete extiaction of debt.
Insurance.

The policies of insurance upon the building and its contents 
have been increased by #3,103.75 since last year. They are as

2. Assessments.
Early last year a petition was addressed to the municipal 

authorities, praying them to relieve the buildings of the Association 
from taxation, upon the ground that the institution is purely ed­
ucational in its character. The representations of your Council 
were favorably received, and it has been decided that the gallery 
for the future shall be exempt from assessment.
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3. Donations.
The following works of art have been presented to the 

Association during the past year :—

presented by the Natural History Society, Montreal.

Since the monetary contributions acknowledged in last year’s 
report, a generous gift of $5(M has been received from Miss 
Orkney, $40 from Mr. James Worthington, and $2J from Mr. 
Joseph Tiffin.

4. Portfolio of Prints.
In accordance with the announcement in last year’s report, 

a Portfolio of ten plates, illustrating a new method of photo­
printing, was presented to each member of the Association. The 
wrork met with general approval, and, it is believed, attracted 
many new subscribers.

For economic reasons however, a similar undertaking has 
been dispensed with for the present year ; but, as copies still re­
main on hand, one will be presented to each new7 subscriber as 
far as the edition will last.

5. Exhibitions.
The first Exhibition of the year was that of Works of Art in 

Black and White,—the only one of its kind yet given in Canada. 
It wras opened in the month of February, and attracted consider­
able attention. Many valuable specimens of both ancient and 
modern engravings and etchings were lent for the occasion, 
together with some excellent drawings in monochrome, by L. 
R. O’Brien, P. R. C. A., R. Harris, R. C. A., and other artists.
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Mr. Win. McLennan’s instructive paper on 11 Engraving,” read 
on the 25tb February before a large audience, lent additional 
interest to the Exhibition.

Thiii was followed in April by the Second A mual Exhibition 
of Paintings by Canadian Artists. The collection contained 
several works of conspicuous merit, but, as a whole, did not 
manifest the progress which the preceding exhibition (1880) had 
led some sanguine critics to expect. Amongst the more note­
worthy pictures, were Mr. Homer Watson’s “ Old Stone Road, 
Dundas," painted with a true feeling for nature ; and a vigorous 
head by Mr. R. Harris, Toronto, entitled “A Man of no Account." 
Through the liberality of one of our members, the latter picture 
has become the property of the Association.

On the occasion of the Provincial Exhibition held at Montreal 
in September lust, the Citizens’ Committee granted to the Associ­
ation the sum of fifty dollars, with the understanding that our 
gallery should be opened for ten days at the charge of ten cents. 
The loan collection was considerably augmented, and the gallery 
attracted many visitors. Two thousand three hundred and fifty 
persons paid at the door, and 616 catalogues were sold.

The fourth and final Exhibition for the year was that of 
Decorative Art, opened on Monday evening, December 5th, by a 
conversazione with music, which was attended by more than two 
hundred members and friends of the Association.

The Exhibition remained open until the 21st December, and 
was visited during these fifteen days by upwards of 1,400 mem­
bers and friends, and by 378 non-members paying 25 cents each. 
A copy of the printed catalogue is submitted herewith. A large 
number of objects of a decorative and artistic character were 
contributed ; many of them of great value and rarity ; the whole 
of which, the committee are pleased to report, were removed, ex­
hibited and returned to their owners without any breakage or 
loss. The fittings procured for this exhibition have been so 
arranged as to be of permanent use in the future.

Notwithstanding the somewhat disappointing receipts for ad­
mission, the Committee are sanguine that when the accounts are 
adjusted, the expenditure will be found not to have exceeded the 
appropriation made by the Council for this Exhibition.

6. Lectures and Entertainments.

The lecture season of 1881 was inaugurated on the 21st Janu­
ary, by Mr. J. W. G-ray, with a paper upon the subject of*
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“ CeramicsMany valuable specimens of pottery were lent for 
the occasion, and used by the lecturer for the purpose of illustra­
tion.

