The Church had taught the discovery
of Galileo before his time. His truths
were discovered by a Catholie priest.
The trouble with Galileo was that he
was unstable as a scientist. He was un-
able to prove his theory scientifically,
as the Church wished him to doand as
every scientist of to-day would have
wished him to do. He tried to bolster
up his theory with the Bible.
