A PressyTeERIAN “Synod” in one
of the Western States, learning that
some of its members were sending
their children to Catholic schools,
adopted some flaming condemnatory
preambles and resolutions, The fol-
lowing extracts will serve as a speci-
men of the whole action:

“WhEeRreas, We have noted, with great
solicitude, an increasing disposition on the
pait of Presbyterians to patronize institu-
tions carried on by, and 1n the interest ot
the Roman Catholic Church; and,

“WaEREAS, The standards of Presby-
terianism regard the Romish Church as
apostate and anti-Chuist;

*Resolved, That we deprecate this dis-
posiiion on the part of Presbyterian par-
ents, and that we beseech them to avoid
these iustitutions, attendance upon which
is so fraught with danger to the spiritual
life of the children of the Church, and
which antagonize the spirit of the vows
taken when these little ones were brought
to have the seal of the convenant set to
them.” ’

We respect jeonsistency where it
is the result of honest and sincere
though erroneous convictions, But
it is pluin that the men who passed
these resolutions were governed not
by their convictions, bnt by their
prejudices, 1f they believed that
the Romish Church was “apostate
and anti-Christ,” they would have
done more than simply “deprecate”
sending Presbyterian children to
Catholic schools.  Evidently they do
not believe it; they do not even dare
to suy that they themselves believe
it. They take refuge in the stute-
ment that “the standards of Presby-
terianism” so regard the “Romish
Chuarch.” *‘Standards of Presbyter-
ianism,” who cares, Presbyterian or
not, what those ‘“standards” say?
They are professedly fallible, and it
has become usual among Presbyter—
ians themselves to refer to them with
undisguised contempt.

The “disposition” will continune to
increase, as the resolutions above
quoted state it i8 increasing, among
Presbyterians and other Protestants
to send their children to Catholic
schools, because Presbyterian parents
know, as others also know, ,that in
Catholic schools their children will
be more vigilantly guavded from
vicious influences, and their morals
be nore carefully looked after, than
they will be or can be in any non-
Catholie schools.

“WaAT can Cotholics who are
constantly invoking their Saints,”
triumphantly asks a Protestant ex-
change, “make of Paul’s declaration,
‘There is one mediator between God
and men, the Man Jesus Christ.’”
What can Catholics make of St.

Paul's declaration? Just exactly
what they do make of it—believe it
implicitly, It is not Catholics but
Protestants who have any trouble
with that portion of Sacred Scripture,
Protestants construe in a fulse sense,
and then quote it in that false sense
against Catholics,  Atthe same time
they prove that they don’t believe it
in that sen.e.

NOT QUITE AS BATISFACTORY TO DISTURBED |

CONSCIENCES AS I8 PREACHER WOULD
HAVE US BELIEVE—INTELLECTUAL AND
THEOLOGICAL VAGARIES OF A ‘FATHER.

Boston, Nov. 20, 1551.
To the Editor of the Catholic Review :

