From the Shippers' Standpoint.
The new nill differs from the old form- 

in that the latter, according to the

There are as well some 
minor additional obligations placed on 
the carrying companies.

The new bill compares favorably with 
the uniform bill of lading approved bv 
the Intel-late Commerce Commission 
of the I'nited States on .lune 27, l!ld8. 
in that the carrier there is responsible 
for goods while in transit over its own 
line only. There are ten sections in the 
I". S. uniform bill of lading In gen

modern grocery fixtures. Mr. Poole em­
ploys five clerks and has two delivery 
wagons.

TORONTO.
August 11. Vegetable growers declare 

that there will this year be a shortage 
in the onion crop in this district, and 
tin* tomato crop is also predicted to be 
on the short side. This was the con­
clusion arrived at at the regular monthly 
meeting of the Ontario Vegetable Grow­
ers’ Association, Toronto branch, on Sat­
urday night, over which President Thos. 
Delworth. Weston, presided. The grow­
ers report a none too favorable vegetable 
outlook for York and Peel. The cold 
spring, with its consequent late seeding, 
was the first setback, and now the 
drouth, following on a period of rain, 
threaten- to wither up a large part of 
the crop. This is especially true of un­
ions. and general indications also are 
for a shortage in tomatoes. Cabbage, 
eaulillower and celery, which have a 
longer season of growth, stand a better 
chance. Late seeding does not affect 
them so much as it does onions and to­
matoes, which should mature by the end 
of August. Tin* potato crop looks prom­
ising all over tin* country, and in the 
flixir- district is above the average.

The bread question in Toronto is at­
tracting considerable comment. City 
Solicitor W. C. Chisholm has reported 
to Mayor Oliver that the city has no 
power to control the weight of loaves 
of bread made and sold in Toronto, ex­
cept in the case of fancy bread, which 
must have a label on it showing that it 
i- fancy bread and stating the correct 
weight. Bread made outside the city 
and sold within must ho standard loaves 
of cither 11 or II lbs. weight, or, if fancy- 
bread. 1 oz. or 20 oz. weight.

The prospects of an easier tendency 
>i)on looks fairly lmpcfnl. Interested 
parties think the market has seen the 
highest point. Around $8 is the quota­
tion for live hogs at interior points, 
which is 35c easier than the top figure 
of the season. On the far southwestern 
part of Ontario quotations are at $7>5 
t'.o.b. and some hogs have been offered 
at isolated points as low as *7.lilt. These 
prices are said to obtain in Toronto, 
though verification could not be obtain­
ed. Healers, however, admit there is a 
lowering of from 5c to 15c a hundred, 
.uni they ex|x“ct, probably next mont it. 
p. see a further decline.

Farmers are said to he raising more 
•mgs than for four years past and pack- 
ers are again looking to the export field. 
Ki.aland is said to have experimented 
with small importations of Chinese hogs 
with success. Titei 1’niled States has 
: ot offered of late sufficient supplies in 
the English markets, and there appears 
to lie a good opportunity for Canadian 
pork products in the British markets.

POORER APPLE PROSPECTS

Government's Report On Canadaian
Fruit Crops From July Standpoint.
Son»' changes from last accounts are 

noticeable in tlie fruit crop prospects ac­
cording to information collected by the 
Fruit Division of the Department of Ag­
riculture. Ottawa, siqiervised lix A. Mc­
Neill.

Apple prosjiecls during the latter part 
of June and the month of July declined 
somewhat, nevertheless this fruit is 
growing rapidly now and gives promise 
to be of good size and ipiality generally, 
li. the Lake Krie district early and fall 
apples arc reported light to medium and 
winter medium. Talmoti Sweets. Hen 
Davis and King- are medium as well as 
I linings. Baldwins and Kussets. Time­
ly rains saved the situation in Nova 
Scotia, but in British Columbia the crop 
i- irregular and it is stated will not 
reach the average.

There ha- been a falling off in tile 
pear prospects during July and only a 
light to medium crop i- looked for. This 
refers particularly to the Lake Krie. 
Lake Huron and Ollawa-St. Lawreiiei 
districts. In parts of Nova Scotia the 
prospects arc for a medium to full crop 
and in British Columbia they are a little 
brighter though the crop will not reach 
the average.

Plums and Peaches.
American and Kur»|>eaii plums will be 

a good average crop in the Niagara Dis­
trict. Japan varieties arc not as prom­
ising on the whole as last month. Lom­
bards are reported a full crop; Brad­
shaw. Brand Duke, tiueii and < ila:— 
Seedling medium to full crop; Burbank 
li cine Claude and Holden Drop medium. 
Blums will be fairly plentiful in all sec- 
lions with the exception of British Col­
umbia. where the crop is light generally.

