" of the River Saint John, in front of the Parifhes of Maugerville, Shepeld,
" and Waterborough."
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An A& to empower the Juftices of the Peace for the County of rork, to
make fuch regulations rcfpeting the Winter Roads in that County, as may
be found neceffary.

An A& for appropriating certain Monies for defraying the expences of
the Province.

And an At for granting certain Sums for repairing and laying out
Roads.

And then His Excellency was pleafed to make the following Speech to
