Russta Comes Back.

The very best news from any front
during the past week is the story of the
coming back of Russia and her strong
reimewal of the off:nsive both in eastern
Gulicia and in the Caucasus. It is per.
haps too early yet to say that this com-
ing back has all the elements of perma-
nency in it, but at least we can say that
up to the present everything looks hope-
ful. DBeginning probably on Sunday,
July 1st, the Russian troops in Galicia,
under General Brussiloff, being led in
person by the Minister of War, M. Ker-
ensky, began a strong offensive move-
ment over a wide front, capturing strong-
ly fortified Teutons positions, including
the town of Koniuchy. The successes
were strongly followed up, and within
the next day or so the town of Brzzzany
fifty miles south-east of Lemberg, was
reported to have becen evacuated by .the
Austro-German forces. Later it was
found that the.latter place was still in
Teuton hands, but heavy fighting has
been going on in its neighborhood,
with the results favorable to the Rus-
sian forces. Inall over sixteen thous
sand Teuton trcops wefe m: de prisoncis
in a few days’ offensive, and Germany
is reported to have been greatly surpris®
ed by the vifior of the Russian movement
and to be hurrying fresh troops into Ga-
licia. Almost simultaneously with the
drive in Galicia, Russian troops began
a strong offensive in the Caucasus, driv-
ing the Turks toward Panjwin, on the
Persian border. [Later on they were
met with stiff resistance, indicating that
the Turkish forces have lately been
reinforced and strengthened. The area
of the fighting in this district is about
one hundred and fifty miles cast of Mc-
seul. The British co-operating forces in
this district are said to be halted by ex-
‘tremely hot weather, so it is not known
how successful the united campaign to
put the Turk out of business in this
whole district is now likely to prove.
Prior to the-Russian revolution the out-
look was very bright indced. Altogethep
thercfore, the prospect is that Russia is
really coming back, and that she has now
got her second wind following the great
disturbances of the revolution.

Pork is scarce in the market. I do
not know how much the present sup-
ply might be increased without lower-
ing the price to a point where it could
not be produced with profit, but I think
we need not worry about any immedi-
ate decline in price. Hogs are scarce,
pigs are hard to find, feed is so high,
and the demand for pork so strong
that the-temptation to sell every hog
off the farh that the buyer will take
is very great.

Breed Sows for Fall Litters.

If we are going to increase the
amount of pork in the country two or
three things must receive attention.
First, we must breed our sows for fall
litters.  Of course, it will be too late
for early fall pigs before this advice
can possibly be read. But we may be
| situated so that we can take care of
litters that come late, as I am sure
that many of us are.

It does not make so much difference
when pigs are farrowed, if they have
proper care, They may come along

;in mid-
{a warm place, and the pigs have
v(‘hi“l(‘e to EX(’T(‘iSC.

‘ Of course, it is not desirable to have
| pigs come later than October 1, though
| some of the best ones I have ever rais-
{ ed have been farrowed later than that,
‘Al‘lcr all, it is all in the care they re-
ceive, though it is easier to give them
I that care in warm weather than in the
{ cold of winter.

Second, we should prepare to feed
| well the pigs that we keep. To plant
a‘larger acreage thah we can cultivat
"to milk more cows than we can feed
| properly, or to keep a larger number
of pigs than we have the courage to
furnish grain for, is to increase with
none of the products indicated, but
rather it has the effect to diminish the
supply. If we have twice as many
pigs on hand as we will feed liberally,
we might better sell half of them to
some one who will feed them, and thus
make sure that all of them will be
ready for market at the earliest pos-
sible date.

As a result of labor shortage and
the heavy demand on transportation
for the shipments of munitions and

freight cars and one of the great
problems of the immediate future is
the increasing of transportation facil-
ities. Investigation has shown that
the trouble can be to a certain extent
remedied by shippers and c:m:,lgnom“

without |

arranging to utilize the full capacity
(of each car. If this is done the car-
rying capacity of the railroads will be
increased by at least one-third. In
the shipment of no other commodity
has there been a greater wastage of
car space than in shipments of fertil-
izer.
the fertilizer agent has been for a car
of 21 tons. The standard box car is
built to carry 50 tons. It may be
loaded with a full 600 bags of fertil-
izer instead of the customary 250
bags, and one car made to do the work
of two.

If farmers will - give their orders
|early enough, it will allow agents to
make up full cars. This will auto-
matically cut down by a half the num-
ber of freight cars needed to move the
fall tonnage. Since fertilizers are
classed as preferred freight, it means
| freeing for other uses one half of the
cars normally used for shipping fall
fertilizer—and helping conditions by
just that much.

Full cars cannot be ordered out un-
less the farmer .is in sympathy with
the movement. The fertilizer trade
has grown up around the minimum
car.

the throne, says Prof. Shaw, of New |
York University. It is as credible a|

The
kaiser seems to have preferred his|
yacht to the U-boat, but the Crown|
Prince appears to have chosen more|
serious pastimes. Just when the |
kaiser abdicated psychologically in|
favor of his son is not a matter of re-|
corded date, but the fact remains that '
Germany of to-day is ruled by thei
sentiments of the Prince. !
The kaiser is a reminiscence, the!
Prince a harsh reality, and it is the |
decadent spirit of the Prince which
appears, not only a Verdun but all|
along the Hindenbuwg line and in the!
wake of von Tirpitz and his U-boat-|
age. Germany, then, is urged on by
the thoughtless impulses of the Crown |
Drince, while the function of his fa-;
ther seems to consist in expressing
regrets for German ruthlessness and
in offering prayers for German suc-
cess. The virtual and  psychological
ruler is a young man whose attitude
toward life can hardly be understood
by us without suggesting analogies to
Harry Thaw and Dr. Waite. ]
Critics of national ideals will be
unjust with Germany, which still has
a place on earth, and false to them-
celves if they indulge the fond as-
sumption that Germany is false and
bad, while all other nations involved
in the war are true and good. The|
difference hetween Germany and the
other nations lies in the fact that
the others went to war with the best
that was in them to the front, the
worst to the rear. France was ready
to subordinate national levity to the
cerious business of defending its im-
plicit ideals. After undue delay, Eng- !
land decided to subsume snobbery and
celfishness for the sake of thrusting
forward its standard notions of civil- |
ization. In our own country, we have|
just begun to let the cardinal ideal
of national life take the place of jin-
roistic talk, stock jobbery and stnvki
robbery. That is, where the other n&\-:
tions have succeeded in fighting ac-|
cording to the best, Germany has
taken counsel with the worst.
