WASHINTON, Feb. 2.—Clad in
frocks of simple creation, representa-
tive of their trades, four hundred wo-
men workers from ten eastern states
intent upon enlisting the support of
the nation’s chief executive for the
votes for women cause, were recei-
ved to-day by President Wilson at
the White House.

frage.

It was the second time the presi-
dent had been brought face to face
with' the suffrage question in an of-
ficial way and his attitude toward the
{petition of the women already was
known. He holds. that  he. cannot
urge legistlatio pon congress that
has .net been F¥he subject of “organic
party consideration.”

Cabin Boy
Was Saved

[By Special Wire to The Courierl

NEW YORK, Feb. 2—A cable
from London to the “Tribune’ says:
A noble story of heroism adds pathos
to the fate of nineteen sailors who
lost their lives in the wreck off Fal-
mouth on Saturday night of the Ger-
man four-masted bark, Hera, 1,994
tons, bound from Pisagua to Fal-
mouth with a cargo of nitrate. On
entering the English channel she met
a violent southerly gale accompanied
by a mist and driving rain. In the
mist the light of Falmouth harbor
could not be seen, and before those
on board were aware of it, they
found their ship driven on the rocks.
Seeing she was doomed, the chief
boat was launched but was almost
instantly overturned and of the
twenty one men in it, only five
struggled back to the wreck. They
climbed out onto the end of the
ship’s highest mast, and with the
waves breaking over them, hung on
through the night. One by one the
three that were lowest, captain, the
mate and the second mate were en-
gulfed as the tide rose. They had
given the first chance of life to the
-others. In the highest and safest
position was the cabin boy.

Business by Crack
in Wires.

Hard to Locate Trouble—
Darkness in Many
Places.

Hydro-Electric current throughort
the province was off for nearly eight
hours on Saturday night as the re-
sult of two wires on the 1auin trans-
mission line, a few miles out from
Niagara I‘alls, snapping apart under
the combined pressure of sleet and
wiad, and falling across all the other
wires, thus creating a short circuit.
The clectricity failed first ». abou: 6
o'clock in the evening. Five minutes
later it came on again and remained
for about hali an hour. Then the
current faded away altogether, agd
gvery city and town in Municipal
Elzctrical Association zore remained
in darkness until nearly two o’clock
Sunday morning. In Toronto, where
the public system has a private rival,
the street car service was maintained
and there was a light in the majority
of theyhouses. Hamilton does not use
Hydre power and that city came
through unscathed, Everywhere else,
Jhowever, the gloom was unrelieved
until the break was repaired.

F. A. Gaby, chief engineer of the
Provincial Hydro-Electric Commuis-
sion, said last night that the greater
part of the delay in repairing the
transmission line was taken up in
finding the break. It happened miles
from nowhere, apd several hours were
occupied by theNinemen in locating
the scat of the trouble. When it was
epentually srun to earth, the repairs,
whica involved the stringing of a eon-
sid:rable length of new wire, were
cffected in about an hour and a hall.

Granted

About One Million Divorces

In Twenty Years

In Same Period 131,940
People Were Murdered,
and 19,000 Commit
Suicide Every Year.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 2—“Nine-
teen people in every hundred thou-
sand, or about 19,000 a year, commit
suicide; im twenty years 131,940 peo-
ple have been murdered, and only 1.3
per cent. of the murderers were con-
victed, leaving about 100,000 homi-
cides at large,” were two of the
cheerfu! sentences in the address of
Dr. Arthur Holmes, dean of the Penn-
sylvania State College, on Saturday.
The meeting was held under the joint
auspices of the Civic Club and the
Home and Social League Committee
on Moral Education. TFollowing up

his subject, “The Psychology of Mor-
al Education,” Dr. Holmes said fur-
ther:

“The call for moral education is
heard in many quarters. American
banks lost $28,000,000 in five years
by embezzlement. In 1912, 198 crim-
inals were legally executed, and S2
were lynched. Of these, 42 per cent.
were native whites, 37 per cent. were
colored people, and 16 per cent. were
foreign whites. The home is equally
affected. About one out of ten mar-
riages ends in divorce. In twenty
years nearly a million divorces were
granted. Seventy-three out of every
1000,000 people are divorced. Japan
is the only otheér nation having a
higher percentage.

