March 29.—Some 
misunderstanding seems to exist as 
regards the proposed head tax on 
Canadians entering the United 
States. It is not a Canadian, but an 
American regulation. Heretofore 
foreigners entering the United States 
excepting Canadians, have been sub­
ject to a head tax of $4. There has 
been no tax on Canadians or any 
person who had resided a year or 
more in this country. Under the new 
American regulations to take effect 
May 1, the head tax is increased to 
$7 and it is understood that it may 
be applied to Canadians entering 
the United States for residence. 
Authorities here are in doubt as to 
the exact effect of the regulations, 
but it is understood Canadians visit­
ing the United States may obtain 
identification cards, otherwise they 
may have to pay the head tax, which 
will be refunded if they return with­
in a certain specified period.

United States officials here say 
they have not yet been apprised of 
the regulations to be framed on the 
statute.

Having 
been deliberately forced into the war 
by German policy, this nation, in full 
harmony with Britain and France 
and Italy, and the newly emancipat­
ed democracy of Russia, should mar­
shal all its resources for the best 
possible employment in forcing an 
early peace.

If this country shall go to war it 
shall be for the sake of civilization 
and democracy. This thought is de­
veloping enthusiasm among the peo­
ple of the United States and produc­
ing a gratifying and reassuring 
unanimity.

The movement for universal mili­
tary training and service is a vital 
feature of this sentiment, as express­
ed by many corporations and finan­
cial interests.

PORCUPINE’S NEXT PRODUCER.
A great deal of interest attaches 

to the resumption of operations at 
the Newray mill in Porcupine owing 
to the fact that the plant produced 
$200,000 in gold from the ore recov­
ered from the main vein under the 
former management. It is expected 
that the present company will have 
no difficulty whatever in maintaining 
a substantial production basis, as de­
velopment work has proven the pro­
perty to be one of the most promis­
ing in the Porcupine area.

Newray has always been regarded 
as one of the most valuable mining 
holdings in the Porcupine camp. It 
comprises 321 acres in the great Hol- 
linger-McIntyre-Newray zone, and is 
directly in the line or strike of the 
big veins which have made the Hoi 
linger-McIntyre belt famous. It is 
notable that a straight line drawn 
from the central tjoint of the original 
Hollinger holding through the centre 
of the McIntyre and Jupiter proper­
ties, and continued through the Plen- 
aurum, would practically cut Newray 
in two. From the standpoint of lo­
cation the company thus has every­
thing in its favor, and the results of 
diamond drilling have borne out in 
every detail the favorable anticipa­
tions outlined on that account.

At the present time Newray is de­
veloping on the 400-foot level, where 
a cross-cut will intersect the veins 
proven up by the diamond drilling 
last year. The face of the cross-cut 
is heavily silicified, and the rock is 
well fractured, so that good news re­
garding the picking up of the first 
vein should be received any day. In­
dications are that there are very ex­
tensive ore bodies available on this 
level, and the company is sparing no 
effort to bring these into sight in an­
ticipation of the starting up of the 
mill the end of next month.

Newray will be a feature of Porcu­
pine tins year, as it will join the list 
of producers the end of next month. 
Meanwhile everything points to the 
fact that it will be numbered among 
the big mines of the camp in the 
comparatively near future.

CANADA IS FINANCIALLY SOUND
The Canadian fiscal year, which 

closes on the 31st of this month, 
will show the country to be in a 
prosperous condition and the reven­
ues buoyant. Statistics available in­
dicate that when this month is end­
ed the total revenue of the Domin­
ion from all sources will reach two 
hundred and thirty million dollars. 
This is about fifty million dollars in 
excess of the revenue of the previous 
year, which, in itself, was the high­
est in the history of Canada, 
revenue for the fiscal year ending 
March 31, 1917, will be one hundred 
million dollars greater than the year 
ending March 31, 1915, the first 
year of the war.

It is likely that when all accounts 
are made up that, after paying all 
ordinary and capital expenditure, 
the increased interest charges upon 
war expenditures, and all pensions, 
the government will be able to de­
vote fifty million dollars towards the 
payment of principal on war cost. 
This is quite beyond the most san­
guine expectations expressed by the 
Minister of Finance, Sir Thomas 
White, when he delivered his last 
budget.

An equally optimistic outlook ex­
ists with respect to Canada’s trade 
situation. For the twelve months of 
the fiscal year just ending the trade 
of Canada has set a new high water 
mark. For the eleven months of the 
year ending February 28, Canadian 
commerce reached the enormous fig­
ure of $1,771,995,000, as against 
$1,098,945,000 for the same period 
last year. Exports reached a total 
of $1,028,960,000 and the imports 
$724,995,000, a favorable trade bal­
ance of more than three hundred 
million dollars.

U. S. PAPER TALKS SENSE.
The Chicago Tribune in a re­

cent issue points out that participa­
tion by the United States in the 
world war will serve materially to 
shorten that destructive conflict. 
Unwise participation by this nation 
in the operations against the central 
powers would seriously cripple the 
entente allies and therefore would 
greatly benefit their enemies and 
ours. Germany, indeed, has laid its 
plans craftily and hopes to gain sub­
stantial benefit from forcing the Am­
erican people to arm themselves at 
this particular time. If it can fright­
en the authorities at Washington 
into stopping the export of munitions 
and other indispensable supplies to 
France and Britain and Russia and 
Italy it will derive invaluable as­
sistance from that display of ingenu­
ousness.

Per­
mission was asked to purchase or 
otherwise secure a baler and the 
necessary help to proceed with the j 
work. In conclusion the committee 
desired the sympathetic co-operation 
of every citizen to ensure the suc­
cess of the undertaking.

Mr. Burnley gave an account of 
the trip to Hamilton, relating the 
experiences that had been met with 
there, and stated in this connection 
that the first week the scheme had 
been in operation the sum of $1,000 
had been realized above expenses.

There is one rule in the book which 
is never enforced in big league 
games and might just -as well be 
marked off the slate. This is the 
block ball rule, referring to a batted 
or thrown ball which is touched, 
stopped or handled by anyone not 
engaged in the game, that is by a 
spectator or bystander, not a player 
or umpire.

This rule has not been changed in 
its reading in many years, though it 
is never enforced strictly. According 
to the block ball rule, as given in the 
book, where it is numbered rule 37. 
base runners can continue running 
whenever a block occurs, without lia­
bility to be put out until the ball has 
been returned to the pitcher and 
held by him standing in his position 
on the slab. That is in case of an 
overthrow to first or third base, 
when the ball strikes or is touched 
by a spectator on the sidelines, no 
putouts can be made and the base- 
runners are entitled to go as far as 
they can until the ball gets back to 
the pitcher. It cannot be thrown di­
rectly to a fielder for the purpose of 
intercepting a base runner, but must 
first, be held by the pitcher.

That’s the way the rule reads, but 
it is absolutely a dead letter. In all 
such cases the runner is governed by 
modern ground rules, which indi­
cates the number of bases he can ad­
vance, usually one in addition to the 
one he is trying_ for when the block 
occurs.

In no ease nowadays, is the ball 
returned to the pitcher with the in­
tention of putting it in play so that 
an attempt at a putoiit can be made. 
Ground rules cover the play iii all 
such cases, under the modern system 
and there is really no suc hthing as 
a block ball, according to the old in­
terpretation of the rule.

As the block rule is a dead letter, 
Under modern conditions of play, it 
would really be a good thin gif the 
rule were stricken out of the book. 
It is only confusing as it stands.
