CATHEDRAL AT
PADLA BOMBED

By Courier Leased Wire, 5
Padua,. Italy, Deec. '3€~—(By 'the
Associated Press)—The ancient mon-

umental Carimini Chuarch of Padua,

.containing frescoes by Titian and
Campagnola, was the centre of a vast
conflagration last night which light-
ed up the skies for mxles around.
The fire started from - Incendiary
pOmfbs giropped by enemy airplanes
in an air raid which scattered wide-
spread destruction and death. |
The dome of the massive chiirch
burned throughout the night, making
3 majestic spectacle, but the solidity
of the ancient walls, dating from |
1250 and the copper roof saved the
.main structure and paints from de-
struction. The bomb hit thée outer
edge of the dome waich was soon a
fierv furnace rising 160 feet in the
centre of the city.

One building was bierced from
top and to,bottom and!torn to pieces
by  a bomb which buried: four per-
sons, three of whox+ were children.

The church of San Valentine and the
ancient palace were hit and partly!
wrecked. Other private buildings
also were struck.

While destruction of property was

great reports indicate the loss of llreI
was not as severe as on Friday night.'
The corrsepondent to-day visited
the Carmini Church, where mass was
proceeding in the baptistry. The'
famous frescoes were intact. The
altar was covered with wreckage, but
the walls and roof had not been dam-
aged greatly. A number of hangings
and tapestries were burned by red
hot metal from the roof. A tall
campanile was saved and the bells
were ringing to-day. A monument to
Patriarch in. adjoining’ square was
scorched’ and surroundéd by debris
from collapsed houses.

G. McAdoo,
Director-General of Railroads. It
was intimated that there would be
thorough co-operation in all quat-
ters, and that relief might be ex-
pected soon.

The gathering of Government cf-
ficials and other experts followed
the receipt of many messages that
there was severe suffering because
of the extreme cold and that unless
steps were taken at once to end the
famine in the New England district
munition factories might be forced
to shut down.. Among the sugges-

.tions made at the conference were

‘those of shipping coal from New-

‘up the existing congestion in the
railroad ‘‘neck’” that feeds New
England. )
