Running an Engine Through Bush Fires.
“ It would be no surprise to me,” said a 

locomotive engineer at the Northwestern 
depot yesterday afternoon, “ if the forest 
fires now raging in Wisconsin and Michgan 
would burn everything up for miles around. 
In all the years I have driven an engine in 
the Northwest I never yet have seen the 
country so dry. It is seldom that one sees 
the sides of the track burned over at this 
time of the year, yet there is scarcely a 
hundred feet of turf along the rails from 
Milwaukee to Chicago that is not scorched. 
In many places the fences have been burned 
and beautiful lawns ruined.
