PARLIAMENT OPENED.

the Fort and Secured the Nieres,

New York, March 28.—Sidney Rob-
cits Burleigh cables to The Journal
from Canea, Crete, under Friday's
date, the despatch having been delay=
ed:

“] was an eye-witness of Lhe as-
sault and capture of the fort at Ma-
laxa by the Cretans. The insurgents
bravely faced the fire of the Turks,
and showed no fear when bombarded
by the toreign warships. 1 went
through the 'Turkish line to Malaxa
village Wednesday, and that night the
Greek officers who are serving with
the Cretans planted a battery of
Krupp gung a little over a mile from
the fort of Malaxa, which was occu-
pied by the Turkish garrison, Taey be-
gan firing at 6 a.m. and at 3 p.m. 1
saw a white tlag floating from the fort.
The Turks from the warships in Suda
Bay had, previous to the raising of
the white flag, tried to relieve the fort,
but were driven back by the Cretans.

When the white flag was raised a
thousand Cretans swarmed about tne
walls of the fort. 1 went down from
the hill, where I had been watching
the combat, and reached the entrance
of the fort. This position was packed
with Cretans, shouting to be let in. On
the threshold stood half a dozen
Greek officers and volunteers, holding
the door and trying to save the garri-
gon from the mob, wild with the car-
nage of battle, The Turkish comman-
der, Bimbashi, through the door, re-
quested me to interfere. 1 advised
Bimbashi to open the door, saying 1
would do the best 1 could to save him.

“Bomb after bomb from the Turkish
gunboats passed with dreadful thunder
over the Cretans around the fort. The
crowd bent to the earth in hushed
silence as the death-bearing missiles
came by them. They were soon up
again and rushed for the door of , the
fort. The door was opened and I en-
tered with four officers. There were
forty-five men stil] living in the fort.
In spite of every effort to hold the
door, the Cretans kept forcing their
way in to take the rifies.

“Just then the whole European fleet
at Suda opened fire on the Cretans
crowded about Malaxa. The third
chell knocked in one corner of the fort,
the dust, stongg and flames filling the
air. Turkish officers clung to my arms
and with difficulty I dragged them t>
the door. Just an enormous
shell burst open t oor and the wall
fel] in. I escaped with the Turkish of
ficers to the outside air and, yellow
with dust and smoke, and with shells
bursting in every direction, everyone
took flight.

“The European bombardment lasted
only 15 minutes and only four Cretan
insurgents were killed and twenty
wounded. The number of Turks killed
is unknown, as they were buried un-
der the debris of the fort. Thirty-nine
Turkish prisoners were taken to Col.
Vassos' camp.

“The Cretans fought recklessly and
behaved humanely, considering the
custoni for ages of killing the van-
quished. The Turkish garrison made
@ good defence at first, but got de-
moralized in the afternoon. There4vas
in the fort plenty of ammunition, food
and water. The Greek shells did no
great damage, but frightened the gar-
rison.

“After the frightful bombardment by
the FEuropean ships, the Cretans feel
desperate, and never will they accept
the form of government proposed.

“An Ottoman transport has just
landed troops and weapons here."’

Warfare, Rapine and illage.

Canea, March 28.—The conditions
which prevail throughout the island
beggar description. Warfare, rapine
and pillage are going on in every di-
rection, and thus far the forces of the
powers have been absolutely powerless
to preserve order even in the coast
towns. The Cretan Christians and the
Greeks are firmly resolved to bring
about the annexation of the island to
Greece, while the Moslems appear to
be equally determined to prvent such
consummation,

The Turks declare that if the island
is handed over to Greece they will mas-
sacre not only -every foreigner, but
even their own women and children,
and then fight the Christians to the
bitter end.

The Governor-General
delivered the following Speech from
the Throne in the Senate Chamber:

SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.
“Honorable Gentlemen of the Scnale:
“Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

“In welcoming you on your attend-
ance at the second session of the pre-
sent Parhament, | desire to express
the gratification 1 feel at the evidences
which prevaill throughout the Domin-
ion of the loyally and affection en-
tertained by the Canadian people for
Her Majesty the Queen, and on the
desire to join with their feliow-sub-
Jjuets in all parts of the IBmpire in
celebrating the Diamond Jubilee in a
mannce worthy of the joyous event,
and 1 am pleased to be able also to
announce that, in accordance with an
invitation torm the Imperial Govern-
ment, arrangements are being made
for an effcetive repres@ntation of the
Dominion in connection with the com-
memoraton of this historic occasion
at the capital of the Empire.

“1 have much satisfaction in in
forming you that arrangements have
been completed which, if you approve,
will enable the Intercolonial Rallway
system to reach Montreal, and thus
share in the large traffic centreing 'in
that city. The many advantages
which will flow from this extension
of that railway are apparent, and [
have no doubt you will gladly ap-
prove of the proposal,

“Appreciating the difficulties en=
countered by our farmers in placing
their perishable food products on the
English market in good condition, my
Government has arranged a complete
system of cold storage accommodation
at creameries, on rallways, at ports,
and on steamers, by which these
products can be preserved at the de-/
sired tempersture during -the whol
journey from ghe point of production
to Great Britain..

