And now a word as to the application
of Paris green to fruit treee, It is tobe
feared that tvo meny exchardists in their
zeal to be thorough, defeat their own
¢nds by epplication of too much of the
materigl. This mey depend somewhat
on the insect we are fighting, bat, if it is
the canker worm we are endeavouriog
to destroy, or any other inseet which
feeds upon leaves, then our object shonld
bé to distribute the poison to all pacts
of the tree and on both surfaces of leaves,
To accomplish this we must first bave e
very fine spray which will float for some
time in the air shout the tree, envelop-
ing the ports in & sort of mist, the drops
of which will reach every part of the
tree, and secondly wé muet apply only
euough “of ~this spray 4o thoroughly
moisten the parts of the tree, forif it is
applied so0 freely that it dsips fiom the
leaves, then the Paris green, being
beavier than water, accumaulates in the
drops at the points of the leaves and
falls with them to the ground, and again,
if the poison does not collect in snflicient”
ly lasge drops to fall it may emsily
accumulate to such ap extent as to
injure the fuliage, when if it had remsin.
ed evenly distributed no damage what-
ever would bave been dove.

The addition of an equal weight of
lime to the Paris green will ususlly pre-
vent any injury to the foliage and does
pot impair the efficiency of the poison
at all ; it merely combines with aoy free
acid which may be present and which is
the part that dees the injary to foliage,
