CART. DREYFUS DEGRADED.

Public Ceremony in Paris Over 
His Downfall.

He Declares He is Innocent.
V

and his cheeks were not whitened by the 
customary pallor of prisoners.

His appearance was more like that of a 
man going on parade than that of a pris 
oner condemned to life imprisonment and 
ocialffi degradation.

It is stated that when Captain Dreyfus 
spoke to the officers of the Reserve, pro 
testing his innocence, the latter retorted : 
“ Down with the Judas,” “ Silence, trai­
tor,” etc. Dreyfus became greatly ex 
cited at this and turned again appealingly 
to the officers. But the soldiers escorting 
him quickly seized him and forced him 
to continue his march.

FROM RURAL

PARROT DECIDED HER OWN CASE.

The formal degradation of Capt. Albert 
Dreyfus, sentenced to deprivation of his 
military rank, and confinement in a fort­
ress for life for betraying government 
secrets, took place at Paris Saturday morn­
ing on the parade ground of the Ecole 
Militaire in the presence of 5,000 troops.

Gen. Darras, commanding the troops, 
after pronouncing the verdict of the court 
martial said : “ Dreyfus, you are un­
worthy to carry arms. In the name of 
the people of France we degrade you.”
Gen. Darras then took from Dreyfus his 
sword, which he broke across his knee 
and threw the pieces on the ground.
Then he cut buttons and insignia of rank 
'from the uniform of the condemned cap­
tain and threw them also on the ground.

At this point Capt. Dreyfus shouted in 
a loud voice : “ Vive la France, you have 
degraded an innocent man. I swear I am 
innocent.” He marched with firm step 
to the barracks, where he was turned over 
to the officials.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT SAYS

that Dreyfus slept well and was awakened 
at five o’clock in the morning, when he 
was informed that this was the day fixed 
for his degradation in public. He dis­
played no emotion until he was dressed 
in the full uniform of his rank and pre­
pared to leave the l'eherche-Midi prison, 
in which he had been confined since his 
arrest, for the military school. He then 
turned deathly pale and his hands shook 
as he signed the prison . register. When 
this formality was gone through, two gen­
darmes with revolvers in their hands es­
corted him to a closed military wagon 
drawn by four horses and escorted by a 
troop of mounted republican guards. In 
this wagon, surrounded by the guards 
with drawn swords, Dreyfus was driven 
to the Military school. The route between 
the prison and the school was lined by 
many thousands of spectators and a large 
crowd of people was

GATHERED ABOUT THE MILITARY SCHOOL,
which is a large establishment near the 
Invalides, and covering an area of about 
26 acres. Behind the school is the Place 
de Fontenoy upon which is a handsome 
monument erected in memory of the 
soldiers and sailors who fell in the war of 
1870-71. The arrival at the school of two 
outriders who preceded the wagon caused 
intense excitement among the persons 
there assembled and here and there ^ec'8'on of the court.

groans and hisses were heard as the 
wagon passed.

When Dreyfus arrived at the military 
school he was placed in an improvised 
^ell and detachments from every branch 
of the garrison of Paris began assembling 
on the Place de Fontenoy, and by 9 a.m., 
fullly 5,000 troops were around the quar- 
rangle. At 9 o’clock Dreyfus was con­
ducted to the square and was led before 
Gen d’Arras, who was in command of the 
troops, and the sentence of the court 
martial was read to the prisoner.

The General then briefly addressed 
Dreyfus, saying : ‘ You are adjudged
unworthy to bear arms. In the name of 
the French people, I degrade you.”

General d’Arras then gave a sharp 
word of command, and a non-commis­
sioned officer of the Republican Guards 
approached Dreyfus, the infantry pre­
sented arms, the cavalry presented swords, 
and there was a long solemn roll from the 
massed drum corps.

Dreyfus started back as the non-com­
missioned officer touched him and 
shouted :

“ I am innocent. I swear it — Vive La 
France ! ”

The non-commissioned officer then tore 
off Deyfus’ epaulettes and all the other 
distinctive marks of his rank as a captain 
of artillery, ending up with breaking the 
prisoner’s sword in two and throwing the 
two halves at his feet. Dreyfus was then 
marched, bareheaded, around the entire 
square in front of the troops.

He was greatly excited and shouted 
more than once : “I am innocent. I 
swear it.”

But every time the prisoner spoke, in 
accordance with orders issued, his voice 
was drowned by the roll of drums.

As Dreyfus passed in front of the place 
occupied by the representatives of the 
press, he shouted : “ Tell the whole of 
France that I am innocent.”

Meanwhile the crowd in the rear of the 
soldiers shouted A mort le traître.

The ceremony up to this time hâd 
lasted only fifty minutes. The degraded 
man’s march along the four sides of the 
square is what is known as Le parade 
d’execution. The

SCENE" WAS VERY IMPRESSIVE

and many of the younger soldiers turned 
their heads away. Captain Dreyfus 
marched firm and soldierly, with a quick, 
short pace.

