Ho~. MEssgs. DICKEY and Des-
jardins and Sir Donald Smith,
the Commissioners appointed by
the Dominion Government to con-
fer with the Greenway Govern-
ment regarding the school ques-
tion, have returned to Ottawa
from Winnipeg, their negotiations
having failed to produce the de-
sired results. After their depar-
ture from Winnipeg a statement
of the offers and counter proposals
made at the regular conference
were given out by the counsel for
the minority and Attorney-Gen-
eral Sifton. respectively. The
Dominion delegates proposed that
the Catholics be given privileges
substantially similar to those en-
joyed in the Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick schools, the
Catholics:te have separate school
houses in populons distriets and
Catholic children in other schools
to be exempt from religious: in-
struction, and objectionable clauses
in the text-books to be removed ;
also that the Catholics have repre-
sentation an the Edueational Board.
In all uther respects the schools
at which the Catholics attend to
be public schools, and subject to
every provision of the Education
Act for the time being in force in
Manitoba. If accepted, the Do-
minion delegates :promised that
the Remedial Bill would be with-
drawn. In reply, the Govern-
‘ment of Manitoba rejected ‘the
offer; but subuiitted two alterna-
tives (1) To completely secularize
the public school system, elimin-
ating religious -exércises and
teaching of every -kind during
school hours; (2) To repeal the
present provisions of the School
Act relative to religious exercises,
and allowing any ‘deaomination
to give religious instruction in
any public school during stated
hours. The Dominion delegates
were unable to accept either of
these alternatives, and the confer-
ence closed. This, in brief, is the
substance of”the published - pro-
posals of the Commissioners on
behalf of the Dominion Govern-
ment and’ the alternative pro-
posals of the Greenway Govern-
ment. It will be admitted on all
sides that the propositions of
the Federal authorities ‘' were
most moderate;”and well calcu-
lated to open the door to a settle-
ment of this vexed question. But
the refusal of the Manitoba Gov-
ernment to accept these proposals
as a basis of settlement, and their
submitting counter proposals that
meant no settlement at’ all and

~no-sincersdesite exists on their

part to remove the question from
the politica] arena, where they
know it does them most good.

Much as it is to be regretted
that it has been found impossible
to settle this question where it
properly belongs, yet every step
that has been taken in the matter
shows the wisdom and justice of
the course pursued by the Federal
Government. Some may be in-
clined to think that the Dominion
Government made too great ad-
vances—paid too much deference
to the authorities at, Winnipeg
who, from the first ®ever mani-
fested any sincerity in the mat-
ter. ~ Even granting this, the fact
that they have gone out of their
way, to avail themselves of any
possible chance of settling the
matter outside of Parliament, es-
pecially their sending this delega-
tion to Winnipeg, must certainly

" close the mouths of those whose

constant shibboléth has been that
Manitoba was willing to redress
the grievances of the minority.
The (overnment’s course must
now Be much strengthened in the
minds - of -all lovers of justice.
The last straw breaks the camel’s
back, and this last refusal of the
Msnitoba Government to enter
upon amicable negotiations for a
reasonable settlement of the
school questjon should convince
everyone, who is not instigated
by hellish malice, or willing to
subordinate his sense of justice
and his conscientious convictions
to party advantage, of the insin-
cerity and hypoerisy of Green-
way and his associates.

.AN incident occurred in the
House of Commons the other day,
which emphasizss tbe recklessness
and impudence which eenerally
characterize the publio statements
of Mr. L, H. Davies. Sir Chatles
Tapper, referrirg to the production
of wheat in the Canadian Northwest
and in Great Britain sa'd: “Although
we have oply scratched, as it were,
the margin of tke greatest wheat field
of the world in Msnitoba and the
Northwest, which a few years ago
formed a desert, this territory has
produced as much wheat, or about
as much, as the whcle of the United
Kibgdom.” Mr. Davies immediately
rose and said the statement of the
Secretary of State was “ rediculous
nobsense,” that it was “ grossly uo-
true,” He pretended to prove what
he was saying from the Stateman’s
Year Book, which he hell in his

