Father Campbell in
Nova Scotia.

Week or two ago reference was
made in our columns to the first of
the Missions conducted in Nova
Scotia by Father Campbell, S. J., of
St. Joseph’s Glasgow. About three
weeks ago Fatber Campbell, com-
pleted the sixth Migsion of the series
in which he is engaged. This visit
to Nova Scotia is no ordinary Miss—
ion. Itisa great religious event
in the history of Nova Sootia, the

Some interesting extracts from a
letter from Father Campbell to his
brother Jesuits in Glasgow have
been reprinted in St. Joseph’s par=-
ish magazine, and these convey to
the members of the congregation
some idea of the warmth of the
affection with whish the Highland.
era of Cape Breton Island regard
their kinsman from Old Scotia. In
all the Missions he is conduoting in
the Colony, Father Campbell is
dealing with ‘‘virgin soil,” as they
never have had a Mission in these
parte. Qf oouse, in the Englisk-
speaking parts, Missions have al-
ready been conduoted by the Jesuit
Fathers. Father Campbell is there-
fore, the pioneer of Jesuit Mission-
aries in the Gelic=speaking parts of
the Colony—and when one remem-
bers the vast field covered by the
Jesuit Fathers in their missionary
efforts, the siogular importance of
Father Campbell’s mission is borne
in upon one. His journey all along
has had the resemblance of a royal
progress, The sepond Mission
preached was a Creignish, where
the church was orowded every day,
three services being conducted
daily, at each of which he preached,
So eager were all to take part that
the families arranged so that every
member should be able, with Con-
fession and Communion, to put in
the number of attendances requisite
to gain the indulgences and the
Papel blessing. Twenty-five miles
separated Creignish from Glendale,
where the third mission was to be
conduoted. Twenty-five teams
from Creignish convoyed the miss-
ionary ten miles of the way towards
Glendale. At that stage the High—
landers from Glendale—fifty teams
headed by priest and piper—met
The meeting was
most affeoting and inspiriting.
Exilee, and the ohildred of exiles,
gathered to give a royal Highland
welcome to (he priest who spoke
their tongue, and who knew the
people and their “place”; and the
pipes struck up merrily “The Camp
bells are Coming to Boonie Glen~
dale.” The fifteen miles of the
road were traversed by the mission-
ary and his remarkable escort, and
at the charoh door demse crowds
waited eagerly to give their greet—
ings. Without pause, the priests
and people entered ‘and filled the
churob, and jrined in the recital of
the Rosary in Gzlio, after which
Father Campbell was oconduoted to
the charch deor, where an address
of welcome was read in Gzlic,
after whioh Father Campbell re=
plied, telling the people how pleased
be was to find himself among the

Catholicity In Alaska.

The native Alaskans, previous to
1790, possessed little religious senti-
ment and confined their expressions
of a belief in the supernatural to the
worship of the stars and devotion to
the mysterions Windigo. In 1794,
Russian traders with the objeot -of
improving commerdcisal relations, en=
deavored to convert the Aleuts to
Christianity, since it was found that
they proved after oonversion more
smenable to amicable and bonest
trading. It was not, however, till
the cession of Alaska to the United
States, that Catholic missionaries
visited the region,

In 1872 the Oblates of Mary Im-
macalate built their first huts on the
banks of the Yukon and a few years
after, the saintly Bishop Seghersor-
ganized the missionary work, estab-
lishiog at Junean a convent of the
Sisters of St. Ann with three mem-
bers (Sister M. Zeno, M. Bonsecours
and M. Viotor, who are still slive),
and inviting the Jesuits to establish
stations in various seotions of the
country. In 1886, Arochbishop
Seghers, three Jesuit priests and
some bushmen madé their way over
the Chilcoot Pass and performed a
journey of 1,100 miles over snow-
bound wastes, to the source of the
Yukon, where they erected a stat.
ion.

Daring a camping near the month
of the Koyukuk river, one of the
bushmen murdered the Archhbishop
by sbooting him through the heart,
the tragedy having the effeot of
changing entirely the methods of
missionary work in that region,

In the latter nineties, when the
discovery of placer gold began to
attract miners from all parts of the
world, misgions naturally began
to assume considerable proportions,
a deoree of the Propaganda in 1894
raising Alaska to the dignity of a
Prefecture Apostolic.

The present incumbent of the
office is Father Joseph Crimont, S.

Nevor-
theless they believe that good is
rewarded and that evil is punished,

RURAL MAIL DELIVERY.

The Conservative poiley of im-
proving the postal service, and of
establishing free mail delivery in
country districts, is eommended
by United States experience. [t
is the policy of that country to
deliver the mail free at every door
in the United States, except in
the most remote, mountainous and
sparsely settied districts.

