These are painful things to say ; but in
common with many otlier considerations,
they persuade us that there will be no
dissolution of this Union.

We say dishonor before the world.—
There is no doubt about that. Dut we
mind not maioly, in this matter, what the
world eays, what the world calls dishonor.

Freedom is our nature's birthright. Where

will gay, that for the slave to break the
chain which binds Lim, and to fleo from it,
is an unworthy deed,—is forbidden by na-
ture's law 7 Nowhere. "The voico of sll
the world thus adjulges elavery to te
awrong to humanity. Freedom, we say,
isonrnature’s birthright, We are “called
to liherty™ by the cé of Ieaven —snd
now, emphatically, of earth alsh. A ery
has gone through the world, saying, “Up,
and demand joastice ! Up, and be free ! "'—

dianship of the wotld ; it is the law of all
time ; it is the'empire of eternity !

If we have detained our readers long,
the importance of the subjects upon which
weo have been engaged must be our apology.
This is a timo for clear, discriminating,
fixed, and firm opinion and decision. Never
were tho moral elcments of the world in
such commotion as now : and they are all
tending to one point,—the enfranchisement
of humanity from all unjust bonde. « Free-
dom ! the moralist's, pcet's, sage's theme
Inall ages,—we do_not yet know; perhaps,
how precious is the very boon to our naturo.

Our Diétrict Legislators have gone through a
great amount of business connected with school
matters, roads, bridges, &ec., but.the money
matter is the great matier—the puizle of puzzles.
The District has got, or rather has been put, into
delt, and the question ‘' How shall we get out 7"
seems to be attended with so me difficulty, and
even a little mystery. The difficulty and the
mystery are not diminished by the appearance of
the New Municipal Bill ; and although the
Council has gone, we believe, to the full extent of
its taxing abilitied this year, yet thege is some
fear that we will be under the necessity of unit-
ing in the doleful lamentation of Yorick’s Starl-
ing—*] can’t get out!” An attempt was
made by a Select Committee, to adgpt Hume's
principle of ** economy and retrenchment,” &
serious redaction of the ealaries of District
officers was recommended, but was rejected by
a Cpmmittee of the Whole ; the only: reduction
being 25 per ceat. off the salary of the Superin-
tendent of Cominon Schools, who in future is to
receive only seventy-five pounds. John Bignsl
received at one peiiod of his encumberance £130
or £140. How econon.ical we are getting !

We are great advocates for economy. JIn fact
we go the whole length with Richard Cobden ;
and had we the power we would exuctly reverse
the present principle of giving salaries ; we would
give the greatest amount of money to those who
rendered the greatest amount of service. At the
same-time-we think that-every man-s#hould be
fairly remunerated for the efficiency and regulari-
ty with which he diecharges the duties of his
office, and there are certain offices which ought
notto We given to the lowest offerer. For
instance, there are three officers in this Dis-
trict, namely, the Treasurer, the Clerk of the
Peace, and an Auditor, and we question much
if a change of these would be for the benefit of
the District, even though their offlices could be
filled for half the present salaries. But the in-
terference of the Courcil with the District ofli-
cers at present, would scarcely pay the trouble,
as it inapparent from the New Assessment and
Municipal Bills, that the duties and conrequent-
ly the salaries, of these officers will be material-
ly changed so soon as these acts come into ope-
ration.
