Our Irish Letter.
From Our Irish Correspondent.

So often have-the unrighted wrong* of 
Ei in been paraded in print before the 

I public and so often has the question been 
discussed front every point of view, that 
it may be well to consider what results 
would follow weie the advice so freely 
given, acted upon

The case is simply this, there arc two 
great nntagonestio parties in Ireland, 
Roman Catholic and Protestant. Nothing 
will satisfy either (as a party) but the ex­
termination of the other. To give thq, 
Protestants their way,the Maynootlyÿant 
the exclusion ot Roman Catholics from 
places of honor or power, together with 
all the indignities usually heaped upon the 
latter, would be the certain consequences. 
To give the opposite party thtir way the 
ascendancy of IVolestaut England in the 
green Ltle would be crushed for ever, a 
republic, the officers of which would be of 
the Roman Catholic failli, would be estab­
lished. The church establishment would 
be swept away and the name of Protestant 
become a by word of contempt and scorn.
It is bccauto the Protestant interests are 
tn the ascendancy that they are not dis­

affected. Unhappily the spirit of intoleit- 
ance is too deeply seated to bo uprooted 
for years to come. L«‘t it not bo thought 
for one moment that were James Stephens 
mid Ins emissaries in poesiSsioq of Ire­
land that thn strife would end If the 
Fciii .ns diffed to wrest the island from the 
rule of England, even, were Britain to 
remain inactive, the Protestants of Ulster, 
would make the hills and ghns once more 
reecho with their haughty watchword “No 
surrender.” I venture to say were Eng­
land herself to endeavor to take from 
Protestants their blood bought liberty the 
answer would be proud defiance. It is 
not the disendowment of the Established 
Chuich nor the amendment of the landlord 
and tenant law which can bring Ireland 
peace. Were the former doue away with 
Protestants would be as dissatisfied as 
Roman Catholics aro now. Religions 
animosity is so -deeply engrained in the 
very nnturo of the Irish that whole centu­
ries of Legislation would not eradicate 
the evil. It is not because members of the 
established Church aro inferior in point 
of numbers to the members of the Church 
of Romo thet the disendowment of the 
former establishment is sought for ; this 

^objection has been ofteu refuted. The 
Tfrhole secret lies in the fact that the par­
tie* hold opposite religious and political 
opinions, Protestants and Roman Cath­
olics (I am speaking generally) do not 
intermarry, nor do the lower rlasses of 
society trade freely with one «another. In 
conclusion the ro .son of all their discus­
sions is,to quote a terse, phrase used by the 
Irish themselves,which however inelegant 
it may seem, contains volunms of mean­
ing, they do not dig ,viih the same foot.
I am sure your readers will lie glad to 
turn from this melancholy picture to 
a brighter one in Ireland’s history,—Maj. 
Leech and several noblemen and gentle­
men have instituted a series of rifle 
matches in Ireland with a view to success­
fully compete with the English and 
Scotch shots at Wimbleton.
