Montgomery, N.W.T., Oct. 15, 8b. 
To the Editor of The Signal.

I suppose a few words from this part 
of the Northwest after tho harvest is 
over will be of interest to your readers.

Thb Frost.—This country was visited 
with an early frost on the nights of the 
23rd, 24th and 26th of August, doing an 
immense amount of damage to wheat and 
garden stuff. A few localities escaped, 
also a few pieces that were cut in every 
part of the country ; but the moat of the 
wheat lacked from 3 to G days from be 
ing fit to cut, and is damaged more or 
less.

Rsn Fyfe.—The crying down by tho 
millers of all other varieties, together 
with the free imoortation of Red Fyfe by 
the C. P, R., and tho establishment of 
all the grades of wheat with a certain 
percentage of Fyfe, so that there is hard 
fy any other kind in the country, and it 
being one of the latest known varieties, 
the farmers and the country in general 

ill suffer very heavy this season, soit 
varieties being worth more than frosen 
Fyfe. Oats, barley, potatoes, and root» 
are good.

Hot We\thbr.—There has been fine 
weather through Sept., the 23rd and 24tli 
being the hottest of the season—113 and 
115 degrees in the sun.

The Fall Show.—When we take into 
consideration that 3jt years ago the town 
of Whitewood, where the show was held, 
had no existence, the railroad not being 
built, nor the abode of a white man 
within 100 miles, it was a grand success, 
in point of entries and attendance of 
people being about equal to the Dungan 
non show. In the quality cf the e*.hi- 
"bits. garden stuffs, magnificent; cabbage, 
cauliflower and beets of immense size. 
Also wild hops, tobacco, squash, ripe 
tomatoes, and in fact every variety of 
garden stuff gmwn in Ontario. A good 
display of butter, cheese snd home made 
bread, also wild fruit preserves. There 
was also a good show of fancy work. 
Owing to the frost the grain show was 
small, but some good samples were 
shown Stock — Some thoroughbred 
Durham and sleek grade cattle show that 
the country produces good stock. A 
good show in the pig line ; also some 
sheep.

Falling the Sieve* In Fosillwa 1er the

housewife begins to think of stoves, and 
to wonder whether the old one that was 
put out in the woodshed or trundled un­
der the beck stairway is in condition to 
eland another winter’s campaign. About 
this time also the man of the house lets 
hia memory wander back to when he 
undertook to put up the etove last fall. 
He about makes up hia mind to hire the 
job done this time, for the recollection 
of how the stove-pipe fell on his head 
and a base on his hand when a leg was 
being adjusted c imes with painful force 
as he thinks about it. The time is near 
when the parlor stove must be put in 
place, and one is reminded of the answer 
a boy gave to his mother when she asked 
him the best way to keep a stove from 
rust over summer, as together they were 
engaged in taking down the heater last 
spring : “I guess the only way is to keep 
it going all summer.” The rusting of 
stoves that are not in use is one of the 
numerous evils that nost housewives 
have to contend against. It is one that 
causes lots of trouble when the time ar 
nvea to put the stove in place for when 
the labor of setting it up is over the rusty 
iron is far from pleasing to the eyes of a 
tidy woman. Many, when they see the 
state into which their stoves have got, 
decide to purchase new ones rather than 
undertake to get the old ones in trim for 
use. Carelessness in putting them away 
is the cause of this. A stove should be 
stored in a dry place and thoroughly 
thoroughly cleaned before it is put away. 
The nickel parts should be covered with 
a coat of whiting and the whole wrapped 
up in a piece of waste carpet. Wisps of 
straw wound about the stove will also 
serve to keep the damp out and save the 
work of cleaning off the rust in the fall. 
It a stove-cleaner is called in to do this 
work he will use up a gallon or two of 
kerosene oil in the endeavor get the rust 
off, and for several days the odor of the 
oil will permeate the the house. It is 
safe to say that a mamfity of people did 
not use precaution tii packing away the 
parlor stove, and will find it in a terrible 
condition of rust and dirt when it is 
hauled from its summer resting place.

Ovirstockiiift Pasture*.

Overstocking the pastures defeats 
every purpose of stock growing. It de­
creases the aggregate amount of food 
yielded by the pasture, for the plants 
are kept cropped down so closely that 
they suffer in vigor and are slow to re­
new growth, and grow but slowly when 
once started. They are injured mure by- 
drought, because they are weakly. The 
profits are decresead, nut only because 
of the lesser amount of food, but because 
these is a less surplus, above that requir­
ed to supply the waste of the system. 
The fertility added to the land is de­
creased, foi this depends upon the root 
growth, which is lessened, and upon 
stems and foliage being tramped down, 
which is almost altogether lacking. It is

Mou lu .Manage Catting*.

In reply to a correspondent, the Floral 
Cabinet give tl.e following directions in 
regard to the making and managing of 
pistil cuttings :

In selecting a cutting, a great deal de­
pends upon a judicious choice ; if the 
slip is too young and full of fresh sap, 
it will f*de away from too much evaror- 
tion ; if it is too old—hard and woody— 
itt will take a great while to strike root.

Y’ou must takp a cutting that is per­
fectly ripened and is from a vigorous 
shoot, yet a little hardened at the base. 
It is also essential to have a bud or joint 
at or near the end vf the cutting, as all 
roots strike from it, and the nearer it is 
to the base, the greater your chance of 
success.

Tw Find the Quee n Bee.
A new and simple way of securing any 

queen that you wish to remove from a 
hive was reported to us last year. We 
tried it several times with success. Some 
who find the search for a queen tedious 
and difficult may be glad to know it.

