“Blindfolding the Devil
in the Dark.”

There is a ‘“joke” on between the
Paily News and the Chronicle on the
gubject of “blindfolding the devil in
the dark,” which shows how the pick-
nickers love one another. On Fri-
day we pointed out that the Morison
organ was having a “Dig at the
Premier,” Sir Edward Morris, who in
1806 had charge of the Licensing Bill,
which became law that year, and we
quoted what the Daily News had to
say about the framers. The citation
ran thus:—

“It may be that the appointment of
a Licensing Board was “simply a case,
to put it vulgarly, of blindfolding the
devil in the dark.” We confess that
we have had suspicions in that direc-
tion; but now that the statement is
made without qualification by one
who was in the confidence of the
framers of the Act, suspicion becomes
certainty.” :

The author has never denied the
soft impeachment, but the Chronicle
indignantly denies it, and tells us we
do not know what we are writing
,about. But curiously enough we
have seen a ‘“dig” somewhat similar,
which also appeared in the Daily
News, at that time edited by Mr. Mott,
and made by the Hon, D. Morison.
On June 8th, 1905, Mr. Donald Mori-
son wrote in the Daily News thus:—

“If my main object in life was what
the man in the street called political
success, I might have taken pattern
by Sir E. P. Morris, who is such a
warm friend of Temperance reform-
ers and rum-sellers alike at one and
the same time.”

Unfair Treatment.
