Zachary Taylor.

Zachary Tay­

lor, twelfth Pre­
sident of the Un­
ited States, died 
62 years ago to­
day 'after only 
one year in the 
White House. Hir 
death was 
mourned hv ev­
erybody ex c e p t 
Mexico, f r o in 
which he had re­
moved several 
square fret o f 

territory some years previous. As f 
scrapper, Zach Taylor has not beer 
excelled by any of our presidents ex­
cept T. Roosevelt, who has just taker 
the hide of some of our most pro 
rniuent bosses. He was a very com 
pact man, being constructed somewha 
on the lines of a square piano, and hai 
a concise form of sVeSSh, biting of 
his consonants and throwing then 
at the enemy in a new state. Soor 
after he entered the army General 
Taylor was ordered to the frontier 
which was then about four miles'"wes! 
of Coneey Islands, and send word t< 
the Indians to keep off the grass 
Chief Blackhawk retorted in a long 
speech about squatter sovereignty, bul 
finally had to detail so many squads 
of pall-beares that he was short a 
quorum in his effective force, so he 
surrendered with a pained look. 
Shortly after this the . United States 
decided to separate the state of Texas 
from Mexico, and see if Mexico would 
miss anything. History relates thaï 
Mexico missed Texas at once anti 
sl»e kept on missing everything sh' 
shot at during the war. General 
Taylor was sent over to see that Taxa? 
did not move, and before returning 
found it necessary to slaughter a large 
number of inoffensive and odoriferous 
Greasers. His chief debate took place 
at Buena Vista, where an old gentle­
man named Santa Ana fell on him 
heavily with 21,009 men. Taylor had 
only 5,000 troops, but nearly all of 
them could hit the i>avement if they 
jumped off the roof and Santa Ana 
was dispersed to such an extent 
that no attempt was "made to collect 
his fragments. After thus spikng 
Texas to the map, (general Taylor re­
turned home and was injected Into the 
White House in spite of his struggjes. 
He was called “Old Rough Land 
Ready,” a nickname which fittingly 
typified his rugged courage and old- 
fashioned honesty, qualities with 
which his name will ever be insepar­
ably connected.

GEORGE KNOWLING
Captain Benson, Mate R. Francis, 

Cook J. Sutton, Bosun Jas. Button, 
and Seamen Ned Snow and Frank 
Reardon, of the Ill-fated schr. Empire, 
arrived in from Cape Broyle on a con­
struction train at 3 a.m. to-day. To 
the Telegram Capt. Benson said that 
the Empire was out 30 days from 
Oporto to St. John’s w’lth sand ballast 
and wine, and had head winds hut 
fine weather until Sunday, the 30th of 
June, when a dense fog enveloped the 
ocean. At 1 p.m., while the captain 
was below, with Bosun Button at the 
wheel and the fog horn blowing and 
the vessel running at an 8 knot clip, 
she struck an immense dead sulphur 
bottom whale stem on. and reeled 
from the shock. The collision took 
the stem completely out of her and 
water began pouring Into the ship in 
torrents. The pumps were Immediate­
ly manned and some of the crew kept 
balling with buckets out of the fore­
hold, and from then until Thursday, 
the 4th July, they kept hard at work 
keeping her afloat. By that day the 
crew were entirely exhausted, had to 
give up pumping, and provisioning 
their boat and taking some of their 
effects they left the vessel. BStore 
doing so Capt. Benson threw kero­
sene oil about the cabin and fore­
castle and set fire to the vessel. The 
boat being small and the weather bad. 
shortly after leaving they had to 
throw their effects overboard to make 
room and lighten her. The accident 
occurred 400 miles S. E. of Cape 
Spear, and all Thursday it was foggy 
with a gale of S. W. wind and heavy 
sea. That night they had to heave to 
with e-sea anchor out, and with vary­
ing gales all Friday they sailed to­
wards Newfoundland on a N. W. 
course. Friday night, the 5th, they 
saw a steamer in the distance, buru­
l'd flareups and signalled her. but she 
took no notice and held on her course 
o the westward. Saturday at noon, 
when all felt most depressed, the Lun- 
‘tiburg banker Lucille B. Creaser. 
apt Arthur Creaser, loomed up out 
f the fog, coming directly towards 
hem and taking the shipwrecked men 
n board treated them with every 
indness and landed them at Cape 
Iroyle. Fred Ring, a young chap of 
iarvey & Go’s, office, who was across 
n the vessel on a health trip, ('apt. 
‘enson says proved himself a plucky 
ad. He had learned how to steer on 
he voyage and also the use of the 
ompass, and while the men pumped 
:e steered, but for which they might 
ave been forced to leave the vessel 

-arlier and in bad weather, and 
vould risk their lives. Fred Ring is 

son of Mr. Wm. Ring, keeper at the 
Ainatic Asylum, and he never tnur- 
lured at his position though he was 
trenched to the skin for hours owing 
o wearing faulty oil clothes. Capt. 
Idnson only saved a sextant, and all 
is crew- as well as himself lost their 
lothing and effects.

