I an -enquiry into the decrease of the 
! output in regard to trade policy. Steps 
j will be taken to promote industrial re­
search, invention and increasing ef- 

j ficiency by developing technical edu- 
! cation. Increased output will be stimu- 
I lated by propaganda and the import- 
; ance of the principle of standardiza- 
i tion is emphasized. It is proposed to 
establish a Department of Standards 
to promote and co-ordinate standard­
ization generally and administer all 
necessary testing institutions, trade 
organizations or private firms. Un- 

I stable industries are defined as ful­
filling the following test: Produce es­
sential for war or for maintaincnce 
of the country during the war, in­
dustry, so neglected before the war 
that there was an inadequate supply 
of the product; industry about which 
the Government found it necessary to 
take special steps during the war, in­
dustry which if special Government 
support were withdrawn could not 
maintain itêllf at t he level of pro­
duction necessary to national life. It 
is proposed that fees charged for the 
maintain itself at the level of pro­
duced by such unstable industries be 
fixed with regard in each case to the 
difference between the price at which 
the article can be imported and the 
price at which the similar article can 
lv sold in the United Kingdom. It is 
lated that it may be necessary for 

the Government to assist these in­
dustries for some years.

against the Russian Bolshevik! have 
now reached an interesting stage. The 
Russian northwestern army and the 
Esthonians have during the past week 
thrown back the Bolsheviki across 
the Laga River while farther south 
serious fighting is going on north-west 
of Porkhov and south of Pikoff. In 
both of those sectors however the, Bol­
shevik have been counter attacking 
for the past fortnight and have suc­
ceeded in pushing back their oppon­
ents for twenty miles. In the Pikoff 
sector the Bolsheviki are within nine 
miles of the Pikoff-Riga railway but 
certain weaknesses are observed in the 
Bolsheviki troops, and recently one 
regiment deserted complete with the 
transport. The recent Polish opera­
tions brought their left wing first to 
the lake region south of Minsk and 
south as far as Volhynix. The com­
pleteness of the Polish victory at 
Minsk is shown by the fact that the 
Bolsheviki were driven back fifty miles 
on a front of a hundred miles. The 
Poles are also attacking on a hundred 
and twenty mile front from the Pripet 
river to south of Rovno. On the north­
ern Polish front the Bolsheviki have 
been driven back behind the Gorin 
river. The Poles now hold the whole 
trunk line from Vilna by Baranovictch 
to Ostrog the left wing of Gen. Pet- 
liuras’ army is pushing forward to­
wards Kieff from which he is now 
ninety miles away. In the meanwhile 
serious uprisings on a large scale have 
broken out against the Bolsheviki 
west, south and southwest of Kieff. 
Indeed it appears that the whole in­
terior of the Ukraine is rising enmasse

The Supreme Council will probably 
send an Allied military mission to 
Silesia in an effort to settle the three 
cornered fight between Spartacans, 
Poles and Germans, which involve 
mining districts, and is making more 
acute coal shortage in Central Eu­
rope.

NEW YORK, To-day.

DISTRIBUTING FREE FISH.
LONDON, Aug. 21.

(Reuter Ottawa Agency.) — Two 
tons of fish, consisting of frozen her­
rings and haddocks, forming the first 
consignment from the five hundred 
tons given by the headquarters of the 
overseas military forces of Canada, 
was distributed to-day at Bermond­
sey. Eager crowds waited for two 
hours, and everybody was supplied. 
Similar distribution will take place 
to-morrow at Roterhitho and other 
centers, when ten tons will be given 
away.

AUTHORITIES GIVE OPINIONS.
LONDON, Aug. 21.

(Reuter, Despatch.)—The Trade cor­
respondent of the Daily Mail, who 
has been investigating the congestion 
of the docks in London cites a high 
official of the port as saying that the 
one danger point is in regard to large 
timber consignments coming on Gov­
ernment account for Housing schemes. 
A million tons are to come from Can­
ada. If it is shipped in steamers that 
do not require deep water docks, it 
will not matter so much, but other­
wise it will need lighters to move it 
to places where it will have to be 
stored, and that will accentuate the 
shortage of lighters for general car­
go vessels. Another authority said 
that much space had been used of 
late for food stuffs that was formerly 
used for timber. If all this timber is 
brought in ahead of the Housing 
schemes, for which it is intended, and 
not stored elsewhere, there will be a 
direct effect on the food storage 
accomodation and that might easily 
affect food prices.

public to study foreign exchange in 
order to appreciate the necessity of 
economy, and increasing the pro­
duction of exports, pointing out that 
money which now seems so plentiful 
is fictitious owing to being inflated by 
paper currency. Similar concern is 
expressed in Paris. “Le Temps" of 
that city compares the position of 
France unfavorably with that of 
Great Britain, pointing out that the 
pound sterling is worth thirty-four 
francs in France. It urges an in­
crease of cheaper production as the 
order to sell goods abroad as the 
only remedy. It concludes its com­
ment on the subject by stating “that 
it is unlikely the Allies will resume 
a system of artificial stabilization of 
exchange.” A telegram from the 
Berlin Food Department states that 
owing to the decreasing value of the 
mark, which is now worth two pence 
half penny, is prohibited from buying 
certain goods abroad, such as food 
supplies, mentioning Denmark and 
Holland particularly.

BERLIN, Aug. 21.

A mysterious distribution of arms 
among Pomeranian peasants is re­
ported by the Sewoelf Uhr Blatt, 
■which says that a military automobile 
delivered a load of arms Saturday. 
Another automobile was seized when 
about to deliver 400 rifles and a 
quantity of ammunition to the Pom­
eranian Agricultural League.

CANADIAN GROCERS MEET.
OTTAWA, Ont., Aug 22.

