War Graves of
the British Empire.

Lt.-Col. (Rev.) T. Nangle, with cus-
tomary courtesy has forwarded for
information and perusal an advance
copy of the Register of  the British
Military Cemetery at Forceville,
France. This register is issued by
the Imperial War Graves Commis-
sion, and is the first series of a com-
plete record of the names and graves
of those who fell in the Great War
and whose bodies are interred in for-
eign soil. “The registers will: be com-
piled by cemeteries, and each will
contain the names of all British and
Dominion soldiers buried in such
cemeteries, Forceville being one of
the first three which tﬁe I.W.G.C. have
constructed. These registers willd~
with the registers of the missing,
‘also to . be commemorated in the

Pcemeteries—form ‘a complete roll of

and will

those who fell in the war,
when completed comprise
140 volumes. P

As the number of cemeteries in
which Newfoundland is interested is
comparatively small, compared with
the number scattered all over® the
world, Rev. Nangle, when the records
are completed, intends publishing a
Newfoundland Death Register, con-
taining all ‘the particulars of the
Nfid. . Ro:ial Naval Reserve, . Royal
Nfid. Regt. and Foresiry Baitalion,
giving- particulars of each member as
to birthplace, age, nature, place and
date of death, where buried, in which
cemetery reinterred, inscriptions on
tombstones, parents names and ad-
dresses, datc of enlistment, date of
first departure for war =zone, etc.
This register will be corffplete so far
as the Newfoundland ?rces are con-
cerned.

The present register, under review,
contains a record of 304 graves and
names of sailors and soldiers- buried
in Forceville Cemetery, but does not
include the names of "any of New-
foundland’s gallant lads. It is illus-
trated with photographs, map and
plans of layout of the cemetery, which
is situated west of the village giving
its name, and is in the department of
the Somme, 12 miles from Doullers

! and 6 miles from Albert jon the main

road between these two places. The
volume is well prinfed in clear type
on heavy paper and' forms a most
valuable record.

There was a gratifying change for
the better in the local fish situation
this week. All the cargoes of Labra-
dor fish' afloat that were held up the
previous ‘week were hauted 1nito the
wharves, and were being dis¢harged
at $8.00 a quintal.

It is thought that, financial arrange-
ments 11 be further amplified to
take all the Labrador cargoes that
have since arrived apd that will ar-
rive between now and the latter part
of next month, when all that ln com-
ing in this- winter will have ° béen
brought along. The price of Labmﬁor
in the Greek market has been re-ar-
ranged at 80|- for Labrador- all round,
and the distinction of Choice and
Prime has been done away with.

We understand ~ that: negotiations
with the Consorzio in Italy are being
renewed for Labrador ‘fish and .that
there are good hopes of the Exporters
being yet able to sell fifty or seventy
thousand quintals there before the
winter is over. This will certainly be
a great relief t¢ the sitnation.

The free selling of fish this week
has already given noticeable improve-
ment in trade on Water Street owing
to the money that has been put into
circulation. The Dry Goods stores as
well as the Provision stores are doing
more business now than in any week
this fall, and the prospect is that the
activity will increase and keep up till
after Christmas.

Coincident with this cheering con-
ditions\ of affairs, is the fact that
prices in nearly all lines are coming
down and the store-windows are ex-
hibiting gopds of all kinds marked
with such 16w prices as have not been
since 1915.

Next spring importations will wit-
ness a much greater reduction and
taking a survey of the whole situa-
tion, it looks as if we have passed
the crucial period in the depression
that was common to the whole world
in 1920, and when the New Year opens
we shall be able to look forward with
confidence to the time when New-
foundland will have emerged trium-
phantly from all her fiancial trobules.

Feast of Chanukah
Celebration.

a—

The Feast of Dedication, known in
Hebrew as Chanukah, will be cele-
brated in Jewish circles beginning
Sunday evening, December 5. This
festival lasts for eight days and is ob-
‘gserved with joy and gladness in the
Jewish home.

The origin of Chanukah is traced to
an historical event of tremendous con-
sequence to the Jewish people. In the
year 168 B.C.E, the Syrian King An-
tioohus IV. or Epiphanes had resolv-
ed upon an imperialistic policy of
unifying all the provinces and peoples
in his domain. As a preliminary mea-
sure towards this consummation of
his ambition, an edict was promulgat-
od, compelling all his subjects to
adopt a common religion, that of the
Greeks.

