Britain is Ready to Submit 
H Reply to German Note
Urges Unity of Action—Firpo Wins-

Quebec, July 4.—That nine Eskimo* 
are being held in the northern ter­
ritories on charges of alleged mur­
ders and that the Canadian Mounted 
Police la investigating three other re­
ported murder cases waa the startling 
announcement obtained from reliable 
sources this morning.

As already stated the 8. 8. Arctic, 
which leaves on Saturday for - the 
northern regions, will have on board 
a special indiciel party, which has 
been delegated with powers to deal 
with the charge of murder laid 
against one Eskimo and the chargee 
of complicity against two others as 
the result of the death of one Janes, 
a Newfoundland trapper.

At the Attorney General’s Depart­
ment this morning Information re­
garding the whole affair was avail­
able for the first time and the details 
of the far north case lhade known. 
From the Information gathered Rob­
ert. Janes, a native of Newfoundland, 
who had established a post at Ponds 
Inlet, Baffin Land, was on the eve of 
returning after four years sojourn In 
that section of Canada, when he was 
shot at Cape Crawford, some distance 
from his post. s'

The shooting took place In March, 
1920, and according to the crime re­
port filed by Sergt. Major Joy, of the 
Canadian Mounted Police, who inves­
tigated the affair, death waa inflicted 
by one Noo-tax-wal-eoo, an Eskimo, 
two other Eskimos, Rooh-re-way-nak 
and Ah-tee-tak, are claimed to have 
plotted the death with the alleged 
murder and having paid hilii with 
white fox aklne.

.It is claimed In the report of the 
special coroner that Janes was per­
suaded by the three Eskimos to go 
on the Ice at a few yards from his 
temporary home and that while he 
waa there he waa fired at. He fell to 
the ground and as he was trying to 
get up again the two Eskimos above 
mentioned finished him. The story 
was naively told by other Eskimos, 
who. however, addded that Janes was 
mad and that the Eskimos were afraid 
that he would kill them as he had 
menaced them.

It took several months before the 
Canadian Mounted Police were In­
formed of the affair, and in March, 
1922, an investigation opened and led 
to the arrest of the three men. The 
body of Janes was found at some dis­
tance from Crawford Cape. It waa 
then also that it waa disclosed that 
three Eskimos, who resided near 
Crawford Cape, walked several hun­
dred miles to get lumber to prepare 
a coffin for the dead man. It was 
they who ad vised the Canadian 
Mounted Police. In June last the pre­
liminary Investigation, conducted by 
Sergt. Major Joy. acting as coroner, 
resulted In the Indictment being re­
turned against the three Eskimos.

A few weeks ago Sir Lomer Gouln. 
Minister of Justice, appointed L. A. 
Rivet, K.C., Montreal, as stipendiary 
Judge; Mr .Leopold Tellter as attor­
ney for the accused and Adrien pro­
secutor. Mr. Falardeau stated this 
morning that meet likely the case 
would not be heard before a Jury.

Dealing with the present situation in 
Ruhr, the Premier said the indefinite 
occupation by one country of the ter­
ritory of another in time of peace was 
a phenomenon rare and regrettable, 
to which an honorable end should he 
found as soon as possible. The pro­
posals set forth In the recent German 
note were Inadequate, he admitted, 
but they should be explored and ex­
amined not ignored. In conclusion, 
Mr. Baldwin said so far as united ac­
tion is possible we shall continue to 
pursue It. We shall confidently In­
vite the sympathetic consideration of 
the whole of the Allies and all in­
terested states to the proposals which 
will have no other aim than the paci­
fication of Europe and the recovery 
of an exhausted world.

4th—Co-operation with banks so 

that 65 p.c. of value is paid to owner 
as soon as his crop is turned in.

5th—One selling agency for the 
Association eliminating competition 
amongst sellers.

Standardization cannot be obtained 
by any other method, a properly 
managed Association can command 
quality. Individuals' are a law unto 
themselves, and in the fish business 
indifferent curers can always find 
merchants who encourage them by 
buying tal quai.

I therefore submit that the same 
principles which are so successfully 
applied to the varied products of 
the United States, Canada and other 
countries, can be successfully applied 
to Newfoundland products.

