Board of School Trustees.
The Board met last night. Present— 

Mr. Peterson, chairman ; Drs. Herod and 
McGuire, Messrs. Knowles, Newton, Mit­
chell, Bruce, Watson, McNeil and Fra-

The Secretary read a communication 
to himself from Mr. Cowan, in which the 
latter said he considered it his duty to 
resign his position as teacher, and re­
quested that his intention might be made 
known to the Board.

The following accounts were presented 
and referred to the Finance Committee : 
Mr. Sayers, $10.20 ; Gouck & Sturdy. 
$2.474 ; McLagan & lunes, $9.75; Mr. 
Ansley, $13.43; Mr. McNeil also pre­
sented an account from Mr. Jacomb, and 
one from Mrs. Goodfellow.

The Chairman read a communication 
from Mr. Dunn. He expected that the 
question of compensating him for extra 
services would come up, and he had no 
wish to accept a sum like $15 for his 
services, or rather for money paid out.— 
He does not make any claim, will be 
happy to receive any sum the Board may 
think proper to give, but in his opinion 
the services were worth much more than 
the amount proposed. He referred the 
Board to sec. 9, of the New Grammar 
School Act for a mode of settling the 
question.

The Superintendent reported that he 
had suspended a boy at tlm North Ward 
School for unruly conduct and refusal to 
comply with the rules, and had sent no­
tice to his father.

Dr. McGuire said the teachers were 
complaining because they had to pay for 
kindling the fires and keeping the school- 
houses clean. They engaged at a certain 
salary and aferwards found that they 
had to pay twenty or twenty-five dollars 
out of it for the purposes named. This 
he thought was unfair.

Mr. Cowan’s communication was refer­
red to the Visiting Committee of the 
Ward.

Mr. Mitchell asked the Chairman if he 
knew anything of the working of the 
English Department of the Grammar 
School. He heard that pupils who went 
to learn English alone were compelled to 
learn classics.

Dr. Herod said he had been in the 
school, and in reply to an inquiry Mr. 
Dunn told him there were only two pu­
pils in the school not learning classics.

Mr. McNeil moved, seconded by Dr. 
McGuire, that Mr. Dunn be requested to 
communicate to the Board the amount 
paid to Mr. Von Hoxar, and what, in his 
opinion, would be j ust compensation for 
his extra services between the time Mr. 
Walker left, and the time Mr. Porter was 
appointed. Lost.

Moved by Mr. F raser, seconded by Mr. 
McNeil, that it be an instruction to the 
Finance Committee to consider the pro­
priety of adding $15 to the teachers’ sal­
aries for the purpose of sweeping the 
schools and lighting fires.

C'adiz, Dec. 14th. — The Insurgents 
have surrendered their arms to the Amer­
ican consul, who, according to the ar­
rangement previously made handed them 
over to the military authorities. From 
6,000 to 10,000 troops and nine war ves­
sels were ready to attack the city at 
noon. All is quiet now. The flag car­
ried by the Insurgents is a tri colour. 
Over 30,000 persons have left the city. 
There is great distress among the poor 
who remain, and among those who fled 
to adjacent towns. All foreign consuls 
and their families, except the Swedish 
and American, have left the city. Gen. 
De Roda entered Cadiz this afternoon 
with all his troops. The Insurgents 
seem satisfied with the result. Their 
feelings are undoubtedly in favor of a 
Republic. 500 persons were killed tod 
wounded on both sides during the fight 
of last week. The Government promises 
to act magnanimously.

Madrid, Dec. 14. — Notwithstanding 
the surrender of the Cadiz Insurgents 
there is a reactionary movement spread­
ing throughout Spain. Disturbances are 
prevalent in many places. The National 
Guard was again called out yesterday to 
prevent the workmen from rising. Fa­
milies continue to leave Madrid in fear of 
coming troubles, The poor are in a 
fearful condition, and business in gene­
ral is paralysed. The Governor of Tarra­
gona telegraphs that the Carliste are 
fomenting agitations in the environs of 
Mont Blanc. Associations formed there 
have branches which extend all over the 
country. The Marquis of Villuna is 
President of the organization.

