The regular monthly cattle fair was
held to-day, and was much better at-
tended - than was anticipated, the stock
offered being also fully up to the average.

Dominion Parlinment.
Ottawa, May 5.

On the meeting of the House yester-
day the report of the Pacific investiga-
tion was read at the table, the extraor-
dinary suggestion being received with
loud and derisive cheers by the Oppo-
sition,

Mr. Cameron (Cardwell), the chairman,
subsequently proposed either to move
the adoption of the report forthwith or
give notice he should do g0 to-day.

Mr. Mackenzie said that the proposals
were 8 unusual, and required such se-
rions consideration from the House, that
it would be better to defer the debate
upon them for one day, and after a short
‘conversation this course was adopted.

Some questions having been asked
and answered,

Mr, Blake moved his resolutions de-
claring in substance that in future the
terntorial rights ef Canada should not
be parted with without the gonsent of
Parliament, as in the case of the St.
Lawrence, and that means should be
taken to obtain by negotiation the iree
navigation of the Columbia. No attempt
had been made to obtain that obvieusly
right preconcession. Was the House,
he asked, prepared to assert that Canada
had not the right to the free navigation
of tha Columbia river that had been given
to the United States in receipt of the
8t Lawrence ?

Hon Dr. Tupper followed in a long
and loud enlogy of the Treaty of Wash-
ington, of which it is notorious he was
originally one of the most vigorous de-
nouncers. He concluded by moving an
amendment declaring it was not for the
advantage of Canada to reopen the dis-
cussion of matters sealed by the 'L'reaty
of Washington.

Mr, Young {Montreal) replied to Dr.
Tupper.

Sir Franois Hincks having -said a few
words;

Mr. Mills took up Dr. Tupper’s ar-
guments, and answered them in detail.-
He showed that we were no less able to
take up the question of the St. Lawrence
navigation now than a year ago, when
the Treaty was ratified before we came
to discuss the claims: reserved for us.
Dealing with the question of the Colum-
bia he went on toshow that Dr.Tupper had
been wrong in certein statements of fact,
and an interruption from the Dr. with
the view of correcting Mr. Mills showed
the latter to be right. He conld see no
ground for oppgsing so reasonable a pro-
position as was contained in the motion
before the chair.

Mr. Thompson (Cariboo) argued that
the value of the Columbia navigation
was overestimated.

Mr. Patterson read from the celebrat.
ed minute of Council, July, 1871, where |
the views expressed by the (),)pomwu
were maintained by the Government
themselves. i
Mr. E. B. Wood supported the motion,
and argued we had received absolutely
nothing in return for the céssion of the
St Lawrence.

After several members had spoken for
and against the motion, Mr. Mackenzie |
showed how there had been a steady effort |
of the United States to encroach on our
rights, and urged that whilst treaties
must be made under the sanction of the
Imperial authority, they shonld be ne-
gotiated by Canadian statesmen. He
moved an amendment to Dr. Tupper's

their great aim had been |to ex-
clude any foreign element, and place it in
the hands of the Canadians, acting in
the interest of Canada. In the Commit-
tee room he had urged an adjournment,
simply as an act of justice to Mr, Abbott
and Sir Hugh Allan. He went so far as
to deelare these gentlemen were the only
witnesses who could prove the innocence
of the Government. He affected to be
greatly shocked that Bir Francis Hincks,
one of the accused, should have been
summoned as the first witness. After
other allusions, he coneluded with a' tru.>
eulent air of indifference to the charge,
alternated with almost whining appeals
for justice, interspersed occasionally with
language closely bordering onirreverence.

Mr. Mackenzie rebuked with much

severity the gross personal assaults of the
Premier on Mr. Huntington, and amid
warm cheers paid a tribute tp the high
personal and public character of that hon,
gentleman, He then sketahed the his-
tory of the proceedings from the time
Mr, Huntington moved his resolution to
the present time, and exposed the policy
of delay and postponement which had
been pursued by the Administration. If
the Government were so innocent, he
asked, why were they so angry at the
charge, and why so fearful of being put
to the proof? He pointed out how extra-
ordinary a preferencs, to the exclusion of
all other competition, had been shown to
Sir Hugh Allan, leading, as it had done,
coupled with a.lavish expenditure of pub-
lic money during the elections to a wide-
spread feeling of suspicion that some im-
proper arrangement had been made on
the basis of the granting of the Pacific
Railway Charter.

The last report of
the Attorney-General in Maine shows
ninety percent, of our eriminals are made
by the liquor traflic; and gives us some
interesting statistics of the decrease of
crime in this State, growing out of prohi-
tion and its enforcement. During the
year 1866 the prison, jail and 1e[\)rm
school.received 264 criminals. The num-
ber sentenced in 1867 was 157 ; in 18183,
114 ; in 1869, 150; in 1870, 150 ; in 1871,
