Ths bill credtes coe additiopal
member, making the total number §9,
Algoma is divided into two ridings, esst
snd west, the latter coneisting of that por-
tion west of the meridian of 87 degrees of
weet loogitude known as the terfitoris)
dietriot of Thunder bay. Mr, Hardy eaid
that io redistributing the seats they bad
followed the ruls of preserving the
sutonomy of the counties and other muni
cipalities, they had broken no boundary
lines and made no attempt to *‘hive’ their
opponents. The wnit of reprecentation
with eighty-nine members and a population
0f 1,923,228 according- to the last census
was 21,621, and they had eondeavored to
approximete to this figure as-nearly as pos-
sible. They had madg an exception {n the
case of Algoma owing to the extent of the
territory, the ecatted +population and the
important interest involved, Bruce county
was divided into three ridings—south,
centre and north—in place of two as at
preseht. Population: south Bruce, 23,394;
north Bruce, 20,196; centre Bruce, 21,62S.
Cornwall was merged in Stormont giving
the latter a population of 243,198. The

roup comprising Leeds, /Grenville and
%rockville now had between them four
members. It wounld bereorganized in three
constituencies as follows: Leeds, 20,759;
Grenville, 22,741; Brockville, 17,724,
The group of five constituencies
comprising the Simcoes, Cardwell
and Peel would be redistributed
by dividing south Simeoe between Card-
well and west Simeoe, restoring Caledon
township to Peel and creating a new con-
stituency of centre Simcoe.

It set forth
that the municipalities were interested in
bonuses to the amount of $4,600,000, and
gave as grounds for the demand the grant
to Quebec for the Quebec, Montreal and
Ottawa road last session.

M. Gibson (Ingersoll) followed and said

the whole dominion should . contribute
towards the coats,

Dt. Smyth, mayor of Kingston, had
every faith in the enlightened railway
policy of the present government, and
boped the matter would recsive favorable
coasideration.

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A Redistribution Bill fer Outario.

The Mowat government having deter-
mined to go in for an extension of the
éranchise and a redistribution of seats,
resolved to couple the two measures
together, and introduce them as nearly
as posstble at the same time. The
redistribation bill was brought down yes-
terdsy and the franchise bill will follow it
to-day. The former was explained in con.
siderable detail by Mr. Hardy on the
motion for its first reading, and in a gen-
eral way it may be described as intended
to accomplish the following objecte:

1. A fairer adjuetment of political in.
fluence as between eastern and western
Ontario;

2, A fairer adjustment of political in-
fluence as between individual constitu-
encies, :

3. The recognition of the prinsiple of
proportional representation; ;

4. Anincidental advantage to the party
in power as the resuit of these changes.

No fault can fairly be found with the
contention that the centre of political in-
fiuence in the province should coincide as
nearly as possible with the centre of popu-
lation, The latter has been progressing
westward, and the former must follow it
Assumipg a dividing line north and south
between York and Ontario, the b;u take®
from the part of the province east of this

+ line two members, and gives to the part
west of it three, The former change is
effected by consolidating Cornwall with
Stormont, and reducing the four conatitu-
encies in Lesds and Grenville to three; the
Iatter is made by giving three members to
Broce, two to Aigoma, and three to To
ronto, " This will make a net gain to the
west of five membeps, and a net increase of
one in the whole house, which will num-
ber 89.

Neither can much fault be found with
the changes under the second of the above
principles. The bill not merely respecta
exisiing county and township boundaries
when these coincide with electoral diss
tricts, bat in some instances makes elec-
toral districts conform to municipal boun-
daries more closely than they now do.
There are some alterations which look

capricious, of course, but in the main th.fy

transfer of townships and villages from one-
covstitnency to another has been carried
out in sach a way as to greatly improve
electoral districts from the point of view of
geography and population,

Thoughtful students of politisal science
generally will hail with pleasure the recog-
nition of the proportional represemtation
idea, and will also recognize the propriety
of confining its operations for the present
to Toronto.
