\_ 4 FORGER AND A TRAVELLER.

The Strahge Experiences of a Man Whe

Robbed the Bank eof Montreal of

£60,000.

Bosrox, Sept. 80,—James Robinson,
thé St. Jobn (N.B.) shoemaker, who rob-
bed the bank ‘of Mentreal, $hrough it
branch at St. John, of $60,000 on forged
notes, has been taken back to St. John
!ﬂm Mexioco, and is Bow in the county
jail at that place. Search was made for
him in Boston by local and 8t. John
officers a few days after his disappesrance,
but it is now known that at the time the
officers were looking for him here, he was
bidden away in St. John, When oppor-
tunity offered he boarded the schooner
Panope and went to Connecticut
and” then came to Boston. From
Boston he went to New York, thence
to Louisville, Ky., and down the Rio
Grande to El Paso del Norte, and over the
Mexican Central railroad to the city of
Mexico. On the way he was seen by a
man who “gave him away” to a detective
of the Pinkerton agency, and his arrest in
Mexico soon followed. The bank offered a
reward of $1000, which has been paid te
the Pinkerton man, He wae thrown into
& Mexican prison, and when the officers
arrived there they found him lying
seriously ill on & bed of straw, It
was thought he would die, but care soon
brought him around, and in a few weeks
he was able to start for England, the
Mexican government having agreed to
give him up, though there was no extradi-
tion treaty. While he was atill lying in
prison, Detective Jullen, who accompanied
him back, found $1300 and some valuable
papers on him, of which he took posses-
sion. Robinson - empleyed .connsel and
recovered the money, which has recently
been paid back to him, The prisoner could
not be brought back through the United
States without papers from Washington, so
he was taken to England, thence by Allan
line steamer to Halifax mnd by rafl to St.
John. . He is mow quite ill in the jail,
siffering from a disease similar to that
from whioch he suffered in the Mexican
prison, . Two *physicians have been in
attendance, and his family has been sum-
moned from Montreal. Robinson was one
of the largest manufacturers in the prov-
inces, and was quite well known in certain
branches of business in Boston.

A Niee Place Is Texas,

WicaiTa FaLLs, Texas, Sept, 28.—Last
evening as W, W. Christman and 8. E,
Ashley were traveling on borseback be-
tween this place and Harrold they were
joined by a stranger who proposed to
purchase Christman’s horse.

From the Philadelphia, News.
When a mob of pickpockets start out to

‘work & orowd” on & train, they break
into twos. The operator on leather fans
his intended victim, This, in plain Eng-
lish, means that he ascersains the looation
of his victim’s money. He gets alongside
of the man whose pocket is to be picked
and with rapid movement he dexteronsly
passes his fingers lightly over every
ket, His touch is so delicate that
it enables him to locate the boodle,
and to ascertain itscharacter,whethera » Dl
a purse, or a pockstbook, The surging of
the crowd, especially on ‘a crowded rail-
way train, accounts to the unsuspicions
traveler for the ocoasional jostling which
he receives. It is found that the most
common receptacle for the pocketbook is
the left trousers pooket front. When the
victim is selected, one of the brace of
thieves plants himself squarely in front of
him, while the other crowds up bebind him
on the right side, The operator in front,
under cever of a mewspaper or a ceat
thrown over the arm, feels the pocket, and,
if the victim is a stiff-necked or a straight-
backed man in a standing ision, he
finds the lips of the pocket drawn: close
together, In this case it is dangerous to
attempt the insertion of the hand. A very
low~toned clearing of the throat, followed
by a guttural rouse, is the signal for his
pel to exert a gentle pressure upon
the victim’s right shoulder. This
is so gradually extended that the
traveler yields to the pressure without
knowing it, and without changing the
pesition of his feet, This throws the lips
of the pocket open for the operator in fromt,
who does not insert bis hand and attempt
to draw the book out, but works on the
lining,. He draws it out an eighth of an
inch at the time without inserting his
fingers more than half way.

