tmportant Eailway Legisiation at Wash-
ington.

‘By.a vote of 219 yeas to 41 nays the. Ameri-
can House of Representatives have passed the

Interstate Commerce Bill, which had before |
been passed by the Senate. 'Ilnemannin:o were

heavily supported by public opinion, especi-
ally by farmers in the Western States, that
members had to pass it, of do worse, Presi-
dent Cleveland will almost certainly feel com-
pelled to sign the bill, as there is a majority
in 1ts favor a good deal more than the two-
thirds necessary fo pass it over his véto.
What railway men think of it is pretty
well indicated in the following from the
New York Tribune: *“Itis so bad a measure
that, like the Granger laws enacted during
the western anti-railroad furore, it is certain
to bring about its own repeal before it has
been long in operation. But it is not a bill
which the corporations against which it is
directed have much cause to tear. Its inci-
dence upon them can only be temporary. It
will compel them to reorganize their tariffs in
many cases, and it will no doubt curtail the
business of some of them, but as a rale it will
check only the kind of business ‘which has
been done hitherto at bottom rates, and rather
for future contingencies than for any present
profit.

“There are,” says the Tribune,
specially dangerous provisions in the bill,
namely, that which defines the powers of the
commissioners, and that which equalizes the
long and short haul. The first seenis to put a

premium upon venality. The second interferes | first

mischievously with the settlement and growth
of the country. Commissioners capahle of
doing the work imposed upen them could
hardly be found under any circumstances.
With the restrictions placed upon the
choice of them_ by this bill, it would
be folly to expect the appointment of fit men.
Unfortunately, all the harm that can flow from
the law will have to be borne by the publie.
In that fact lies the guarantee for the ultimate
reaction, not only against the bill, bat againat
the men who are mainly responsible for its
passage. It is not'the railroads that will suf-
fer. Their operating expenses will still be
paid by passengers and shippers. Only the
burdens will be shifted a little from oneclass to
another, and from oneplacetoranothar. Settle-
2 ment and production will be hindered in the
‘West and on the Pacific coast. That will be
the earliest effect of the bill. = Through rates
will be increased,to the discomfiture of distant
shippers. In nearly every instance the injury
done will be a public injury. ' Congress has
judged it best to let the people have this un-
pleagdnt experience, A year hence, perhaps,
the men who passed the bill will regret their
action.” :
Time may show that there are really
serious practical defects in the bill. - Sueh
defects, say some, as will render it entirely
unworkable, and develop confusion worse
confounded. And some railway men are
trusting that it will prove so impractieable
that it will be impossible to.get it into opera-
tion. One good point there is, however,
about the passage of this. It shows that the
Parliament of one great nation has inde-
pendence enongh to legislate g8 it pleases, and
pot as the railway kings dictate, ‘The nation’s
power to help itself once established, even by
the passage of a yery incomplete and defective
bill, the conjuyring up of a better measure will
follow ere long. What is required, to begin
with, is & firm assertion by Parliament that
the Nation is the supreme authority; and
that it has rights which even railway mag-
pates are bound to respect. And theréin the
walue of the present lesson lies.
