Editor World: Itssewage ice dose has
made our Board of Health very sick.. It
should be disinfected, put to bed and given
about half a ton of blue mill. Ir the City
Council is hard up for men to appoint on a
new Board of Health why not ‘appoint the
undertakers as a Board of Health! Our un-
dertakers are an intelligent body of men who
would not sanction the rotten ice outrage.

Ice is now being cut at the waterworks slip,
where the sewage is very rank.

To save the health and reputation:of To-
ronto the council should stop the cutting and
dump all the sewage ice back iato the bay.

A BULLET PIERCED HIS BRAN

THE BODY OF ROBERT STEVENS
FOUND FROZKN SOL1D,

The Discovery in the Pavilion at High
Park—in His Right Hand He Grasped
a Bulidog Revolver—A Hole Through
His Head—He Smoked Before He Died
—He Had Lain There for a Week

For over & week the detectives tried hard

_but ineffectuklly. to discover the whereabouts

of Mr. R. A. Stevens, the bank clerk, who
so mysteriouslyflisappeared from his home
at 96 Nassaustreet nine days ago. The

found yesterday in’the pavilion at High
Park frozen stiff in death.

James—Sabbald, ho resides. at No, 1
Maple-grovejvas out: for n Sunday stroll
yesterday, atd about 1230 took a walk
through “the ‘tark. ~Passing some distance
from the pavilion the chanced to look in
that direction, and seeing a dark object
lying on the snow-covered boards he went
over to investigate. He was horrified to find
that it was the corpse of a man partly cov-
ered with snoiv. 1

W. S. Marshall, 81 Lansdowne-avenue and
Alexander Rass, 61 McDonald. were in the
vicinity at the time and he called them over.
Mr. Marshall; having seen the cut of the
dead man in ’f’he World and baving read the
descriptions of him, at once thought that it
was NStevens: and mentioned this to his
friends. 23

‘Fhe-$hocking Spectacle.

Te body Was lying partly on the right
side, He wore a dark suit and overcoat, a
white shirt and high collar and a black
tle with a red  stripe. In ‘his
right band he loosely held a 38 cglibre Brit-
ish bulldog revolver. Five cartridges were
in it, and one chamber was empty. A hole
through the man’s head explained where the
other ball had gone. It entered above the
right ear, and came out on the opposite side
of the head. His hat, which was lying
beside him, was partly filled with frozen
blood. Beprobablyblgg:
fore he died, for ide him was found a
corncob pipe. The revolver was a new oue,
and from the condition of the chambers
seemed to bave' mever been used
before, The box which had contained
it and the man’s gloves were found close be-
side the corpse, There were no tracks in the
snow around the pavilion, which shows that
deceased must have lain there for a long
time at least since the last snow storm.

A Clear Oase of Suicide,

The men went to No. 6 Police
Station, told what they had found,
and returned in corcpany with P. C. Lutton.
The policeman, after looking at the body,
left the other men in charge and went after
Coroner Lynd. That gentleman arrived
some time afterwaras and examined
the body. After seeing the wound
in his head and the revolver he
pronounced it a clear cgse of suicide and
deemed an inquest unnecessary.

In the pockets were found several papers
bearing his name, a bunch of keys, and a
circular from the Ancient Order of Forres-
ters. Three dollars in cash was also found
in his trousers’ pocket. It will be remem-
bered that when he left home, Stevens had
seven dollars. The other four dollars were
probably expended in purchasing the re-
volver which caused his dearth.

The face wore a peaceful ex-
pression, and this together with nature of
the wound, showed that death had been
instantaneous.

The body wastaken to Stevens’ late home,
and afterwards. was removed to Btoue’s
undertakiog establishment.

His Antecedents.

Mr, Stevens was born in Aberdeen,
Scotland, forty-five years ago. His father
and brother still live there. He has been 18
{ears in this country and was always well
iked and highly respected by his friends.
He Jeaves a wife and family consisting of
two grown-up sons and three daughters.

