In the preliminary proceedinys in connec-
tion with this case an order was taken out
by Gore’s solicitor to examine Laura Go_r-
don, who had been with the girl Lomas in
service in the Cameron household, and who
had stated, and who is still prepared to
state, that the little girl Lomas had told
her that she had Dbeen betrayed by
Cameron. When Mr. Garrow, representing
Cameron, and Mr. Murphy of Toronto, re-

resenting Gore, went to the house of

ura Gordon, they found her in sach a
weak state of health, and, as the doctors
said, wasting sway m.pidlly1 with con-
sumption, that they agreed on umaanitarian

The .‘-‘tnr’l‘c‘ommant.

When Mr. Mitchell of The Star heard
that a settlement had been effected he tried
to ascertain what the terms were, but Mr.
Murphy declined to give them. In his
paper that week, however, he stated: “‘Mr.
Cameron, who professed such virtuous in-
dignation when remonstrated with by his
friends for not proceeding against his slan-
derers, has withdrawn his charge of libel,
paying costs, on condition that the evidence
offered by the defence to substantiate the
charge be not gone into. Now Mr.Cameron
refuses to face evidence that would bring
out the facts.” He withdraws his plea
that the charge made, printed andcirculated
by Gore to the effect that M. C. Cameron
seduced Ellen Lomas was untruthful and
slanderous, and the public will be warrant-
ed in sharing the conviction of The Star
that this withdrawal on his part under the
¢ircumstances i tantamount to a confession
of his guilt of the dastardly crime charged.”

His Lordship’'s, Exceptions,

This statement of the terms of settlement
was incorrect, as already pointed out, and
auny inferences as o Cameron’s guilt based
on such statement could not be sustained,
and therefore in the course of the trial,
when the judge came to charge the jury, he
held that the omly two questions (there
being no plea of justification upon the re-
cord but simply one of not guilty) were:
First, was the defendant the publisher
of the nlleged libel, and second, were
the words complained of libelous? More-
over, the, judge excluded, although strongly
urged argued with, to admit it, all evi-
dence proffered by the defendant to show
that he made the statemeuts complained of
in good faith in an honest belief that they
were true and from information which he
believed was reliable. The judge held that
there wae no evidence to show that it was a
mutter of public interest and that the de-
fendant’s comments were fair commeats
upon the matter. He also excluded all
evidence to show that the defendant, after
he ascertained he had given a mistaken ac-
count of the settlement, had made a cor-
rection in his p?er stating the real facts of
the case, and also excluded at the
same time all previous and subsequent
articles in The Star showing that
the object of the defendant in his criticisms
on the subject was for the purpose of secur-
ing a proper investigation in order to
ascertain who was résponsible for the
death of the orphan girl, who, it was al:
leged, had been seduced by Cameron in his
own house while at service there; thus
narr.wing down to the two points, namely:
Was the statement complained of published
by Mitchell and was it libelous? The
jory had nothing else to do than to find
answers to both duestions against the
defendant, and the real issue as to who
sedticed the girl was not tried at all.

Miss Gordon Ready to Testify.

In The World’s case,#vherein no bill was
found, this would ha¥e been the main sub-
ject of investigation; and in that
trial, had it been gone on with, counsel
had instructions to plead in sucha way as
would have rendered admissable all and
every tittle of evidemce that would have
thrown any light on the case of the girl’s
death.

An order had been made by the court in
the morning for an examination of Laura
Gordon by Alexander Downey, official
stenographer. She was too ill to be ex-
amined to-day, though she said she was
ready to be carried into court and tell
what she knew of Ellen: Lomas’ seduction.

