FATAL EXPLOSION IN A LACHUTE
CARTRIDGE FACTORY.

William Maccoy Atter Handling Fuloi-
nite of Mercury For Several Yemss
Meets a Terrible Death Either By
Accid or Carel How the
Fatality Occurred Is Not Known,

MoxTREAL, May 10.—An explosion in
the mixing room of the Dominion Cartridge
Company at Brownsburg, Lachute, resulted
in the death of William Maccoy, aged 23
and unmarried.

Fulminite of mercury has a terrible
affinisy for oxygen. When dry the chemi-
cal change is 5o rapid us to be extremely
dangerous in most minute quantities, in
large calamitous. It is therefors kept in
bulk under water and taken to the mixing
sheds, about 10 lbs. at a time,

The mixing shed at Brownsburg is about
100 yards trom the manufactory,

William Maccoy had for several years
had sole charge of the shed, mixing the
material withqimd or powdered glass and
gum arabic.

No one else was allowed in the room,
He had the key. He knew the nature of
the substance he was dealing with.

The dry substance must either have ex-
ploded spoutaneously or have been struck
or dropped; anyhow, whether by careless-
ness or accident, the stuff exploded, blow-
Maccoy. to pieces. 2

In advocating & two-cent-a-mile passsnger
rate, The World imagined itself as foremost
in the van of railway reformers.

Limited Monopolies.

Chief Justice Galt having dacided that
municipal councils cannot give monopolistic
rights to telephone companies, or in fact to
private companies of any kind, an endeavor
is to be made not to test the soundness of
the learned judge’s decision, but to have the
law.amended so as to place beyond doubt the
right of municipalities to control their owa
highways. Section 286 of the Consolidated
Municipal Act of last year provides that ““no
council shall have the power to give any
person an exclusive right of exercising with-
in the municipality any trade or calling,”
etc. Section 496, sub-section 39, thus deals
with the general powers of manicipalities
regarding public privileges:

“A municipality may pass bylaws for

* regulating the erection and maintenance of
electric light, telegraph and telephone poles
and wires within their limits,” i

The Chief Justice bas held that the first-
recited section is distinctly violated in any
bargain that grants exclusive privileges to
a company or person, and he maintains that
the general powers contained in section 496
do not include the right to grant a mono-
poly.

This is the first time this particular section
of the Municipal Act has been brought
before the courts for - interpretation, and in
seeking precedents the Chief Justice had to
look to the United States courts. In his
judgment he quoted the following language
of an Ohio judge:

“If, under the general power here given, a
single city council might bind its successors
not to make or permit any further use of the
streets for a similar purpose for a period of
25 years, way not for 100 years, or in per-
petuity? If so, we fail to ~ discover it, either
in express terms of the statute. or as arisi
from a clear and necessary implication.”

In the case of St. Thomas, he added:

“It is manifest that, so far as the agree-
ment was concerned, 1t was the objeot and
intention of both parties that the Bell Tele-
phone Company should have a monopoly for
the next five years of the telephone business
in the city of St. Thomas, and therefore it is
entirely beyond the power of the muuiei-
pality to enter into such an agreement,”™

It is certainly not in tvhe public interest
that any municipality should be permtted
to tie up the hands of its successors for a
long term of years, say twenty, or even ten.
On the other hand, there are enterprises of
such a kind that the public interests can be
better served by a monopoly than by the ex-
istence of two or more rival companies. The
telephone business is an example of the for-
mer kind. We might just as well have two
postoffice systems as two telephone systems
in Toronto. But whenever a monopoly is
granted the company enjoying it should pay
exactly what such a privilege is worth, and
even in that event a municipality should not
be permitted to grant any exclusive rights
for more than a period of, say, five years.
With such reservation as to time mno barm
could be done in giving mugicipalities potwer
to grant monopolies.

A bill has been passed by the New York
State Legislature making it a misdemeanor
for the proprietor er publisher of a news-
paper to give & misrepresentation of his
paper’s circulation for the purpose of secur-
ing advertising or other patronage, There
is ho reason why such a law should not be in
force. To obtain advertising by a misrepre-
sentation as to circulation virtually comes
under the criminal law of obtaining monéy

nder false pretences. An advertiser, how-

ver, should not always gauge the rate per
1ipe he should pay by the circulation of the
paper. An equally important point to con-
sider Js the quality of the circulation.

When Mayor Fleming, in seeking re-elec-
tion last December, told the public that he
was instrumental in bringing the tax rate
of last year down to 14}¢ mills he didn’t
tell the whole truth, He forgot to mention
thut he left a deficit which bas to be met out
of this year’s taxes. The rate cannot be
kept down below 16 mills this year without
drawing on next year again, and in addition
to this rate there will be am intnease of nearly
$400,000 to the bonded debt ofthe city. And
yet Mayor Fleming seeks to pose as an
economical administrator.

