New York, feb. 4.—A cable to The Sun
says : The repprted decision of Mr. Glad-
stone to resign |his high office disturbed the
whole politiesl jworid.

Even the newsgjapers of both parties, which
at first denouniled the story as a hoax, to-
day changed the tone completely, while the
weekly politicjl organs admit, regretfully
or otherwise, fhat The Pall Mall Gazette
substantially, fhough a little prematurely,
told the truth,

warned his f¢liowers that they must be
ready for dissoiution at a moment’s notice.
_As s matter of fact, when Gladstone
was dieuting his peculiar reply to the
enquiries to Barritz on Wednesday evening
the Liberal leaders st their headquarters
in London werqd preparing a private circular
%o election agegts notifying them to make
every preparation for a campaign in view of
an utl'y appealito the country. These cir-
culars were distributed yesterday. The

It has been gecalled that Mr. Gladstone
made & ‘remarkhbly similar form ot ‘‘denial”
when the preature announcement Wwas
made in Dec., ' 1885, that he had become a
convert. to Home_ Rule, yet within six
weeks he was forming a Home Rule
Cabinet.

Does Not intend To Resigo,
Say So.
Harold Frederic cables: Gladstone has no
more real design of retiring than the Queen
has, though, with characteristic curiosity,
he cannot say so even now, but dictated s
tortuous denial as full of loopholes asa
rabbit warren. Anybody who supposes
that Gladstone would select such an occa-
sion for retiring to a monastery is too
simple-minded for this rude world.

The Pall Mall's Piausible story.

Georgée W, Smalley cables: It is not
known on what authority The Pall Mall
Gazette let fly the rumor of Mr. Gladstone’s
resignation, nor would it ‘master bad Mr.
Gladstone’s telegraphed denial from Biarritz
stopped short at the word ‘‘untrue.”

Loxpox, Feb. 3.—The conference of the
 Independent Labor party ended in Man-
chester to-day. James Kier-Hardie, M.P.,
presided over the final session, A motion
that the conference repudiate all sympathy
and relations with the Anarchists was the
beginning of a heated discussion. Kier-
Hardie participated in it to say that it
would not do to call one another names, and
that while Anarchist and Socialist methods
differed it mighy be that the Avarchists
were more zealous than other reformers.
Eventually the motion was amended so as
to declare that i h as constitutional
methods were remedyinf the condition of
the workingman the Independent Labor
party would not ally itself with apy party
adopting other methods.

Loxpox, Feb. 3, —A sharp enzounter
took place to-day in front of St. Paul's
Cathedral betweau the police and a body of
unemployed Jewls. About 250 idle Jews
macched to the cathedral and sttempted to
enter. The police drove them back, the
crowd resisting. The police were compe!led
to use their batons, and 12 of the rioious
crowd were injured to such an extent that
it was deemed best to send them to the
hospital for treatment. Repulsed at the
cathedral the crowdyproceeded to Trafalgar
Square, where an ifhportant meeting was
held. Three of the speakers who addressed
the crowd had blood-stained bandages
about their heads.

MOWAT ARRAIGNED

13y Dr. Ryerson, M,L.A,, at St, QGeorge’s
Hall on Saturday.

