Laurier on the Cabinet Changes.

At the request of Mr. Laurier, Mr. Fos-
ter proceeded to make a statement of
ministerial changes, consequent upon the
death of Sir John Thompson. It was
& repetition of the statement made by
Sir Mackenzie Bowell in the Senate the
other day.

Mr. Laurier said that there was not
very much information in the statement
made by Mr. Foster. ' Evidently there
was a disposition on the part of the
Ministry not to give any information
this session. The Leader’s statement
was just as baré as it possibly could
be. He was also inclined .to the belief
that there was a desire to load up the
Opgosition the wrong way. Nothing
had been said either in the Senate or
the Commons about another gentleman
having been invited to undertake the
task of forming a Ministry. It was but
natural to expect at that time
that Mr. Bowell would be called upomn.
He was the oldest member of the Min-
istry, and it wag but natural to expect
that His Excellency would send for
him, and yet the Ministerial press had
stated that the Governor-General had
not sent for; Mr. Bowell first, but for
Bir Frank Smith. He read from an
interview which appeared in Ministerial
newspapers at the time, with Sir Frank
8mith, in which that gentleman explain-
ed how he had been sent for by the
Governor-General, but had respectfully
declined to undertake the task of form-
ing a Ministry, and had recommended
him to send for Mr. Bowell. He (Mr.
Laurier) characterized that as a false
and mendacious statement. It was per-
fectly © incredible that His Excellency
could have called upon Sir Frank Smith.
He did not wish to speak disrespectiully
of the Senator. He was a good man in
his own sphere, but politics, statesman-
ship and Parliamentary government wera
not his sphere. If Sir Frank Smith
had known not the elementary
principles but the elementary pro-
prieties of Parliamentary government he
would not have gone blabbering ‘to
newspaper reporters. At the very least
he should have known enough not to
divulge what had passed between him-
self and His Excellency. It was quite
possible, and indeed quite probable, and
it might have happened that Sir Frank
Smith had not been consulted by His
Excellency, but had had a confidential
conversation with His Excellency, a
private interview. But to go, as he
did, and exhibit his own self-sufficient
importance was, tosay the least, noth-
ing short of an impertinent vulgarity.
But in that jmpertinence there was de-
sign, It was done evidently to do ser-
vice for the Comnservative party. The
design was found in the last words of
the interview of Sir Frank Smith. It
evidently .dawned upon ‘the minds of
the wise men who surrounded Sir Mac-
kenzie Bowell, after he had been called
to ‘office, that perhaps an impression
might be entertained in some quarters
that the Orange color was rather pre-
dominant in the formation of the new,
Cabinet.}7Tt was well known that Sir
Mackenzie Bowell has been all his life
an active member of the Orange order;

No Supp tary Estimat

Mr. Laurier next brought up the ques-
tion of the Hudson Bay Railway scheme.

Mr. Foster replied that that question
was in advance ¢f the times, inasmuch
as he had already promised, that on
Friday, in making his Budget Speech, he
would be prepared to make a full and
frank statement of what it was pro-
posed to do in reference to expendi-
tures, and explain generally the finan-
cial position of the country. “I am not
indisposed, however,” added the Fin-
ance Minister, ‘“to say to my hon.
friend, so far as these estimates are con-
cerned, that they contain all the esti~
mates that will be brought down for
the fiscal year 1895-6.” As to the
Hudson Bay Railway matter, the pa-
pers, when brought down, will show
that his hon. friend’s charge of equivo-
cation was unfounded. The Government
had dome nothing that was not quite
eonstitutional.

Sir Richard Cartwright congratulated
the Minister of Finance on his determina-
tion not to bring down supplementary
estimates.

Mr, Davies would like to understand
beforehand whether the Government was
going at-the last minute to bring down
large railway subsidies.

Then the House got into Committee
of Supply at last, and was discussing
the appropriation for the Privy Coun-
cil office when 6 o’clock arrived.

