In one 
They cannot be employed for more community 90 per cent, of the young ( 
than five hours or before 8 a.m. or people went to the city. Great pride

is taken in schools but in every town 
there were from one to five dead 
churches. Signs of establishing a 
community church were apparent -in 
some of the towns.

On the other hand it is pointed ou: 
that the farmer is wide awake and 
progressive as long as he remains on 
the farm.

Co-operative enterprises are 
springingup everywhere, including 
stores, mills, elevators and enter­
prises of a similar nature. Farmers 
receive their inspiration, from Na­
tional and State Departments of 
Agriculture, from agricultural coll­
eges and from farm papers. In the 
country there are agricultural 
agents, women demonstrators and 
other agencies which tend to put the 
farming community on its metal. 
“There is nothing like this for the 
country town—no organization for 
improvement.” In concluding the 
survey, the report says, *‘The two 
great needs for the farm are better 
equipped homes and good roads.” 
This survey might be written about 
Ontario towns and Ontario farms.

Census reports in both Canada 
and the United States show that the 
country village and small country 
town have decreased in population 
as the farming community has de­
creased. On the other hand where 
there is a progressive and growing 
population the towns in that vicin­
ity are growing and prosperous. The 
lesson to be learned from the sur­
vey is that the country town and

the farm community have much in 
common, and that only as the rural 
districts prosper can the country 

■ town hope to thrive. In addition to 
i that there is the lesson that progres- 
! sive steps are needed by country 
merchants to keep pace with .the 
modern business methods adopted by 

I the city merchants and manufacture 
! ers.

EATING OUR FORESTS

The Chicago Tribune publishes a 
full- page advertisment in various 
United States newspapers extolling 
its own enterprise in the Province of 
Ontario. The information is of 
special interest to Ontario people.

“Into The Tribune’s great mill at 
Thorold, Ontario, go hundreds of 
thousands of electric horsepower 
from Niagara Falls, millions of gal­
lons of water from the Welland 
Canal, trainloads of coal, shiploads 
of logs, cars of sulphur and lime­
stone and clay—and out of the mill 
streams paper at the rate of 600 to 
1,000 feet per minute from each of 
five machines.

“The sheets delivered from the 
various machines range from 160 to 
187 inches wide. This means that the 
product is the equivalent of a strip 
of paper one foot wide and five miles 
long every sixty seconds.

“To produce the newsprint used in 
an average vissue of The Sunday 
Tribune our paper mill consumes:

, “Fifty-four acres of timber.
“Twenty-one ton? of sulphur. /"
“Six hundred and sixty-five tons 

of coal. x
“Sixty-three thousand electric h.p.
“Eighteen million two 'hundred

thousand gallons of water.
“This great mill represents an in­

vestment of millions of dollars, and 
-j employs 650 men.”

This is excellent publicity for On­
tario’s natural resources and indus­
trial development, but it prompts the 
question. How long can the Province 
continua to keep pulp and paper 

Tjjpdlls^ in operation and United State v 
newspapefs supplied with paper un- 
lass its pulpwood growth is replen­
ished? If cne edition of a Sunday 
newspaper eats up 54 acres of On­
tario timber, how soon will all the 

j newspapers printed on Ontario-made

j ment having /made an offer of free

an incentive to reforestation. How 
many trees is The Chicago Tribune 
replanting in Ontario, assuming that 
it owns timber limits to keep its 
mills supplied, or the other paper- 
makers or timber licensees who are 

; denuding the forests of the Prov- 
j 'ince ? It is profitable to certain in- 
j terests for the moment to ftimish 
j the wood and make the pulp ancf 
j newsprint for the Sunday papers 
| across the line, but the Province will 
i be lost, if an efficient policy of re­
forestation - is- not adopted soon 
and carried out with vigor.—Globe.

After the reading of the minutes of the last annual meeting and the 
adoption of the same, Mr. John Cowan, K.C., President, moved the 
adoption of the Directors’ Report which was seconded by Mr. W. G. 
Willoughby. In speaking to the motion the president pointed out many of 
the gratifying features of the Financial Report. The assets were now over 
two and three-quarter millions of dollars, being an increase of $169,000 
over last year. In these assets are included Govt. Municipal Bonds and cash 
Representing over 25 per cent of the total investments of the company, or 
over 80 per cent, of the total amount on deposits. These are all liquid 
securities and show the strong financial position of the company. During 
the year the shareholders were paid 8 per cent, dividend on the paid-up 
capital and a bonus of 1 per cent, $1665 was written off furniture and 
fixtures and $20,000 carried to Rest Fund.

SCHOOLDAYS SIXTY YEARS AGO
(By JAMES CRAIG.)