On the 25th February, during the Black and White Exhibition, 
Mr. Wm. McLennan read his excellent paper, “ An Outline of the 
History of Engraving,” before a large audience in the gallery of 
the Association. In addition to special examples shown by the 
lecturer, the exhibition itself afforded many useful illustrations 
of the subject.

The third lecture was given by Mr. Joseph Gould, on 
“ English Madrigals, Glees and Part Songs.” The subject was 
an interesting one, and derived an additional charm from the 
presence of a trained choir of twenty voices, by whom some of 
the earliest specimens of English Part Music were effectively 
rendered. Both lecture and music were warmly appreciated by 
a large company.

The entertainments of the year were brought to a close by a 
conversazione with music, on the occasion of the opening of the 
Decorative Art Exhibition in December last. There ware several 
selections of classical piano music given by Miss Saxe ; as well 
as some good vocal music by amateurs, under the conductorship 
of Dr. Davies.

In the month of November last, an informal meeting of the 
Committee on Lectures and Entertainments was held, and it was 
suggested, subject to the approval ot the Council, that at least 
three lectures should be given during the months of January, 
February, and March of 1882, and that the following be the sub­
jects and lecturers :—

January,—Photography, with illustrations, by Mr. Field.
February,—Domestic Architecture, by Mr. Steele.
March,—A lecture on a musical subject, by Mr. Joseph Gould, 

with vocal illustrations.
All these gentlemen have kindly acceded.
If another lecture is required in April, it is hoped that the 

President, Judge Mackay, or Dr. Sterry Hunt, will give a 
paper.

7. Art Classes.
The art classes, a prospectus of which was published in last 

year’s Report, completed their first session in the month of May 
last. The total number of students in attendance was forty-two, 
of which fourteen were under Mr. Raphael, seventeen under Mr.
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Edson, and eleven under Mr. Van Luppen. The present session 
began in October last, with a smaller number of students, under 
two of the above-named instructors.

Owing to Mr. Edson’s departure for Europe last autumn, the 
class for Landscape Painting in Water Colours had to be discon­
tinued; but your Council hope to announce its recommence­
ment as soon as circumstances will allow.

Two of the shops beneath the Gallery are given up entirely 
for the use of the classes, free of charge to the masters, who also 
are permitted to receive, without deduction, the fees of the stu­
dents.

8. By-Laws, Election of Governors, &c.
At a General Meeting of the Association, specially called for 

the 30th April last, a revised and enlarged code of By-laws was 
considered and adopted. These, together with the Act of Incor­
poration, and the Amending Act of July 24th, 188 ), have since 
been printed in a convenient form, and copies may be had from 
the Secretary at the Gallery.

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9. Monumental Brass.
It was noted in last year’s Report that the Council had it 

in view to erect in the building, at an early date, a permanent 
monument to the memory of our late benefactor, Mr. Gibb. 
Shortly afterwards a sub-committee was formed to report upon 
the subject to the Council. It was then determined that the 
memorial should take the form of a monumental brass, of the 
value of not less than five hundred dollars, and an order was 
forwarded to England for its execution. Your Council are now 
glad to report the arrival of the engraved brass from the works 
of Messrs. John Hardman & Co, London.

Mr. R. Reid, of Montreal, will shortly submit a design for the 
marble upon which the brass will rest.

your Council thinking it desirable to cultivate, as much as 
possible, a friendly intercourse with sister associations, whether 
in this country or elsewhere.

13. Proposed Reading Room.
The attention of the Council has been directed, for some time 

past, to the desirableness of establishing a Reading Room in con­
nection with the Gallery. There are many works congenial with 
the objects of the Association, which, though highly important in 
themselves, are rarely to be seen in Montreal. Such periodicals 
as L' Art, The Art Journal, The Etcher, Gazette des Beaux Arts, Zeits­
chrift far bitdende Kunst, etc., etc., would, it is believed, attract 
many readers and students, and, from an artistic point of view, 
prove to be of great educational value. These periodicals, after 
a term of service in the Reading Room, might be bound from 
year to year, and would, in course of time, form the nucleus of 
an interesting art library.