Yecu have heard, perhaps, of the Church
of the Advent in this city. You know it
is one of those mongrel iustitutions which
they designate as Ritualistic, and it is
under the charge of a kind of brotherhood
which styles itself the Society of St. John
the Evangelist.  Of this society the Rev.
Mr. Grafton, commonly called Father
Gratton, is the head. It will also be
interesting to you, no doubt, to know that
there is a Protestant sisterhood connected
with this Church, who wear a habit very
similar to that of our Sisters of Mercy,
who go regularly to coufession to these
“Fathers,” and who, in a private chapel,
as | am informed, receive what they call
the Blessed Sacrament and worship it, on
the sly, the privilege being extended only
to a f¢ of the initiated. It is said, too,
that the “Fathers” have been preaching
Catholic doctrines, flat footed, such as
transubstantiation (though not, perhaps,
under that name:) devotion to the
Blessed Virgin, prayers to the saints,
ray ers for the dead, &e., &ec., and they
}m\'v been imitat ng, as far as they dared,
Catholic practice and Catholic cercmonial
in their church.  The altar is quite like a
Catholic altar and the vestments are not
very dissimilar to those worn by our priests,
They have candles ou the altar, and  the
practice bowing and genuflection and
making the sign of the eross; many of the
people making the sivn of the cross and
genuflecting before taking their seats in
Cnurch as Catholies do. It is one of the
curivus anomalies of this little sect that
whilc ll)v_\' seem to esteem it a mernit to
imitate as nearly as possible  Catholic
doetrine and practice, they manifest a pe-
culiar bitterness against  the  Catholic
Church on account of the few differences
that remain between them, They wre
really at heart much more in sympathy
with Catholies than with various sects of
Protestants; yet they hate the Church
with a most cordial hatred and waste a
great deal of time and labor in fighting
against it.  In spite of this fact, however,
this ambitious little imitation conventicle
has hitherto proved a very good training
school for the Catholic Church, having
furni-hed periodically some very valuabie
converts from its ranks, The latest of
these, and one which has produced a good
deal of buzzing in the little hive, is Mrs,
Nathan Matthews, a very respectable aad
intelligent lady, residing in Beacon street,
and heretofore a leading and influential
member of the Church. Mr, Mutthews
i= a well known aud ve
business man in Boston
was at one time estimated at eight
to ten millions of dotlars. His good
lady had, for some time past, been dis
satisfied with her position as a Ritualist,
and after pursuing a quiet but thorough
investigation of the whole subject, and be
coming convineed of the imperative
elaims of the Catholic Church, she sought
opportunity during her late summer resi
dence at Bar Harbor, Mt. Desert, Me., to
make her secantation and profession in
the hands of the Rev. Father Madden,
of the Divcese of Portland (himself also a
convert) in the beautitul Catholic chapel,
recently erected in that popular and de-
lightful watering place.  Lu spite of these
defections from his fold, “Father” Gratton
hi s always stoutly maimtamed that the
J ainciples and  practices of the Ritualisis
did not tend to “Popery.”  But he ha
recently written a most remarkable open
letter, addressed to Bishop Huntington,
of Western New York, and: published in
the Living Churchy an Episcopal paper in
Chicago, which seems to indicate pretuy
plainly that the Rev. “Father” has at
last begun to be alwumed and feels i
necessary to take the boek track, or at
least to turn around and show a smiliy v
face towards those upon whom he has
hitherto been inclined to turn his back
The lewter 1s one of the most curious and
amusing specimens of theologieal dialect-
ies that I have seen for many o ay.

IMMACULATE CONCEPTION,

Although belief in the Immaculate
Conception had its origin with Christian-
ity, yet it was only in the eleventh or
twelfth century that, in 1ts present sense,
it took a prominent place amongst the
doctrines of the Catholic Church, Not
only in religious but also in civil society,
do we find monuments of this belief.
Societies, eminently Christian, feel the
impoitance of facts dear to common
piety, and endeavour to hand down thei-
memory to future generations. So it
was with this fact. Long before its de-
finition a magnificent marble column was
erected on the Esquiline by Paul V., on
which were seen the typical signs of the
Immaculate Conception. A colossal statue
of the Immaculate Corception towered
above the walls of Granata. The pious
Ferdinand IIL had statues ¢f the Immacu-
late Virgin erected in the cities of Vienna
and Prague, and consecrated to the spot-
less Mother of God, Austria and Bohemia.
In Bologna, Lucca, Naples and Palermo,
statues are still found which certainly
belonged to the middle ages. These
monuments marked the progress of this
religious belief,and attested to posterity the
pious vows of their fathers, the graces
sought for and the generous gratitude felt
on receiving these graces, After ages of
Faith and of expectation the Catholic
wind was satisfied by the definition which
gave to the Immaculate Conception the
dignity of adogma. The feast is kept on
the Sth Dec., and the dispositions with
which we should celebrate it and the
fruits we should draw from it are clearly
indicated by the nature of the mystery
itself.  For even a cursory glance at the
glorious privileges of the Blessed Virgin
in her Immaculate Conception cannot
fail to inspire us with a horror of sin, a
great love of sanctifying grace, and an
unremitting attention te the preservation
in onr own souls of this most precious
treasure. The Immacnlate Conception
of the Blessed Virgin is a consequence of
the infinite hatred God necessarily bears
to sin. This hatred is so great, that
rather than suffer the Blessed Virgin to
be stained with sin, He chose to work a
miracle in her favor, by which She was
exempted from the generallaw by which
all the children of Adam are born in sin,
Bat if original sin, in the commission of
which our will takes no part, is so odious,
how  detestable must  be  those
actual sins that are purely voluntary ?

Tt time that her
eyes should open at last—and that
she should say—*“irishmen, you have
magnificent parliament buildings of
your own in College-Green, Dublin—
possess them in peace, and make
your own laws, for your own country,
that we Britishers can never under-
stand. It will not cost you so much
to erect Legislative Halls as it did to
build up Ottawa; or, as it will to sell
the old parliument house in Toronto,
and erecta new one instead, on which
millions will have to be squandered.
We will return you your old library with
all tbe valuable manuscripts in the Irish
language on the Brehon Laws, which we
stole from you, but which are of no
earthly use to us; and you may deal with