There has been very little change in 
the peach outlook in southern Ontario 
since last month. Roth early and late 
peaches, with the exception of the Ki­
ller! as. which were most seriously affect­
'd with tile

last wees I nun me r.ssi 
NoSu Scotia and Prince F 
report a medium to full 
Columbia a medium crop.

There is practically no complaint of in 
jury from the rose chafer or other insect 
enemies, and the grapes, thus far. are 
very free from rot and mildew. Corres­
pondents report the Concords to be a 
full crop; Niagaras and red grapes med­
ium to full crop.

Tomatoes will be a good average crop 
in Ontario. Fairly varieties were ship­
p'd in large quantities the beginning of 
last week from the F'.ssex Peninsula.

The strawberry crop in Ontario was 

shortened on account of dry weather. A 
medium to full crop was harvested in 
the Niagara District. The sample gen­
erally was very good, though somewhat 
small towards the end of the season. 
Prices were only fair, though the de­
mand was good.

Kasplierries. currants. gooseberries 
and blackberries are now being harvest­
ed In large quantities. The crop on the 
w bole will lie medium to fill1. Prices 
have been fairly high.

Cranberries in Nova Scotia promise to 
lie a good crop, though hardly as heavy 
a- la-1 xear. Cranberries are reported 
a lull crop in Prince Edward Island.

Blueberries are very plentiful in <jin - 
hec. New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.

crop. Early peaches are reported medi­
um to full crop this month, and late 
1 teaches a little above medium on the 
whole. Alexanders. Rivers. St. John. 
Fairly Crawford and Smock are above a 
medium crop; Champion and Triumph 
will average just about a medium crop, 
wlii'e Elbert as will yield only a light to 
medium crop. •

Good Quality In Cherries.
A fairly large crop of cherries of ex­

cellent quality ha- been marketed from 
the Niagara District. The sour varieties 
were a full crop and the sweet varieties 
a good medium crop. The cherry crop 
in Prince Edward County and in Dis­
trict .1 generally-, is exceptionally large 
and of fine quality. Cherries are also 
plentiful in Nova Scotia. The crop in 
British Columbia is below normal.

Grapes are doing well in the commer­
cial' rinevards of southern Ontario.

One particularly necessary punt to 
observe is, that all quotations should lie 
e. i. f. to South African ports, and in 
sterling, whenever possible, or at the 
very least the f.o.h. price seaboaril. and 
the shipping weight of each unit of 
weight by which the article i- usually 
sold, and also the shipping rate by the 
I ‘anada-Cape steamers.

DUTIES OF MANFACTURES.

Canadian Delegate at Press Conference 
Points Out Superiority of United 

States Methods.
“The trade of Canada is of more im­

portance to Great Britain than the en­
tire trade of South America,” said .1. 
XX’. Dafoe, the ejHtor of the Manitoba 
Free Bress. and one of the delegates to 
the Imperial Bmy Conference, Eng­
land is allowing that trade to drift be- 
yniid her control.

“ In Canada you have a market favor­
ably inclined to you. You are only 
separated from it by the sea. and water 
transit is the cheapest of all. X’our

not what you think we ought to want, 
but what we are asking for. You must 
advertise, and you must have men on 
the spot to see to your interests. It is 
no use for a manufacturer to try to 
keep his trade by sending out catalogues. 

Result of Enterprise.
‘ ‘There are a few lines of British 

goods which arc still generally used. 
Holbrook’s sauce, for instance, is found 
from one end to the other of Canada. 
How has it held its own Î The story, as 
I have heard it, is that some years ago 
that firm sent out a representative t,, 
America, and while waiting for business 
llii're—he crossed over to Canada. ||, 
was a week in the United States; he re 
mained three months in Canada, lie ad 
vertised, he personally presented hi- 
goods, he learned the ways of our mar 
ket. and to-ilay the firm.

“The Canadian agent of the British 
manufacturer pointed out to hi- pria 
vipal that if something was not done 
their old trade would die.

Ilis produe 
was good enough for the rest of the Km 
pire; it should be good enough for Can 
ada. Within two years the Cauadiai 
resigned the agency of that oiice-lrinm 
pliant British product: the -ale- lorn 
fallen so that it was no longer worth 
while handling it.

"The British manufacturer does n 
advertise in Canada, and you cannot 
hold a market without advertising. Let 
him come out and see what we demand . 
let him keep someone on the spot to 
watch over his interests; let him provide 
what Canada wants, and a big market 
is waitin'' him. But the nh| wax w il 
not do.”