“Capt. Richmond P. Hobson esti-
mates the number of confirmed
drunkards at 1,000,000, the heavy
drinkers at 4,000,000, and the tem-
perate regular drinkers at 20,000,000.”

years. A homesteader may live within
albe miles of his homestead on a farm of
hat least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
‘pled by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister:
In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
jsection. alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon
the homestead or pre-emption six months
(in each of six years from date of home-
stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate
50: acres extra.

The Toronto Globe, during the
course of one of the blie-ruin-and-
Canada-going-to-the-dogs - editorials
which it has adopted since the Laurier
Government was turned out neck and
crop in 19211, says:

“And so he (Premier Borden) pro-
ceeds with his plans for party security
and party aggrandizement while dis-
content in the country grows daily
and bitterness follows upon disap-
pointment.” /

This, be it remarked, is upon . the
editorial page ofsthe journal in ques-
tion.

A glance at the financial section of
the same issue of the Globe (Monday,
Feb. 2) shows that the editor of that
,section is not jibing in his views with
the other gent. Here are some of the
headings over most optimistic news
items:

ubstantial Gains All Through
the List.”

The financial editor of the Globe
and t'other one ought to get together
and try to sing a more harmonious
tune; really they should.

THE STRAIN OF PUBLIC LIFE
The average man possesses a very
lax® idea with regard to the actual
strain of public life. As a rule he
sees a member, whether of the Dom-
inion or Provincial House, under lo-
cal conditions, when there is little else
than the friendly greeting and the
prestige which more or less attaches
to the letters M.P. or M.P.P. And as
for the Ministers, why, they are little
short of minor gods when they appear
in any community. All this is very
well and no doubt exceedingly pleas-
ant, but it does not begin to represent
the worry and arduous turmoil of leg-
islative life. Any man who does his
duty in such a position, and especially
members of a Cabinet, have a very
strenuous time indeed. :

Take the Dominion House. Attend-
ance there involves a loss of some
months in each year. Presence at
the parliamentary buildings is con-
tinuous. In the mornings, with refer-
ence to correspondence and commit-
tee meetings and in the afternoon/in
session and again at night, usually to
a late hour. The discussions are often
very dreary, but representatives have
to remain in close touch with refer-
ence to the sounding of the division
bell.” The Ministers, of course, have
a whole lot more added to these
things, and the strain not infrequently
tells. For instance, Premier Borden
had to recently go away for a rest,
but is now better. Hon. Frank Coch-
rane, Minister of Railways and Can-
als, has also been unwell, and Hon.
Mr. White, Minister of Finance, has
just undergone an operation to one of
the car passages, the result of a heavy

cbld, no doubt contracted ‘as the re-
sult of an overheated and badly-ven-
tilated Commons chamber.

A like state of affairs exists with
regard to the Toronto House, and as
one result Premier Whitney ‘has re-
cently been at death’s door. Long
hours, patronage demands, absence
from home and business make very
heavy levies, and the man who repre-
sents a constituency has anything but
an easy time of it.

THE QUEBEC SCANDAL

Down in Quebec, and in the cor-
ridors at Ottawa, the one topic for
some days has been that of the
charges brought by the Montreal
Daily Mail, with reference to the ac-
ceptance of in connection
with, legislation in the local legis-

money

lature

As before related, the fake meas-
ure which pretended to incorporate
the “Montreal Fair Association,” was
a most monstrous docu-ment, even
apart from the alleged passing of
money. The Montreal Weekly Wi:-
ness (Liberal) thus refers to it:—

“This bill enables the incorpora-
tors to do practically anything they
please. They could run a lottery, a
prize fight, a bar, a dive, or a
horse racé. They could operate a
fair, plant a real estate subdit-
sion, build a railway; or dig a suh-
way. They could ® juggle stock,
water bonds, run a bucket shop, or
start: a bank. Short of running the
Government, this bill-invested the
Incorpofators with: sovereign pow-
o I L

“The fact remains that-a bill that
outraged - the .rights of the: public
went sthrough. This' bill ‘gave the
supposed - conipany powef to opea
racecourses and'tp‘ ca’r:’y' on  bars,
and in fact to do almost. anything.
Its passage implies not. the fixing of
three members of ‘the legislature,
but an established systemi by which
majorities could ~be secured. The
ease . by ~which the members - are
alleged to have been entrapped sui-
gests that habit had done away
with all prudence.”