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DOMESTIC RCONOMY.
The Best Work to Do When the Daye

Are Stariny

After the deligh.ful hurry and ex-
citement of the mid-winter holidays
are over, come th: quieter days
February and Mairch, days that
cold winds and falling snows or rive
ing rains are apt to elaim for their
own. It is then, if ever, that there
oomes a little leisure for the busy
housekeeper, says Margaret Ryder, in
Country Gentleman. The stored fruits
and vegetables make the preparing of
the meals less burdensome, and fewes
outside duties claim attention.

These stormy days give the unin-
terrupted time neéeded to look over the
household supply of table linens, tow-
els, bedding and the laid-away sum-
mer clothing of the family, deciding
what must be replenished and ‘what
can be repaired. This once planned,
most or all of such work can be got-
ten out of the way before the plea-
esant days of spring bring their press-
ing work.

Tablecloths that show signs of “wear-
ing through” near the center can be
prepared for longer service by cutting
severa] Inches from one end, rehem-
ming, and using the pieces cut off to
put undr any thin places. These
places should them be darned with the
ravelings saved when drawing threads
for open-work or hemstitch.

In buying tablecloths, an extra
quarter of a yard should be allowed on
the length, as a cloth will wear almost
twice as long, if the placeg where the
center fold comes and those that come
over the edges of the table are chang-
ed when they show signs of wear by
cutting off a few inches from one end.

When past mending, it will well re-
pay the time required to cut out the
Pest portions of a cloth and hem them,
to be used as occasion requires for
covering bread or ke, or to be used
as towels for wiping glass or silver. 1f
two or three layers of the thinner por-
tions are stitched together, passing
back and forth several times, they
make very nice soft ‘dishcloths, and
will last much longer it used in any
other way. In selecting tablecloths for
everyday wear, the soft German makes
give excellent satisfaction, Unless an
extra-fine linen is to be bought, it is
best to choose some pattern that close-
ly covers the ground. Napkins to
match in pattern come with most
tablecloths.

Table linen of course should be hem-
med by hand. A Very gatisfactory
way is to fold as for ordinary hemming,
then fold cnce more in such a manner
that the edges of the hem come against
the body of the cloth, and then hem a8
if sewing an over and over seam. In
this way the thread used in hemming
lies the same way ag those woven in
the cloth, and hardly shows at all. A
letter in old English or script can be
worked in the corner of cach napkin.
It should be about an inch long and
done with linen floss.

Sheets should be at least two dnd &
half yards long, made with a two-inch
hem on one end and a narrow ome on

the other

Sheefs_that show signs of wearing
thin along the center can be torn down
the middle, the outside edges over-
handed together and the sides hem-
med with a/narrow hem. All wornout
sheets and pillowcases should be care-
fully saved for use in cases of illness
where soft, old muslin is often so sorely
nceded.

Pillowslips will wear much longer it
cut large enough to slip easily over
the pillow. They are now usually cut
Jong enough not to require either hut-
tons or tapes to fasten them. The
edge is often finished with a cluster of
tucks above a wide hem, a scant ruffle
of embroidery or a lace edge. If the
wheets and pilloweases ‘are of linen,
they are always hemstitched.

Plain all-white towels with & hem-
etitched hem are the present fancy.
Very nice fine huckaback toweling can
be purchased very cheaply by the yard,
and the hemming done as “pick up
work’” at home. Some large Turkish
bath towels should always form part
of the outfit of every bath or bed-
room.

Where there is no bath-room, and the
bath must be taken in the bed-room
& bathing rug will prove a great con-
venience. It should be about a yard
and a half square. The upper side is
made of Turkish toweling and the
underside of heavy colored cotton flan-
nel. The two are tied together here
and there, the tie coming on the under-
side with colored linen floss. The edge
can be simply bound -with braid or
worked around in buttonhole stitch
:im: yarn, or a scallop can be crochet-

Any woman who habitually spends
any number of hours dally in house-
work or sewing should provide hergelf |
with clothes suitable for such work.
After she once experiences the comfort
of this plan she will never be guilty
of “wearing out garments,”’ in such
work intended for different uses.

Good and comfortable styles for
making working dresses are either a
princess wrapper, which fits snugly, or
a short, round skirt and blouse waist,
the skirt sewed on the belt of the
waist. Good patterns for either can
be bought very cheaply and will last
for years. Such dresses for wear next
summer can as well be made now as
later, and the same with the children’s
clothes. Even Dame Fashion is kind
to mothers now, nnd pretty plain

. . dresses are stylish for both baby girls
and their older sisters.

House jackets are much worn and al-
low the dress waist to be kept fresh
and neat. For early spring and cool
summer days, they are made of some
pretty colored wool goods. Very nice
material, forty inches wide, can be
bought for fifty cents a yard, three
yards being sufficient for a jacket
They are génerally made over a tight-
fitting lining with one hox or a cluster
of side plaitg in the back, which are
fastened at the neck and at the waist
jine. The fullness in the fronts is only
fastened at the, neck and may he
either gathers or a group of three side
plaits. A ribbon is sewed in at the
side seams, which is tied in front when
the garment is worn. The neck s
finished with a rather large collar. The
sleeves are either a moderate bishop

or have a puff at the top. These jac-
kets are about six inches long below
the waist line and are finished around
the bottom with a simple hem. For
wearing on warm summer days, they
are made of lawn, India silk or dainty
gingham.