The end of the march was reached at 
9.20, after which the condemned man was 
taken to the barrack gate and turned over 
to the civil authorities. A large crowd of 
people had gathered at the entrance of 
the parade ground and from among them 
came not one word of sympathy, but the 
cry of “ a mort le traiteur,” was taken up 
by them and repeated until the miserable 
man was out of the hearing of his tor­
mentors. Dreyfus was received from his 
escort at the barrack gate by four gen­
darmes, who placed him in an ordinary 
prison van and at 9.30 the troops marched 
out of the parade ground en route to their 
respective quarters.

Workingmen who were hurrying down 
the Rue de Cherchemedi about seven 
o’clock in the morning stopped for a mo- ] 
ment to stare at the prison van, surround­
ed by mounted soldiers, which was stand­
ing outside the military prison waiting to 
convey Captain Dreyfus to the Ecole Mili­
taire, the place of his degradation. Many 
of

in the direction of the condemned man’s 
cell and uttered deep curses upon the 
head of the traitor.

About 7.40 a.m., a veteran soldier em­
ployed as janitor in the prison, threw 
back the iron gates, and Captain Dreyfus, 
flanked by two soldiers carrying guns 
with fixed bayonets, walked out and hur­
riedly mounted the steps of the van, 
marching to the gates between lines of 
Republican Guards. The van, driven by 
a trooper, took its course across the Rue 
Dupin and down the Rues de Babylone 
and D’Eetres, crossing the Avenue de Bre- 
teull to the Ecole Militaire, where it ar­
rived at 7.53. Dreyfus mounted the van 
with perfect unconcern. He stood erect,

The Judge Took Her Home and Com.
mused with Her About it for a Week.

The celebrated Martin-Donnelly parrot 
controversey has been decided. Justice 
Dunne, after communing with the bird for 
over a week, gave judgment in favor of 
the Martins, and on Christmas eve there 
was a deep and abiding sorrow in the 
home of the Donnellys. The judge gave 
much time and thought to this remark­
able case. While he believed the Don­
nellys were sincerely honest in their 
claims, the law and the bird were against 
them.

The red-and-veliow-headed parrot posi­
tively declined to sing “Ta-ra-boora-de-ay” 
and other classical selections which the 
Donnellys said it had in its repertoire, and 
confined"'itself to “Hello Arthur,” -‘I 
want to goto bed,” and “Hip hip hooray,” 
in pursuance of the programme given of 
its accomplishments by the Martins. Ac­
cording to Blackstone on parrots and sev­
eral decisions of thqp Supreme Court on 
birds and their ownership the judge had 
no alternative.

This bird had been before the police 
and other courts for months, and it is 
estimated that the parties to the contro­
versy have each expended $200 in court 
and lawyers’ fees. Mrs. Donnelly, who 
lives on Minna street, N.Y.owned an acom- 
plished parrot. One day thé' bird was 
stolen. A search was immediately insti­
tuted, and a bird seen hanging in front of 
Mr. Martin’s saloon, at the north end of 
Kearny street, was thought to be the lost 
polly.

It was secured on a search warrant and 
taken into the police court, where, after a 
bitter contest, the bird was awarded to the 
Martins. Suit was brought in the Justices’ 
Court and nearly fifty witnesses examined. 
Justice Dunne, being unable to decide the 
case upon the testimony, then took the 
much-litigated parrot to his home that he 
might satisfy the judicial ear as to the 
line of accomplishments in which it was 
best versed. Polly insisted on confining 
itself to the programme the Martins had 
testified their bird would render. Not 
one of the songs on the Donnelly pro­
gramme would the parrot warble. Hence

Mrs. Donnelly was in the court room 
during judgment and wept and became 
hysterical over the decision, but the 
judge was inexorable and gave the parrot 
to the Martins. It is understood that the 
case will be appealed.

FOUGHT WITH 
Richard

A MASTIFF-
Hayes Escapes With Five 
Painful Wounds.

With hie left arm and shoulder lacer­
ated by the fangs of a vicious mastiff, 
Richard Hayes staggered out of William 
Lynch’s stable, Brooklyn, Saturday eve­
ning, and painfully made his way to Third 
Avenue and Forty fifth street. There he 
would have fallen had not a stranger ob­
served blood dripping from his left side 
and assisted him into the saloon of Henry 
Schwanwedel.

The bartender gave the wounded man 
some whiskey, and went with him to the 
Norwegian Hospital in Forty-sixth street 
and Fourth avenue. There a surgeon 
cauterized five wounds, and with thirty- 
six stitches drew the flesh together. Then 
Hayes was taken to his home at 151 East 
Forty.fourth street. He is very painfully 
injured, but he will recover.