hand, saying: “The Stateman’s
Year Book shows that the produc-

tion of wheat in Great Britain and
Ireland reached sixty mi lion bushel,
and in Manitoba it did not reuch
thiriy - milliops,” The Ottawa
Citizen referring to this matter,
thus shows Mr. Davis to be s
deliberate deceiver: _‘ Now, the
member for Queen’s P. E. L. held
the book in his band while he was
telking, and there was consequently
no ¢xcuse for micleading the house.
The faht is that the figures he gave
referred to 1894. In that year the
crop of Great Britain amounted to
the figures named ; but 1ist year, the
year to which the secretary of state
alluded, the production of wheat in
the Uvited Kingdom fell to 37,176,
000. The crop in Manitoba was
31,775,038, so that the total produc-
tion of the Northwest was, as Sir
Charles Tupper bad said, about as
much as the whele of the Unite:
Kingdom.”

THE annual report of the Public
Schools of this Province for the
year 1895, by the Chief Superin-
tendent of Education came to hand
some time ago; but we have not,
until now, been able to refer
to it. The report shows that
the number of schoel districts in
the Province in 1895 was 463, an
increase of 4 over 1894 and that
the number of vacant schools in
1895 was 2, as against 3 in 1894.
The number of teachers employed
in 1895 was 559, as against 553 in
1894. Of these teachers 240 were
in Queen’s County, 177 in Prince,
and 142 in King'sa; 66;0f the
teachers wore of class 1, 261 f class]
11, 232 of class 1.  The male teach-
ers nunmbered 802, and the females
257. The pupils enrolled during
the year numbered 22,250, being
29 more than in 1894. The daily
average attendance for 1895 was
13,254, and for 1894 12,849, an in-
crease of 405. The percentage of
attendance was 59.56, as against
58.00 in 1894, and is the highest
percentage of attendance in the
educational history of the Pro-
vince. The total expenditure by
Government for education in 1895
wa§ $121,781.17, being $296,23
less than in 1894. In his report
the Chief Superintendent says:
“The general results of educational
work- during the past year have
been satisfactory. The attendance
was larger and much more regular.
The character of the instruction
was better. In comparison with
former years, a larger number of
schools were in operation; a
greater number of teachers with
higher qualifications were employ-
ed. There-wasa markedand very
general increase in the number of
pupils receiving instruction in the
several subjects on the School
Course, and an increased attend-
ance at the Provincial College and
Normal . School. There was a
larger outlay by the people for
school purposes, and an increased
demand for good and experienced
ter.chers. All these attest more
loudly than words, the high esti-
mate put upon the Public Schools
and the work they are doing, by
the people of the Provinee.”