I
wish youn would avail yourselt of the
opportunity to convey to the good
people of Sheffield the expression of
the charming remembrance which
the pringess and myself retain of onr
last wvisit to their city, and of the
msagnificent welcome which they
acoorded to us. I am so sorry that
we csnnot mske a longer stay on
his present ocoasion, but we are both

loooking forward to visiting Steffield
socn sgain.”
That aftermoon, when Mundella
faced his oonstituents, instead of
treating them to one of his custom«

The True Cross.

Often it has been asserted that
many of the relics of the True Cross
are shams; that there are more than
could be carried by three bhundred
meo, that a2 house or a battleship
could be built with them, etc Cal-
umoies inoumerable and baseless as
these are circulated among non-Cath-
olics, and are accepted by them with
out doubt because they heard them
in their childhood. A learned Pas.
sionist Father performs a valuable
service, therefore, when, in conclude
fog an article on the True Cross in
“The Record,” of Louisville, he gives
the following brief summary of most
important and useful items to be pre-
served for future references,

1. After the body of Christ was
buried the Oross was thrown into a
cavern on Mount Calvary, There it
remained buried until found by St.
Helena in 326. The feast of “The
Finding of the Holy Cross,” May 3
commemorates this fact,

2. St. Helena built a magnificent
church over the place where the Cross
was found, and in it she placed the
greater part cf the Cross, enclosed in
asilver casket. In 617 the Persians
carried it away, but ten years later

5. Fourkinds of crosses were
used as instraments of punishment—
the Crux Furea, or forked stake, like
the letter Y ; the  Crux Decussa, or
obhqne cross, like the letter X, some-
times called St. ‘Andrew’s cross ; the
Crux Patibula, also ealled Tau Oron,
because it islike the letter T, pro-
nounced in Greek Tau finally the
Crux [mmissa, or Latin cross. This
is the ordinary cross, and generally
supposed to be the kind on which our
Savior died.

6. The dimensions of the Cross
of Christ were as follows: The up=
right beam was 15 feet long; the
transverse beam, 7 1-2 inches wide
and 6 inches thick.

9s Ounly 291 cubic inches of the
True Cross are still in existence, and
would .weigh, if brought together only
five pounds and two ounces.

ro.— The average size of a relic
of the trae Cross is about one-sixe
teenth of an inch long, and as thin as
an ordinary thread. A .common
match will yield no less than 1,400
such pieces, One cubic inch of wood
will produce 32 malches—32 multip-
lied by -1,400 equals 44,800, which
means that from one block of wood,
whose entire bulk is only one cubic
inch, no less than 44,800 relics may
be had.

11, With the foregoing figures as
a basis of calculations, the entire
Cross, containing 11,448 cubic inches
would produce no less than 603,193,
6oo relics, enough to give each
Chbristian man, woman and child of
every denomination one relic and
still have 56,173,442 remaining, for
there are 447,080,158 Christians in
the world.

However, only. 291 cubic inches of
the True Oross still remain, and of
these 184 cubic inches are cut up
varying in
size from 33 cubic inches down to 6
2-3 cubic inches. These large pieces
are preserved in various cities. Oaly
107 cubic inches, therefore, remain
for general distribution. Yet accord-
ing to the calculation given above in
number 1o, these 107 cubic inches
sbould yield no less than 4,793,600
relice — exceedingly more than
eneough to account for all the relics
claimed by Catholics to be genuine.

The Faith in Scotland.

Socotland, like many other Earo-
pean countries is embracing the
Oatholio religion, The Oolumbian,
in its last issue says:

“ There is no doubt that the Cath
olio faith has not only taken firm
root but is rapidly growing in Scot-
land, once the very stronghold of
snti.Oatholicism. Some convincing
figures of this fact have been obtain-
ed and made public by Rev. Dr.
Howie in a return made to the Glas-
gow Presbytery of the United Free
Church of the various cburches of
Glasgow and the distriot as com-
pared with the population. The
figures regarding the Oatholic
Church are very interesting and all
the more oconvincing, seeing that
they are furnished by a non.Catholic
olerio.

In the year 1901, Dr. Howie esti-
mates the Catholio population within
the Glasgow City boundary was
117,361. In 1906 itjhad risen to
163,750. Takiog in the suburbs of
Glasgow, the popalation in{1901, Dr,
Howie estimates to have been 160,-
385. Five years later he reckons it
193,711, Per 100,000 of the popa.
lation it is Dr, Howie's estimate
that in 1901 there were 1775 Qatba
olics, while in 1906 there were 2048
for every 10,000 of Glasgow’s popa-
lation within the city boundary.
Taking city and suborbs together,
the figures are, respectively, 1697
and 1939, Coming to the matter
of congregations, it is_found that in
the year 1891 there were 20 Catholic
congregations within the city bous-
dury, Ten years later there were
26. In the year 1906 there were 27,
sbowing am-inorease in the former
period of 35 per cent., and in the
latter period of over 12 per cent.
The increase in population between
1891 and 1906 was a little over 2§
per cent.