Put over a hole in the top of any hive 
a surplus honey box with one or more 
glass sides ; no other box on ; smoke the 
bees in the hive slightly at the entrance, 
then commence drumming on the hive 
smartly, as when driving bees out. 
Watch the box on top and yon will see 
among the first bees to go into it the 
queen.

The friend who recommended this way 
asserts that he has never failed to see 
the queen go up within a few seconds of 
thetime when he began to drum the hive. 
We think, however, that th’s would not 
always be the case. Where ommon box 
hives are in use this would probably be 
the easiest method of finding the queen.

One of our former partners, Mr. Walk­
er, also discovered the above method 
when Italianizing black bees in the coun­
try.

Shade for two or 
three days from the sunlight, but don’t 
let the sand become dry ; then give all 
the sun you can obtain, keep up a good 
supply of moisture, and you can hardly 
fail to root most of your cuttings.

Mr. Garrow has for about ten 
year» been regarded aa one of the ablest 
lawyers in the county. He is hard­
working and conscientious, and although 
still a young man has won the respect 
of the bench and the bar for his ability, 
straightforwardness and industry.

•pared to wear the silk gown ana carry 
the red bag, and when his hair begins to 
whiten may he take a seat upon the 
bench, a place for which hia rare sense 
of honesty, equity and justice, and wide 
knowledge of the law, eminently fit him.

Graham Gpms.—One cup of sweet 

milk, one-half cup of sugar, one table 
spoonful of melted butter, one egg, two 
teaspoonfuls of baking powder ; mix to 
thick batter with graham flour ; till the 
pans a little more than half full. They 
will bake in fifteen minutes in a quick 
oven.

To make good oatmed cakes, work 
three parts of tine oatmeal and one part 
of flour into a stiff paste with treacle 
(golden syrup), with the addition of a 
very small quantity of lard, and suffici­
ent baking powder to impart the desired 
lightness. Bake the paste in the form 
of small flat cakes much resembling the 
ordinary “ginger-nuts” of the biscuit- 
baker.

Grape Preserves.—Wash the fruit, 
press the pulp into an earthern dish, the 
skins in another ; cook the pulp suffici­
ently and put through a colander ; weigh 
pulp and skins, then take three quarters 
of a pound of sugar to one of fruit ; put 
into your kettle; when dissolved, add 
the fruit and boil twenty minutes. Have 
both juice And sugar boiling hot when put 
together,' and twenty minutes is plenty 
of time.

Apple Butter Roll.—Make dtugh 
as for biscuit, only a little shorter, roll 
until pue-balf inch thick, spread with 
apple butter, roll up, then put a eloih 
around it, tie at each end with a string, 
leaving the cloth loose enough to have 
room to rise, and boil it one hour, or one 
hour and a quarter if Urge. It ie to be 
rolled the same way as jelly roll, is to be 
eaten warm with sweet cream.

Protection op Plant*.—A very slight 
covering will exclude much cold. At 
first it seems almost impossible that a 
thin mat or any such flimsy substance 
would prevent tender plants from attain­
ing the temperature of the atmosphere 
by which it is generally supposed they 
are injured. But when it is considered 
that bodies on the surface uf the earth 
become, during » «till and serene night, 
colder than the atmosphere, by radiating 
their heat to the heavens, a good reason 
will be observed for the practice.

French Rolls.—Take three medium 
sized Ir.sh potatoes, boil until soft, mash 
in the water in which they were boiled, 
add enough flour to make it the consis- 
tency of cream. Soak a yeast cake in a 
cup of tepid water, beat in two or three 
eggs, one tablespoonful of sugar, one of 
salt, mix the whole together and set it to 
rise. When t*isen, work in flour, into 
which has been rubbed one tablespoonful 
of lard, until stiff enough to handle eas­
ily. Let it rise again, then make out 
the rolls with your hands, flatten until 
they will fold over, and spread a very 
little butter, just enough to Keep it from 
sticking ; bake quick. The above recipe 
will make thirty rolls.

How to Clean Carpets.—Beat and 
shake thoroughly clear of dust; than tack 
smoothly to the floor, and with a scrub­
bing brush apply the following mixture : 
Half pound of borax, one-quarter pound 
sal soda, half ounce alum, one and a half 
pound of rosin road ; cover with water 
and boil until dissolved ; then pour into 
two buckets of water (rain water Lett) 
let stand until all thickens. When ready 
to use add half a pint of alcohol and one 
gill of ammonia. Scrub one place at a 
time thoroughly, the same as you would 
scrub a floor. Sponge off with clean cold 
water and leave aoors and windows open 
till dry.

Making -Hatches.

Nearly all the operations of match 
making are carried on by machinery. 
Tne wood is first sawed into blocks of 
uniform length, usually li inches long, 
or the length of a match. These blocks 
are then fed into the cutting machine, 
which cuts twelve matches at every 
stroke. To make round matches the 
wood is forced through perforations in 
metal plates. The splints are then push­
ed into slats arranged on a double chain 
250 feet long. On this they are carried 
to the sulphur vat, dipped in by means 
of a mechanical movement, and then in 
the same manner to the phosphorous vat 
and dipped. Machines are also used for 
making the boxes and packing the splints 
therein. As the consumption of matches 
is must enormous—being estimated at 
six a day for every mau, woman and 
child in Europe and North America— 
they form an important article ot com 
merce, and the invention of machinery 
for their manufacture has proved of great 
advantage. But the especial value of 
machinery is that it has su largely reduc­
ed the mortality caused by working over 
the phosphorous. This substance ,when 
heated, throws out fumes which cannot 
be continuously breathed without caus­
ing disease. In large factories 144,000 
small boxes of matches are often made 
and packed ready for shipping in a single 
day.