Wonder That the Argonauts, of Tor­
onto, Do Not Benefit by Their De-
feat at Henley Regattn.

London, Jyly 5.—The defeat of the 
Toronto Argonaut oarsmen at Hen­
ley yesterday is followed to-day by 
considerable criticism of the Canad­
ians style. One expert describes the 
contest which the Australians won 
as a real slogging race. After being 
behind to the half-mile mark, Austra­
lia went ahead and won by a length 
and a quarter. ThewCanadians went 
away at forty-six a minute, as fast a 
stroke as has been pulled at Henley 
for a number of years. The Austral­
ians were content with six less, and 
at this were able to show their best, 
for their bodies and oars moved like 
one man. When the Canadians swish­
ing stroke commenced to slacken the 
Australians began to gain, and when 
once they had levelled up, the race 
was never left long in doubt. It was 
by no means an easy win, both crews 
being much exhausted. The time. 7 
mins., 4 sçcsi, was fast, but conditions 
were quftelgood.

Another expert commenting on the 
race, says: "The Argonauts have 
been frequent visitors to Henley, but 
I always wondered why they don’t 
benefit by their continued defeats. 
Their style hasn’t altered one whit, 
and until it does, and they can learn 
to get a real hard sharp beginning 
and eliminate the terrible hoist at 
first , the chances of victory are 
small.”

The 
foul blow struck by Wolgast was seen 
by every man near the ringside. It 
was the fourth or fifth foul the cham­
pion had landed on Rivers. The sum 
total of it all is that Wolgast knew 
he was whipped and resorted to his 
foul tactics to save himself."

No one connected with Wolgast’s 
camp would sav a word, and all of 
them jumped in an automobile and 
quickly left the pavillion. Welsh de­
clared all bets off.

on the windward side of it and seven 
miles on the leeward side.

Prof. Barnes’ device is an adapta­
tion of the electrical resistance ther­
mometer—so sensitive that it will 
record a variation of one-thousandth 
of a degree. This thermometer is de­
signed to be permanently attached 
to the ship under the water, and by 
means of wires leading from it to the 
chart room to make a continuous re­
cord in the chart room of the water 
temperature. So s t r i k i n g is this 
record that, whereas on an ordinary 
thermometer a single degree is 
usually represented by only one- 
eight of an inch, the new thermomet­
er represents a single degree by an 
interval of two feet.

He is still a young man, under 40 
years of age, and thus not so very far 
removed from his student days. A 
glance at his face is sufficient to re­

.thinker. His dark eyes have in them 
that ‘ inwardness," that steady, con­

The steamship Royal George, out­
ward bound from Montreal on May 
1, was equipped with two of these 
thermometers, and Prof. Barnes 
directed its use, as he sailed en the 
ship to England to lecture, by invita­
tion, on this very subject before 
that famous body of scientists, the 
Royal Institute.—Toronto Globe.

CHILDREN SCARED BY MAN. WHO 

IS ARRESTER.

Their father having gone to the 
fishery 'at Groais Islands, and their 
mother being an inmate of the Hos­
pital. four little children have been 
living alone in their residence, Pat­
rick Street, for some time past.

Mackey, who at 8.45 last night 
visited Patrick Street and found the 
maft answering to the description of 
the party who visited the Reid resi­
dence prowling about the pla3^. The 
officer promptly arrested hinv took 
him to the Western Station and call­
ing a cab conveyed him to the lockup. 
He was particularly identified by the 
child owing to a cap which he wore 
and which had a brown leather peak. 
The children would have been taken 
in and cared for by their grandmother 
and aunt of Bambrick St. but that 
scarlet fever is in their home. Last 
night, however, the children were so 
frightened that they for a while were 
in their relatives’ house and ran the 
risk of contracting the disease.