With about sixty delegates in at­
tendance from principal cities of 
Canada, the newly organized Cana­
dian Wholesale Grocers’ Association 
opened its first annual convention in 
Chatteau Laurier, to-day. H. W. 
Chamberlain, of Ottawa, was elected 
Chairman. W. F. O’Connor, Vice- 
President of the Canadian Board of 
Commerce, at the request of the con­
vention, attended and explained claus­
es of bills Nos. 166 and 167, giving 
members of the Association the full­
est possible information regarding 
the working of the new acts.

PREFERENCE FOR EMPIRE GOODS
LONDON, Aug. 22.

(Reuter’s Despatch.)—The Com­
missioner of Customs has issued an 
explanation of the New Empire pre­
ference rates mentioned in the Budget 
Speech, which become operative on 
Sept. 1st. In the case of manufac­
tured goods the preference is only 
claimable if twenty-five per cent, of 
the factory or workshop cost of each 
article is due to labor within the 
Empire. The exceptions are manu­
factured tobacco, refined sugar, syrup 
and molasses. The onus of proof as 
to the origin of the goods rests with 
the importers.

STEAM BARGE SINKS.
QUEBEC, Aug. 22.

The steam barge, Capt. Dunn, from 
the Great Lakes, sank here this morn­
ing at 3.30 off the breakwater. She 
had come from points below with pulp 
wood for the Lakes a half hour be­
fore and collided with the Point Cardy 
wharf, immediately springing a-leak. 
The crew sped her towards the Beu- 
port flats to beach her, but she sank 
on the way.

AIR MINISTRY STIMULATING AIR 
FORCES.

LONDON, Aug. 22.
(Reuter Despatch.)—The Air Min­

istry issues details of the airplane 
competition which will commence on 
the 1st of March next year, in regard 
to the developments of aviation lines 
and increased safety in flying. The 
rules are framed to ensure that the 
machines and engines must be design­
ed and conducted within the Empire 
except the ignition system, carbure­
tors and instruments. The large type 
of machine must have accommodation 
for fifteen besides the crew, and must 
travel ninety miles an hour. The 
small type must carry two including 
the pilot and must travel one hun 
dred miles an hour. Seaplanes must 
carry four exclusive of the crew and 
must travel eighty knots per hour.

The origin of the fire is wrapped in 
mystery. An outburst of flames 
through the roof of the barn was 
the first intimation the people had 
of its presence, and the dwelling and 
outhouses being but very short dis 
tances apart soon fell an easy prey to 
the consuming element.

A moderate westerly wind was 
blowing at the time, which, together 
with the dry condition of everything 
owing to the time of season, simply 
maddened the flames, so that by the 
time the people gathered on the 
premises all efforts were of no avail 
to save any of the buildings.

Mr. Cole was absent on Bell Island, 
endeavouring to secure his day’s pay, 
and, in fact Mrs. Cole and the other 
members of the family were absent 
from their home at the time, which 
serves to render the cause or origin 
of the sad occurance more mysteri­
ous.

The actual proprty destroyed com­
prises, with all their contents, ex­
cept the kitchen stove and the car­
riage. The contents destroyed would 
then be articles of almost every de­
scription, comprising the accumula­
tion of a lifetime of sixty years of 
hard work and energy of the most 
praiseworthy type. *

At the present rate of labour and 
material and the increasing cost of 
every commodity we are very confi­
dent that Mr. Cole’s possession on 
August 11th would be good vaiue for 
seven thousand dollars, while before 
the sun went down on the following 
day he had to boil his kettle over a 
fire kindled among the ruins nearby 
the ruins of his premises and depend 
on the mercy of the firmament to be­
stow on his heay family that warmth 
and protection from the night -winds 
while he had not a blanket or a sheet 
to secure for them.

Such a misfortune, Mr. Editor, oc- 
curing to a man of more than sixty 
years of age and dependent on his 
day’s pay for his and his family’s sup­
port is one from which, unaided, it is 
impossible for him to recover.

The people of Colliers, Conception 
and Avondale are doing all possible in 
the way of meeting his immediate and 
urgent requirements by collecting 
money and material and erecting a 
temporary dwelling until the winter 
months will enable them to get some 
timber from the woods. Should any 
of your readers, Mr. Editor, desire to 
contribute any assistance in money or 
otherwise towards the alleviation of 
Mr. Cole's misfortune I am sure Mr. 
George Kennedy, the member for the 
district, will be only too glad to re­
ceive and acknowledge the same from 
any kind-hearted and practical sym­
pathizer.

That Mr. Cole may have the best 
possible of that assistance which he 
so sorely deserves I would kindly ask 
the other city papers to please copy 
this letter of appeal.

A Mother of Sixty-Two.
So far as can be gathered, the hon­

our of being the mother of the biggest 
family in this country belongs to the 
late Mrs. Mary Jonas, of Chester, who 
had thirty-three children — fifteen 
pairs of twins and three singly born.

Every child was born alive, apd the 
record is incribed on a headstone in 
Chester Cemetery, where this cham- 

, pion mother is buried.
Thirty-four children were born to 

Mr. William Bonnett, of York, but in 
this case they were divided between 
three mothers. Of the first marriage 
four children were born; of the sec­
ond, twenty-six, including triplets 
and twins; and of the third four.

These records, however, are com­
pletely out-classed by that of an 
Italian woman, Signora, Gionetta, of 
Nocera, Naples, who, in nineteen years 
of married life, gave birth to fifty- 
nine boys and three girls. In nine 
years she had eleven sets of triplets, 
three times she had four at a birth, 
and on one occasion she gave birth to 
five boys and a girl.

The case is quite authentic, and 
seventeen years ago a petition was 
presented to the Italian Government 
asking for an annual pension for the 
woman who had established the 
world’s birth record.

Arrangements were made through 
i friends who were allowed to see the 
prisoner, and late at night the “lady,” 
disguised as a negro employed about 
the prison, climbed to the cell win­
dow, where the lovers joined hands 
through the bars whilst a clergyman 
friend stood below and said the 
words which made them man and 
wife. All the State went into fits of 
joy at the occurrence, and as there 
was now no evidence, the bridegroom 
was released.