This decree met with unexpected
opposition among his least powerful
subjecte the Jews. The polytheism of
the Greek religion its lax morality
and debasing influences incited the
Jews to rebellion. Under the leader-
' ship of the aged ' priest, Mattathias,
!nnd after his death, his’ son Judas
| Maccabeus, armed resistance was ar-
rayed against the powerful armies
which Antiochus sent against the in-
habitants of Palestine. The valor of
this heroic band triumphed over the
mighty hosts of Syria. The Temple at
Jerusalem which had been defiled by
idolatrous practices was rededicated
to the worship of the One God. The
rededication took place pn the 25th
day of Kisley according to the calen-
dar of the synagog, in the year 165
B.C.E. In commemoration of the vic-
|tory, the Feast of Chanukah is cele-
brated even unto this day.

Legends, impressive of this triumph
and the festive character of the cele-
bration, have been preserved. An old
legend recounts the miraculous pre-
servation of a single cruse of unde-
filed oil, found in the Temple at the
time of the rededication, which burn-
ed for eight days. The kindling of
lights in the home and in the syna-
gog is a distinguishing feature of the
festival. The traditional practice is
to light one candle on the first night,
two on the second and so on until
eight are kindled on the last day of
the feast.

The special prayers recited in the
synagog in connection with Chanukah
stress the triumph of the spirit of God
over the might and power of godless
man.

The festival is utilized by the mod-
ern synagog as an occasion for parti-
ejpation of the children of the relig-
jous schools in plays or pageants
which express the glorious victory of
the few and feeble over the mighty
hosts of oppression.

 Along fhe waterfront -to-day thers -
is very little activity in buying fish,
and with " the m of Goodridge’s,
where some five or six western boats
are discharging and at three or four
jother premises where fish is being

taken from the dealers, there is ab-
solutely nothing doing. This evident
stoppage -of -buying is appatently the
reason of conditions in the foreign
markets, particularly Greece and
Brazil. Excepting good shore fish,
merchants are net anxious ‘o han-
dle other qualitied: This year there
is an immense amount of West India
fish, and at one premises we -were
told that there was more West India
in proportion to shore, made
this year than perhaps for five aver-
age years -together. e result to
the fishermen has bleeh piractically
disastrous, the whole catch not
averaging more than $6 per qtl/ It
seems that the gharantee purchue of
$8 Labrador fish has ceased, and the
best offer for that quality now is
$7.00 cash, but it is doubtful if a
gale can be made. 'At any rate one of
the firms in the West End, who be-
fore thyConvontion was buying up
Labrador fish, is not handling any
to-day. :At an East End premises
there is likewise none being handled.
We understand that there is a lot of
Labrador fish still unsold. Labrador
slop fish is a begging purchase. The
sc¢hr. Maggie Stone from Trinity Bay,
is in port with 600 qtls. on board,
and though the fish is fairly dry, the
owner said he tried every merchant
in town and even went to Mr. Coaker,
but he did not get a purchaser. As
for shore fish, it is mot hard to sell if
the quality is good, but unforunate-
ly the cull, according to the fisher-
men, is very strict. We saw one
schooner diischarging to-day where
all the fish was taken as West India.
‘At another premises fish that had gone
dun was offered as low as $1 per qtl
without a purchaser.

Nameless Warrior
For _Ever on Guard

Rovalty.

Empire’s Homage to “The Un-
known Soldier.”—The Salute of

LONDON, Nov. 11.—It did not seem
an unknown warrior whose body came
on the gun carriage drawn down
Whitehall wkere we were — waiting
for him. He was known to us all
It was one of “our boys,” not war-
riors, as they called them in the days
of darkness, lit by faith,

{in the crowd after an all-night vig-
| il, he was their boy who went miss-
ing one day and was never found
till now, though' their souls went
searching for him through dreadful
places in night. :

To many men among those pack-
ed densely on each side of the empty
street, wearing ribbons and badges,
on civil clothes, he was a familiar
figure—one of ' their comrades, the
one they liked best, perhaps, in the
old crowd, who went into the fields
of death and stayed there with the
great companionship.

The Old “Tin Hat.”

It was the steel helmet, the old
“tin hat,” lyidg there on t erim-
son of the flag which reveaRd him
instantly, not as a mythical warrior
aloof from common humanity, a-sha-

martial glory, but as one of those
fellows, dressed in the drab of khaki,
stained by mud and grease, who went
into the dirty ditches with this steel
hat on his head and in his heart the
unspoken things, which made him

perplexion, often dim in the watch-
words of those years of war.~

So it seemed to me, at least, as I
looked down Whitehall and listened
to the music which told “us that the
unknown was coming down the road.
The band was playing the eold “Dead
‘March in Saul” with heavy drum-
ming, but as yet the roadway was
clear where it led up to that alfar
of sacrifice as it looked, cOvered by
two flags hanging in long folds of
scarlet and white.

About that altar cenotaph there
were little groups of strange people,
all waiting for the dead soldier.
Why were they there?