As the merchants do not see much 
profit in the fish business Mils year, 
either for themselves or the fisher­
men, is not the time opportune to 
invite to Newfoundland the great co­
operative marketing expert Aaron 
Sapiro, who was recently lecturing in 
Canada on the Invitation of the Min­
ister of Agriculture. Mr. Sapiro 
could give us of the wealth of hli 
experience, and after a practical 
study of local conditions and our 
foreign markets, suggest a system 
applicable to Newfoundland fisheries. 
Certainly we would learn much, and 
even If his advice was not taken, we 
would have nothing to lose.

A Market 
A Long Felt Want.

Through the energy and per­
severance of the Road Commis­
sion, the surrounding settle­
ments are no longer isolated 
from St. John’s. Good roads 
radiate from the city in all di­
rections, and in consequence 
there has been recently a steady 

i increasing number of country 
people coming to town with sup­
plies of fresh meat, fresh fish, 
vegetables and eggs.

‘ The chief drawback to these 
enterprising farmers and fisher­
men is the slow and uncertain 
method of disposing of their 
wares. All day long they go from 

! house to house, covering in many 
I cases the same ground as others 
who have arrived at an earlier 

Ihour.
The urgent need is a central­

ly situated market, where the 
producer could immediately upon 

I arrival at an early hour dispose 
i of his goods, and having made 
his purchases, return to his work 

■•without unnecessary loss of 
itime. The grocer would be cer­
tain of such supplies daily, and 
a more general distribution 
would result.

Is there not here an opening 
if or some enterprising salesman?

There are other reasons for 
i such a step. With a market in 
| the city, these goods could be 
more thoroughly inspected. It 
not infrequently happens that 
householders purchase from un­
known hawkers meat that Jp un­
fit for food; “country” eggs, 
which by the simple transfer 
from a case to the vendor’s cart 
have been rejuvinated; fish that 
have been lying about for 
twenty-four hours or longer in 
unsuitable quarters. Apart from 
the danger to the public, there is 
the injury inflicted upon the 
"honest tradesman.

Complaints have been made 
of the filthy conditions of some 
of the stands, which have been 
littered with offal, cabbage 
leaves, and other offensive re­
fuse from country carts: The 
market would obviate this evil.

Time was, we understand, 
when there was a market in St. 
John’s, and again and again its 
necessity has been emphasized 
by the press. We offer no apology 
for returning to the subject.

It will be noted that the entire sum 
wqs cleaned up In wiping out previ­
ous deficits and ordinary grants, and 
not one solitary outstanding feature 
of the entire expenditure, excepting 
the Normal School, remains as a 
monument to remind us of what we 
secured by this the largest loan ever 
floated by the local Government.

The presentation of the Budget as 
promised by the Finance Minister on 
Tuesday should reveal a great deal 
of surprises to the taxpayers.

The suggestion of the Opposition 
leader to have the Budget tabled so as 
to give a better opportunity to the 
Assembly In the discussion of the Es­
timates is a sound and reasonable one 
and It only remains for the Govern­
ment to furnish the replies to the 
various financial questions tabled 
during the past two sittings to have 
an intelligent discussion on the vari­
ous votes as they come up for con­
sideration.

Magistrates Court.

“There is a strike ot iron and steel 
workers In Nova Scotia. Damage has 
been done to property of the com­
panies by strikers, and both Provin­
cial police and Federal troops have 
been stationed there for protective 
purposes—to prevent the threatened 
destruction of the plant. Now the 
Miners’ Union of Cape Breton sent an 
ultimatum to all concerned that this 
outside protection must be with­
drawn or they—the» miners—will 
down tools.

“Carried to Its logical conclusion, 
this kind of action brings before 
Eastern Canada the probability of an­
other winter of suffering through 
shortage of coal, and the dislocation 
of industry. The mine leaders of N. 
S. make no secret of the fact that 
they are working in harmony with 
foreign agencies, and that this is a 
part of a general plan to injure inves­
tors. The anti-capitalist propaganda 
carried on in Canadian and U. S. col­
leges is directed from the same cen­
tres.’ «

Fair Criticism.

In the Editorial of the Daily 
News this morning attention is 
directed to Mr. E. Simmons in 
particular with reference to pay­
ments made to the Marine Rail­
way Dock Co., Ltd., Harbour 
Grace. We would point out to 
bur contemporary that Mr. Sim­
mons is but the Secretary of the 
Company and that it is to the 
Company itself that the Auditor 
General refers.

We are always ready to criti­