THE CENTRE RIDING
OF WELLINGTON.

AtEETiATG *AT FERGUS.

Hon. George Brown Unani­
mously Nominated.

(From our own Reporter.)
A meeting of the representatives chos­

en by the various Municipalities, for the 
purpose of nominating a candidate in 
the Reform interest for the Centre Rid­
ing of Wellington, was held at Whyte’s 
Music Hall, Fergus, yesterday (Monday) 
at one o’clock. When the delegates met 
they chose James Peters Esq., of Era­
mose, chairman, and George Barron Esq. 
of Elora, Secretary.

The delegates, who were all present, 
handed in their certificates, and answered 
to their names as follows :—

The chairman 'briefly stated the 

object for which they were met. Judg­
ing from the character and standing'uf 
the gentlemen before him he hoped and 
believed the proceedings would be peace­
able, quiet and orderly—that they v ould 
bang together like brothers, and put the 
right man in the right place.

Mr. Barron said that he need scarcely 
advert to the loss the Riding and the 
country had sustained iu the lamented 
death of their late talented member, Dr. 
Parker. Nor would he refer to the un­
happy differences which existed last 
year in the Riding, any move than to say 
that when two Reformers ran against each 
other for the Local Lcgislaure, and when 
the Tory who ran iu between them only 
gained his sent by 50 of a majority, it 
certainly showed what the Reformers 
can do if they arc only united. With re­
gard to the man whom they might nomin 
ate, he thought they should, choose one 
who was able to grapple with the vari­
ous questions which might come up, and 
manfully fight for economy and good 
government. We should choose one 
who would use his utmost endeavour to 
prevent and expose abuses, who would 
labour earnestly to reduce expenditure in 
In the Dominion. If we decide to go 
outside the Riding, wo should chose the 
best man — the ablest statesman—who 
could bo found. But whether they de­
cide to nominate a man outside the Rid­
ing, or one resident in it, he hoped they 
would cordially agree, so that the enemy 
would have no chance to do anything. 
At the proper time if it was found desir­
able, he would have pleasure in nominat 
ing the Hon. George Brown as their can­
didate for the Centre Riding.

Mr. L. Parkinson said lie had a resolu­
tion to propose which might with propri­
ety l>e brought up at the present time, 
which did not require any remarks from 
him to recommend it to the meeting, 
and which he felt sure would be carried 
unanimously. He begged to move, se­
conded by Mr. Alexander Watt, the fol­
lowing resolution :—“ The present as­
sembly of members of the .Reform Part y 
of the Centre Riding of Wellington, in 
Convention at Fergus, takes the earliest 
opportunity of expressing its deep regret 
at the lamentable death of its late repre­
sentative, Dr. Parker, and at the loss the 
county and country has sustained there 
by, and beg to express most warmly 
their heartfelt sympathy with his sor­
rowing family, and that the Secretary 
transmit a copy of this resolution to Mrs. 
Parker.” Carried unanimously.

At this stage of the proceedings it was 
decided to deliberate with closed doors, 
consequently all with the exception of the 
delegates and members of the press left 
the room.

Moved by Mr. Edward Johnstone, se­
conded by Mr. Wm. How, “ That the de­
legates to this Convention be individual­
ly and collectively hound to abide by the 
the decision of the Convention.” Carried 
unanimously.

Mr George Barron then moved .second 
ed by Mr. Alexander Watt, ‘That the 
Hon. George Brown be the canditate for 
this Riding.” Both gentlemen spoke 
briefly in support of the motion, refer­
ring to Mr. Brown’s great ability and ex­
perience,to the foremost position he holds 
in the Reform ranks, to the great servi 
ces he has rendered the countiy in past 
times, and to the still greater services 
ho could render the party and the coun­
try if he would consent to re-enter Par 
Lament.