_ Should this process of drawing the con-
tents of the pocket to its mouth be felt by
¢he victim, another low clearing of the
throat gives the sign to the confederate,
and the game is dropped. If the victim’s
«uspicions are not aroused the pickpocket
continues &t his work of drawing the
lining out until the roil of bills, the
purse, or the pocke'book is with-
in reach “of the left fingers. It
is then grasped between the index and
middle finger and gently drawn out, The
successful completion of the job is indi-
cated by a gentle chirrup, like the chirp
of & canary, and the precious pair separate
from their victim to piy the same tricke on
the next one. >

Madrid Letter to Pall Mall Gazette.

It is scarcely possible for an Englishman
to conceive the awful scenes that for about
a fortnight were common, It would
ocertainly be impossible for me to publish
these détails, they are horrible beyond
measure, and a disgrace to any nation in
whose midst they took place. I am sur
they far surpass any of Dante’s dreams o
horror., ;The twenty or thirty men whose
duty it was to bury the corpses were
allowed ' as much drink ss they liked.
Finding they ocould not keep pace with
the tide of  bodies that day and
night kept flowing on in & hideous stream,
these men only buried, or half buried,
those whose relatives paid them. The
others they just neglected, and they were
left to lie and rot, In a day or two the
quantities of drink they took transformed
them from men into worse than brutes.
And then commenced the scenes, which, as
one man told me, ‘“Should I live forever,
sir, they would be here”—striking his
head—*‘day and night. I cannot forget
those awful days.” The road from the
town to the cemetery (over the Alhambra
hills) was one string of carts, going and

3 | coming, on their sic ening - work. There

wes no time to make coffine—and even
now the dead are buried without—and, the
clothes baving been byrned, the bodies
were heaped upon each other entirely
nude. The dead are mow taken to the
graveside in a sort of tray, shaped like a
coffin, but only about four inches deep.

The character of the French Canadian is
the subject of a great deal of
sdverse criticiem, principally because of
the miscondnct of such demagogues as M.
David in connection ‘with the Riel case,
and the wiolence of & lawless Montreal ele-
mént that objects to the enforcement of
sani laws designed for their good.
We agree with the Montreal Gazette that
it is unjuss to judge a whole class by a few
samples,  The rioters and demagogues of
Montreal are Bo more representa-
tive of the French Canadians who con-
étitute the bulk of the population
of our sister province than the butchers of
the Paris commune were of the peaceful
farmers of the French provinces, or than
the bandits snd | assassins of the south-
western States are of the enterprising and
generous citizens of the union whose many
good qualities are the admiration of all
who know them. :

The Montreal Witness, which is certainly
not partial to the habitans, his customs or
his creed, declares it to be s fapt that' the
less the French Canadian is brought into
contact with the English-tongued races
the more likeable he is. Ttdoes not follow
thiat he is always corrupted by the evil
exsmple of the latter. When steel strikes
flint the sparks fly, Every observer knows
that the young Fremch Canadian who
goes away to work in the United States,
ignorant of our language and our customs,
modest in his demeanor and devoted to
the practices of his religion, often comes
back in @ yesr or two with a swaggering
pir and sn appetite for whisky, “sfull of
strange” oaths,” and ambitious to be con-~
sidered a dare-devil fellow.

Canadians of all classes to enjoy the poli-
tical principles which we now possess,

duced a De Salabery in war and s Frech-
otte in literature, can be so deficient in
moral and mental stamina as some people
have been led to believe,
The Witness testifies to what is within
_ the experience of every person who has
ever sojourned among the inhabitants
in their rural environments, The
tourist, or the fsolated English speak
ing resident is often moved to marvel at
their slowness and lack of emterprise, but
is still more deeply impressed by their
sobrieiy, frugality, courtesy and purity of
word and “deed, all of which conepire to
crown them with the priceless jewel of
contentment with their lot.