The Russian Famine,

There can be no doubf of the extent and
severity of the famine in Russia. A Mr.
Nicolas Shishkoff, writing on, Nov.. 22 to the
editor of The Nineteenth Cénptury, makes
an appeal to the people of England for help
for the starving peasantry. His communi-
cation is brief, but it gives a picture of 'want
and suffering calculated to wring the stoniest
heart. Twenty-two of the sixty provinces
that compose the vast Russisn empire are in
the grip of the spectre of famine, or to put
it in another way 20,000,000 peasants are in
neod of bread. Here is one of the pictures
bb paints:

One morning ebout half an hour before
sunrise - I.was taking a cup &f tea before
starting from one of ase famine-
stricken villages when I happened to
look out on the frozen street. Under
my window I saw two children
of about six years old begging.| A raging
4vind was scourging them with sleet and
snow, and their - wretched little shoulders
showing through the rents in their rags. 1
opened the sash and gave them bread. Five
minutes had not passed before another
pouple of children were shivering before me.
i gave them = bit of money.
time a érowd of about 80 women and children
had gathered before the house; and as I
drove away in  the gray dawn' of ah icy
October day, my heavy wraps hardly suf-
ticing to shield me fronx the piercing gale, I
saw the station-master expostulating with a
crowd of nearly 70 of these poor wretches,
begging to be admitted to ‘‘the gentleman
who gives.” Mast of the men were in their
summer conts, and many women had babies
in theéir arms.

‘When I next visited this village, five days
later, bringing aid in corn and money
from the Red Cross Society of Samaral
heard from the Mayor that only a few Bwurs
before my arrival the local doctor had
rescued a boy of 17, and his sister, a girl of
10, from-death. | They had been out begging
(a third part of the entire population of this
settiement, say 1500 souls, live on the charity
of their bardly less miserable neighbors)
and for the last five days had notfreceived a
penny or a single slice of bread. Their
strength bad failed, and when some of their
neighbors, alarmed at the silence if their
nut, entgred the room—they found the girl
huddled up under a heap of rags in the
eoner, and. her brother unable to move
band or foot, unable to 'speak stretched on
the planks. When the doctor arrived the
lad’s jaws were so firmly locked that a knife
was tsed to force them open. The girl was
Jess sxhausted, probably because her brether
bad given her all the best bits of food.

Mr. Shishkoff concludes his account of the
estent and horrors of ‘the famine by saying:

Clristians of England! We are far off;
you cannot see our misery or hear our
famished children begging for bread. But
wiil that deter you from doing what you
can to help ust ave you not a penny that
you can sparei Your 40,000,060 pennies
would make nearly £170,000, lutfident 1o save
17,000 buman livess

A great
jdea had kindled the revolution, and this idea
was not confined in its lasting results to ones
country. Mr. Perrin brought a very powerful
address to a close with the declaration that
the world at large; and France in particular,
has been benefited by the French revolution,

Colquhoun by a fall on anicy sidewalk in that
town. The defendant town appealed from
the verdict of the jury, which allowed the
plaintiff $700 damages, The appeal has been
dismissed with costs.

The appeal in Kenny v. Ker has been dis-
missed with costs. The original action
which was brought to recover from a firm of
solicitors damages for negligence in the pre-
paring of a conyeyance, was tried at the To-
ronto Assizes and dismissed. As above
stated, the Divisional Court has confirmed
the judgment of the lower court. :

Gleanitigs From the Superintendent's Re-
port—Good-Bye To the pParkdale Works

made in the outside brauches'ef the depart-
ment, without, however, impairing li?heﬂr
efficiency.

With regard to the work required to be
done during the present year Mr, Hamilton
reports that the new conduit pipe, aithough
praetically finished, has no: been finally
tested, but that it will ‘be done as early as
possible in the spring. [

The building of the néw engine-house is
progressing as fast as it is_possible cousider-
ing the state of thé weather: The boiler-
house is.roofed in and the main walls of the
engine-house are well under way; so that a
tew fine days will enable the contractor to
finisk it. ‘Lhe new steel well is in its positioh
snd properly connected to the intake pipe,
and the excavation for this pipe from tue
enginerhouse to the three-foot Cast-iron ¢on-
duit pipé nearly finisned.

The old weil will be fe-lined with steel
plates as soon as we can get the use of thqold
well.