Verdioct Against Mr, Mitchell,

Judge Street presided. Mr. Mitchell
was represented b{ John King, Q.C, E.
Campion, Q.C., and George Lindsey. Mr.
B. B. Osler appeared for Mr, Cameron.
The jury brought in their verdict of guilty
at 5.30 and the court adjourned until 8
o'clock for sentence. In the interval the
lawyers on the two sides got together o try
and effectan accommodation.On coming in P
eourt. Mr. Osler stated that Mitchell had
considered carefully the situation and had
agreed to publish the following statement
in his paper:

«“With reference to the article in The
@tar of July 15, 1892, headed ‘Justice
Balked Again,’ it is due to. Mr. M. C.
Cameron to make the following statement:
The article/in question was fonnded upon
erroneous information received in good
#aith by this paper. Upon preparing our
defence to the true bill found for libel at
she recent assizes a rigid examination was
made of all the evidence which could be
given in support of a plea of justification of
the libel charged. It was found by counsel
that it was impossible to plead in justifi-
sation of the article. The evidence in sup-

rt of the charge against Mr. Cameron
that he had sednced Ellen Lomas was found
w be wholly unreliable. We regret
sxceedingly the publication of the article in
juestion, and apologize to Mr, Cameron
wud his family for the pain which the unjust |

“Then you are a mean sneak.”  Where-
upon, before anyone knew it, the two were
standing up at |one another.

- On enquiry it was learned that the
assailant of Mr. Maclean was the son-in-law
of M. C. Cameron, a Dr. Wilson of London,
one of the medical men who performed the
Cesarean operation on poor Ellen Lomas,
from the effects of which she died, who ad-
ministered Koch lymph to Laura Gordon
for consumption and who accompanied
Cameron when he interviewed Gore in De-
troit the other day.

MLDICAL CONFRERENCE.

A Proposal to Secure Inter-Provincial
Registration for Doctors.

O1TAwA,Ont., Sept. 20. —The initial stage
of the conference of medical doctors of the
Dominion to be held in the Capital was
reached to-day, when the members of the
Ontario Medical College met in the reading
room of the Russell House.

This meeting was called for the purpose
of simplifying and arranging matters for
the meeting of delegates from the provinces
of Canada. The purpose of the conference
is the question of reciprocity of medi-
cal registration between the pro-!
vinses of the Domimion. The idea of
this conference emanated from the Ontario
Medical Council, which empowered a num-
ber of its members to institute the confer-
ence, and that the registrar should report
to and put himself in communication with
the medical registrars of other provinces.
In simple words the intention is that any
qualified medical man of either province
may be allowed to practice in any other
province throughout Caunada. This is also
the session of the Canadian Medical Asso-
ciation, a fact that is both appropriate and
useful under the circunmstances.

The regular business oi the conference
begins to-morrow.

CUKTISIN &4 7'TGHT PLACRE.)
A Man Who saw Him Shoot Policeman
Graat.

San Francisco, Sept. 20.—lhe Examin-
er uﬁl the missing witness in the case ot
M. B. Curtis, the actor, charged with the
killing of Policeman Grant on the night
of September 11, 1891, has been found in
the person "of J. Caan, who has
been engaged in businéss at Fortune,
Humboldt county. Cann says that while
going home that night his attention was
attracted to a scufle between the officer
and a man whom he had arrested. Hav-
ing been an officer in Idaho, Cann
states that he watched the proceedings
with interesv, and being near by on ithe
opposite side of the stroet was able to dis-
tinguish both parties who were scuffling.
As the accused man persisted in refusing to
accompany the officer, the latter placed his
nippers on the right-hand and attempted
to-pull the man along. The prisoner then
reached behind him with his left hand, and
pulling & pistol from his pocket shot the
policeman again and again.

THE EXPLOSION AT BSTAPLES.

The Jury Finds That No One Was to
Blame for the Occurrence.

CoxmeER, Ont., Sept. 20.—The jury em-
panelled to eu%t)xire into the cause of the
death of John Papineau and others met at
Staples to-day and found, according to
the evidence, that the said John Papinean
and others came to their death on the 17th
inst. while in the employ of Messrs. Force
& Dickenson by the explosion of a boiler in
their miil, said boiler having exploded
accidentally, and the real cause not being
known to the jury they recommended all
users of boilers to be compelled to have
them inspected at least oncea year, and
that a law enforcing the examination of all
engineers of stationary engines should be
enacted and certificates granted to those
passing the proper examinations and a
penalty imposed upon -any person assuming
charge of an engine who could not produce
a certificate.