The press of the United States is almost
unanimous ir denouncing the folly of the
Sunday restrictionists in keeping the World’s
Fair closed on Sunday, So strong is
public sentiment in favor of allowing the
public to inspéect the exhibits ef the fair in
preference to spending the day in the beer
gardens and theatres that it is not at all im-
probable the Sunday closing mandate will
s0on be rescinded.

Sir William Howland's Adaress.

At 3,55 Sir William Howland rose to de-
liver a speech of welcome. In the course of
his remarks the speaker referred to the
benefits and principle of life insurance. He
spoke of the prejudicial effects of the public
investments of the couatry being placed
abroad, and said that the aim in establishing
the Conlederation Life Association had been
10 keep capital in the country. He traced
the history of the company for the 22 years
of its existence, and said that he was full of
sorrow at the tbought that just one-half of
those who cemposed the board of the com-
pany at. its inception were alive today.
‘Tbe business of insurance had grown to im-
mense proportions in the course of years,
and it was in commemoration of the coem-
pany’s establishment in commodious and
permanent quarters that so many distingui h-
ed men were assembled.

Sir William was received
with cheers and proceeded to propose the
health of the Queen, the Governor-General
and the Lieut.-Governor.

Speeches By Members,

Mr. W. H. Boattg ri»roposnd the toast of
the Dominion arliament. The toast
was replied to by Hon. Frank Smith,
who spoke of the progress made
by the city in the 61 yearssince he first came
to Toronto, and of the financial progress of
the president and the many capitalists there
assembled in the course of years. Hoe re-
ferred to the honorable manner in which
Sir William Howland had filled every posi-
tion of trust that he had been asked to fill in
this country. The desire of the Parliament
he spoke for was to do their best to give the

ple the cheapest and best. He had the
onor to still bein Parliament, but hoped
soon to get out of it. He believed that all of
the older men of his colleagues were anxious
to give place to younger men who possessed
greater ability to do their work.

Mr. G. R. R. Cockburn, M.P., who fol-
lowed, spoke of the fact that $1,000,000,000
was invested in fire and life insurance in
Canada. He bhad always respected the Par-
liament of which bhe was a member, and
he had a higher respect than ever for
the Government since it decided to
send him to Chicago to represent
Canada. He would cling to the policy
which be had laid down some weeks ago; he
believed that sorre industries after the many
years of the Natiunal Policy should -be able
to get out of their perambulaters and walk
alone, 3

Col, F. C. Denizon and W, F. Maclean fol-
lowed. Mr. Marter, M.L.A., replied to the
toast of “The Oantario Legislature,” and
beld that the islature was nearer and
dearer to us than the Dominion ‘Parliament.

Ex-Ald. W. H. Gibbs proposed the mayor
and corporation and Bernard Saunders re-

lied.

i J. D. Edgar, M.P., gave a description of
the duties of an after-dinner speaker and
then proposed “‘The Commercial and Bank-
ing interests” Mr. D. R. Wilkie,
in replyr ,, spoke of the importance
to insutes.o companies of some at-
tention being paid to a pure water
supply this summer. A single microbe out
in the bay might upset all the actuaries’ cal-
culations. Mr. Byron E. Walker spoke of
the great qualities of the Canadian cufrency.
He said they were safety, convertibility and
elasticity. The safety of Canadian financial
institutions rested in their specialization of
different forms of banking—the division into
mercantile banks, loan companies, insurance
companies and- postoffice savings banks. In
Australia and Italy, where sc many failures
kave taken place, this state of affairs does
not exist. His speech was technical and
most entertaining, Mr. J. K. Macdonald
proposed *Our Home Companies,” which
was replied to by William Hendrie of the
Ontario Mutual Insurance Company. The
proceedings closed at 6,15 in the evening
after a delightful afternoon.

The New Building,

The Company’s mew building is a large
and comfortable edifice from a business
point of view, while architecturally it is a
great credit to the city. Some description
of it may be interesting.

The building bas an extended frontage on
Yonge, Ricnmond and Victoria-streets of
427 feet, and covers an area of 21,500 square
feet. There are seven storeys above the
grade lsvel, and a basement under the whole
building, the height from the lowest to the
highest floor level being nearly 100 feet. The
tower in the centre of the Richmond-street
facade rises to a total height of 214 feet from
the grade line, and two minor towers mark
the corners of Yonge and Victoria-streets,

The design is well conceived, the grouping
of parts very effective, and the buildiog has
a dignity unusual in a Gothic design.