At a meeting of the Conservatives in No.
2 Ward Dr. Ryerson gave an address, He
said in substance: On one point Sir Oliver
Mowat aud Mr. Hardy were agreed, viz,
that the Patrons of Industry were mnot in
line with the Mowat Government in regard
to the proper and best method of choosing
or appoinsing the registrars. But the Gov-
ernment and the Patrons were not in ac-
cord with the plank declaringgfor ‘‘Purity
of administration and the absolute inde-
pendeace of Parliament.” In his opinion iv
was utterly impossible to have absolute
independence of Parliament, when mem-
bers entered the Legislature for one or two
terms only, and then grnduued to office,
He had published a list of some 46 mem-
bers and their relatives, in which the
members had either gone from the House
themselves into ffoffice or had obtained
oftice for their relatives. He was now
in a position to add some 20° more
names to that list, and he instanced the
cases of Mr. Field, member for West Nor-
thumberland, who had three relatives in
office; Mr. O’Connor of South Bruce, who
had two relatives in office; Mr. Gibson of
South Huron, who had one relative in
office. Taking these facts into considera-
tion it was impossible to expect such men
to act independently or to advocate
economy. One had only to bear in mind
the Noxon case and others of that charac-
ter to perceivé that purity of the Adminis-
tration was only relative. Another %Imk
in the platform of the Patrons was *‘Rigid
economy in every department of the public
service.” When Sir (gl:ver Mowat took office
in 1872 the salaries in the Treasurer’s De-
partment amounted to $8077, whilst 1n 1892
the amount was $12,325. In the Depart-
ment of Education in 1872 the salaries
amounted to $12,313, but in 1892 these had
increased to $16,620, an increase of 30 per
cent. In 1872 the salaries in the Attorney-
General’s Department only reached $7421,
whilst the expenses amounted to $922. In
1892, the salaries had risen to $17,026 and
the expenses to $3196, the increase in
salaries being 130 per cent., and in expendi-

SEALING ME THODS OF 15 YEARS AGO

Regulations Similar to Those of the Paris
Tribunal Recommended 1n 1880 By
a Fishery Inspector,

Orrawa, Feb. 4,—After the cry raised
by the British Columbia sealers about the
injury likely to be done to their business
by the regulations adopted by the Behring
Séa arbitrators, and especislly the abolition
of the use of firearms, it is curious to look
back at some of the old reports on Bebring
Sea sealing and see how some of the present
regulations agree with the method of seal-
inﬁ 12 or 15 years ago.

n 1880, when only two or three
vessels from. Britisn Columbia were
engaged in the business, Mr. A. €.
Anderson, Dominion Fisheries Inspector 4t
Victoria, suggested a series of regulatiords
very similar to those adopted by the Paris
Tribunal. At that time the custom was for
the sealing schooners to take on board all
the way from 10 to 20 canoes manned by
Indian hunters engaged at various points
along the west const of Vancouver Island,
two Indians to each canoe, Arriving upon
the sealing grounds, these canoes wore
launched and the hunters embarked and
noiselessly approached the seal herds, and
the process of eatching is thus described;

“The animals,” Mr. Anderson’s report
says “‘are speared while sleeping on the
surface, a line being attached to the head
of the spear from which the shaft disen-
i?ge- itsclf as soon as the prey is caught,

uch cauation is necessary to avoid slarm-
ing the main body of the seals, and it is
found that the firing of guns especially
causes their immediate abange of locality
and if persisted in soon drives them away
from their wonted resorts.”

Tho seztion of Mr. Anderson’s proposed
regulation which bears upon the method
of catching seals _reads as follows:
“ That any  vessel so engaging.
in the far  seal fishery shall
be bound not to employ firestms for the
destruction of the fur seals in their estab-
lished resorts, nor otherwise disturb them
by unnecessarily firing while in the vicinity
of such sealing grounds.”

The inspector was very particular, how-
ever, to insist that regulations which he
suggested were - not rendered necessary by
any prospect of depletion ot the seal herds,
because he found that *‘the supply of seals
appears to be practically inexhaustible, pro-
vided only ordinary prudence be ex-
ercised.”

Care of Chinese Emigrants at Halifax,

Mr, W.C. Baker, secretary to the Ottawa
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty, to-
day received a telegram from the secretary
of the society in Halifax stating that
twenty Chinamen who came over the C.P.R.
to Halifax, en route to Cuba, were left in
the freight sheds without beds or heat, and
asking that the Minister of the Interior be
asked to instruct the immigration agent at
Halifax to look after them., The men are
in no sense immigrants, as they are simply
passing through Canada, from one foreign
countty to another, but to prevent their
suffering Hon, Mr. Daly, on being shown
the telegram, at once wired the immigra-
tion agent at Halifax to see that they were
kept “warm and made as comfortable as
possible.