Resuming after recess in committee of
supply, discussion was continued on the
estimate for the Privy Couneil -office.

The Privy Council estimates finally
passed, as also those for the departments
of Justice and Mihtia.

The estimates for the Interior departe
ment were under discussion when the com-
mittee rose at 10.40 p.m., and the House
adjourned.

The Senate and Emigration.

In the Senate Senator Bernier called
attention to the importance of the Upper
Chamber either appointing a committee
of its own upon immigration and coloni-
zation or agreeing upon a joint com-
mittee of both houses to deal with this
important subject. Senator Angers ad-
mitted the importance of the suggestion,
and agreed to make enquiries as to the
practicability of a joint committee being
appointed to deal with matters pertain-
ing to agriculture aund colonization.

- Liberal Caucus

A caucus of the Liberal party was held
this morning in the House of Commons.
Every Opposition member in the city at
present was there. Hon. Wilirid Laurier
delivered a stirring address and Mr. Ju-
lius Seriver, M.P. for Huntingdon, occu-
pied the chair. The general program for
the session was outlined, and it was re-
solved that the Government should be
compelled ‘to conduct parliamentary
busingss in a more parliamentary and
constitutional manner. The system of
evasion and withholding all information
was condemmed, and the necessity for a
change in this respect was generally ex-
pressed. No mention was made of the
Manitoba school question.

The Auditor-General’s report shows
that Rev. Manly Benson, formerly of
Toronto, received $1110 for flecturing,
in Europe in 1893, for immigration pur-
poses. The Auditor-General wrote ask-
ing for an explanation and received the
following reply from the Secretary of
the Department: “Sir, I am directed to
inform you that the services performed
by the Rev. Mr. Benson consisted of a
series of lectures delivered at various:
cities in England and Scotland. He left
Montreal on June 23 per S.8. Parisian,
and returned from Liverpool on Aug!
23 per 8.8. Mongolian. The . Deputy;
Minister ot the Interior doés not under-
stand why you should conclude that the
authority of the Governor-in-Council is
necessary for payments of this nature.
In his opinion it is strictly within the
administrative powers of the Minister of
the Interior to authorize such payments
for immigration services out of the ap-
propriation made py Parliament for
that purpose.”

TURNING A BILL.

Prisoners to Be Arraigned This Morning—
An Extra Panel of Forty Grand Jurors

not require much time to decide that
there were good grounds for placing upon
their trial Harry P. and Dallas T. Hy-
ams, the two Toronto brokers who are
accused of having, on Jan, 16, 1898, de-
liberately murdered William C. Wells, a
clerk in their employ, for the purpose of
acquiring the $35,000 insurance on the
young man’s life. The case was given to
the jury, at 1.830, Two hours later they
bad returned a true bill against both
p:jisouers on a charge of murder.

4 FORGER AND HIS OUTIFIT.

Complete Plant for Forging Notes and
Stamps Found in London.
London, April 80.—Mendal Howard, 46
Years of age, was arrested in this city
to-day and arraigned in a police court
upon the charge of having in his posses-
sion a quantity of engraved plates and
other material for forging notes. He
also had in his possession a passport at-
testing his United States citizenship. A
detective swore that he searched How-
ard’s lodgings, wheie he found a num-
ber of plates for pfinting thousand franc
notes on the Bank of France, and also
plates for the manufacture of French
railway bonds. He also found several
wood cut plates for printing counterfeit
United States postage stamps and one
dollar mnotes, and a complete outfit for
the utterance of German bank notes.
In a padlocked room in the basement
of Howard’s lodgings, the detective dis-
covered a printing press with all the
necessary accessories, also a jguantity
of counterfeit notes ready for issuance.
They were beautifully executed, and in
every respect calculated to efy de-
tection. Howard, as well as/ several
other men now in custody, is’supposed
to be connected with the gang of coun-
terfeiters, whose traffic in spurious
United States postage stamps was re-
cently disclosed in Chicago through ship-
ments of the counterfeits from Canada.