Seeing in one of Ruth Cameron's Side-talk letters in the London Free 
Press where she was enumerating the requirements of the modern pupil, 
and wondering where it was all going to stop at. Aside from an arm-load 
of books, there is floor space, air space, light, temperature and ventilation. 
All has to be looked after, and with the regular inspector and school board 
there is a staff of nurses and doctors who are making a living by inspect­
ing and prescribing for their physical and dental ailments. There is 
certainly subject for wonder. *

Now with the permission of the editor and the reading public, I will 
try to describe the conditions and systems of the public school which I 
attended some sixty years ago.

Well do I remember the first day I started to school. It was the 
summer of 1853 or 54. My mother brought me to the' school room and 
introduced me to the teacher.

The teacher was a Mrs. Atkinson, the mother of the famous Atkinson 
brothers, and a bright lot of youngsters they were, all except Tom, who 
was the dull boy of the flock. Four of them became criminal lawyers, the 
youngest AJames Joseph, being able to plead in three languages.

The school section was a union, the second and fourth concessions 
south, of Warwick, were combined. There were a lot of children in those 
days in this section, but not many of them got to school at the same time. 
In the winter the small ones could not attend on account of bad roads and 
insufficient clothing. During the summer the big boys were kept at home 
to help on the farm. In fact, we were kept often on very simple reasons. 
I remember our teacher asking me, “Did I stay at home yesterday to 
watch the cat from eating the tongs." I remember- two brothers who were 
rent to school week about, what they learned one week they forgot the 
next. In those days education was not so important as now, not many 
branches being taught. We were taught the three “R’s.” and well thrash­
ed, the latter branch, generally a blue beech, seemed as important as the 
othys. • x

Ohr school was situated on 27 sideroad halfway between the two con­
cessions. It was about 20x30 feet in space, probably ten feet high to the 
eave. The roof was covered with clap boards about thirty inches long laid 
on stout poles at a slope sufficient to run the water off, but the wind and 
snow came in quite freely. The walls were built of round logs chinked on 
the inside with split basswood, on the outside plastered with mud. There 
were beams about six feet apart but no loft till later. In the fall of the 
second season there came a load of lumber. I think it was sawn at a mill 
situated on Brown’s creek, on the farm owned at present by Dan Kelly. 
After some days the big boys volunteered to place it and soon they had 
the loft complete. There was no stairway required. The door was mjlle of 
rough boards with a hole through which we poked our finger to lift the 
wooden latch when we came in. The floor war, of basswood slabs, very 
rough and so open that the squirrels and chipmunks came up by times and 
skipped about looking for Crumbs. You may be sure we paid more atten­
tion to them than we did to our lessons. A pair of peewees also came in 
and built their nest against a roof pole. The teacher warned us not to 
meddle with them, but afterward remarked “Those birds are going to be 
a nuisance.” There were two windows on eafii side and directly under 
the windows were the writing desks, they were of the same material as the 
floor, the widest slabs being chosen. Each desk or platform was set upon 
four feet and sloped slightly inward. They were very uneven till one day 
Mr. Cline came with his adz and jack plane and levelled down the lumps. 
He made a vast improvement, he also bored holes to receive the ink 
bottles. Our ink was made from boiled soft maple bark with a little gun­
powder added to the liquid. It was good but sometimes got frozen and 
burst the bottles. Our seats were of split basswood logs with feet placed 
in the round side, the flat side up, two on each side of the stove, they were 
about fourteen feet long, two of them being pushed back to the wilting 
desks when we used that piece of furniture. The stove was a large box 
afliair with the pipe going straight up through the roof, there was the 
raised picture of the head and shoulders of Jacques Cartier on each side 
of it. •

One day the second season, Mr. Thomas Clark with another man came 
and made a window in the east end directly behind the teacher, and a 
rough desk was brought for the teacher, he had quite a time keeping it 
from j ogling on the uneven floor. There were neither maps nor black­
boards. I have seen the teacher pointing out imaginary hemispheres and 
continents on the north wall where there was nothing but round logs with 
the bark on. Our third teacher had a peculiar method of making us study, 
when school called and we had. taken our seats the command came “Study 
out” when every pupil in the room started at the top of their voice to 
rehearse their own lesson for the morning. You can imagine what a racket 
and medley they made, that went on for thirty minutes when we got the 
word “Silence, Fourth class places,” the fourth class marched out and set 
their toes to a crack in the floor, “Read”. The head pupil started to read, 
should the reader make a mistake the correct word was snapped out by 
two or three of the others and up went as many hands to further make 
known who was first, whereon the teacher would decide who was worthy 
of promotion and send that one above the one who made the mistake. The 
teacher set the head lines in our copy books \at the noon hour if it was not 
too cold we wrote a few lines after dinner.