So far, however, monetary considerations have delayed the 
project ; but your Council venture to hope that, with the in­
creasing prosperity of the Association, an art reading-room may 
be founded at no distant day.

gifts of money or objects of art to the Association, also to 
those ladies and gentlemen who have so liberally contributed to 
the various loan exhibitions held during the year.

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PROCEEDINGS at the ANNUAL MEETING
Held at the Gallery zjrd January, i88z.

The Annual Meeting of the Association was held at the Gal­
lery on Monday 23rd January, in accordance with advertisement 
in the public papers and circulars to each member, the President 
in the chair.

There were present, the Vice-President, the Treasurer, Revd. 
Canon Norman, M. H. Gault, M.P., W B Lambe, Hugh McLen­
nan, Wm. Hall, Wm. Notman, J. Popham, W. G. Murray, A. D. 
Steele, W. Scott, A. A. McCulloch, T. D. King, J. H. Joseph, 
P. S. Ross, C. Martin, J. Lewis, J. S. McLennan, W. B. Simpson, 
P. A. Peterson, H. W. Shepherd, J. S. Hunter, H. E. Murray, 
C. Gibb, A. Henderson, T. Craig, J. M. Douglas, and others.

The minutes of the last meeting, held on the 80th April, were 
read by the Secretary. Mr. Gibb addressed the meeting declin­
ing the honor conferred on him by the Association in electing him 
a Governor, and requested that his name be withdrawn from the 
list of Governors. The minutes were then amended in confor­
mity with Mr. Gibb’s request and accepted.

The Report of the Council for 1881 was then read by the 
Chairman, who, in proposing its adoption, said:—

“ From this report it will be seen that the story of the Association for the 
last year is upon the whole not an unpleasant one. We received an accession 
of over ninety new subscribers, and we have reduced the debt upon our 
building by the payment in full of the late Mrs. Ferguson’s mortgage. 
The accounts of our treasurer and finance committee have been referred to an 
auditor, Mr. Ross, and found correct. We have received a few gifts during 
thè year ; these are acknowledged in the report, and since it has been 
drafted several new donations have been made, amounting to over 
$z,4oo, which fall to be accounted for in our next report. Yet our citizens 
are behind in their encouragement of us, for in the four or five years since 
the death of the late Mr. Gibb, and since the new vitality assumed by the 
Association, of benefactors other than annual subscribers we have very few. 
Life membership is constituted by donation of one hundred dollars. We

have only thirty-one members ! This is not such an exhibit as ought to be 
for Montreal. In our reports of 1879 and 1880 we appealed for aid to pay 
off the debt upon our building. To pay this debt we feel to be the first 
duty upon us. By additional annual subscriptions, and what would be 
only an appropriate addition to our list of life members, it would speedily 
be extinguished. In a city like this our annual subscribers ought reason­
ably to amount to six or seven hundred. In this connection I cannot, for 
myself, but regret that we have failed to attract support from our French- 
Canadian fellow-citizens. Honor to the twelve of them who have come 
forward. But I look forward for better things in the future. The times 
are prosperous, and in their prosperity our citizens, and particularly the 
commercial classes, have always been distinguished for giving cheerfully 
and liberally. Again, a new and educated generation is coming forward. 
Of elementary education we have abundance, and of higher we are getting 
more, year by year ; but beyond these and complemental of them are other 
things to be taught and learned, and among these a love of the fine arts, 
architecture, sculpture, painting, music, &c. Our Association has been 
formed for the purpose expressly of encouraging the fine arts. Its con­
stitution is perfectly liberal ; it may be called a liberal-conservative-republi­
can institution, carried on not for private gain, but solely for the advantage 
of the public at large. It recognizes woman’s rights. Four of our fifteen 
governors, I am happy to say, are ladies. Cuncti adsint is the motto of 
London University, and so might be of this Association, for all are welcome 
to join it. In the spirit of that motto, and believing that patrons, artists 
and lovers of art, ought not to be exclusive, but social, the governing body 
has always striven to carry on the work of the Association with the view of 
giving pleasure to all, rather than to any select few. Witness, beyond the 
permanent exhibition, our exhibition of “ black and white,” the other one 
of paintings by Dominion artists; then our September, 1881, exhibition, 
attended by probably over 3,000 persons, and the decorative art and bric- 
a-brac one of December, visited by over 1,700 persons. During the year, 
nearly 11,000 persons visited our rooms. Surely these exhibitions cannot 
but have produced good, besides conferring pleasure upon all who attended 
them I may remark that the labor and trouble involved in the getting up 
such an exhibition as that of December few who have never engaged in 
such work can conceive. Reflecting on all these things, may we not from 
our fellow-citizens, and particularly from those who as yet have not contri-