It will thus” be. seei that the en-
actment possessed just about all pos-
sible powers. with the ‘exception of
dredging the canals on Mars, or ruu-
ning a trolley line to the-Yellow Sea.
On its face, it was of a thoroughly
suspicious nature, and the great mar-
vel is that it could have been’con-
sidered 'seriously by even the most
ordinary individual. That it should
have been, looks like pretty goo.l
evidence of lax methods and worse
in the conduct of the affairs both of
the Legislative Council and the Lez-
islative: Assembly.

Differing views have been express-
ed with regard to the exposure. One
Senator at Ottawa expressed the
opinion that the men who sought to
bribe in order to make revelations,
were worse offenders than those who
took the bait. Others hold that if
the Daily Mail people thought the-e
was frequent wrongdoing, they had
a perfect right ‘in the interests of
the public to take the course which
they adopted. That whisperings havsz
long existed is well known. Mean-
while the paper in a leading editoriul
says:i—

«“The proceedings before the Legis-
lative Council at Quebec were dra-
matic. Efforts will be made to dis-
tort and misrepresent them. The
outstanding fact remains that The
Daily Mail is prepared to defend
every word that has appeared in its
columns with reference to corruption
charges.

“The \Daily Mail does not with-
draw or modify a single word. Tt
asks only for facilities to prove the
correctness of its charges.”

WILL GOVERNMEMT
BACK SCOTT ACT?

Obstacles to Provincial En-
forcement in Federal
Measure.

TORONTO, Feb. 2.—Whether the
Ontario Government ~ will shoulder
the task of enforcing the Canadian
Temperance, or Scott Act in the
four counties in which, barfing acci-
dents, it is to become operative is a
question that is causing more or less
concern to temperance people in those
districts.

Many people have taken it for
granted that the Governnient woull
use its law’ enforcement machinery in
Scott Act’ territory as freely as im lo-
cal option ° municipalities, overlook-
ing the fact that the Federal Act it-
self stands in the way, or, rather, sev-
eral of its provisions.

Unless the Scott Act is amended it
will be difficult for provincial officers
to work to advantage even if the go-
vernment is willing. The Act states
that prosecution may be launched by
any individual in the namec of the
chief revenue officer of the county.
Working under this clause, provincial
officers would have to act merely as
private individuals and without the
authority vested in them by thelocal
option clauses of the Ontario License
Act.

Another bar to provincial enforc=-
ment is the fact that under a Federal
order-in-Council all fines, etc.,' in
Scott Act counties go to the munijci-
palities in which the prosecutions are
launched.  This would
while the Government would be
shouldering the expense of license in-
spectors and special officers, there
would be no accompanying revenue
to offset it.

It is considered likely that sincs
the Ontario Government is unde:-
stood to be anxious to help the temi-
perance people in every way, steps
may be taken to have changes made
in the Scott”Act that will permit its
enforcement on lines similar to thoss
of the Ontario Act. By reason of the
9o day period between the proclama-
tion of the act and the closing of the
bars the Act will not come iinto effect

3oth. Until then whether licenses are
granted or Mot. provincial enforce-
ment will be carried ‘on.

In view_ of the overwhelming vote
against the bars in Huron county, it
is expected that Hon. W. J. Hannm
will see that no licenses are grantei
in the county after the close of the
present, license year. -

SOME RESTRICTION
SAYS PRESDENT

United States is 'Takihg Up
Immigration Problem
Seriously.

—

[By Special Wire fo 'The Courier]

WASHINGTON, Feb. 2.— Presi-
dent Wilson regards it as universally
agreed that there should be some res-
triction to prevent what is known as
“assisted immigration.” He has not
yet announced his position on the
literacy test feature of pending _im-
.migration bills, and indicated to-day
that he would not do so until consul-
ted by leaders in congress. The
senate committee on immigration has
announced that it wilt seek the presi-
dent’s advice in the matter .
 Secretary Wilson of the depart-
ment of labor, informed the congress
to-day that he was not opposed to
the principle to the literacy. He re-
commended making the immigration
bill more drastic in several particul-
ars, especially in regard - to “white