Hayes is nearly 40 years old, and al­
though slightly built is more than ordin­
arily muscular. He is employed as fore­
man by Wm. Lynch, a truckman. On 
Saturday evening, when the truck drivers 
came in, one after the other, Hayes told 
them where to put their horses. Then he 
placed a piece of raw meat before Rover, 
a big mastiff, whicli was chained to the 
door. The dog began to tear the flesh 
savagely, and Hayes hurried away to 
hang up some harness.

As he did so a tramp dog sneaked in 
through the open door and made a snap 
at Rover’s supper. He caught it, and be­
fore the mastiff could reach him he drew 
the meat out of reach of the chained ani­
mal. A low, deep growl appraised Hayes 
that something was wrong, and looking 
around he saw the tramp dog contentedly 
chewing the stolen meat.

He made haste to rescue the watchdog’s 
supper, and was placing it within the cir­
cle of the chain When the mastive seized 
him by the throat. Hayes released his 
throat in some way, but the dog then 
caught hold of his ear. With a cry of 
pain, Hayes gripped the animal’s throat 
pressed on the windpipe with all his 
might. Rover opened his terrible jaws, 
but closed them again on his victim’s 
shoulder.

The weight of the dog bore Hayes to 
the stable floor. There for some minutes 
man and dog struggled. Hayes felt that 
it was a battle of life and death. He felt 
the anmnal’s teeth sink again! and again 
into ms arm, but at last he succeeded in 
choking the brute off and getting out of 
his reach. Then he started for the hospi­
tal.

The dog is yet alive. IIis owner, Mr. 
Lynch paid several hundred dollars for 
him. He is a magnificent animal, but he 
l)as always been vicious, and few In Mr. 
Lynch’s employ dared go near Him, but 
Hayes he seemed to féàr and hate.

THE TORONTO GLOBE BURNED
V» OUT.

Fire was discovered in the basement of 
the Globe newspaper building at Toronto, 
shortly before 3 o’clock Sunday morning. 
The alarm was given, but before the first 
reel arrived flames were bursting through 
every window from basement to attic. 
The wind was blowing briskly from the 
south and the fire continued to spread. 
Another alarm was given and the entire 
fire department was soon on the spot.

Chief Atdagh and five men of the bri­
gade mounted up on the cornice running 
around the first story of the Globe office, 
and were breaking windows to introduce 
the hose, when the northwest wall, from 
the cornice up, five stories, fell with a 
crash. Chief Aadagh was badly hurt 
about the head and had to be removed in 
a cab.

Robert Bowery received such injuries 
that he was taken to the hospital, where 
lie subsequently died. Charlie Smider, 
Francis Forsyth, Robert Foster, James 
Davidson and Harry Saunders are severely 
injured.

The Globe building was erected in 1889, 
at a cost of $90,000, and had a plant valued 
at $00,000. It was soon a complete 
wreck. Insured for $85,000.

The Toronto Lithographing company, 
which occupied a floor in the building, 
4oees ail its presses and many valuable 
stores.

From the Globe building the flames 
crossed the street to Harry Webb’s restau­
rant, and that Jbuilding was gutted from 
roof to cellar. Loss on the building, $20,- 
000 ; on the stock, $50,000.

The wind now changed, blowing from 
the east, and McKinnon & Co’s, new 
wholesale dry goods store was soon wiped 
out of existence, entailing a loss of $70,000 
on the building and $100,000 on stock, 
which had only been moved in a few 
days ago.

The total loss by the fire is $666,000 ; 
total insurance,-$451,000. >

Irofh the t pringfield Republican.
Dr. Moxom explained the Gothenburg 

or Norwegian system in detail, giving as 
its vital principle that the State shall 
make the liquor business an absolute mo­
nopoly, and put it into the control of re­
sponsible men, whose motive is to reduce, 
instead of increasing the per capita con­
sumption. The effect is also to reduce the 
number of saloons to a marked degree. 
The profits accrue not to the company, but 
to the people, in the shape of public in­
stitutions, amusement balls, etc.

“ I saw something of the workings of 
the system in Sweden and Norway,” said 
Dr. Moxon, “I visited more saloons last 
summer than I had seen before in my life. 
I examined the liquors carefully, found, 
out what kinds Were sold, and how many 
glasses a man can buy. In Bergen there 
are in the neighborhood of a dozen places 
where liquor is sold by the glass or bottle. 
Each is a plain room, perfectly clean, with­
out even a picture on the wall. There is 
not even a chair in the room, except a 
stool behind the counter for the official in 
charge. He is a respectable man, proba­
bly a member of the church. On the 
walls are printed the rules of the company, 
which all must obey. If a man asks for 
aqua vita, he lays down his coin —there 
is no credit — and pure, undrugged spirit 
is poured out for him. He is not allowed 
to remain in the room, and if he wants 
another glass, he is told to come back in 
three hours. The glass is so small that he 
might take a glass every three hours in 
the day and not get drunk. A working­
man cannot take a nip on his way to .work, 
for the saloons do not open till eight, nor 
at noon, for the saloons close from 12 to 
1.30 o’clock. The hour for closing in wint­
er is half-past seven, and in summer eight 
o’clock. The day before a holiday they 
close at noon, and they are -closej before 
the workingmen are paid off.