The house of commons got down
to private business on Monday 3oth
ult. with about the smailest attendance
.of any day of the sesssion; On Col.
Amyot’s desk lay a beautiful memorial
wreath of white roses and lilies of the
valley eutwined with maiden hair
fern, the floral offering of the deceased
member’s fellow representativeson the
conservative side of the house. The
first order of thé day to provoke a
discussion was the bill to incorporate
the Hudson Bay Canal and Naviga-
tion company. Qa motion to go into
committee, Mr. Martin arose to oppose
the measure, and Mr. Martin being in
one of his nasty humors, was not long
in getting into difficulties with the
chair.. The member for Winnipeg
was proceeding to read clause by
clause for the' purpose of comparing
the bill as originally introduced and
in its present amended form. Mr.
Speaker quoted the rule which forbids
the discussion of a bill in detail on a
motion to go into committee. Mr
Martin undertook to argue out the
question with the speaker, regardless
of the cries of “order” which arose
from the governmeut side. Mr.
Charlton essayed to help his friend
out of the snari, but only intensified
the tangle. He did not understand,
he protested, that Mr. Martin, intend-
ed to transgress the rules, to which
Mr. Speaker replied that he ‘cbuld
not furnish the members with under-
standing. He could- only quote the
rule and point out the transgression
of it “ Then,” said Mr. Martin
tesiily, I appeal to the house from
your ruling.” Sir Charles Tupper in-
terposed with the observation.that he
hoped the hon. member would not
proceed to that extreme. It would
be a matter of regret were the house
to-be appealed to from the ruling of
the chair, and it Mr. Martin reslly
desired only to discuss the principles
of the bill, he could surely do it with-
wut reading over the clauses of the
bill. Mr. Laurier admitted it would
be a matter of regret were the Speak-
er’s ruling to be challenged, but hoped
that in view of Mr. Martin’s assurance
some relaxation would be allowed.
Mr. Devlin wanted to know what was
to be done about his objection that
the bill was not printed in French.
Mr. Speaker ruled that the objection
did not hold at this stage of the biil.
Mr. Laurier finally implored his sup-
porter from Winnipeg to abandon his
attitude of parliamentary insubordin-
ation, which he did with very bad
grace. “I shall not persist in' my
appeal against your ruling. Mr. Speak-
er,” said be, “although personally I
don’t cdnsider it correct.” This ob
servation evoked another chorus of
protests from. the house, but Mr. Mar-
tin proceeded. He went on to talk of
the railway freight rates and to impugn
the character of the commission which
investigated them a year ago. From
that he wandered to the Hudson Bay
Railway Company, accusing the prc-
moters of that enterprise with grcss di =
honesty. Mr. Speaker again iater-
vened to ask what all this had to™ d
with the bill before the house, and no!
satisied with Mr. Martin’s explag-
‘ation observed further that/e-—could
not see what connection there could
be between the ralway cofmpany and
this canal enterprise unless the hon.

member wanted to show that thali the
passage of this bill would operate
against the railway. “Oh, Mr

Speaker, I'm in favor of the |bill,” was
Mr. Martin’s unblushing reply. It
set the house laughing outrigfit, for the
determination cf the member for
Winnipeg is well known to be to pre
vent the bill going through at 2ll in
the shape the promoters wantit. He
declared that it would be worse than
useless to build either a railway or a
canal to Hudson’s Bay until the navig
ab:lity of its waters in certain seasons
had been determined. He proceed-
ed to talk on the Hudson Bay and
sther matters until dinner time.
After recess Mr. Martin continued
nis speeth. denouncing the Hudson
Bay railway sceme and ridiculing the
idea of the practicability of Hudson’s
straits. The discussion was continued
by Messrs. Daly, Wel.h, McDowal!,
Sir James Grant and Lister, Sir
Charles Tupper, bart., explained how
the intrests of the country had been
safeguarded in the bill. He expres-
sed his surprise that Mr. Martin
.hould have taken up so much time
in denouncing a measure which was
iear to the hearts of the people of
Manatoba and the Northwest, a pro-
ject in which their thoughts were more
centered than on any other question
before this country. (Cheers). The
sceme was of vital consequence to the
progress and development of that
great country, and he was suprised
that Mr. Martin should strike a blow
atiit. (Cheers) ~ He ridiculed the
idea that be (Sir Charles) was ouly
manifesting an intrest in this question
row when the general election was
pending. He quoted from the pro
ceedings of the Royal Geographical
society in 1888, when he proved his
faith in the Hpygdson’s Bay route,
There was no enterprise in his judge-
ment, to which the government could
lend its energy, than this project which
would be of greater advantage to the
best intrests of this country.

It seemed as
though Constantinople was anticipat-
ing its own crucifixion by a Gethse-
mane of fearfal K anticipation. A
damper was thrown over the joys of
Easter, which 2]l felt would be the
last celebrated under the dome of St.
Scphia: Only a few Greeks had part-
ticipated in the celebration within the
walls of that glorious temple, for the
populace and the inferior clergy, to-
gether with the monks, could not be
reconciled to the thounght that the
Pope's authority was again réceived
in Constantineple, and its principal
church.

A singular circumstance had occur-
red on Easter morning, which had
produced a strong impression upon
the sensitive heart of Dimitrios. At
the moment that he was leaving St
Sophia, after assisting at Mass, a man