Some years ago a wedding was just 
about to be celebrated, and all the 
guests were in their places in the 
church. The bridegroom had arrived, 
and was waiting for his prospective 
bride, when a stranger was seen to 
come in from the vestry and touch 
him on the arm. The young man left 
the church with him, smiling and nod­
ding to the many people he knew.

That was the last anyone ever saw 
of him. He was a most respectable 
and estimable young man, and no one 
knows to this day how or why he was 
spirited away. The young lady, mar­
ried another man some years later, 
but still believes in her first love, and 
thinks he met foul play.

In any other city but this 
these regulations will be found. 
They do obviate disorder and 
confusion. People on the side­
walks there keep either to 
the right or to the left. They 
do it automatically. They do 
not need to be told. The police 
officers do not have to remind 
them of the regulations. They 
are born in it and get the habit.

St. John’s is a city' incorpora­
ted. It has a population of 
about forty-five thousand citi­
zens. The regulations are need­
ed and easy to formulate and to 
enforce.

OBVIATING STREET 
CONFUSION.

If there is one thing above 
most others that strikes the 
visitor to our city as being 
strange it must surely be the 
confusion and absence of sys­
tematized arrangement of traffic 
and pedestrians.

There are many needed im­
provements to be effected in St. 
John’s, most of them being of 
a nature that requires rather 
lavish expenditure. There are 
some, however, that are just as 
needed that would cost little or 
nothing to have made. The 
matter of street traffic is one of 
them.

As far as horses, cars and 
other vehicles are concerned, 
there is not a great deal lacking. 
Room for some improvement, of 
course, there is, but not to such 
an extent as that of the pedes­
trians who cause, by their lack 
of regulated movements, the 
confusion so evident on our 
streets.

It is the rule of the road, 
where horses and other convey­
ances are concerned, to keep al­
ways to the left hand side. In 
this way much confusion is ob­
viated and there is not the num­
ber of accidents there would be 
were the rule not in force and 
enforced.

With pedestrians, on the oth­
er hand, there is no rule. People 
may and do walk to the right or 
to -the left, just as they feel in­
clined. On a sidewalk are people 
going in opposite directions and 
the number of collisions is big.

Everyone has witnessed the 
confusion caused by a man who 
is in a hurry. He cuts around 
this man, dodges another, 
swerves narrowly from still an­
other and then dashes into— 
perhaps an old lady. This pic­
ture is not overdrawn. There is 
confusion. Too much confusion. 
And absolutely unnecessary con­
fusion.

Everyone knows the value of 
orderliness. The very function 
of good government is based on 
orderliness. Without it all is 
anarchy.

If we have order and regular­
ity in one thing why not in an­
other? If order and regularity 
are enforced in the middle of the 
street why not on the side­
walks ?

The power to make and en­
force such regulations is in the 
hands of the police. There is no 
reason why the police should 
not, and every reason why the 
police should, immediately for­
mulate such regulation, make 
it known to the public and en­
force it.

No difficulty will be experien­
ced. No opposition or antagon­
ism from the people will be met 

,with. Everyone realizes the 
_ confusion in our streets—es­

pecially on a Saturday night. 
The good sense of all will cause 
all to co-operate with the police 
in obviating and even elimina­
ting this unnecessary confusion, 
and in observing the regula­
tions governing it.

Inter - Denominational 
Education.

SOME NOTABLE OPINIONS
There can be no doubt that Interdenominational 

Education is the system favored by nearly every right- 
thinking man in the country to-day. Many have pro­
nounced their approval of the principle, while many 
more, who have not done so, consider it right and the 
only right one. Some time ago we published the 
opinions of some prominent men on the important 
subject, and to-day we append more. That they are 
clear-cut and sharply-defined is evident, and each one 
is worded in such emphatic and decisive language that 
there can be no mistaking its meaning. Possibly the 
most interesting of to-day’s list is that of Mr. Dugald 
Munn, who, as he states, is prepared to give Twenty- 
five Thousand Dollars to Education if it be Inter­
denominational. Naturally, such a pronouncement as 
this does much to bring forward a-system as the one 
on which the following quotations have been given.

Rev. J. W. A. N. Nicholson, Moderator of Halifax 
Presbytery, and now Supplying in St. Andrew’s 
Church, Says:—“The closer co-operation the different 
denominations have in education the better for the 
dominion, and for that reason the proposed amalgama­
tion is a step in the right direction. As an outsider, I 
may say that I do not understand how the present 
“system” could have been tolerated for so long.”

Mr. Charles P. Ayre, of the firm of Avre & Sons, 
a Prominent Church and Business Man, Says:—“The 
adoption of Interdenominational Education will mark 
a great step forward in-the training of the young 
people of this country. In most of the outports it will 
make possible properly graded, better staffed, and 
more efficiently equipped schools, in which the teach­
ers, instead of working alone, will have the advantages 
that come from personal contact with others of the 
same profession. The scholars will benefit by a larger 
environment and a more practical system. Compul­
sory education will be made feasible in all the 1 more 
populous centres.”

Rev. D. B. Ashford, of the Congregational Church, 
Says :—“Education is a National affair, and ought not 
to be in the hands of the Churches, as such, at all. or 
subject to the whims and wiles of party politics. But 
bearing in mind the evolution of our nresent system. 
I believe that Interdenominational Education would 
be a great step forward, and would make for both 
efficiency and economy. The Churches have no right 
to allow vested interest or denominational jealousy to 
stand in the way of a more perfect system of educa­
tion.”

Mr. Dugald Munn Says: Give the Youngsters a 
Chance!—“There is a tide in the affairs of men which, 
taken at the flood, leads on to fortune : Omitted, all the 
voyage of their life is bound in shallows and in miser­
ies. On such a full sea are we now afloat.”

And not have our educational grant squandered 
into small sections,—thus making it impossible to em­
ploy and hold good teachers, and also impossible to 
have graded schools.