The Great Awailt Him,

There were great folks to greet
the dust of a simple soldier. There
was the Archbishop of Caaterbury
and the Bishop of London and other
clergy in gowns and hoods. What
had they to do with the body of a
soldier who had gone trudging

ént in a legion of ants, unknown to
fame, not more heroic, perhaps,
than all his pals about him, not
migsed when he fell dead between
thetangled wire and the shell holes?

There were great Gemerals and
Admirals, Lord Haig himself Com-
mander-in-Chief of our armies  in
France, and Admiral Beatty, who
held the seas; Lord Fremch of .Ypr-
es, with Horne of the - First /Army,
and Byng of the Third, and Air
Marshal Trenchard, who command-
&l all the birds that flew above the
lines on - the -mornings of enormous
battle.

These were the high powerl, in-
finitely remote, perhaps,- in the im-
agination of the man whose dust

Generals as terrifying in their pow-

Now they stood
in Whitehall to salute him, to keep
silence in his presence, to render
him homage, more wonderful, with
deeper reverence than any General
of them all has had.

There were princes there about
the cenotaph, not only -of HEngland
but of the Indian Empire. These
Indian Rajahs, that old white-beard-
ed, white turbaned man with the
face of an Eastern prophet—was it
possible that they, too, were out to
pay homage to an unknown Bntxsn
soldier.

There was something of the light
of Flanders in Whitehall, The tat-
tered ruins of Cloth Hall at Ypres
used: to- shine white. A mist, suﬂis-
ed a little by wan_ sunlight, white
as the walls and turrets of the War
! Office in this mist of London. The
tower of Big Ben was dim through
the mist like the tower of Albert
Church until it feil into a heap un-
der the fury of gunfire.

Presently the sun shone brightsr
so that the picture of Whitehall was
etched with deeper lines. On all the
building, dags were flying at half-
mass. The people who kept moving
about the cenotaph were there for
mournings, not for mere pageantry.
The Grenadier officers, who walked
about with drawn swords, wore
cpepe on their arms. Presently they
passed the word along, ‘Reserve
arms,” and all along the line of
route soldiers turned over their rifles
and bent their heads over their butts.
It was when the music of the Dead
March came louder up the street.

The King Stands Alone.

A number of black figures stood
in a separate group apart from the
Admirals and Generals, - people of
importance to whom the eyes of the
crowd turned while men and women
tip-toed to get a glimpse of them.

In the ercwd “below me  women
 were-weeping quletly. It was the cry

furthest, perh'ps. The men's faces
wefe hard. like masks, hiding as they
thought and felt.

After the ceremony at the ceno-
ytaph the procession reformed and the
iUnknown Warrior ' was borne to
iWestminister Abbey. There await-
le«.i him a great congregation of
mourners. They came from every
class and every part of the Empire.
{ They sat without ' the distinction of
rank as lot had arranged them places,
titled ladiesmext to charwomen, ar-
tisans by city merchants, for all had
{ equal title to be there, the gift of é
son or brother to the country.

At the door leading to Parliament
Square, .Bishop Ryle, Dean of West-

nigter, in ‘a purple and gold em-
broidered cape, with his Canons and
choir, met the body. It was carried
shoulder-high by eight tall Guards-
men, and on the war-worn Union Jack
that covered it lay a shrapnel hel-
met, a crusader’s sword and a wreath
of laurel. Through the transept
lines with statues of statemen, and
past the high altar the Unknown War-
rior was borne, and then through the
choir into the nave, where already
many famous men slept. / Just within
the west door, a great purple square,
bordered with white, marked the

site of the grave.

Ceaseless Flow of Floral Tributes.

The King stepped forward again
and took the wreath from Lord Haig
and laid it at the base of the ceno~
taph. It was the first of the world
of flowers brought up as a tribute
of living hearts to this altar of the

battalions of police following, bear-
ing great trophies of flowers, on be-
1 half of fighting men and .all their
comrades, and presently, when the
gun carriage passed on toward the
Abbey, with the I\x g -folowing be-
hind it on foot W/t his 'sons and
soldiers, there was a moving tide of
men and women, advancing cease-
lessly with floral _ tributes. They
waited until the escort of the coffin
had ' passed, the bluejackets, and
marines, the air force and infantry,
and then' took their turn to file past
the cenotaph and lay their flowers
upon the bed of lilies andi crysan-
themums which rose above the base.

As the columns passed they turned
eyes left or eyes right to that tall
symbol of death. If they had eyes
to see, but there blind men-there, who
saw only by the light of the Spirit
and saluted when their guides touch-
ed them and said ‘Now.” It is two
year after “Cease fire” on the front,
but in the crowds of Whitehall there
were men in hospital blue who are
still casunalties, not too well remem
bered by those in health. Two of
them were legless men, but they rode
on wheels and with fine gesture gave
the salute as they passed the memorial
of those who fought with them and
suffered less perhaps than they ‘now
do. d