Messrs. Dyce, Johnstone, L. Parkinson, 
Green, Semple, Milloy, and others spoke 
in favour of the motion, and expressed 
the strong desire which was felt through 
out the Riding to have Mr. Brown for its 
representative, especially in view of the 
many important questions which would 
come before Parliament at its next ses­
sion, and the need there would be for the 
presence of a man like Mr Brown in the 
Legislature, who would expose every 
every kind of jobbery, and do all in his 
power to prevent extravagance, or the

Sublic money being wasted. The only 
oubt was, whether after the assurances 

which had been received from private in 
dividuals that Mr. Brown would not now 
consent to be a candidate, he could be in­
duced to accept the unanimous nomina­
tion at the hands of the Convention. Mr. 
L. Parkinson gave some explanation in 
regard to this matter, based on letters he 
had received from Toronto. After some 
conversation it was decided to give Mr. 
Brown the nomination, and let the re­
sponsibility remain on him of refusing it 
ir so inclined.

The resolution was then put, and car­
ried unanimously, every delegate rising 

.to his feet.
Moved by Mr. Mundell, seconded by 

Mr. Hem pic, that the following gentle­
men bo a deputation to wait on Mr, 
Brown, and acquaint him with the nom­
ination—Messrs. Barron, L. Parkinson,

The meeting then adjourned for an 
hour to wait an answer from Mr. Brown, 
if it would be convenient for him to re­
ceive the deputation on Wednesday.

Not having heard from Mr. Brown by 
eight o’clock, the Convention adjourned 
till the 23rd inst. Before adjourding a 
vote of thanks was passed to the chair-

It is said that a Joint Stock Company 
intend erecting on the Canada side of the 
Falla, a new hotel, to be surrounded by a 
number of detached cottages, the whole 
to cost about $300,000.

A French Canadian writing from Man- 
eheeter, New Hampshire, to the St Hya­
cinthe Gazette says:—“Whatever certain 
papers of your neighbourhood may 
say, exiled Canadians ever love their na­
tive country. They are attached to it 
from the bottom of their heart,and love no 
other; but hypocrites and fools will never 
have our sympathies, and we will con­
tinue to oppose them to the last. All 
my countrymen here think as I do.’r

A Bio Pbopositom.—A gentleman at the 
Falls has stated that if he was given the 
exclusive right of taking visitors under 
the sheet of water he would agree to 
build a stone wall along the bank of the 
river from the Falls to the Suspension 
Bridge, and pay a good rental beside. The 
distance between the two points is àbout 
two miles and a half, and a stone wall 
four feet high that distance would cost 
no small amount of money. Such a wall 
is required, as it is very dangerous, and 
especially at night. At many places a 
deviation of a foot or two from the road 
will precipitate a person down a perpen­
dicular bank 100 feet high on jagged piles

Prosecution Under the New Militia 
Law.—The Woodstock Times says.—One 
of the provisions of the new Militia Law 
was called into operation, on Monday 
last, upon the information of Capt. Me. 
Cleneghan. The complaint was that a 
resident of the town named Smart had 
worn a pair of military pants unlawfully. 
It was proved by Sergt. Adams, of No. 
> Co., 22nd Battalion, that on two separ­
ate occasions Smart had worn the trows- 
ers in question. In defence, a pair of old 
trowsers were produced to show the 
valuelessness of the article ; and it was 
contended that as clothing was not speci­
ally mentioned in Sec. 81 of the Act, 
conviction could not follow. The mag­
istrate took the proper view of the case, 
and imposed the penalty stated in the 
Act, $20 with costs.

A Meteor.—A night or two since, the 
moon was partially obscured by a light, 
fleecy cloud, a meteor ball, very luminous, 
of a silvery hue, extremely brilliant, and 
to the eye somewhat larger in appearance 
than the moon itself. At first it appear­
ed in the shape of a perfect globe, then 
gradually curled itself until it spread into 
one immense sheet of liquid fire, and 
formed letters reading nearly as follows :