C. P. R. CONDUCTORS DISM ISSED

The Company May Make a Clean Sweep
from Ottawa to Vancouver.

Orrawa, Sept. 20.—Amnother wholesale
dismissal of C.P.R. passenger conductors
occurred on Saturday last, when five well-
known officials were informed that their
services were no longer required. The dis-
missals were made on the division between
Ottawa and Norsh Bay, and as usual the
men were |given no reasons whatever for
the setion taken by the company. Two of
the conductors reside in this city and three
others are residents of North Bay. A re-
port is in circulation to the effect that the
company will make a clean sweep among
the passenger conductors between Ottawa
and Vancouver.. Most of the dismijssed
employes have been in the service of the
company for over ten years.

The Telegraphers’ Demand,

8. Lours, Mo., Sept.20. —The telegraph-
ers of the Missouri Pacific system yelt.errs)ay
made a demand for an adjustment of griev-
ances. Thedifficulty, which means a higher
wage scale, wil) affect over 1400 operators
on the Gould lines. The recogaition of the
Order of Railway Telegraphers is also in-
volved. Male and female hands are em-
braced in the employes, and include the
commercial operators as well as the train
despatchers. If a strike should be ordered
the traffic would be virtually blocked. The
railway officials profess not to be worried,
but refuse to be interviewed.

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IN DEFENCE OF THE EMPIRE.

GREAT ARTI-EOHI‘ RULE DEMON-
STRATION LAST NIGHT,

The Auditorium Crowded—Loyal Speeches
of Visiting Presbyteriamns, Ald. Bell,
Douglas Armour, Ex-Mayor Beaty.
Clarke Wallace, M.P,, Captain Ridout,
Bishop Campbell and Others—Protests
Passed. »

The people in Toronto who sympathize
with what is known as the loyal minority
in Ireland turned out in strong force last
night at the anti-Home Rule meeting in
the Auditorium, The audience was not so
large as that which attended the Blake de-
monstration the previons night in Horticul-
tural Pavilion, but the Auditorium had all
that it could accommodate with seating and
standing room. It was crowded from pit
to topmost gallery. In point of enthusiasm
the antis were able to work up just as much
as did the Home Rulers at their meeting,
if not more.

The decorations were simple, consisting
purely of the Union Jacks and the Cana-
dian ensign, a dozen or so of which were
distributed about the platform.

The Chairman’s Supporters.

Promptly at 8 o’clock Ald. Bell stepped
upon the platform and just as promptly
was voted to the chair amid loud applause.
Among those on the platform with him
were: Rev, Alexander Cuthbert of Col-
lege-square, Beliast; Mr. Alexander Ast-
rich of Cork, J. Cuthbert, J. P. of Coleraine,
Ireland; Bishop Campbell, James L.

A YVoice from Belfast.

Rev. Alexander Cuthbert of Belfast was
the first speaker, and he was received with
tumultuous applause. His speech was
vigorous and touched responsive chords in
the hearts of the apdience. “Mr. Chair-
man snd friends,” he began, “I assure you
it gives me great pleasure to take an
humble part.in this magnificent demonstra-
tion. It proves that you are interested in
my native country, Ireland, and it also

roves to me that all Canadians are not in
favor of Home Rule. I think i has been
said that four-fifths were in favor,
but I don’t believe it. [Cries of *‘yes”
and “no” and interruption in rear.]
I love Ireland and Irshmen. [Applause.]
1, personally, who have studied this sub-
ject (Home Raule) have come to the conclu-
sion that Mr. Gladstone’s: policy would be
disastrous. I don’t know how many of you
are in favor of Home Rule, but I can assure
you that 99 per cent. of the people of Ulster
have said that we will not have Home
Rule. [Tumultuous applause.]2 And the
reason is we will not have it. We believe
that Home Rule would mean to a certain
extent Rome Rule.! [Cheers.] And
we have had that proven in
msany events in the history of Ireland. ‘One
example. ~We hear of toleration. ~We
hear that the Roman Catholic Church has
been tolerant. I ask you to point out one
place,where that church has had the power,
it there has been religious liberty.” He
held that it was on the contrary, for mn
some parts of Ireland the peasant had to
take his politics from the Catholic Church.