The construction throughout is what is
known as theslow-burning principle,thatis,at
each story solid heavy wooden  beams about
four feet apart carry the flooring, which is
oue thickness of three inch plank and one
thickness of inch boarding, leaving the beams
open beneath ana having the under side of
the flooring plastered, thus forming a panel-
ed ceiling, In no caseis there a beam built
into the walls, but each rests ona stone cor-
bel, so that in case of fire thay would slowly
burn and char, or falli free of and do no
injury to the walls.

Turniog to the internal arrghgements of
the building we find the largest pile of offices

in the city, The Confederation Life Asso-

room 00x48 feet and 26 feet high and the
board room is 40x28 feet, The main office is
enriched with bedutiful plaster-cast orna-

The building is heated with steam. Open
replaces are also plentitully distributed
throughout each floor,

The veutilation arrangement is worked by
an exhaust fan-driven by electricity, supply-
ing hot air in winter and cool air in summer
and constantly drawing off the vitiated afr.

LIVE MASTODONS IN ALASKAY

i{ndian Qunters Tell Oircumstantial Stories
of ing Such M
[From The Juneau Free Press.]

The Stickeen Indians positively assert
that within the last five years they have
frequently seen animals which, from the
descriptions given, must be mastodons.
Last spring while out hunting one of these
Indians came actoss a series of large tracks,
eath the size of the bottom of a salt barrel,
sunk deep in the moss. He followed the
curious trail for some miles, finally coming
out in full view of his game. As a class
these Indians are the bravest of hunters,
but the . proportions of this new species
of game filled the hunter with terror,
and he took to swift and immediate flight.
He described the creature as being as large
as a post trader’s store, with great, shining,
yellowish white tusks and a mouth large
enough to swallow a man at a single gulp.
He further says that the animal was un-
doubtedly of the same species as those
whose bones and tusks lie all over that sec-
tion of the country. The fact that other
hunters have told of seeing these monsters
browsing on the herbs up along the
river gives ~ a :certoin  probability to
the story. Over on Forty-mile Creek
bones of mastodons are quite plentiful.
One ivory susk 9 feet long wprojects from
one of the samd dunes on that creek, and
single teeth have been found that were so
large that they would be .a good load for
one man to carry.. I believe that the mule-
footed hog still exists; also that the masto-
dons play tag with the aurora every night
on Forty-mhile Creek in Alaska.

»oreing Early Spring Lambs,
{From The Springfield Union. ]

The propagation of spring lambs is one ot
the most interesting respouses to the fas-
tidious palate of these later days. Early
strawberries, forced peaches, young aspara-
gus and spring chickens are as nothing com-
pared to the involved processes that have
produced spring lamb. This has come
about only within the past 10 vears, and is
the result of continuous and ingenious ex-
periment. Before this time spring lamb
could not be found in the market until the
middle of March, nor easily accessible until
May 1. Spring lamb now comes garlanded
with Christmas holly. Last year one soli-
tary lambkin helped to - celebrate
Thanksgiving, and was almost with-
out - price. The apnual Christmas
yield of spring lambs in town
is about 20, They are then eating dis-
tinotly precious, each lambkin selling for at
least $15. In January they become more
common, and in February a whole lamb can
be bought for $6 or §7. The spring lamb
is two months old when he is served at
table. - He has his brief life in a
warm stall, and is fed only on his - mother’s
milk.’ He has had his little run for a con-
stitutional on the clean floor, but exercise
is discouraged that might make his flesh
coarse or harden his muscles. He is kept
as clean as a babe, and is groomed like a
Skye terrier,  When his appointed hour is
come no sacrificial offering could be in finer
condition, morally or physically.

The Earth Will Fall Out of Balance,

Marshall Wheeler, one of the best
known of the great army of Pacific
coast scientists that have lately sprun,
up, claims to have discovered a °‘,thir
principal motion of the earth,” which is
this: Every 20,908 years the globe
changes its north and south poles on
account of the attraction the earth has
for its own magnetism. The sun, too,
strongly attracts one of the poles and
repels the other. This being the case, it
only takes the short space of 20,903 years
for the double attraction to careen it
over to such an extent that it suddenly
“flops” 90 degrees. Mr. Wheeler eays
that one of these grand ‘‘flops” occurred
6000 vears ago, at the time set down by
the geologists as the ‘‘glacial epoch.”—
St. Louis Republic.

¥Fallacies Concerning Electricity,

by scientific electricians. Many persons
believe and even assert that electricity
will supersede steam, being ignorant of
the fact that electricity requires some
potent expenditure of power to generate

steam engine, a gas engine or by water
power. One great advantage, however,
is that the electrical energy, once pro-
duced, can be conveyed long distances
through properly protected wires.