Devoured By Wolves,

LowpoN, Feb. 4.—A despatch to The
Standard from Odessa says: The weather
in the Caucasus for several days has been
fearfully cold. The principal porte on the
Caspian Sea are iceboumf. Ths wolves
have become unusually fierce as the result
of the cold, and 18 men have been over-
taken and devoured by these animals near
Erivan,

New York, Feb, 4.—The following Poli
of the United States Senate, made by The
Herald, indicates that the income tax will
be stricken from the tariff bill by a small
majority:

The Old Lalssez: Faire Poliey.

The Liberal party long ago dumped its
annexation or commercial union policy. To-
day the only scheme for the country’s bet-
terment that the Liberals put forward is
their so-called policy of tariff reform. At
Ridgetown the other day Hon. David Mills

and | made a pronouncement as to the condition

of Canada. He finds the country in a cala-
mitous condition. Having devoted the
bigger part of his speech to pointing out the
miserable existence our people are leading,
he then unfolds his scheme for making
the country prosperous. This scheme of his
merely involves a reduction of the tariff
duties. Taxation he finds to be the—cause
of all our calamities, And to banish these
calamities he will simply reduce our taxes
to as low a figure as he can. The policy of
the Liberals is an extremely simple one.
The farmer is to be benefited by what he
can save in taxes, npt by his getting higher
prices for his produCts. The Liberals pro-
pose to relieve the country by reducing the
exp of ma t, not by increasing
the country’s business. Herein we see the
difference between the ‘policies of the two
parties. The Liberals propose to put into
execution nothing but & negative policy of
retrenchment. The Conservatives,  on
the other hand, are mainly con-
in devising such legislation
as will extend the business of the farmer
and manufacturer. Economic management
is a feature in $he Conservative policy, but
it is not the main feature. Sir Joho
Thompson and his colleagues feel charged
with a higher responsibility than making 8
life and death struggle to relieve the
farmer of & few dollars taxation. They
have endeavored to get better markets for
our farmers by encouraging the establish-
ment of manufactories in the agricultural
districts'; by sending commissions to
Australia, England and other couatries to
increase our trade with vthem; by encourag-
ing steamship lines, postal routes and
everything, in fact, that tends to incrzase
the volume of our business, The Liberal
leaders have given the country no scheme
for increasing our trade, no project to ex-
tend our shipping on the high seas, nothing
to improve our waterways ‘ develop our
mineral resources. They do'not propose to

. | construct. They will tear down.

It is undoubtedly true that the farmers
of Canada are not making as much money
as they ghould. But are they blaming the
tariff for this condition of affairs? The
farmers themselves are not doing so. It is
the Liberal press and the Liberal leaders
who are raising so much dust about high
taxation. When the tarmers of Manitoba
met at Brandon recently and discussed their
situation they broke out in a de-
mand, not for lower taxes, but for
lower freight rates. The taxes that
the average farmer contributes ' to
the Government annually amount to
but a very small total indeed. When they
give any particulars at all of excessive tax-
ation the Liberal editors mention coal oil,
binder twine, agricultural implements and
a few other articles, Coal oil costs 15 cents
a gallon, and 10 gallons will light up the
ordinary farmer’s house for a whole year.
Binder twine was sold in Canada last year
as cheap as it could be bought in any other
country, and this year the farmer will get
it even cheaper. But in any event the duty
As to
agricultursl implements; it has been shown
that Canada sells them as cMeaply as the
United States. We compete with that
country in the markets of the world. It is
not the farmers who ought to complain of
our tariff, but rather the richer residents of
the cities, men whose incomes permit them
to purchase the more costly articles that
are not made in this country. The tariff
has been adjusted and is heing adjusted
more in the interests of the farmer than of
any other class. The farmer pays less taxes
according to his means than the clerk cr the
He produces almost everything
His clothing is a
small item.,” The Government and the
manufacturer get but little out of him in
the way of duty on part of what he and his
family wear,

The diatribes of Hon. David Mills
and of the Liberal press are just
so much sound and fury signifying nothing.
The farmers of Canada are not complaining
of the tariff daties. They know they
ought to pay something to administer the
affaire of the country as well as the other
members of the community. An investiga-
tion into the particulars will show that the
farmer does not pay a fair share of the ex-
penses of the Federal government. If

The future condition of the farmer will
depend (1) on the price of wheat and staple
products in foreign markets; (2) in the
ability of the farmer to supply a variety
of products to a near-by constituency. The
present tariff has no elfect whatever on the
foreign market; but it does tend to afford
the farmer a profitable market in his county
town.