One Man One Vote in Britain
London, ‘April 30.—In the House of
Commons to-day, Mr. Shaw-Lefevre, Pre-
sident ofthe Local Government Board,
introduced a bill providing for the ab-
olition of plural voting, and for the
holding of all elections on‘the same day.

GRAND TRUNK BOARD RESIGNS

SHABEHOLDERS RECEIVE THE AN~
NOUNOHSMENT WITH CHEERS,

8ir Henry Tyler Tells Why the Board
Steps Down—The Resignations Aceepted
—A Motion for Reorganization Carried
—The Charges Against the Directors—
How Montreal Views the Changes.

London, April 30.—There was a large
attendance at the meeting of the share-
holders of the Grand [Trunk Railway,
which was held here to-day. S8ir Henry
Tyler, president of the company, pre-
sided, and announced that the Board of
Directors had adopted to-day a resolu-
tion that, it having been reported to
them that the committee had obtained
a majority of the proxies, they had de-
cided to resign their seats, and were pre-
pared to hold themselves at the dis-
posal of the shareholders. This armnounce-
ment was received with prolonged
cheers. y

For a long time past, he said, there
had been a great struggle for proxies
among -the proprietors of shares, and it
was his duty to announce that the com-
mittee of shareholders had now. ob-
tained a large majority of them. He
would not hesitate to say that many
of these proxies had been obtained by
unfair and misleading circulars. How-
ever, the directors only awaited the
appointment of their successors. A poll
would be needless, as the committee
themselves must decide the method of
procedure. It was absolutely necessary
first that efforts should be made to re-
duce the expenses of the company, in
consequence of the great losses incur-
red by the passenger and freight ac-
counts. Under -great stress and by rigid
economy the expenses had been reduc-
ed by cutting the train service. This
alone had saved £172,760, and during
the whole year the expenses had been
reduced about £315,000, against a loss
of receipts of £418,000. These extraor-
dinary savings had been made in the
expenses of a railway that had always
been conducted under a system of great
economy. It would have been impos-
sible to have obtained such a reduction
unless there had been the high state of
efficiency to which the line Had always
kept up. After surveying the condi-
tions of the line, Sir Henry said he
thought the results were more satis-
factory to the owners than they might
have anticipated.

The Course of the Bullet.

Dr. Adam Lynd testified to his visit
to the Westwood residence, to the con-
dition of the wounded boy, and to his
‘death on Oct. 10, from the effects of
the bullet wound. The Doctor also gave
evidence as to the ante-mortem{deposi«
tion of young Westwood. The Doctor
wlso heard Westwood.

Dr.: John Caven gave evidence as to
the character of the wound in the body
of young Westwood and the course of
the bullet. The witness thought the
bullet produced was the oné taken from
the body of deceased.

While Mr. Johnston was handling the
bullet, Mr. Osler twice called attention
%o what he characterized as unnecessary
handling of the pellet, as there were,
certain marks upon it which could easi-
ly be rendered undecipherable.

The evidence of Coroner Orr, County
Crown Attorney Dewart and Detective
Slemin established beyond doubt, how-
ever, that the bullet produced was the
one cut from the body. Dr. Orr recog-
mnized it by his private mark, which still
remained on it.

F. Martin, operator of the police tele-
phone at No. 1 Station, testified to
messages he received the night of the
tragedy.

The case will be resumed this morning,
the jury meantjme being in the custody
of the sheriff.