Some of the teachers opened the school with the Lord’s Prayer and 
the ten commandments was recited once a week. We were punished fot 
swearing and black-guarding and tobacco was strictly prohibited.

Our play ground was unlimited. In winter we played jail goal on the 
road allowance. In summer we roamed in the woods after getting so far 
away that we were out of hearing of the school call, the teacher called 
school by rapping on the side of the door with a stick and shouting out 
“School.” The first two or three teachers did not possess a watch. Few of 
us had eveir seen a watch at that time. Our second pedagogue, a Mr. Mc- 
Karteny, borrowed an old sun dial that was laying around our house, it 
was made cf a ,’i< ce of oak plank, eight square with a circle and a 
diagram of ligures firm nine to three, a thin piece of triangle wood was 
placed so its shadow would fall on the figures, the boys called it “Mlthus- 
alem’s clock. ., when the sun was shining it marked the hours on the dia­
gram fairly well.

Our holidays were few and short. To begin with, we had but every 
other Saturday, with tyffi works at mid-summer, the Christmas week and 
Easter Monday and perhaps the 24th of May. Our second teacher boarded 
round the section, two weeks at one place and more according to the num­
ber of scholars going. We had to behave ourselves proper while we had 
the eyes of both the teacher and our parents on us. The teachers salaries 
those days was about sixteen or seventeen dollars a month. G. W. Ross, 
M.P., Middlesex grand inspector, taught his first school at fifteen à 
month with board deducted.

At first school and land tax was collected separate, school tax was 
levied on those who had children of school age, vacant land and families 
without children, were exempt.

The trustees were appointed two on one line with one on the other, 
alternate, the odd one had to cross the bush on foot or horse-back when
business was transacted.

I have spun out this history too long now and if it escapes the W.P.B. 
I will be only too thankful and ringoff by saying that the count of fingers 
on one hand would number all that is left of us that went to that 
Pioneer School.

History May Yet Decide 
That Bethmann-Hollweg 

Ranked as a Good German

W
HEN the world arrives at 
the stage in which it can 
understand that Germans 
are not all of one kind 

but that there may be good Germans 
and had Germans, it will probably 
assign von Bethmann-Hollweg to the 
former class. At the beginning of the 
war he loomed out as a monster, but 
later on when he retired from office 
it became known that he had not 
suited the junkers. From the time 
that Bismarck was dismissed until 
the revolution in 1918, no Imperial 
Chancellor could retain office once 
the Junker class lost confidence in 
him. Bethmann’s peace overtures in 
1916 probably did not originate with 
him any more than the German mili­
tary policy of the months immediate­
ly preceding the outbreak of war. He 
was being used by the military clique 
which would have been quite ready 
to make peace almost at any time 
after 1915 if the existing military 
boundaries were to be taken as the 
basis for the permanent adjustment 
of national frontiers. It was the 
refusal of the Allies to regard the 
strategic position as it existed after 
the first battle of the Marne as any­
thing but. temporary which wrecked 
the efforts of the Germans to bring 
about a victory by negotiation. The 
Chancellor, however, must be credit-

resisted the plans of Tirpiiz for un­
resist ed submarine warfare. Eventu­
ally he "yielded, but mqch against his 
will.

Without design, von Bethmann- 
Hollweg did perhaps more than any 
other European statesman to clearly 
define the issues of the war. Within 
a few days after the invasion of Bel­
gium, he admitted in the K. iehstag 
that Belgium had suffered a wrong. 
He frankly declared that Germany’s 
action with regard to her little neigh­
bor, whose neutrality she had guar­
anteed, was prompted by “military 
necessity.” Previous to this official 
statement there had been frequent 
German claims that Belgium had 
really*taken a hostile attitude toward 
her by entering into a secret treaty 
with Britain and France. E had been 
alleged, too, that what really preci­
pitated the war was the action of 
some French aviators in flying over 
German territory. The Imperial 
Chancellor brushed aside th. so inven­
tions and thereafter German .propa­
gandists had to make use of other 
material. Like his master he was 
shocked when he discovered tha. 
Britain meant to enter the war. He 
could not conceive iliat for a “mere 
scrap of paper,” an obligation that 
had been so. frequently violated in 
the past, the British Empire would 
keep faith with Belgium. Both 
Chancellor and Kaiser would have 
sacrificed much, almost anything ex­
cept their plan against France and 
Russia, to have had Britain remain 
neutral. They even went, so far as 
to promise that France’s European 
territory would not be taken if Bri­
tain stood aside. The Chancellors 
who succeeded von Bdhmonn-Holl- 
v/eg w re, in comparison, medioevi- 
* it»:?. His death on New Year’s Day 
is to be regretted, as he might in 
course of time .have given much use­
ful information regarding the fateful 
summer months of 1914.