buted substantially, claim liberal support during the year upon which we 
have now embarked ?

Would that individuals would more frequently sacrifice some luxury to­
ward elevating themselves, and the people around them, and magnifying 
their city by the fostering of universities, scientific societies, museums, 
public libraries, and art associations. I have used the expression magni­
fying their city, for I firmly hold that the grandeur of a city may be derived 
in great part from its possession of educational establishments, galleries of 
art, and public libraries. I know that many before me partake of these 
sentiments, and there are signs of others, not merely in this city, but 
throughout our Dominion and the United States, doing so. Time was 
when such a thing as an art exhibition would never have been thought 
worth mention in a speech from the throne by a lieutenant-governor of a 
province like Nova-Scotia ; but that time has gone by. Consider also the 
establishment of our Dominion Royal Academy, founded for the grand 
object of the creation of a national gallery at the seat of Government. Let 
us hope that it will meet, as it deserves, large support year after year from 
the Dominion Legislature. As to the United States, look at the numerous 
academies that have been or are being established ; for instance, the 
Peabody library and gallery at Baltimore, possessing, besides an immense 
library, one of the best, if not the best, collection of casts from the antique 
that exists upon this Continent, certainly the best exhibited one ; then 
there is the Pennsylvania academy at Philadelphia ; and last, but not least, 
for my purpose, I would mention the Corcoran Art Gallery, the gift of an 
individual, and one of the prides of even that grand city Washington. All 
honour by us, even from this hyperborean latitude, to that noble-minded 
man Corcoran. In the Report of 1880, regret was expressed that our 
means had not allowed us to carry out the resolution to erect in our hall a 
memorial tablet in honor of our principal benefactor, the late Benaiah 
Gibb. You will all have observed with satisfaction from this year's report 
that the tablet has arrived, and will be soon in its place, and that it is a 
handsome piece of work. One other remark and I shall conclude. We 
have lately had an application from the Royal Canadian Academy for per­
mission to hold their annual exhibition in our gallery. We have had 
pleasure in acceding to the application referred to, and therefore we may 
look forward to an interesting and instructive exhibition in April next. 
With these remarks I have the honor to propose the adoption of the report.”
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The motion was seconded by Mr. J. H. Joseph, and carried 

unanimously.
Mr. W. B. Lambeand Mr. C. Gibb, were appointed scrutineers.
The election of officers was then proceeded with.
During the balloting,—
It was moved by Revd. Canon Norman, seconded by Mr. W. 

B. Simpson, and carried,—
That the best thanks of the meeting are due, and are hereby 

tendered to the Committee who have prepared the excellent and 
satisfactory report for the past year, adopted this day by the 
Association.

Moved by Mr. W. B. Simpson, seconded by Mr. W Notman, 
and carried,—

That the President’s address be printed and circulated with 
the Annual Report.

The scrutineers reported the re-election of Hon. Justice Mac- 
kay, President, Hon. Thomas Ryan, Vice-President, Mr. R. W 
Shepherd, Treasurer.

It was then moved by Mr. J. S. Hunter, seconded by Mr. H. 
W. Shepherd, and carried,—

That Messrs. Edward Mackay and W. G Murray, having 
qualified, and being now nominated by the Council, be elected 
Governors of the Association.