“ No man canfmake a cent from the bus­
iness. The man behind the counter is 
employed for his personal character. He 
gets a fairly good salary, but not a cent 
from the business. If he deviates -from 
the rules of the company he is bounced 
at once. He is promoted for making as 
small sales as possible. The policy of the 
whole system is to crowd down the con­
sumption of alcohol In 1876 the per cap­
ita consumption was 3.8 quarts ; in 1892 
it was reduced to 3.3 quarts. Norway and 
Sweden were the most drunken countries 
in Europe ; now Norway is three times as 
sober as the United States. It is the ex­
act reverse of a licence system, under 
which the'licensed dealers stimulate trade 
as much as possible to get back the mon­
ey they have paid for their licenses. I 
think it would be better to haye free 
whiskey than such licenses as we have in 
American cities. The difference between 
that and this is as great as the difference 
between day and night. The Norwegian 
system eliminates politics entirely. It has 
been argued that it makes drunkenness re­
spectable, but its effect has been to elevate 
the public spirit, and arrgy it against 
drunkenness. The system has been recog­
nized as working against the monster of 
drink, and it has become less respectable 
to patronize a saloon^

“ Many people maintain,” Dr. Moxon 
continued, in taking up the objections 
presented, “ that having anything to do 
with liquor in any way is a sin.. The po­
sition is absolutely untenable. There is 
no basis in ethics that will justiv the prop­
osition that per se the taking of alcohol is 
a sin. It certainly is a sin to take it in ex­
cess, but the abstroct question cannot by 
any possibility be based on this ground. 
If we cannot kill the evil at a blow, it is 
the part of righteousness to conquer it by 
degrees. If men will not do that, they 
are not only unpractical, but unrighteous, 
because they hinder the welfare of the 
community. It is also urged that many 
temperance people are opposed to it. But 
unfortunately temperance sentiments are 
not always a guarantee of wisdom. There 
are many temperance people whose senti­
ments we respect, but whose ideas are 
puerile. It is also true that people who,de- 
rive gain from liquor are opposed to the 
law, and we had the spectacle of the liqu­
or dealers and th4 Women’s Christian 
Temperance Union fighting side by side 
to defeat the measure. It was a thing to 
make angels weep unless they had so 
strong a sense of humor that they could 
laugh. It is also objected that the system 
is not adapted to our uses. But it is the 
principle we wish to apply, and the prin­
ciple can be applied anywhere. Norway 
and America are not so unlike but that 
they can be applied here. It is absurd 
and cowardly to say that we cannot do 
it.” ' - __________ ,

AN ELECTRIC CAR RUNS AWAY.

It Slides on an Icy Track Down a Hill 
and Crashes Into a Brick Building.

BORROWED $7,000,000.
The Dominion public accounts for the 

fiscal year ending 30th June, 1894, have 
been printed, and form the annual report' 
of the Minister of Finance, the Hon. G. E. 
Foster. They show that Mr. Foster has 
overdrawn his bank account, run head and 
ears info debt, mortgaged his propertyt 
is short in his accounts for the past year, 
has expended on account of capital the 
largest sum expended in four years, and, 
altogether, lias well earned the title of 
spendthrift.

The gross debt was increased by $8,300,- 
000, and the net debt by $4,502,000. The 
amount of the gross debt at the close of 
the fiscal year was $308,348,023, and the 
amount of the net debt, $240,183,028.

The following are the main items ac­
counting for the gross increase of debt: 
Capital expenditure, $3,364,118 ; railway 
subsidies, $1,229,885 ; Savings Banks, $1,- 
437,220 ; deficit, $1,210,332.

These items were providedffor by selling 
$6,196,597 worth of Dominion stock (3 per 
cent.) authorized by the Act of 1892, and 
by a temporary loan from the Bank of 
Montreal of $1,000,000. The total sum 
therefore borrowed during the fiscal year 
bÿ Mr. Foster was over $7,000,000, Aftt r

An electric car of the Kingston, N. Y., 
city railroad, became unmanageable on 
the steep Broadway hill in that city last 
Sunday morning and dashed with terrific 
speed down the hill for a distance of near­
ly half a mile. At the foot of the street, 
where the track turns at right angles into 
Ferry street, the car left the rails and 
crashed into the large brick Cornell build­
ing running half its length into the office 
of the Cornell Steamboat Co., snapping a 
large iron pillar as if it had been paste­
board. The car had five passengers in it 
when it broke away. These were Mrs. 
JâÉ. Seiffertb, her sister, Miss Kate Mulli­
gan, Thomas P. Ostrander, and two men 
whose names are not known, j 

A short time before the car reached the 
hill rain began to fall, which froze on the 
rails, making them very slippery. The 
moment the car struck the sharp grade 
the wheels slipped, and though the front 
and rear brakes were screwed up tight 
and the moter reversed the car went on 
going at a speed of at least fifty miles an 
hour before it ran into the building. At 
Rogers street Dr. Ostrander jumped, and 
was thrown with great violence along the 
slippery street for nearly half a block, re­
ceiving painful injuries. Mrs. Seifferth 
tried to leap from the car, but was pre­
vented by the conductor.