The Methodist and Church of England people have 
had Educational Drives, and I have promised that if 
they will pocl their funds and amalgamate I will sub­
scribe Twenty-five Thousand Dollars towards it, for 
the uplifting of my native land.

Give the youngsters a chance !—and forward New­
foundland !

COD LITER OIL.
The most of tfie refiners are ship­

ping part or all of their oil in now at 
$2 per gallon. We think they are 
wise ae the price is a good one and 
they are only losing in gauge by hold- 
ihg it over as every refiner knows 
better than we can tell them. The 
word is that all are shipping it in as 
they make it this year, and we heard 
one buyer say he would be only too 
pleased to guarantee October price it 
the refiner would agree to that, as 
he fully expected to see it cheaper 
then.

COD OIL.
Five years ago $90 per tun was look­

ed upon as top figures, In fact many of 
onr fishermen will remember when 
they sold oil for $60 per tun.

Two years ago when Cod Oil reach­
ed $250 or practically $1 per gallon, 
there were many hurrahs and waving 
of caps among the fishermen—every­
one was delighted to get this fancy 
price.

Last year just before the end of the 
1frar prices went to $400 per tun, but 
it must be remembered that little or 
no oil was exported at this figure and 
we know for a fact that the merchants 
who paid that price had to cut the 
value in two and sell for $200 and 
even less before they got clear of their 
stocks.

Theae facts are worth recalling now, 
as while we want to see the fisher­
men get every cent they can for their 
oil, they should be reasonable and ac­
cept good prices when they are offer­
ed as we cannot expect to see present 
values last for ever.

The regular quotation by principal 
buyers here Is $225.00 but we have 
heard that something higher has been 
paid in one or two cases.

LOBSTERS.
Prices have gone sky-high 'on the 

Weet Coast no less than $37.50 per 
case of 48 one pound tins. Exporters 
have refused to give this figure and 
the most of the Pack went into the 
hands of the middle men regarding 
whom it will be an interesting pro­
blem to watch as to how they will 
come out of the transaction. The St. 
John’s price is $33.00 per case, more 
than which Exporters here believe it 
is not possible to give and make a 
living profit.

MOLASSES. |
Two cargoes arrived from Barbados 

this week putting the total imports 
up to 8,164 puncheons as compared 
with 8,921 puncheons at a correspond­
ing date last year. The local prices 
are unchanged viz 93 to 94 cents per 
gallon for puncheon lots, 95 per single 
puncheon 97 for tierces, and $1.00 in 
barrels. Four or five Nfld. schooners 
will load molasses at Barbados this 
month. It is likely that the total im­
ports will be in excess of last years.

PORK.
Pork though unchanged in prices 

since our last issue is showing signs 
of weakness. The scarcity at Packing 
centres since July is keeping the 
rates sustained so long, but a more 
plentiful supply due in a few weeks 
is expected to bring about a beginning 
In the long-expected decline. Ham 
Butt In the local market, almost the 
only kind now imported, is selling at 
$60 in barrel lost and $62 single.

BEEF.
Beef is a little firmer this week 

in the Chicago and New York markets, 
but not quotably higher so far. The 
local prices according to grade run 
from $42 to $49 and Boneless at $41 
Wholesale. There is no immediate 
prospect of a decline, and the Fall 
Trade rates are likely to be within 
the scope of the figures quoted above. 
The imports to date amount to 12- 
119 barrels against 17,335 barrels this 
date last year.

FLOUR.
Some new all white flour arrived 

here this week to one of the large 
importers and is we are informed 
selling 60 cents higher than stand­
ard per barrel. Full shipments 
will start to come here about the 
last of August and prices may then 
shade off a little by reason of the 
general competition. The price of 
standard is unchanged. The im­
ports to date amount to 97,229 barrels 
as compared with 99,940 barrels in 
1918 at this date.

SUGAR.
There is once more a marked scar­

city of white granulated sugar in the
local market. The S S.------is now on
the way from Montreal and may have 
seme, and a steamer is leaving there 
on the 23rd inst. for St. John’s which 
Is definitely known to be bringing a 
good consignment. The U. S. Gov­
ernment is refusing permits to 
dealers to export sugar just now 
with a view to keeping an ample 
supply for their own people and 
bringing down the cost of living. 
Next imports will be $13 to $13.50 
wholesale.

APPLES.
The first shipment of new apples 

was received this week by George 
Neal, the headquarters for fruit. 
The brand is “Crimeon Beauties,” and 
they are going out quickly at $8.50 
per barrel.

Lunatics at Large.
Maniacs Who Prowl the Streets.
“There are hundreds of madmen at 

large!”
This startling statement was made 

to the writer recently when talking 
of the stupid and harmful outrages 
which are constantly being commit­
ted on women in the streets of our 
big towns.

Take the case of the man, or it ipay 
be a woman, whose latest mania is 
destroying the blouses of ■fromen 
travelling on omnibuses or in trains.

A short 
time ago a man was caught red-hand­
ed cutting with a dagger-like knife a 
girl’s coat as he sat behind her on a 
’bus. There were also found in his 
possession three pairs of scissors, 
which led the police to the conclusion 
that he was responsible for the out­
rages on girls who had complained 
that some spiteful person had cut off 
their plaited hair.

The worst form of street fiend the 
police have come across, however, is 
the man who takes a delight in trying 
to throw lighted matches on women’s 
hats and dresses. Occasionally this 
has been accidentally done by care­
less smokers travelling on the tops of 
omnibuses, but the frequency with 
which ladies’ hats and dresses were 
set on fire in the streets led the police 
to believe that there were certain in- 
dividulas with a diabolical mania for 
injuring girls and women in this man­
ner.

Particular warming is given against 
men who seem to have a mania for 
sticking pins and needles into girls.

How to Play Gooseberry.

Hints All Chaperons Should Read.
(Florence Mackenzie In P. W.)