Proceeding, he said that Sir William
Harcourt bad calied the Ulster loyalists
“busy bees.” ‘“We are busy bees, we im-
prove the shining hour. I believe that the
right policy for Ireland is fair play to
every man. We claim no rights that we
are not willing to give to every man.. I be-
lieve that the policy of Mr. Balfour, which
has been so successful in the past—[ap-
planse, and ‘“He’ll get there again”]}—the
policy of granting remedial measures, the
policy of granting various helps and aids
to those districts which are congested is
the policy that will make Ireland prosper-
ous.” Referring to Mr. Gladstone, he
caustically asked : *““Who knows his
policy #’ [Cries: “‘No one.”]

In closing, he said that the greater part
of the British people were in s,vmpar,try
with the Ulster party, “and they,” he said,
“will see that we are not deprived of our
rights.”

A Message From Cork.

Mr. Alexander McAnstrich of Cork said
that he was rejoiced to find that Canada
was such a loyal country and to learn that
there were such warm sympathizers here
for the Unjonists in Ireland. Continuing
he said: ““Our people if left to themselves
would be guiet and peaceable and kind
hearted. I as a Cork man—[loud laughter]
—can speak for those in that city who own
property and have an interest there.
It is good to know that one has some
security for his property and home. Under
Mcr. Balfour’s Irish policy we had that se-
curity, but the circumstances have been
very different since Mr. Gladstone assumed
power, It is not mercy for the Irish to
give them a shifting policy, and that is Mr.
Gladstone’s, tor no one can tell what he
intends to do, and I don’t believe
he can himself. The Irish will never be
pacified by any policy of an English states-
man, for what they want is separation.
We in Ireland do not know what is good
for us, forsoothj we require a man from
Canada to come over and tell us.
We are poor folls. [Loud laughter.] The
North of Ireland has spoken their minds
regarding Home Rule. The capital, the
tafent and the wealth and industry of Ire-
land bave said, “No! we will have nothing
of this proposal intended to work the dis-
ruption of the empire.”

An Ulster Magistrate Speaks.

Mr. J. Cuthbert, J.P,, of Coleraine, said
that for many years he had been an ardent
supporter of Mr, Gladstone, but when in
1876 he took a stand for Home
Rule the speaker refused longer to
follow his leadership. It was, he said, a
mere handtul of Protestants in the North
of .Ireland who want Home Rule. It
had been said that Canada had
Home Rule, but the _ circumstances
were not similar. The Irish had proved
themselvés unfit for self-government many
times of late years. The taxation of pro-
perty in Dublin was 10 shillings to the
pound. The Protestants did not want
such men: to manage their affairs. The
educational question was another bar-
rier to the success of Home
Rule. It could never be deemed ad-
visable to place the whole patronage of
education in the hands of an ecclesiastical
confederation. Home Rule was expected
to help the tenants to buy their lands. 1t
took capital to do this, and that at a low
rate of interest.

A local government could hardly be ex-
pected to borrow money at as low a rate as
the present Government. But Ulster holds
the key to the situation and her sturdy
opposition could never be overcome.

%’urhher Mr. Acheson quoted from a
speech of the present Prime Minister of
England, Mr. Gladstone, gn Oct. 27, 1881:
“Rapine is the first object %oi the National
League), - but rapine is not the only object.
1t is perfectly true that these gentlemen
wish to march through rapiné to the disin-
tegration and dismembership of the em-
pire.”

Warming with his subject, the speaker
showed that Mr. Gladstone had turned
diametrically round on the question and
only for the sake of votes and power.
Further, Mr. Acheson maintained by ample
citations that ‘““Home Raule is Rome Rule.”
Had the Irish not a parliament of their
own when the remnants of Protestantism
were driven under the walls of Derry?
This is how they would again treat “the
spoiled children of Ireland.”