In thus knocking the Hon. David’s article
mto a cocked hat, we beg at the same
time to express our high appreciation of
his article on **The Schools of the Oiden
Time” in this month’s Canadian Maga-
zine. If he would only wrile more
articles like this one and tell more
stories like that ot Rufus Turkey,

The Bylaw Should Pass To-Day ,

The World has contended all along that
the proper way to deal with the salary re-
duction question is to put the reductions
in force at once and then appoint a com-
mittee ta investigate particular cases that
may be suggested for comsideration. We
have proceeded so far on the assumption
that between 90 and 100 per cent. of the
salaries will stand reduction for a year or
two. It will consequently be a simpler mat-
ter to investigate the claims of the small per
cent. that will seek an iucrease, when the
reductions are put 1n force, than to consider

20 | the cases of the 100 per cent. who would

file claims if the investigation were to take
place before the reductions are made.
Aldermen can vote for the measure as it is
likely to be presented this afternoon with-
out running the risk of doing a summary
injustice to any of our officials. The com-
mittee to be appointed will see that no
flagrant injustice is done by a too-sweeping
measure. The citizens ought to back up
those aldermen who are endeavoring to keep
the rate ‘this year down to 15 mills. The
taxe#'people are called on to pay in Toronto
are altogéther too high. A man who occu-
pies a house assessed at $4000, but
which would not sell in the open
market for more than $3000, was
called on for $70 raxes last year. This
is at the rate of about $3 a year for every
foot frontage of land he occupies. For
many years now the affairs of the city have
been conducted withous regard to economy.
The extravagance of former councils can be
stopped if we but procoed the right way
aboutit. The city can be run on 15 mills
if it is understood that 15 mills is all the
people are going to vote, The difference
between 17} and 15 mills does not represent
all the extravagance produced by the boom
days, but it represents a part of it, and not
a greater part than can be judiciously
struck off during the ourrent year. The
amount that we can save will depend to a
large extent on our determination to save.
Let us pat it on record that we will run
the city this year on 15 mills, and we can
ran iv for that amount and run it satistac-
torily, too. If we keep the rate at 15 the
man who paid 870 last year will be taxed
$61 this year. That is enough. That’s all
he can afford to pay. Those who have the
spending of our money will have to cut
their garment according to the cloth they
get.

Toronto will not be alone in her economy
agitation, Chicago is pursuing a similar
policy. A few days ago a Chicago daily
published a list ot all officials drawing
pay from the corporation funds. The
list was a formidable one, covering as it did
several pages of small type. A despatch
from Chicago dated Saturday says :

Salaries of the city employes are to be
cut to the bone. The police and fire de-
artments are to be reduced, and every man
Srawing city pay as high as $700 a year will
be compelled to give his share of it for the
general good. This is & necessity, it would
seem. The situation is serious, and unless
something of that kind is done Chicnfo will
find iuelfon the brink of a financial preci-
pice, It is necessary to reduce the esti-
mates by a matter of $3,000,000 if the muni-
cipality wants to avoid wrecking itself,

Blennial Sessions,

It is & fact worthy of notice that of the
forty-eight State and Territorial Legis-
latures of the United States all except five
have adopted the plan of holding biennial
sessions, New York, New Jersey, Massa-
chusetts, Rhode Island and South Carolina
are the only states whose legislatures meet
annually. And in regard to the Empire
State, it is more than likely that it will
decide on the biennial session at a consti-
tutional convention to be held this year.