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THE GRAND TRUNK CHANGES.
The long-talked-of changes in  ‘the
are at last about to be consummated,
Sir Henry Tyler, who is regarded as the
evil genius .of the company, has con-
sented to step down and out. The re-
sult will be the election of a mnew
president and a new board of directors.
The new board is certain to contain &
good Canadian representation. It is
just possible, too, that the headquar-
ters of the directorate may be trans-
ferred to Canada, and the road managed
altogether from this country. We, of
course, helieve that the changes con-
templated will have a good effect upon
the railway’s earnings. A board .of
directors sitting in Montreal will be
better able to appreciate the requirei
ments of the country than the present
board transacting its business from Lon-
don. There are many changes ‘that
fiight beneficially be introduced in the
management of the railway in the To-
ronto district. Ope thing that is bad-
ly needed is better communication be-
tween New York and Toronto. For sev-
eral years now the city has endeavored
to secure through and fast trains be-
tween Toronfo and Buffalo. -As yet we
have been unable to convince the Grand
Trunk authorities that it is in their in-
terests to improve the serviee between
these two cities. Another suggestion
we think ought to be carried out is the
running of through trains from Toronto
to Lake Erie. The policy of the rail-
way at present is to break up at Ham-
flton every train from Toronto that
goes through that city. Travelers from
Toronto cannot go to Port Dover, to
Buffalo and to many other important
places without being delayed at Ham-
ilton. Toronto being the principal city,
in the province should have direct
through communication with all these
points. There are many improvements
of a like nature that might be inau-
gurated with some profit, we think, to
the railway, and undoubtedly with a
great deal of benefit to the people.

The Grand Trunk would have a better
standing in the railway world if it de-
cided to reduce its capital by many
million dollars. The railway could be
duplicated for one-half what has been
spent on it. Fully one-half the capital
has been lost. The shareholders should
recognize this fact and put the concern
on a live basig by reducing the stock to
a figure approaching its actual value.
The people of Canada will be delighted
if the changes contemplated are carried
out, and especially will they be glad to
learn that the directorate of the Grand
Trunk ‘will manage the concern in, Mont-
real, instead of from London.

THE EAGLE IN DISGRACE.

In the Nicaragua episode the Americans
bave exhibited the same despicable con-
duct that generally characterizes their
actions in matters of this kind. = The
jingo press of that country have all along
been demanding that the Monroe doctrine
should be enforced in the settlement of
the dispute between England and Nica-
ragua, The New York Sun and bhundreds
of other jingo papers have proclaimed
the doctrine that Eggland had no right
to interfere with any American repub-
| lie in the way she is interfering with
this little South American republic. The
result of this newspaper agitation was
to inflame the Nicaraguans with the
idea that the people of the United States
were going to stand by them in this in-
terpretation ‘of the Monroe doctrine.
When the crisis was reached, however,
the great American republic abandons
its contention and forces the little re-
public to maintain the Monroe doctrine
as best it can. Nicaragua would have
settled with England long ago if it had
not been led to believe that the United
States would stand by it. The people
of the United States must share with the
Nicaraguans the disgrace and hupilia-
tion that attaches to the affair as it now
stands,

SIXIETH ANNIVERSARY.

Michie & Co. Ave Exhibiting in Their

Windew on King-Street Some
Interesting FPapers.

The removal of the old familiar es-
tablishment of Messrs. Michie & Co., on

38 Kingsstreet west, two years ago, and
5
45/

the rearing of new premises on the old
site, marked an epoth in the history of
one of the oldest and most widely known
firms in Toronto,

It was on May 1st, 1835, 60 yearsago,
that the business, now grown to such
dimensions, was begun by the forma-
tion of a firm, the active members of
which were Mr, Alexander Ogilvie and
Mr. Thomas Kay of Montreal, with
three dormant partners, Messrs. Thomas,
David and Peter Whitehead,. described in
the - original (partnership agreement
which Michie & Co. are now exhibiting
in their window, as being of that part
of Great Britain, *called England.”

Five years later Mr. Ogilvie purchased
the entire interest in the business and
took into partpership ‘with him Mr,
George Michie, & great uncle of the pre-
sent head of the firm.

On Mr. Ogilvie’s death, My. George
Michie for a time stood alope in 'the
business, subsequently transferring it to
Messrs. A, T. Fulton and James Michie
and devoting his attention to the whale-
sale house on Front-street, which was
carried on until the death of James
Michie, at which time Mr. Fulton
retired, aud the business on King-street
was transferred 'to the late Messrs,
Forbes and George Michie, who were
succeeded by their brother, John F,
Michie, under whose control the busi-
ness now is.