When the car broke through the 
building motorman Link was horribly 
crushed and cdt by broken glass. His 
skull was fractured and he was injured 
internally, so that there is no hope of his 
recovery. He was taken to the Kingston 
city hospital. When the car struck, all 
inside of it were thrown with great vio­
lence and badly cut by broken glass and 
debris. One of the strangers had his nose 
broken and the other had one of his 
legs severely cut. Conductor Norton was 
only slightly injured, and the women es­
caped with only a few trifling bruises. 
Mrs. Sheifferth fainted when she was 
rescued from the debris of the broken 
car. The car was wrecked beyond re­
pair.

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MR. VANWART FOR MAYOR.

It is apparently settled, that Wesley 
VanWart, the well known barrister, will 
be a candidate for the mayoralty of 
Fredericton in the election which occurs 
in March next. The candidacy was!- not 
of Mr. Van Wart’s seeking, but is in 
obedience to a very largely and influ­
entially signed requisition which has been 
circulated during the week. We do not 
know who will be in the field in opposition 
to Mr. VanWart. Mr. Jordan is said to 
be canvassing for the position, but as 
between the two gentleman The Herald 
has no difficulty in making a choice. It 
is just possible that Mr. Jordan, seeing 
the hopelessness of a contest against so 
popular and well equipped a candidate as 
Mr. VanWart, may retire, and allow the 
latter an election by acclamation. We 
understand that the requisition to Mr. 
VanWart bears the names of the largest 
taxpayers and most representative men 
in the city, who recognize in the proposed 
candidate a gentlemen well fitted in every 
Way to fill the civic chair. Mr. VanWart 
is a successful lawyer, an excellent busi­
ness man ; he has plenty of energy, de­
cision of character, and knowledge of how 
public business should be conducted. 
Withal he is a genial gentleman, easily 
approached, and one who will give all the 
attention necessary to the proper dis­
charge of duties pertaining to the mayor­
alty. As we have said, it is just possible 
that he will not be offered serious op­
position but, if such a contingency should 
arise, The Herald is prepared to expend 
whatever influence it may be able to 
exert in support of Mr. VanWart’s candi­
dature. There are a few people who say 
that civic politics sometimes run in 
political grooves, but so far as The Herald 
is concerned, it only seeks the election of 
competent men to the mayoralty and 
and council, no matter what their political 
opinions may be. Mr. VanWart is a 
Conservative, but the way he may cast his 
ballot and exert his influence in a Do­
minion election has nothing to do with 
his qualifications for the mayor’s chair.

We want a careful, prudent man at the 
head of the ciyic government, and this we 
say without any reflection on the men 
who have filled the office. We believe 
there is not a city in America with Meaner 
civic record than Fredericton. The great 
majority of the men elected to the council 
go there with a desire to faithfully serve 
the public. There is no hope of personal 
gain in the transaction, but there is the 
certainty of much personal inconvenience, 
the sacrifice of considerable time, and the 
awakening of oftimes senseless criticism.

The electors this year will have a privi­
lege never before extended to them, and 
which was obtained by the present coun­
cil. ; Every man entitled to vote will be 
able to cast his ballot for ten aldermen, a 
number representing the entire board. 
Hitherto an elector only voted for two 
candidates in his own ward, unless possess­
ing property qualification in other wards. 
Every alderman elected this year then 
will represent the majority vote of the 
whole city, just as the mayor does, and 
the promoters of the new law believe that 
the change will prove satisfactory to the 
city. Another feature which ought to 
give greater interest to future civic con­
tests is, that the mayoralty and aldermanic 
elections will be held on the same day, 
and there will only be two polling places in 
the entire city. The Herald would like 
to see a renewed active interest in civic 
affairs. Every ward in the city should 
present suitable candidates for the electors 
to choose from. There has been entirely 
to much indifference among the ratepayers 
and men have been elected to the council 
whose actions have brought the blush of 
shame to people who take pride in the 
honor and good name of the city. The 
council is no place for buffoons and black­
guards, for men who have axes to grind 
or personal spite to satisfy. Let men only 
be elected who will bring a fair share of 
common sense, honest intentions and in­
telligence to the discharge of their duties, 
and we shall be spared the humiliating 
scenes which marked the council proceed­
ings during the past year. If the citizens 
elect Mr. VanWart mayor, as we have no 
doubt they will, they should see to it that 
he is surrounded by alderman who not 
only respect themselves and are prepared 
to honestly administer the ci vie business, 
but who are also representative of the in­
telligence and public spirit of this beauti­
ful little city.