This is the gooseberry season, from 
now until the end of September.

When Charles II. married Catherine 
of Braganza, on August 24, 1662, she 
brought to him as part of her mar­
riage dowry, the possession of Tan­
gier.

He is said to have treated his 
men with the greatest severity for 
trivial offences, and at the same time 
to have allowed them the fullest li­
cense to rob and ill-treat the natives. 
When in 1684, on account of the ex- { 
pense of the occupation, England gave 
up Tangier to the Sultan of Morocco, .

! their arrival in England, Kirke and ; 
his men seem to have been notorious j 
for their wickedness, and the regi­
mental symbol of the Paschal Lamb 
contrasted so strangely with the con­
duct of those who wore it, that they 
were soon nicknamed “Kirke’s Lanbs." 
They were engaged at the battle of 
Sedgmoor, and showed to the fullest 
extent their cruelty in the wholesale 
butchery which followed on the failure 
of Monmouth's unfortunate rebellion.

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What Parnell 
Paid For Love.

The Tragic Romance of a Great Career.
"The Lost Leader,” the strikingly 

interesting new play at the Court 
Theatre, London, is based on an 
assumption that Charles Stewart 
Parnell did not die in 1891, but lived 
in retirement, under an assumed 
name, in a remote Irish village until 
recently.

This recalls the romance and trag­
edy of the great Irish leader’s life— 
the price he paid for love.

"On the platform for Eltham, at 
Chaning Cross, stood Mr. Parnell, 
waiting. As our eyes met, he turned 
and walked by my side, without 
speaking a word. He helped me into 
the train and sat down opposite me; 
and I was too exhausted to care that 
he saw me wet and dishevelled. There 
were others in the carriage.

“I was very cold; and I felt that he 
took off his coat and threw it round 
me; but I would not open my eyes 
to look at him. He crossed over to 
the seat next to mine, and, leaning 
over me to fold the coat more close­
ly round my knees, he whispered, ‘I 
love you, I love you! Oh, my dear, 
how I love you!’ And I slipped my 
hand into his, and knew that I was 
not afraid.”

Such, in the heroine’s own words, 
was the opening scene in one of the 
most remarkable dramas of our age 
—a drama which opened with love 
and romance, and closed in political 
tragedy and eclipse; for that fateful 
meeting was the herald of disaster to 
one of the greatest of British states­
men, Ireland’s hope and idol.

At this time Charles Stewart Par­
nell had reached the zenith of his 
great and dramatic career. He was 
universally acclaimed the "uncrown­
ed king” of his native land, the man 
who was to lead her to her emanci­
pation. And his fame was rivalled 
by a passionate homage which almost 
amounted to idolatry. It was at this 
time of his greatness that love en­
tered his life to work his ruin with 
its sweet poison.

From the moment he first cet eyes 
on the beautiful and fascinating wife 
of Captain O’Shea, he had loved her. 
As a man of honour he had struggled 
against the passion that was consum­

ing him. He spoke no word and gave 
no sign; he avoided meeting her.

A Fateful Hour.

But Fate was too strong for him, 
and the climax of his long struggle 
came when his passion broke down 
its barriers and flamed forth in the 
whispered words, "I love you. Oh, 
my dear, how I love you!”

From that fateful hour, to Kather­
ine O’Shea there was only one man 
in all the world, and for Parnell, 
only one woman. Their hearts and 
lives were indissolubly linked for 
•weal or woe. They knew no happi­
ness apart from each other. Each 
day almost that followed brought its 
blissful meeting—at dinner-parties or 
the theatre, where Mrs. O’Shea tells 
us, “I had a feeling of complete sym­
pathy and companionship with him, 
as though I had always known this 
strange, unusual man, with the thin 
face and flaming eyes.”

When he wished to escape alto­
gether from the world for a time, or 
when danger of arrest for "sedition” 
made flight prudent,' he would seek 
a refuge in her home for weeks to­
gether, and there she would keep him 
hidden in a little room adjoining tier 
own, "taking his food up at night, 
cooking little dainty dishes for him 
at the open fire, much to his pleasure 
and amusement"—not even the most 
trusted servant suspecting that he 
was in the house.

When these days of sweet com 
munlon were tragically interrupted 
in 1881 by Parnell’s arrest and im­
prisonment in Kilmalnham Jail, they 
exchanged letters of the most tender 
and passionate devotion, Parnell ad 
dressing her as "my own dearest 
wife,” or “my darling Queenie.”

When at last Parnell recovered his 
freedom, the joy of seeing again the 
woman he loved better far than life 
was “beyond all words to describe, 
shadowed though it was by the death 
of the child of their love a few weeks 
earlier. Then followed eight years 
of happiness such as has fallen to the 
lot of few lovers—delightful holidays 
together at Eastbourne, Brighton, and 
elsewhere; housekeeping together at

The Tongue of Scandal.
But such halcyon days could not 

last for ever. Parnell’s mysterious 
disappearances and his intimacy with 
Captain O’Shea’s wife had long set the 
tongue of scandal wagging, and the 
climax came one day in November, 
1890, when Parnell was served at 
Brighton with a copy of the petition 
in the divorce case, "O’Shea v. O’Shea 
and Parnell,” an event which he had 
long expected and which he met not 
only with philosophy but with actual 
pleasure.

In vain did Sir Frank Lockwood 
and his “wife” beg him to take up 
the cudgels and fight the case. “After 
he had had his dinner,” Mrs. O’Shea 
tells us, “he came up and smoked by 
my bedside. I tried to persuade him 
to go up with me in the morning to 
the Court, and make some fight, but 
he said, ‘No, Queenie. What’s the 
use? We want the divorce, and, di­
vorce or not, I shall always come 
where you are. I shall always come 
to my home every night whatever 
happens. Now I’m going to read you 
to sleep.”’ Thus lightly did Ire­
land’s "uncrowned king" take the 
blow that was to lay his splendid 
career in ruins.