Denies There Are Disabilities.

Mr. Clarke Wallace, M.P., in an able
speech, maintained that in no country in
the world had the Irish so many privileges
as in Ireland. The landlord™ could not put
2 man out if he paid his rent, and he could
not put him out if he did not pay his rent.
They had their rent legally fixed,had tenant
right and compensation for improvements.
Under what disabilities, then, asked Mr.
Wallace, did the Irish labor? And he pro-
ceeded to show they had none. He then
proposed this resolution:

That we believe the attempt to set up a Home
Rule Parliament in Ireland will result in disorder
and coafusion, and will ﬁroduce disastrous re-
sults to the well-being und harmopy of the British
Empire.

Speaking to the resolution Mr. Wallace
cited history to prove the statements of the
resolution. He also quoted another speech
of Mr. Parnell, at Castlebar, County Mayo:
«We shall never accept anything but a full
right to manage our own affairs and make
our land a nation with the right to shape
our own destinies among the nations of the
earth.”

«Can Mr. Blake say that that means only
Canadian self-government? I will farther
quote Mr. Sexton, an unquestioned authori-
ty. Hesaid, ‘I will not mince my words,
and I declare that the prevailing and un-
changeable passion between Ireland and
England is the passion of hate.’

«“But Mr. Blake says that Home Rule
will engender a loving feeling. 1 maintain
that under Home Rule the Irish would
have the power where to-day they have
only the wish to do England injury.”

In the remainder of his speech Mr. Wal-
lace maintained that Home Rule would be
disseverance from England,and that Ire-
land would have to be re-conquered. The
danger was greater than hag threatened
Eng%lnd since the Spanish Armada, and he
implored all present to use their power to
prevent the dire calamity.

What Mr, Blake Said in London.

Captain Ridout fin seconding the resola-
tion said that to grapt Home Rule to Ire-
land would be nothing less than a cowardly
of the minority to their
hereditary foes and to the domin ation of
the priests.

Continuing he said: “I was in England
when Mr. Blake made his speech before the
Eighty Club. I read that speech. In it
Mr. Blake pointed out what good things
Home Rule had done for Canada. Then I
thought of the letter he had written to his
former constituents in West Durham,
wherein he said that Confederation had
promoted disintegration, that it had raised
up & hostile tariff against the neighbor-
ing mnation, that it had been the

cause of corruption of constituencies snd &
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vast number of evils which he set outin
that letter, It struck me that he was very
inconsistent.” ;

Then Capt. Ridout referred to a meeting
of °°ltﬂnon ers in London| which Mr.
Blake h

dressed, and which he (the
speaker) had attended. ‘From what
Mr. Blake said had come  to
the conclusion that Mr, Blake had,
since his speech before the Eighty Club,
read an article published in & London paper
the previous day and which had taken a
similar line of thought to what I had; for
Mr. Blake refrained from making the same
comparisons, Mr, Blake was addressing an
audience of the lower stratum of society.
The people there did not care any*hing for
Home Rule. They were interested
in local reforms which Mr. Glad-
stone had promised them. Michael
Davitt had addressed these same people on
a former occasion. He understood them
and told them that if they would supporta
Gladstone candidate that thera would be a
solid 70 votes that would see they got
the desired reforms. Mr., Blake, on the
other hand, did not know his audiesce. He
dwelt upon the grievances of Ireland, for
he told them that until they granted Home
Rule to Ireland they could not expect to
get the local reforms they (the costermon-
gers) wanted. Mr. Blake,” continued the
captain, ‘‘went on to say that if they got
Home Rule the priests would retire from
political life — [laughter] — that they
would return to the spiritual work of their
flocks. Next day, The Daily News, one of
the Gladstonian organs, came oub an
apologized for Mr. Blake’s remarks, stating
that as he came from across the water he
did not understand the Home Rule ques-
tion.”