Sir Oliver Mowat, being a good old Tory,
would never dream of initiating such a re-
form as this. He only acts when he is
shoved along with the pressure of as
avalanche, There are several reforms
in regard to legislation that are
well - worth considering,. There are
twice as many representatives in the
Legislature as there is any occasion for.
Fifuy representatives are ample to guard the
interests of the province. Again, it is
pretty certain that biennial sessions would
answer all purposes required of our Legis-
lature. At any rate ninety per cent. of
the States of the Republic have declared in
favor of biennial sessjons, and what every-
one says must be right. Finally, Sir Oliver
would save the people many thousands of
dollars annually; if he would adopt busi-
ness and not County Council methods i@
conducting the Legislature, Everything
should be ready for the work of legislation
the day the House assembles, and the busi-
ness should be presented in & business-like
way. Four weeks is ample to exhaust the
momentous questions that agitate the
breasts of Ontario’s statesmen,

British and Divine Justice,

Editor World: Rev. R. F. Dixon in The
World of Jan, 27 describes the action of
prohibitionists against alcoholic beverages
a “Teetotal Craze” and that ‘“Prohibition
is essentially unjust and opposed to all
principles of British justice,”

Mr. Dixon csn find in Deuteronomy,
ohf}p*nr xxix., 19, ete., vhe Prohibition Act
of Jehovah against every beverage, which
adds drunkeoness to thirst, as all alcoholic
beverages do, and undér penalty of all che
carses written in the Book of the Law.
And if he will read the whole chapter he
will find that God would not allow a soul
of the host of Israel to enter the holy land
of promise until they came under a covenant
with Him in a perpetual oath to observe it.

The majority of Canadiaa voters, follow-
ing in the footsteps of the Divine Rauler,
have determined to bring Canada under the
protection of that Divine Prohibition Act,
and through His aid deliver Canada from
all alcobolic beverages and from all the
“‘curses written in the Book of the Law,”
which now “lie upon” Canada as the
patural result ot the traffic in beverages
which ‘add drunkenness to thirst,” To
declare that their philanthropic efforts is a
¢teetotal craze” must have been made in
ignorance of that Divine Prohibition Aot,
for Mr. Dixon can by it see that he brings
the Most High under the same condemna-
tion, for in the nature of things he declares
that Divine Prohibition Act a ‘‘teetotal
craze” on the part of the Author of Divine
justice,

In perfect harmony with that Prohibition
Act of Jehovah He in later times by the
prophet Habakkuk warned everyone against
such beverages wnen He said: ‘“Woe unto
him who giveth his neighbor strong drink,
that putteth the bottle to him and maketh
him drunken also that they may look on
their nakedness” (Hab., chapter ii. 16),
for the unholy thirst which strong drink
creates helps the dealer therein to strip
them and their families cf food, shelter,
raiment, health and every other Divine
blessing.

The Rev. R. F. Dixon further teaches
that it is interference with an eternal prin-
ciple of British justice to by prohibition
deliver those thus made naked from the
curse of strong drink. The answer is that
when British justice conflicts with Divine
justice it is unfortunate for Britieh justice
and for those who endeavor to enthrone it
above the justice of God.

Mr. Dixon declares that a prohibition law
is “‘grossly unjust.” In the light of God’s
Prohibition Act Mr. Dixon naturally as-
sumes to call God unjust, and attempts to
set his judgment above the judgment of the
Most High. Will Mr. Dixon point out
wherein such teaching differs from blas.
phemy? Hitherto it has been considered
blasphemy to represent that God teaches
the reverse of the truth and of what He bas
ordained.

Mr. Dixon teaches that prohibition in-
terferes with a “‘sacred right” of the mod-
erate drinker, to do what to make himself
a drunkard, who under the Divine law com-
manded to the Israelite is condemned to be
stoned “that he die.” Why *‘so shalt thou
ruh evil away from among you and all
srael shall hear and fear,”—Deut., xxi, ch.
20, 21, 22.

Mr. Dixon admits that ‘“‘one out of every
ten of the moderate drinkers becomes a
drunkard.” At that ratio, and assuming
with Mr. Dixon that every man has a right
to be a moderate drinker—and that of the
1,500,000 men in Canada one in every ten
becomes a drunkard—it means that Canada
has the “‘sacred right” to possess 150,000
drunkards, who shall be the inalienable
slaves ot the manufacturers and dealers in
strong drink, who are described in the
Book of Divine justice as the ox thav gores
which must be slain, whether it *‘interferes
with an eternal principle of British justice”
or not, Canadian prohibitionists are going
to fulfil Jehovah’s command.