Among old papers in possession of the
firm' and now being exhibited in their
window, besides the original deed of
partnership of 1835, are the stock sheets
of 1840.

A comparison of some of the market
values is interesting. Canadian whisky
was wholesaled as low as 27¢ a gallon;
champagne at $4.20 a basket of a doz.

There is' a statement of open accounts
on which are listed many old family
names, which are closely identified with
the  history of Toronto, promiuent
among which are the late Bighop
Strachan, the Baldwins, Dicks, North-
cotes, Mrs, Dunlop, and many others.

An Upper Canada College aecount for
one quarter’s dues to Dec., 1844, which
was apparently not rendered until 1848,
is receipted by G. P: De la Haye; and
dated 1847 is an account from W. F,
Murray of Hamilton (a brother of the
late W, A. Murray of Toronto), who is
still conducting business there.

In 1843 there is a letter from Liver-
pool, on which the postage was 82c,and

The Lease Which. Is Being Asked of the
Clty—The Manager Gives a State-
ment to The World:

A representative of The World called
at the Cobban Manufactuming Company
yesterday and interviewed the manager,
Mr. W. C. Phillips, in reference’ to the
lease the company arc asking from the
city of the gite on block C in the Esplany
ade. Mr, Phillips said: .

Some two years ago we asked the cit
at what rate they would lease block C
to us. At that time the committee were
willing to make a bargain at $1200 per
annum for the whole block, but after-
wards they found it would not be wise
on their part to tic their hands in any
way, on account of the difficulty of a
scttlement with the C.P.R. We were
told all along to “Just wait and it would
be all right.” There was no immediate
necessity for us.to move in the matter,
as our present leasc of the premises we
are now occupying does not expire until
March, 1897, but it will take time to
put up the buildings and get things into
proper order, o it is now absolutely
necessary to have our arrangements all
completed without any further delay.
We only have about sufficcient time now
to complete the necessary buildings.

We are not trying to beat the
down or get anything from them for
nothing. The rental named by us is
that placed by Mr. Maughan, who is con-
sidered, we believe, one of the most com-
petent valuators in the city. We are
perfectly willing to take his valuation,
but should the price be raised above
that then the offers we have received
from other places will be seriously con-
sidered, and if the advantages outweigh
the disadvantages we have no hesitancy
in stating that we will go out of the
city. With us it is strictly a matter
of business. There are no threats about
it at all. The bulk of our business is
done with parties outside of Toronto,
and can be done from the Junetion quite
as well as from this city. As far as it
being a question of a “bluff” on our
part, we will say nothing, but time
will tell.

A great deal is being made out of, the
value of the water-frout to us but as
not one per cent. of our shipments are
made by water we regret that we can-
not make use of this supposed great ad-
vantage.

Often the city wants too much, for
instance in the case of the ‘smelting
works, the Waterous Engine Company
and other bona fide institutions that
have been desirous of locating in To-
ronto. After making enquiries and find-
ing out what it would cost them to do
50, they found that they could not come
here to their advantage. We have a
large factory, employing as many as
225 hands in our busy season. We have
at present some 200 hands, 98 of whom
are householders and heads of families.
We think that it would be much to the
interests of the city to retain this class
of citizens. In fact, it must be of more
benefit than trying to induce outside con-
cerns to come here. For the past few
years we have paid out in the neighbor-
hood of $90,000 per annum in wages.

NO REPLY TO NICARAGUA, 1
Britain Has Not Accepted the Fifteen-Day
Compromise.