THE CARLETON ELECTION.*

Our Opposition friends will now have 
an opportunity of testing their strength 
in Carleton county. The bye election in 
that constituency will be held on January 
24th. Dr. Atkinson, who has doubtless 
had his card prepared for months, an­
nounces himself in the field, without 
waiting for a nomination from his friends. 
His address to the electors is a very 
abusive and silly production, showing the 
leading characteristics of its author. We 
are given to understand that even the 
Opposition in Carleton would much pre­
fer the Doctor keeping out of the contest. 
He is generally disliked, and very little 
confidence is placed in his political 
“ principles.” However, there is but lit­
tle fear that they will be troubled with 
him as a representative.

The government candidate is not yet 
announced, but the gentleman who re­
ceives the nomination will carry the 
county.

The liberals of Antigonish, N. S., the 
county represented by the late Sir John 
Thompson, have nominated Hoc. Colin 
Mclsaac, a member of Mr. Fielding’s 
government, and hope to redeem that con­
stituency.

UNLAWFULLY PAID.

There has been a great deal of lively 
discussion among the citizens over the 
recent payment by the city council, of 
the Hooper bill, an account made up for 
prosecutions under the Scott act. It ap • 
pears that the informations, which dates 
back to 1893, wete laid by Miss Hooper, 
and that she employed J. W. McCready 
to appear for her when the cases "came 
up before the Police Magistrate. Mr 
McCready was not in court merely for his 
health, neither was he there in the inter­
ests of a great moral reform. He took 
the pases with the expectation of receiv- 
sng the cold cash, and when the investi­
gations were concluded, he sent in his 
bill to Miss Hooper, who, instead of pay­
ing her lawyer, appealed to the city 
council for the amount due him, the bill 
being made up to ninety dollars. The 
council, considering that it had not em­
ployed Mr. McCready, and possessing a 
legal adviser of its own, who could have 
done the work, if necessary, declined pay­
ing the bill. Then Miss Hooper followed 
with a petition, asking for the payment, 
but this was shelved. Mr. McCready him­
self next appeared on the scene. If he 
could not secure his costs in any other 
way, he would invoke the assistance of 
the supreme court. Accordingly, he ap­
plied for a mandamus against the city, to 
compel the payment of the account, but 
by a unanimous decision, the judges de­
clared that the city was not legally 
liable for the payment.

The matter rested here, until a few 
weeks ago, when Aid. Gilman resuscitated 
the Hooper petition from the dusty civic 
files, and had it referred to the assessment 
appeal committee for consideration. This 
committee, as readers of the Herald al­
ready know, by a majority of one, recom­
mended the payment of the account, and 
the city council, by a vote of six to four, 
adopted the recommendation. A cheque 
was issued to Miss Hooper, and nb doubt, 
Mr. McCready is now in possession of the 
amount. These are the main facts in the 
case, and are detailed now that the citi­
zens may know just what the Hooper 
case means. The bald fact stands out 
that a majority of the council, consist­
ing of the aldermép from Wellington, 
Kings and St. Ann’s wards, voted ninety 
dollars of the public money, without any 
warrant in law, and of course, must take 
the responsibility of their act.

THEY ALL WANT HIM.

The generous donation of Mrs. Medley 
and Mr. Wilmot to the funds of Victoria 
Hospital will very materially assist the 
management of that institution in paying 
off their indebtedness, but $300 more are 
necessary to entirely wipe- out what is 
owing. Here is a chance for our philan­
thropists. The hospital is a most deserv­
ing institution ; it is economically and 
successfully managed, and its manage­
ment should be placed above the incon­
venience arising from want of funds.

Hon. S. L. Shannon, who died at Hali 
fax, Monday, at the ripe age of seventy- 
nine years, was one of the best known 
and most highly respected citizens of 
the Nova Scotia capital. He was a mem­
ber of the legislature from 1859 to 1867, 
and for a time was a member of the 
Nova Scotia government. Since 1881 he 
has been Judge of Probates. Mr. Shan­
non’s wife, who with eight sons and 
daughters, survives him, is a sister of 
Hon. Jas. I. Fellows.

The Toronto Globe, the leading news­
paper in Canada, has been burned out, 
losing its beautiful building and all its 
plant.

The New York Journal of Commerce 
estimates the fire losses of the United 
States and Canada for the month of 
December at $10,321,000, and the total for 
the year at $128,246,400.

The Toronto mayoralty election Mon­
day resulted in the return of Mayor 
Kennedy by 45 votes over ex-mayor 
Fleming. Kennedy’s majority over the 
same opponent last year was 4,416.