"I have given and will give Ireland 
what is mine to give," he declared. 
"That I have vowed to her, but my 
private life shall never belong to any 
country, but to one woman. If Ire­
land turns from me, it matters not at 
all in the end. All that I ask of life 
is that we love one another.” And 
thus it was that the decree nisi was 
pronounced without a word of op­
position.

In this hour of impending tragedy 
Mrs. O’Shea’s impulse was to “take 
him away from all the ingratitude 
and trouble, to some sunny land 
where we could forget the world and 
be forgotten. . . But then,
she says, “I knew that he would not 
forget; that he would come at my 
bidding, but that his desertion of Ire­
land would lie at his heart; that, if 
he was to he happy, he must fight to 
the end.”

And this is precisely what Parpell 
wished to do—to die still fighting. 
"I am feeling very ill, 'Queenie,” he 
told her, “but I think I shall win 
through. I shall never give in unless 
you make me; and I want, you to 
promise that you will never make me 
feel less than the man you have 
known.”

No man was more physically unfit 
to face a battle such as now await­
ed Parnell, for his health was break­
ing down in an alarming fashion. 
Powerful forces, too, were arrayed 
against the man who had, in the 
world’s eyes, disgraced himself by 
such : a flagrant lapse from morality. 
The bladstonian party demanded his 
retirement from the leadership of the 
Irish cause; and Mr. Gladstone told 
the Irish members that they must 
choose between Parnell and himself. 
As the result of a fierce and pro­
tracted battle in Committee Room 15, 
the majority ended the discussion by 
leaving the room and electing Justin 
McCarthy as their Chairman. Ire­
land’s king was thus quickly deposed.

Nor was Fate any more kind to 
him when, with the shattered rem­
nants of his party, he carried the 
warfare into Ireland. He found him­
self under the ban of the Church; 
his old friends turned their backs on 
him; the populace which had idolized 
now reviled him.

He had fought with his usual amaz­
ing courage, and had reaped only de­
feat and disaster. His reign was 
ended. But he had at least crowned 
his life’s happiness on that June day 
In 1891 when at last he stood at the 
altar by the side of the woman he 
loved so well, and for love of whom 
he had paid so terrible a price. And 
he counted all his losses gain as they 
sat, her hand in his, by the sea near 
Shoreham, speaking together of the 
future that was to be theirs, “with 
the happiness that has no words.”

Nfldo Scotch r
Cured Herring.

Although this market remains quiet 
and buyers continue to adhere to a 
policy of buying from hand-to-mouh, 
there are indications of improvement, 
which, considered in the light of pre­
sent day conditions, are at least hope­
ful. It is noted that the domestic 
trade has been taking on small quan­
tities of Newfoundland Scotch cured 
herring of late, and local importers 
report that New York buyers have 
been seeking quotations of more lib­
eral quantities than have been selling. 
This new condition is at variance 
with the outlook of a few weeks ago 
when it was reported that some 25,- 
000 barrels of Newfoundland Scotch 
herring were yet to be shipped from 
St. John’s to New York. Moreover, it 
is reported from several points in 
Newfoundland that the pack of her­
ring during the winter and spring 
was far and away superior to the 
pack of last fall. In explanation of 
this Improvement in the quality of the 
Newfoundland herring of the spring 
and winter pack it is stated that the 
lesson of last fall "brought packers 
to their senses.” According to in­
spectors for the Newfoundland Gov­
ernment who have lately completed 
inspections at Green Bay, the quality 
of the herring being shipped from 
there to-day is in every respect sup­
erior to that shipped early last win­
ter. New York importers doubtless 
will be glad to learn of the improved 
quality of the Newfoundland herring, 
for it is recognized that one of the 
most serious drawbacks this season 
has been the uncertain and general 
inferior quality of the offerings. So 
far as could be learned the prevailing 
prices in the market are unchanged. 
Holders are asking from $16 to $18 
and even $20 for fancy large fulls, 
while small herring can be purchased 
from $12 and up, according to size 
and quality. The stock of winter and 
spring herring now in New York is 
variously priced at from $12 to $16, 
the greater quantity being held at the 
lower figure. Further shipments of 
new stocks will be coming forward 
from now on, and it may be expected 
that before colder weather there will 
be a liberal stock on the spot in New 
York.—N.Y. Fishing Gazette.

Fleets Beneath the Seas.

Few people know that the British 
have a sunken fleet nearly half as 
large again as the German fleet that 
lies beneath the waves at Scapa Flow.

In 1693 an English merchant fleet 
of 400 sail was being convoyed to the 
Mediterranean by twenty-three Eng­
lish and Dutch men-of-war, when they 
were attacked by seventy-one French 
ships. No less than ninety of our 
vessels went down, but Admiral Rooke 
by brilliant manoeuvring brought the 
others away in safety.

How many people, too, know that 
ninety-two years ago a fleet of sixty 
ships was sent to the bottom by the 
English when we were not even at 
war?

During the Greek War of Independ­
ence an Anglo-French fleet under Ad­
miral Codrington was sent to Navarino 
to prevent the Turkish and Greek 
fleets from resuming hostilities. By 
some misunderstanding the moving of 
a fire-ship led to the Turks opening 
fire on the Greeks, and as they would 
not desist, Codrington joined in the 
fray and sank sixty of the Turkish 
vessels.

This is what the Duke of Welling­
ton spoke of as "an untoward incident 
which he trusted would not disturb 
the amicable relations” between us 
and the Turks. But it did. The Turks, 
in fact, declared war; though, of 
course, they did not stand a chance 
with their fleet already at the bot­
tom.