Dr. James Beaty, Q.C., moved the next
resolution:

That this meeting disavows and repudiates
the claims publicly expressed by the Hon.
Edward Blake and others of the Liberal
party in England that there is any real
analogy between the system of constitutional
government in Canads and the proposed sys-
tewn of Home Rule for Ireland, and that this
meeting further expresses the well-founded
misapprehension that Home Rule in Ireland
as now understood would tend fo the disrup-
tion of the British Empire and destroy that
unity and prestige which command influeace
in all parts of the world.

Mr. Beaty, in an able speech in support
of the resolution, showed that Mr. Blake’s
pr 1 was titutional, *I have
read all that has been reported of Mr.
Blake’s speeches in Ireland and England,
especially those interesting letters which
were communicated by my |friend, Mr.
Howard, to find out what Mr. Blake was
after. We know the hon. [gentleman’s
legal acumen, and I must confess that I
was astonished to find that he was propos-
ing to establish anything in Ireland analo-
gous to what we have in Canada.”

Continuing, Mr. Beaty, quoting from
Mzr. Blake's speeches, said that he pro-
mised to give ‘Ireland what he would
not have proposéd for Canada itself. As
might havebeen exgected,Mr.Beaty brought
Scripture to his aid, and he compared the
integrity of the British Empire to Nebu-
chadnezzar’s great image with its head of

HARD 70 KILL THIS BEAKEMAN.

In a Dynamite Explosion He Was Blown
120 Feet With Sligh®Injury,

Hartrorp, Conn., Sept. 20.—At 12.15
this morning there was a terrible explosion
on the line of the Philadelphia and Read-
ing, three miles west of New Hartford and
81 miles from this city. A freight trainm,
consisting of 10 cars, bound for
Hartford, was coming on & down grade.

The Pan-Presbyterian Council, which
opens its fifth gession in Toromto to-day,
arose from a suggestion of Rev. Dr. James
McCosh, ex-president of Princeton College.
"'he movement originated in a gpirit which
is neither sectarian nor dogmatic, but is
humanitarisn in the broadest and best
sense. The time was when the various
branches of the church were as testy toward
each other as toward - people of widely dif-
ferent creeds, but since the establishment
of this council the Presbyterian bodies have
been brought together in & fraternal spirit
and much good has resulted. A sense of
beotherbood has been developed out of these
possibilities of fraternization among those
separated not only by land distances but

by the vast distance of the ocean.

The Alliance is made up of 500 delegates,

120 of whom are representatives o

Presbyterian Churches of Scotland; 120 from
“Fngland, Ireland and Canada; 30 from
Australia and New Zealand; 30 from the
Earopean continent; 25 irom \Wales and
the remainder from the different branches
of Presbyterian and Reformed Churches of
the world, ‘such as the German Reformed
Church, the Dutch Reformed Church and
go on. . This will be the fifth. quadrennial
meeting. The first was held in Edinburgh
in 1876, the second at Philadelphia in 1880,
the third at Belfast in 1884 and the fourth
in London in 1888. The council has mo
legislative authority whatever,simply being
a deliberative body, expressive of the unity
and cosmopolitan character of the Présby-

terianChureh in the varioug branches.

That opening to-day is the fifth in its his-
tory. The first was held in Rdinburgh in
1878, the sacond in Philadelphia in 1880, the
third in Belfast in 1884, and the tou_rth'!n
Loudon in 1888. The meetings are ordinarily
held every three years. Tae delegates are
ministers and elders, The number from
each denomination is proportionate to the
membership of the denomination, one cleri-
eal and one lay delegate being aopointad for
svery 100 congregations. Any church
in the world organized Presby-
terian  principles, and , whose creed
is in harmony with the consensus of the Re-
tormed creeds, is eligible for membership, for
the alliance is not & Jegislative body, its
office simply being to bring the churches
comvosing it closer together, as well as
confer on matters of common interest.