A promiuent writer recently stated that
“politics is heil.” To make s compari-
son, gather 150,000 politiclans with
their families into ~one city and
look upon this hell, Then gather 150,000
drunkards into another city by themselves
with theifr families. Would not the hell of the
politician be a paradise to the drunkardsand
their families? If the first is & hell, what
should the latter with all its profanity,
blasphemy, pollution, nakedness, misery,
wretchedness and woe be called? Would
not Satan be ashamed of it? Evidently Mr,
Dixon would not be, for if we are to judge
by his teaching he would not give up his
lust for alcoholic beverages to deliver 150,
000 drunkards from perdition, Is it not
reasonable to suppose that if Satan had one
full look at this concentrated exhibit of the
150,000 victims and their families Mr.
Dixon is willing to offer up upon the altar
of the moderate drinker’s lust for strong
drink he would be willing to see this drunk-
ards’ hell obliterated in the lake of the
eternal fire of Jehovah’s Prohibition Act,
and into which the Canadian prohibitionists
intend to cast it.

Mr. Dixon’s teaching is jin perfect har-
mony with that of thoss laymen, priests

and prelates who teach, and even proclaim
from the pulgu, that “man has & right to
believe as he likes,” whether right or
wrong.

Schaefer Beaten in the Third and Final
Game By 600 to 434-The Napoleon
of-Billinrds Getd $1500,
CiNcrnsari, Feb, 3,—~The billiard tourna-
ment closed to-night. The purse of $1500
and the gate receipte were divided among
the contestants.

third, Ives 600, Schaefer 434.

Ives played a wonderful games. From
the twelfth to the eighteenth innings he was
rather weak, but amply made up in the
three following innings. He scored 437
points in twenty innings, and with 163 to
go, finished in the twenty-first inning,
equaling his great run of last night, second
only to the world’s record. Schaefer was
weak on his stroke throughout, and ta this
largely he attributed *his defeat. While
Ives was making his wonderful final score
the least concerned man in the house was
Jake Schaefer.

MoNTREAL, Feb, 3,—The annual meet of
the Canadisn Amateur Skating Aseociation,
which took place this afternoon, was one of
the greatest events of this kind ever wit-
nessed in America.

In the one-mile Johnson, Jos Donoghue,
James Donoghue, Norseng, Davidson, Mc-
Culloch and Hulse of Toronto started.

ICE-BOATING ON THE BAY.

The Fun s Now Fast and Farious—
. Lovers of the Sport,

Of all the out-door winter sports in
northern latitudes none can equal ice-boat-
ing in the keen enjoyment it gives, both to
the participants and to the spectators, The
ice-boat can go at a speed that beats the
fastest locomotive, and is c onsidered slow if
it can not reel off miles at a rate of 50 to
the hour.

The bay just nmow is alive with quite a
fleet of these airy, fairy yachts skimming
in all directions. Astoa ;(utime in point
of popularity it is perhaps rhore popular in
Toronto than in any place in the Domiaion,
the conditions here, as a rule, being more
favorable. But like a great mumber of
other sports it is on the wane. Thisdecad-
ence is due to the relaxation in severity in
our recent winters. The winter last year
set in rather early, and towards the latter
part of December the b‘{ was_frozen over
hard enough to hold the ice-boat.
But the snow fell in such quan-
tities that the ico was completely
covered and prevented any great indul-
gence in the sport. This winter has been an
unprecedentedly mild season and it is only
within the last week that the ice-boats
have made their appearange on the Bay.
At present there are 13 boats all in active
commission. Mr. Maitland Ackroyd has
in bis posseesion two of the fastest boats
in Canada, the Reindeer and Snowdrift,
and as he has vanquished all the local cratt
by his superiority in regard to yachts and
qualifications in handling them, he, like
Alexander, is sighing for . more worlds to
conquer. He had purposed sending his
boats down to Trenton-this week, but the
event was postponed. Mr. John Hunlan, of
Island fame, has two fast boats in the
Island Girl and the Jobn Hanlan.
Mr, Thomas Lundy has sailed ice-boats on
Toronto Bay for the last 50 years and is
still at it. He has three boats, Snow
Queen, Pastime and Fleetwing. Mr, J
Rice, a close student of Shakespeare, calls
his yacht the Viola.