Washington, ‘April 80.—The Salvado-
rian Minister to England and -France,
Mr. Medina, who acts as -a 'friend of
Nicaragua, has been notified of Nicara-
gua’s willingness to compromise the dif-
ficulty with Great Britain as outlined
in the despatches from Managua. He
had been asked to lay the matter before
Lord Kimberley, with a view to securing
his consent that the ships be withdrawn
from Corinto and the indemnity paidin
London. Should Lord Kimberley accept
the proposition, instructions  (will be
cabled to whe British admiral to
leave the coast temporarily. All  the
despatches from Managua state that.the
continued presence of British forces at
Corinto is deeply irritating to the Nica-
raguans, and that the longer they re-
main the stroinger becomes the deter -
mination of the Nicaraguan people not
to yield. Nicaraguan despatches say
that the British consuls at the various
ports in the republic are protected by
the local troops, but it is feared grave
troubles will follow if the present ten-
sion be not relaxed.

TELLS VIOTORIA STUDENYS IT 18
THER ONLY GUIDE.

An Eloquent Address at the Comvoecation
of the Methodlst University Yesterday

Goldwin Smith's Address,

Dr. Goldwin Smith was then called on
for an address, and spoke briefly, allud-
ing to the fact that .during his course
as a student at Oxford was just at
the very crisis of the Puseyite or Oxford
movement, He well remembered the
keen intelligence that looked from New-
man’s face, and the downcast, austere
countenance of Pusey, On the day when
it was announced that Newman had join-
ed the Church of Rome they felt at Ox-
ford that the very spheres would be
shaken,~but the spheres remained un-
shaken. This was all now a thing of
the past, although the comtroversy that
was waged in those days had gone ®n
in a different form. Perbaps he was the
only man there present to whom the
names he had mentioned were realities.

'Tis a Momentous Age. 3

The young men before him were going
forth to preach in a momentous age.
Never before has humanity been face to
face with the great mystery of the uni-
verse as it i to-day. The Greeks faced
it, - but only , half in earnests
They enjoyed speculation under
the platonic planetree, but their
society had a firm, though evil,
basis of slavery. Torday Our social fer-
ment had its source in the disturbance
of religious belicf. Formerly men cher.
ished the hope that they should receive
compensation in the next world for duty
done in this. It could not be denied
that vast numbers of men had eceased
to believe this. The eagerness to grasp
at once the good things of life and
not put them off until the next was re-
sponsible for the present turmoil in our
social conditions. -He had attended Dr.
Butland’s lectures at Oxford when he
was timidly putting forth the rudiments
of geology, and the evil cye wae cast at
him on that account. When “The Ves-
tiges of Creation” was brought forth it
had seemed to shake the universe; nowak
days it would disturb nobody. Theology
was now no louger au isolated science.
The astronomer and physicist were now
theologians as well.

The Sun of the Faculties,

There were many problems not to be
solved, but they must trust to. their
reagsow to guide them. If reason will not
lead ome to truth, what will? Reason
was simply the sun of all the faculties
that God has given us to guide us to the
truth. The young men before him‘ -were
going forth to help man to solve great
problems which press on him at every
side, and he trusted that they would go
forth in firm allegiance to the God of
Truth.

Chancellor Burwash followed with a
short commentary, saying that a time
of change like the present was a time
of danger. Truth is from God and eter-
pal, and there was no danger of God’s
ultimate truth being iost. We should all
trust in the light that God has given us
and be hopeful of the future,.

The Copyright Case.

Chancellor Boyd handed down judgment
yesterday dismissing the suit brought by
Mr. Lancefield, librarian of the Public
Library at Hamilton, against the Anglo-
Canadian Music Publishing Company of
Yonge-street, for penalties for their al-
leged infringement of the Canadian copy-
right law. This infringement consisted in
the company’s having imported copies
of the “Man That Broke the Bank at
Monte Carlo” and * Love's Golden
Dream ” and stamped Canadian copyright
thereon. The plaintiff contended the
copies should have been printed in Can-
ada and that on such Canadian copy -
right could only be claimed.

Chancellor Boyd, however, decided
against the plaintiif and in favor of the
defendants’ contention that, inasmuch as
they held both the British and Canadian
copyrights, they could import as they
had and sell as they did.