Duels are more serious in Germany 
than in France. On Monday at Berlin, 
Captains Bursk and Rittler, of the Ger­
man navy, fought a duel with pistols, and 
the latter was killed at the first shot. 1

While Melvin Hayward was working 
in the woods near Hartland, Carleton Co., 
Thursday, hauling cedar, one of the logs 
bounded against a stump and sprung, 
striking him on the side, killing him al­
most instantly.

L. P. Burpee, a New Brunswicker in 
the Marine department at Ottawa, has 
been appointed private secretary to Hon, 
A. R. Dickey, the new Secretary of State, 
who will get his election in Cumberland 
on Tuesday, by acclamation.

The People’s Bank, Fredericton, has de­
clared a dividend of four per cent, for the 
half year. The Bank of Nova Scotia has 
declared a half-yearly dividend of. four 
per'cent., and the Merchant’s Bank of 
Halifax a half-yearly dividend of three 
and a half per cent.

George W. Davis, aged 26 years, suicid­
ed at Cleveland Monday night while his 
prospective bride, Miss Annie Noonan 
was waiting for him at her home. They 
were to have been married that night 
and Davis’ mother, it is said, upbraided 
her son and opposed the marriage on 
social grounds.

Eugene V. Debs, and the other officers 
and directors of the American Railway 
Union, went to the Cook county gaol 
Tuesday to begin serving the six months' 
sentence recently imposed on them for 
contempt of court. Their appeal to the 
Bupreme Court is pending. In the mean­
time they will stay in gaol.

Esten Williams, for twelve years a 
clerk in the Ontario educational depart­
ment, has been suspended pending the 
investigation of a serious charge. It is 
that of purloining private letters and 
documents for the purpose of making 
copies or photographs of them to be used 
against the government in the elections.

A London cable states that there is little 
doubt but that the privy council will sus­
tain the appeal of the minority of Manito­
ba from the judgment of the Canadian 
Supreme Court, when the latter decided 
that the minority had not the right of ap- 
to the governor general in council for 
remedial legislation.

A serious and probably fatal accident 
occurred the other day to the four year 
old son of Osburn Tracey, in the second 
tier, Jacksontown, He was kicked on the 
head by a horse. His skull was fractured 
above the left ear. The fracture extended 
to the base of ths skull the extent of the 
fracture being about two and a half inches. 
Drs. Colter and Curtis operated, removing 
the upper piece of bone, and resetting the 
balance, but the patient’s condition is 
serious.

An Ottawa despatch says: There is 
reason to believe that the question of the 
union of Newfoundland with Canada n 
receiving attention in high circles, and 
that as a result we shall shortly be face 
to face with a proposal to take in the 
island colony.” The present crisis, the 
despatch says, renders the prospect of 
Confederation possible. The appoint­
ment of Sir Ambrose Shea, it is added, is 
another important factor, while the Ot­
tawa government is willing.

The Admiralty have selected the new 
first-class protected cruiser Crescent for 
services as flagship on the North Ameri­
can and West Indies Station, in Succes­
sion to the cruiser Blake, which was 
commissioned at Chatham on February 
2, 1892, and will shortly complete her 
first term of foreign service. The Cres­
cent is a twin screw vessel of 7700 tons 
against the Blake’s 9000. She is built of 
steel and was erected at Portsmouth in 
1892; 12,000 horse power against the 
Blake’s 2000. She steams 19.5 knots and 
carries. 850 tons, and at 10 knots speed 
can travel 10,000 miles without cbaling.

The east bound C. P. R. train ran off 
the switch about seven o’clock Saturday 
morning at Lowelltcwn, Maine, where it 
was supposed to cross with the west 
bound passenger train. It appears that 
the switch to the eastward of the station 
had been opened for the west bound train 
to run in on the siding and allow the 
east bound train to pass along on the 
main track. The latter arrived first and 
proceeded directly to the end of the 
switch, intending to back up on the sid­
ing, but the switch being open, it ran off. 
Fortunately, there was no loss of life or 
serious accident. Several ears were badly 
wrecked.

The Water Works Report,

Thç report of Supt. Burchill of the Water 
Works department, for the fourteen months 
ending Dec. 31st, 1894, shows that during 
that period 325 feet of new mains were laid 
on Saunders street last year, making a total 
length of main pipe now 10 miles 2,239 feet : 
40 new services were also laid la^t year, 
making a total of 860, of which 795 are in 
use. The expenditure for new mains and 
services was $1,246.21; for maintenance, 
$3,050.20. This is for fourteen months. 
Since the works were built there has been a 
steady increase of receipts, so that the Super­
intendent now is in a position to say that 
if no great unforseen expenditure is incur­
red this winter there will be no need for a 
direct assessment for water works the com­
ing yeas.