But will all history, past and future, 
be able to show another fleet costing 
£50,000,000, boasted of by 50,000,000 
people, lying idle during five years of

without a magneto), would suggest 
taking a few dry cells on any extend­
ed trip, one dry cell for each unit in 
your storage battery. If the electrical 
system on your car is a six-volt one, 
that would mean three dry cells, which 
should be connected together in ser­
ies, that is, the positive or carbon 
electrode of one to the negative or 
zinc electrode of another. Now, should 
th motor refuse to run, due to a “dead” 
storage battery, disconnect the posi­
tive lead from the weak battery, and 
connect this lead wire to the carbon 
terminal of dry cells to end of lead 
wire fastened to negative terminal of 
storage battery, a^d your motor should 
be ready to start. You will have to 
crank it by hand, and then, too, you 
must not use the lights, for the am­
perage in the dry cells would not be 
sufficient to operate the starter or the 
lights. The arrangements, however, 
should furnish a sufficient spark to 
run the motor for hundreds of miles.

After inflating a tire or testing one 
for pressure, moisten the valve with 
a little saliva to see that valve is 
tight. If it leaks, the air will blow a 
bubble through the moisture. If valve 
leaks it will generally be found that 
the rubber washer in same has a rub 
her “thread” lying across its face 
which prevents valve seating proper 
ly. Unscrew the valve and remove it, 
or replace with a new extra valve 
from a spare tube.

When the sun is shining, your watch 
is your compass. Point the hour hand 
to the sun, and half way between 
and twelve o’clock on the dial is due 
south, Make one hour allowance for 
daylight saving.

At night, if the stars are visible, you 
can check up your direction of run­
ning by locating the North Star, which 
Is always due north from you. It is 
an easy matter to locate the North 
Star. Everybody is familiar with the 
Big Dipper and can easily locate it 
in the sky. The two stars in the dipper 
end of it, known as the pointers, al 
ways point to the North Star, which 
is about five times the distance away 
from the nearer of the two, as the two 
pointers are apart.

A friend of the writer built his gar­
age with the floor about two feet above 
the approach. When he has occasion 
to do any work on the under part of 
the car, he places two heavy planks 
from the floor of the garage to two 
stout wood horses, backing the car 
out by hand on the two level planks. 
For a heavy car the span of the planks 
should be shortened by using four 
wood horses.

Before driving out in the rain, rub 
over the nickel or brass trimming of 
a car with a cloth moistened with 
kerosene. It does a lot toward main­
taining the high polish of the plating.

Be careful to keep the wires in the 
ignition and lighting systems of the 
car free from oil. All the'wires are 
insulated by rubber, and if they get 
oil-soaked, the value of the rubber as 
an insulator is destroyed, and the cur­
rent is very apt to jump through 
to the metal part of the car, causing 
a ground and a lot of annoyance.

If you are driving along a road 
where traffic is heavy, be sure that 
there is no one immediately back of 
you, should you want to stop quickly.
If, for any reason, you must stop 
quickly, pull oyer to the right of the 
road before doing so.

Bogus Sleuths.
Frandnlctt Private Inquiry Agents 

. and Detectives,

The private detective and inquiry 
agent is a useful man on occasions. 
Unfortunately, however, he numbers in 
his ranks many rogues whose sphere 
is th# reverse of useful to the pub­
lic.

There are numerous rascals in this 
profession who find that they can 
make much more profit through bejng 
unscrupulous in their dealings with the 
public than if they conducted a legiti­
mate inquiry business.

The bogus private detective finds 
blackmail a very lucrative side-line to 
his other nefarious schemes. One 
may recall the case of Kimpton’s Pri­
vate Detective Agency, which occupied 
the attention of the Courts some time 
ago. Three men trading under the 
above name, and describing themselves 
as “inquiry agents” and having a 
“unique secret service,” were found 
guilty of extorting money from a 
countess. In addition, one of the “de­
tectives” took from her a chain and 
pendant, worth £65, “for expenses.” 

Blackmailing Blackmailers.
The description given in its book­

lets by Kimpton’s Private Detective 
Agency of the manner in which it 
dealt with blackmailers was signifi­
cant:—

“It one shady passage in the black­
mailer’s life is known, the victim’s 
course is easy. Kimpton’s method is 
to find out the blackmailer’s weak 
spot and play on that. Kimpton’s spe­
cialize in the blackmailing of black­
mailers. They say that it you are 
blackmailed by someone, ‘We will find 
out something about his life and 
blackmail him in return.* ”

Apparently, Kimpton’s found it 
equally effective to blackmail their- 
own clients!

Two other so-called private detec­
tives were sentenced at the Old Boiley 
for a similar offence—demanding 
money with menaces. In this case a 
Canadian was robbed of a mass of 
correspondence, a photograph, a port­
folio, and an address book. The two 
private detectives, named Marshall and 
Butler, ^got hold of the letters and 
visited their intended victim. Their 
plan was to make certain allegations 
against the Canadian with regard to 
a young woman known to the latter.

Posed as a Detective.
A bogus detective’s terrorism of 

wives was detailed when James Egan 
was accused, at the Tower Bridge 
Court, of obtaining money from mar­
ried women by posing as a detective. 
Mr. Plever, who prosecuted, told how
Egan called on Mrs. E. L--------- , of
Lambeth. “He told her he was a de­
tective,” said Mr. Plever, “and said 
her husband was in trouble over an 
I.O.U. Unless she could give him 
£2 10s. he was going to arrest Mr.
L--------- at his work. He obtained
10s. from Mrs. L---------

He then visited Mrs. O. M—----- , of

than ever in the hands of such men.
Let it be repeated that, in epite of 

the unscrupulous private detectives, 
there are many who carry on a 
legitimate business. So, should it be 
necessary to enlist the aid of a private 

‘ inquiry agent, the only safe method 
is to go to one who has been recom­
mended by a solicitor or by Scotland 
Yard. Some others may be safe, but 
many risks are run by consulting them 
until it has been found that they are 
above reproach in all their dealings. 
-Tit-Bits.