Poisonous Drugs Sold at the T, Eaton
Co,’s Store,

In the Police Court yesterday afternoon
Police Magistrate Denison investigated four
charges against the T. Eatou Company of
seliing drugs containing poison without the
word *‘poison” being labelled on the bottle.
A man named Warner testified that he pur-
chased a bottle of Chlorodyne and alsoa
bottle of Boschee’s German syrup at the de-
fendant’s étore. Neither of them had any
label pasted on the outside indicating that
they contained poison. Prof. Bllis testified
that he analyzed the contents of the bottles,
The ones holding chlorodyne contained 2 8-10
grains of morphine, and the syrup about 1.20
grain morphine to the ounce. He considered
both of them dangerous. The bottle of
chlorodyne contained sufficient morphine to
kill three adults, The Magistrate inflicted
fines of $20 with costs in two cases and dis-
missed the remaining charges.

DANGER OF IMPURK WAZTER.

Dr. Allen Wants a Test of the Steel
Oonduit,

The Local Board of Health, at its meet-
ing this afternoon, will consider a report
from Medical Heslth Officer Allen, who
asks the board to order an official and thor-
ough test of the conduit.

Many citizens are of the opinion that
there is a leak in the steel econduit, and
think they are drinking bay water. A
number of city physicians, in reporting
cases of diarrheea,ssy they canaccount for the
prevalence and severity of he disease only
on the supposition that there is a leak in
the conduit and that our drinking water is
being flavored with sewage.

Dr. Allen thinks the water is pure, and
as alf analyses show that the water in the
pumping well and that in the intake pipe is
of the same quality, the doctor thinks
there is no leak in the pipe. ° He thinks,
however, that the test should be made in
order to reassure frightened citizens.

A FPlague of Rattlesnakes,
RavgicH, N.C., Sept. 20.—The drought
in the southeastern part of the state has
caused some of the swampsto become al-
most dry, particalarly in Brunswick County,
and the monster rattlesnakes peculiar to
'that section have crawled all through the
nolfhborhood. They have bitten and
killed a white woman and three negroes
and have also killed scores of horses, mules
and cattle, #s well as great numbers of dogs.
The snakes crawl into or under houses and
cattle are now kept in pens toprotect them,
Many persons, thoroughly frightened, have
moved away from the vicinity of Smith’s
Swamp, near Waccaman. Rattling can be
heard there at all times and immense ser-
Fenn are killed in the roads, some over six
et long and three inches thick. Such a
plague of snakes was never before known in
this state.
Montana’s Exhibic at the World’s Fair,
Cmicaco, Sept. 20.—A statue in solid sil-
ver, eight feetin height, costing $50,000
and standing upon $250,000 worth of gold
compressed into a pedestal, will be one of
Montana’s exhibits at the World’s Fair.
R. H. Park will be the sculptor and Miss
Rehan has consented to be the model for
the statue. Mr. Park will go to New York
next week for the necessary study. Miss
Rehan was chosen for the model because
she is considered to be physically one of the
most perfect types of American woman-
hood. The figure will represent Jistice
standing on the Globe with advanced foot
resting on the continent of North America,
holding in her left hand balances uﬁunlly
poised, one side filled with gold and the
other with silver coin and in her right hand
the sword.

Manuel Garcia’'s Message.

Havaxa, Sept. 20,—The notorious bandit
Manuel Garcia has again committed one of
those feruel and - bloodthirsty acts which
have made his name a word of terror in
the region where he carries on his lawless-
Muess. Garcia waylaid a planter near his
estate, murdered him, and placed a letter
on the bleeding form of his victim, It
read: *Iam not a ymurdercr. If I killed
Batista it is because he tried to poison my
brother, Vincente, and to deliver me up to
the guards.”

The letter contained menaces against
several persons whom the writer declared
he would punish in the same manner as he
had Batista.

Murders 1n Maine,

Berrasr, Me., Sept. 20.—A double
tragedy occurred in Belmont, about five
miles from this city yesterday afternoon.
Samuel A. Moody, a cripple living with his
sister near Johnson’s Corner, Belmont, shot
and killed Fannie Belle Nichols, aged 22,
and then shot himself. The girl had borne
a good reputation and no miotive is assigned
for -the tragedy, Moody was a man of
violent temper and had a hard reputation.