Two Royal Canadian yachtsmen, Messrs,
Blake and Thompson, can be Bsgen
mancevering on the ice in their yachts
whenever there is a soft breeze and the ice
is fit. Mr.'W. Ward also possesses one of
the lateen-rigged boats. Mr, J. Goodwin
reaps quite & harvest with his boat the
“J. G.” Many strangers to Toronto wishing
to enjoy the exhilarating sport are safely
conveyed about the bay by the gentlemen.
Mr. E. Durnan, whose prowess on the water
is & matter of history, also prides himself on
his ability to manage his tan-sailed craft.
It is likely, judging from present indica-
tions, that the sport will keep up at a pretty
lively pace for the rest of the winter, The
jce is in perfect condition, very few ice
holes or rough stretches of ice being dis-
cernible, f

4, Extends their -¢#i§ting franchise and
also the one given by this bylaw for 35 years
from date, liable to renewsal on such terms
as may be agreed upon by arbitration.

5. Provides that if they do not build and
operate the road before Oct., 1, 1895, the
agreement made under it should become null
and void, and providing that if from any
cause, certified by the County Epgineer and
solicitor to be unavoidable, the company is
unable to build such extension, and uses due
diligence to bave such causes removed, the
county cowmissioners are to extend the time
for building it until the next ensuing meet-
ing of the County Council,

6. 1f the company does not within two
years after the Jine to Richmond Hill is com-
pleted make such progress with the exten-
sioa north to Richmond Hill as is satislactory
to the council, the council has the option to
allow the agreement, and also the extension
of the former agreement.

The discussion took up the greater part of
the afternoon, nearly every member having
something to say ou the matter. Messrs.
Barwick, Moise and Mayor Fisher of North
‘Toronto also addressed the council,

Messrs. Davis, Yule, Woodcock, Pugsley,
Hill, Slater, High,Stokes, Richardson, Evans
and Sylvester are the committee on the above

matter.

The Industrial Home,

The special committee appointed to visit
the Industrial Home reported that they had
examined the heating and ventilation system
as at present coustructed and find that the
heating system is not working satisfactorliy.
The temperature of the wards was too low
for tbe comfort of the inmates, owing to in-
sufficient circulation of the water in the
pipes. The furnaces are not economical on
fuel, as they have to be forced beyond their
proper capacity. The committee recom-
mended that the council request the Furnace
Company to comply with the terms of the
agreement, also that the Industrial Home
Commissioners be authorized to arrange with
the corporation of the town of Newmarket to
extend their fire alarm wire 1oto the
home, also that they be authorized
to purcbase 12 chemical " hand fire
extinguishers; that storm sash be placed
on all windows in exposed portions of the
building; that a closet be placed in the
vacant room on the second floor. The report
was adopted,

As to Recapitulation Sheets,

The Comrmittee on Equalization reported
that the recapitulation sheets attached to the
rolls are, with few exceptions, improperly
filled out. In one case the recapitulation
sheet was left blank. This gave the com-
mittee a great deal of extra work, and the
committee recommended that the clerk be
instructed to notify the clerks of the
various municipalities calling their at-
tention to this imatter and asking
them to comply with the question.
The committes found quite a variation in
the number of acres assessed in the various
townships as compared with the previous
year, showing an increase in the various
municipalities of 730 acres; they also found
a decrease in tho amount of the touwnships

Eogineer be instructed to see that the city of
Torunto carry out its agreement with this
county by keeping the bolance of said Lake
Buore-road in repair according to agree-

mert,

The Solicitor was authorized to notify the
Pease Furnace Company to pnt the pipes of
the heating apparatus at the Industrial
Home io a proper state of repair,

The report of the Committee on Bylaws re
the Toronto Aqueduct Company recommend-’
ed the council to petition the Legislative
Assembly and House of Commons to grant
incorporativn to said company. The com-
mittee further recommended that they be at
liberty to prepare ap agreement between
the county and the compauy in reference to
the sale of light, heat, power aud water
along the York roads and submit same to
council at its June session for approval.