No Criminal Business, but Quite a Large 
Civil Docket,

The January term of the York county 
court, opened Tuesday morning, Judge 
Steadman presiding.

The trial of the wise of Walter S. Fisher 
vs. James Hurley, resulted in a verdict for 
defendant. The action was brought by the 
plaintiff as holder of a promissory note 
against the defendant as endorser thereof, 
and the ground upon which the verdict 
went was that defendant’s pability was dis­
charged by an extension of time which Mr. 
Fisher had granted the maker of the note, 
James McKilligan. D. Jordan, Q. C., for 
the plaintiff, and Wesley VanWart, Q. C., 
for defendant.

In the case of Miller vs. Yerxa the dam­
ages were assessed by the jury on a promis­
sory note and a verdict rendered for the 
plaintiff for $119.50.

Wm. H. Post vs. Clement F. Jacobs was 
an action for breach of contract in connec­
tion with the new Salvation Army barracks, 
the plaintiff claiming that Brigadier Jacobs 
entered into a contract with him, by which 
he was to be employed as superintendent of 
the work, in consequence of which he 
(plaintiff) threw up another job and actually 
entered upon work upon the Salvation 
Army building, when he was ordered to quit 
and another man installed in his place. 
The defendant claimed no contract had been 
made with the plaintiff as alleged. Verdict 
for the defendant. C. E. Duffy for plaintiff, 
and Dr. Silas Alward, Q. C., for defendant.

The case of Pheeney against McKilligan 
resulted in a Verdict for the plaintiff for 
$77. This was an action for malicious prose­
cution. The plaintiff, who is a minor, was 
charged some months ago by the defendant 
with breaking and entering his shop on 
York street and carryingaway a quantity of 
goods. He was in custody for several days 
until the close of bis preliminary examina­
tion which resulted in the dismissal of the 
information. C. E. Duffy for plaintiff and 
Wesley Vanwart, Q.C., for defendant.

A Delicate Operation.
A critical and successful operation, says 

the Woodstock Dispatch, was performed by 
Drs. Colter and Hand on George Gray, aged 
16, who liyes with his father, Samuel Gray, 
on Connell street. About two years ago 
the boy was taken down with rheumatic 
fever, which finally settled in the left hip 
and right knee. He has been a cripple 
ever since, only able to be around on 
crutches part of last summer. Drs. Colter 
and Hand operated on his right leg below 
the knee, removing from the base, the dead 
bone. A week ago Monday, with Dr. 
Keirstead, they operated on the left hip, re­
moving, two and a half inches of the upper 
part of the thigh bone, together with the 
head and neck of the bone. The patient is 
doing finely, eating well, resting well, and 
apparently on the higway to recovery. The 
leg will be short, but will be a useful limb, 
and with this exception the cure promises 
to be complete. The operation is known as 
excision of hip joint, and has not been per­
formed in this section of the country before. 
It was first introduced in America in 1867.

“ I notice,” said a Telegraph reporter 
the other day to C. N. Skinner, “ that Dr.- 
DcBertram and another gentleman from 
NewYork have recently been in the coun­
ty of Kent and in Moncton, and over the 
line of the Central railway as far as the 
head of the Grand Lake. Is there any­
thing that you could communicate that 
would be of interest to the public in refer­
ence to the matters with regard to which

Mr. Skinner —“ Well, I have this much 
to say. A number of capitalists who are 
represented by Dr. DeRertrain and Mr. 
Merritt, the gentlemen to whom you 
refer, have purchased the railway between 
Bnctouehe apd Moncton, and that they 
have also raised the necessary capital to 
extend the railway from Buctouche to 
Richibucto, and build what is called the 
“ Railway Ferry," if the government o 
Canada should decide that that is the 
proper means of connecting the island 
with the mainland instead of by the tun­
nel, and that tpe work will be put 
through as soon as the government are 
prepared to take aggressive measures for 
the purpose, and further than that the 
object of the visit to the head of the 
Grand Lake was that the capitalists also 
have in contemplation the purchase of the 
Central1 railway, and arrangements are 
being now made whereby the Central 
railway will be extended to Fredericton 
under existing law-s of the province of 
New Brunswick and by aid of the sub­
sidy given to 15 miles of the road by the 
dominion parliament at its last session. 
It, of course, will require that the domin­
ion government will complete the subsidy 
between the end of the 15 miles and Fred­
ericton, which I have no doubt they will 
do, whereby the road will be a continu­
ous one between Fredericton and Norton, 
and be prepared to carry out the coal from 
Grand Lake to the different points both 
east and west. I may say also that it is 
in further contemplation, Dr. DbBertram 
having secured large areas of coal lands 
pear the head of Grand Lake, to open up 
the coal lands simultaneously with the 
completion of the road to Fredericton, 
and there is every prospect that all these 
things will be done in the very near fu­
ture.” ______ _ *