Walworth, and said he had some bad 
news to tell her. “I am a detective,” 
he said. “You have a very bad hus­
band. I have just taken him to the 
police station. He has taken £5 from 
his place of business.” He suggested
that if Mrs. M---- -— had £5 he could
take it to her husband to enable him 
to repay the money. All she had was 
^even shillings. Egan took that, and 
also tried to take her wedding ring. 
After attempting to attack her he hur­
ried away.

Concocted Evidence.
It is because there are so many 

black sheep among private detectives 
that their evidence in divorce and oth­
er cases is always looked askance at 
in the Law Courts. Often their evi­
dence is concocted on behalf of their 
clients. By various ruses and under­
hand methods, the unscrupulous 
sleuth will see to it that his client 
has the evidence he desires, provid­
ing he pays for it, and also providing 
that the other side do not offer better 
terms for the suppression of such 
evidence! Certain private detectives 
are not above working hand-in-hand 
with both sides, for by this means 
they are naturally able to fill their 
pockets quicker.

In connection with concocted evi­
dence against the “other side”, an in­
cident that occurred some time ago 
may be cited. A husband who proved 
himself a blackguard wished to obtain 
a divorce from his young wife. But 
he knew nothing whatever against 
her, her character being unimpeach­
able. So he went to a private detec­
tive, whose advertisement he had seen 
in a newspaper, and asked his advice. 
As a result of their conference, the 
detective agreed, for a certain sum, to 
arrange that the lady was compro­
mised.

Working Hand-In-Hand.
A few nights later the detective hid 

himself in the wife’s bedroom. After 
she had retired, he emerged from his 
hiding-place. At that—the pre-ar­
ranged moment—the husband entered 
the room and accused his wife of un­
faithfulness. Thus he obtained evi­
dence for his divorce.

In blackmailing cases a detective of 
this description has been known to ap­
proach the blackmailer, ostensibly on 
behalf of his client, but really îïTbug- 
gest a scheme whereby they may 
work hand-in-hand to flece the vic­
tim.

Don’t Run Risks.
Another side-line found to be lucra­

tive by many private inquiry agents 
who are not too conscientious is money 
lending. Once the unsuspecting client 
has borrowed their money he is more

From Street Hawker
to Baronet.

Sir James Hill, Bart., a prince of 
the wool trade, ex-k*>rd Mayor of 
Bradford, and one of the wealthiest 
men in" England, began his business 
life as a hawker.

At ten years of age he was the 
main support of a blind grandfather.

Twice a week he went with his 
grandfather from Harden, his native 
village, to Bradford, to buy veget­
ables, and these he sold from door to 
door in his own neighborhood.

It was a humble sort of calling, but 
Sir James admits that it was during 
those early business deals with keen 
market salesmen that ne acquired 
the shrewdness and knack of bar­
gaining that stood him in such good 
stead later in life.

Two years afterwards his mother, 
a hard-working woman, anxious for 
his welfare, told him he must learn 
a trade. After working for a short 
time as an errand-boy In a mill, he 
was apprenticed to a wool-sorter. 
His employer had quaint ideas of 
teaching him his business, for young 
Hill spent much of his time doing 
household work. Cleaning boots, 
fetching water—any odd job fell to 
his lot.

But this humdrum existence did flot 
fit in with the boy’s determination to 
make good, and before long he went 
to another mill, where he began to 
learn weaving. There he remained a 
few years.

Meanwhile, he had realized the 
value of thrift. His firm Intention 
was, sooner or later, to be his own 
master.

Sir James himself relates what a 
herculean task the raising of his first 
£50 was. “That £50,” he says, 
“was the hardest struggle to save 
money I ever had. Once I got that 
sum it was a comparatively easy 
matter to increase my banking ac­
count”

The foundation of his fortune was 
laid in those dreary days when, wnh 
his donkey and cart, he went from 
street to street selling cabbage. Every 
copper that could be spared was care­
fully put away. As an apprentice 
and afterwards when his earnings 
were larger, always a proportion of 
his wages was placed in the bank. 
“Often,” he says, “the temptation to 
break into my savings was strong 
within me, but I steadfastly kept my 
goal in view.”

When young Hill blossomed out as 
a wood-merchant, his first precious 
£50 was invested in the business. 
“But one of my principal assets,” he 
says, “was an unlimited amount of 
confidence.”

His reward came when, having in 
due course obtained a position as a 
buyer and salesman, he was able to 
demand £1,000 a year or threaten to 
set up business on his own account 
in competition.

Sir James Hill is one of those men 
whose motto in life is, “Work hard, 
save, and put a proper value on your­
self.” When therefore, while still 
a young man he conceived the idea 
that the work he was doing was worth 
£1,000 a year, he decided to ask for 
it. His master, a bluff old Yorkshire- 
man, laughed heartily. “Nay, lad,” 
he said, “I’m noan bahn to gi’ thee 
that.”

“Well,” replied young Hill, “I 
shall leave and start business for 
myself in opposition to you if you 
don’t.”

“Get on wi’ It, my lad,” was the 
retort. “I’ three weeks tha’ll be back 
again asking for the job, an’ that’ 
won’t get it.”

But his gloomy prophecy was not 
fulfilled.

There is no doubt that, in addition 
to confidence, Hill displayed an ex­
traordinary degree of commercial 
ability, for his progress was amazing. 
The crowning event of his remarkable 
business career came when he form­
ed one of a syndicate which recently 
took over the huge Saltalre Mills, 
founded many years ago by the fa­
mous Sir Titus Salt. He Is now 
chairman of the concern.

Busy as he is, Sir James has found 
time to devote to the interests of his 
fellow-citizens. Only such a man, 
with his boundless energy and enthu­
siasm for whatever he undertakes, 
could have raised £100,000 for a new 
infirmary during his term of office as 
Lord Mayor. That sum included a 
handsome donation from his own 
purse. This merchant prince, who 
was once a hawker, has also had the 
distinction of representing Central 
Bradford In Parliament.

The general feeling, when his bar­
onetcy was conferred in 1916, was 
that the seal had been set upon on* 
of the most remarkable careers in the 
kingdom.
