In the May Ladie’s Home Journal John
Gilmer Speed writes entertainingly and in-
structively en the construction and operation
of railroads coder the caption, * Running a
Train at Night.” He prefatorily asserts
that ““ the most remarkable achievements of
civilization, probably, are those which affect
travelling, making it at once quick, com.fort-
able and secure. We cross states and conti-
nents at the rate of thirty miles an hour,

reater security against accident than
our grandiathers enjoyed in their stage
ooochu. and we have even when on the cars
k in the pal of kings

young. Daring the year (from interstate
commerce commission’s report for yearending
July 1, 1894) one passenger was killed for
1,985,153 passengers carried, and one was in-
jured for every 183,822 carried.

The report further shows that a man’s
chances against injury were such that he
would have to travel 4,409,659 miles before
getting hurt, and go 47,588,966 miles before
being killed. At the rate of thirty miles an
hour a man could travel, if nature permitted,
on American railways for 181 years, without
leaving the cars, before being killed, or wnh
the same amount of security against

The hopes of his friends, however, were
scarcely realized and Roseberry went down
in the first election held after he became
premier. He then quite naturally became
leader of the opposition in the House of
Lords and retained the leadership of the
party at large. The Eastern question has,
however, caused so great a difference of
pinion between Roseberry and Mr. Glad-
stone that the former has resigned. At a
public meeting held last week at Scotland’s
capital he gave his reagons for resignation,
and his opinion on the Ar question.
Mr. Gladstone thinks England is bound by
the Cyprus convention to interfere on be-
half of Armenia, while Roseberry holds that
this convention is no longer binding on Eng-
land, as neither she nor Turkey have found it
practicable to carry out some of its most im-
portant provisions, while the danger tosuch a
course arises from the fact that there is or was
up to a very recent date an agreement among
nearly all the European powers to resist any
interference by England in Eastern affairs.
Roseberry is of the further opinion that war
~ invoked by England would result only in
the extermination of the Armenians them-
selves rather than their preservation, so that
the success of such a war would be the de-
feat of its prime object.

““Such a war,” said Roseberry, **would"]

transcend twenty ¥lodden Fields and the
ghastly phantom of the death angel, which
legend says appeared over Edinburgh on the
eve of the battle of Flodden, would appear
to every hamlet, village and town of the
kingdom to summon the flower of our youth
and manhood to sacrifice their lives in a
European conflagration.

PEACEFUL END OF THE FAMOUS ARTIST AND
AUTHOR.

London, Oct. 8.—George DuMaurier the
artist and author, who has been suffering for
some time with heart and lung cronble,SIod
ot 2.30 o'clock this morning. His death
was peaceful.

Geo. Lewis Palmer DuMaaurier, artist and
author, was born in- Paris, March 6, 1834,
and educated in that oity, but was a British

bject. His grandp ts on his father’s
side were emigrees from France during the
reign of terror. He went to England at the
age of 17 and studied chemistry under Dr.
Williamson, at the University college, Lon-
don. Afterwards he studied painting in
Paris under the famous M. Gleyre and also
in Antwerp.

Mr. DuMaurier illostrated * Esmond,”
““The Story of a Feather,” * Thackary’s
Ballads,” and many other books, He was
also an associate of the Royal Society of
pninting in water colors. A special exhibi-
tion of his works was held at the rooms of
the fine arts society in 1885. In 1881 Mr.
DuMaurier published a novel ** Peter Abbet-
sen,” in Harper's Magazine and in 1894 his
novel ‘“Trilby” appeared. The opening
pages of his latest work * The Martian " ap-
peared in the October number of Harper's
Magazine. Mr. DuMaurier lectured occa-
sionally on subjects connected with his
work as an artist.

He first began to draw on wood in Eng-
land for Once a Week, afterwards for Punch
and the Cornhill Magazine and subsequently
he joined the Punch staff. Since that time
his wordly drawings made him one of the
best known and most admired of contempor-
ary artist and satirists,

would no doubt be satisfactory.

As to Hull, it will be interesting as the
season progresses to see how far she remains
content with so small a supply of seaborne
apples.

Great Britain’s Debt.

Despite enormous expenditures every year
tor new ships, Great Britain is steadily pay-
ing off its public debt. .In 1817, at the close
of the French war, the total debt was $4,-
433,360,185, and since that date various wars
have caused additional indebtedness amoant-
ing to $1,834,033,765, making a grand total
of $6,267,393,950. At present, however,
the debt is only $3,273,048,510, showing &
reduction since 1817 of $2,993,445,440, or
nearly $38,000,000 a year. Before the great
increase of naval expenditure was decided
upon, it was reckoned that this year would
see the debt diminished by at least §25,000,-
000. Seeing that most of the other powers
are increasing their debte, this may partly
explain their intense jealousy and dislike of
England.

You may call it what you like—presence
of mind, a cool head, quick thinking, or an
instinct to do what is right the first time—
the fact remains that it is a habit acquired
by experience, of being ready always to use
one’s muscles and brains at & moment’s no-
tice—the habit of being ready.

How to Keep Apples.

CHIEF REQUISITE FOR PRESERVATION I8 A
UNIFORM LOW TEMPERATURE.

On the subject of keeping apples Mr. O,
W. Hawden of Worcester, Mass., in a re-
cent address, said: ** If apples are expected
to keep well they must be picked from the
trees and handled carefully, Barrels and
boxes are found the most convenient pack-
ages for apples, but should be washed and
thoroughly cleansed and dried before using;
care should be taken that no nails protrude
through the staves. The fruit should be
carefully placed in the barrels and gently
shaken and pressed into them as compactly
as possible to pre any motion of the fruit
After the barrels are headed; each sort
should be marked and placed where the
temperature is low and uniform if poesible.
If apples are to be stored for winter or late
keeping the sooner placed in a cool and uni-
form place the better. A fruit house or
cellar made with a view for the purpose is
best, but most growers usually have to resert
to their cellars. The chief requisites for the
pueservation of fruit from October to May
or June following are a uniform low temper-

Acquire the
habit of responsibility and prompt action by
putting yourself in situations that require
this, and when you have acquired the habit
of being ready, you are pretty sure to do
something that is reasonable in an emergen-
cy when it arises, even if you are not primed
with all the knowledge of this particular
case.

Obedience to Rightful Authority.

A bit of candy or & cake, surreptitiously
given to a child, from whom these unneces-
sary articles are usually kept, not only dis-
turbs the stomach—that would be the least
part of it—but suggests a course of conduct
which is unlimited in its possibilities of evil,
for a luxury, harmless and even advantage-
ous in itself, given in disregard of rightful
authority, becomes an evil. Reverence for
law, obedience to rightful authority, are
most necessary in these days independence
and anything which disturbs such reverence
and obedience, however harmless in iteelf,
should be scrupulously avoided. So far as
on outsider is concerned parental rules for
the child are absolutely inflexible, and obe-
dience to his father’s and mother’s directions
should be made as easy as possible to him.
A similiar principle should be recognized in
regard to teachers. Parents are too careless
in speaking disrespectful of school rules be-
fore their children. A mistake in methods
of discipline is not likely to be so mischiev-
ous in its results as a spirit of rebellion
against authority nourished in the child’s
heart. Discussion of teachers and their
measures should be held in private; if they
are thoroughly wrong the child should be
removed from the school; if on the whole
good, the errors should be excused. — Ladies’
Home Journal.

The best late keeping results are promoted
thereby. The prices at which apples are
sold differ very materially between October
and June and are often as one to five; thus
the growing price in the cellar is of fully as
much importance as the growing fruit in the

orchard.”

To Kill Weeds.

Inquiries are constantly coming to us con-
cerning the best method of getting rid of
noxious weeds, eepecially perenials. Begin
by sowing the infested fields to eats in the
spring, or wheat or rye in the fall. Soon
after these small grains have been harvested,
plow under the stubble, thus checking the
development of the first crop of weeds.
When the second crop has started on the
plowed ground, go over it with a disk harrow,
corn cultivator, or any other farm imple-
ment that will kill the young weeds. Re-
peat this operation as often as necessary this
fall to prevent the maturing of any seed or
the development of root stocks. Seed the
field to winter grain sgain this fall and re-
peat the operation again next year. If the
weeds are very persistent, as the Canada
thistle, quack grass, etc., cultivate the fal-
low often enough to prevent any green leaf
surface appearing. Otherwise the under-
ground stems will live for a long time. This
is the best method of treating an infested
field, and if persisted in will be successful.
Now is the time to begin the work. Do not
neglect it.

Fertilizers for Small Fruits.

Nitrate of soda is a valuable fertilizer for
these crops, especially ltuwberriu It
should be applied with powd hat
of lime to produce iu best eﬂ'ecn Thu
application to strawberries will not only
double but sometimes treble the yield. The
berries are larger in size, handsomer in color
and of finer flavor. Ordinary manures will
not produce such results, for the reason that
it is not converted into plant food until after
the demand of the fruit.

The plants grow early in the season, and
nitrate of soda being a leaf and stem former,
while the phosphate of lime is a seed former,
they are assimilated by the plant and at once
taken up and appropriated, furnishing the
food necessary for the growth of the plant
and the full development of the fruit. As

When nearly frozen add the
well-beaten whites of two eggs, mixed with
two ounces of pulverized sugar, stir all well
together, and finish freezing. All fruits can
be frozen in like manner. When cherries or
strawberries are to be used they are improved
in flavor if allowed to stand an hour in the
syrup before freezing.

one that is more immediately active, and
with the phosphate of lime it makes a com-
plete manure.

The Boom in Small Fruits,

Prices of all regular farm products are so
low there is little encouragement for increase
of acreage of ordinary farm crops. Farmers
are therefore seeking some new line of pro-
ducts which may be grown with profit in
connecvion with their usual farm werk.
With some, an increase of the dairy, the
hog and the hen, if managed for winter pro-
duct, may be best, while for others, fruits
and berries are most promising. Small
fruits bave not only maintained prices of
former years, but the demand is steadily in-
creasing. Last season one-quarter acre of
strawberries, producing 1000 quarts, placed
100 bushels of good oats in our barn. For
ten years past one acre of berries average
culture and yield has produced mare real
profit than ten average acres of ordin
farm crops. Intelligent farmers are no§
these facts, and berry growing in a mffall
way is becoming an important factor with
many farmers.

How to Treat Manure.

The manure intended for the garden that
contains the seeds of weeds should be piled
up and allowed to ferment until the whole
mass is thoroughly rotted. By this means
the seeds in it will be killed. But in order
to rot manure to the best advantage it should
be forked over occasionally when well warmed
up by fermentation, and the whole turned
over, with the outside of the pile thrown
into the centre. If dry, it should be watered
enough to enable fi tion to
and to prevent firefanging. It is
advisable to use fresh manure in the garden,
and manure should only be applied in this
condition when free from weeds and then
only for some late maturing crops, in which
case there will be time for it to rot before
the crops need it. All early crops need
well-rotted manure, and require it in much
larger quantities than do the late maturing
crops.

Household Perplexities.

The woman of the house looked out un-
daunted, with her calm, cleareyes. ‘‘ There
is a solution to all problems,” she said.
““The remedy for the evil you speak of—the
belp question—and which we all deplore,
lies, I think, in & return to simplicity of
living. There are few households, I fancy,
where much of the work might not be elim-
inated without leaving any real void in the
actual comfort of the family. Women
climb too many stairs—houses are built with
too many; they arrange their meals on alto-
gether too elaborate a scale; their furnish-
ings are on a plan which requires too much
dusting. They make too many desserts,
too many preserves, institute too much fine
laundry work, and worry too much over
trifies. Many of their cares might be re-
duced to & minimum if they only advanced
enough to see things in their proper light.

¢ Another besetting sin in the middle-class
families is that in the absence of servants
the husband does not hold himself responsi-
ble for the performance of the heavier tasks,
as he should do. There is not one man in
ten in this walk of life who would not have
ample time to take most, if not all, of the
heavier household duties off of his wife’s
shealders, if he would only set himself reso-
lutely about it. I know a number of doc-
tors, ministers and lawyers who live in
communities where help is scarce and poor,
who make a practice of exercising their
muscles in this way, and who have as their
reward comfortable homes, properly kept,
and healthy, happy, pretty wives, who are
not worked to death, even though a domes-
tic seldom crosses the threshold. No,indeed,
my dear, you mustn’t think that the tragedy
of the help question is sufficiently serious to
devastate and lay waste all, or half, or quar-
ter, or even an eighth of the homes on this
continent. Certainly not while good hus-
bands, with plenty of brawn and muscle,
are left to preserve our equilibrium in na-

ture.”

Cure for Bow-Legs.

Procure a pair of comfortable easy-fitting,
moderately heavy shoes, and have a shoe-
maker put on one extra thickness of sole
leather on the outer part of each shoe sole,
that is, on the right side of the right shoe
and the left side of the left shoe. This will
raise the outer side of the foot a little, which
will naturally tend toward straightening the
knees. Then on the inside of ankle—that is
on the left side of the ankle of the right
shoe and the right side of the left shoe, ex-
tending from the sole to the top of the shoe
—have a piece of the heaviest sole leather
about one inch wide, stitched on. This will
prevent the ankles from turning and cause
the child to step firmly, yet in such a way
as to straighten the knee.

In ordinary cases this ought to effect a
cure in a few months, but after three or four
months’ steady treatment, never allowing
the child to bear its weight upon its feet
without the support afforded by these shoes,
if there is not a very decided improvement,
a physician of experience in such matters
should be consulted, as the child will prob-
ably need a brace extending from ankle to
hip. But ordinary cases of bow-legs will
succamb to the foregoing treatment.

a compost ready in which to pot them. As
good a soil as any is one composed of ordinary
garden loam, sands, and well rotted cow
manure in equal parts. One-third sand may
seem like ‘‘ too much of a good thing,” but
it is not. Nowhere in the world are better
bulbs grown than in Holland, whose soil is
pearly all sand. Better bulbs can be grown
in clear sand, properly fertilized, than in the
richest of soils without sand. WMijx your
compost well, and have it fine and mellow.
It is very important that the manure should
be old. Fresh manure is harmful to all bulb-
ous plants, out or in doors. 1 should advise
the growing of several bulbs in the same pot
The effect is more pleasing because of the
greater mass of color in a limited space.
Three or four Hyacinths, Tulips or Daffodils
may be grown successfully in a seven-inch
pot. Half a dozen Crocuses or Snowdrops
will be required to fillasix-inch pot. Three
or four average-size bulbs of the Bermuda
Lily can be grown in a ten-inch pot.

Preservation of Bouquets.

A florist of many years’ experience gives
the following recipe for preserving bouquets:
When you receive a bouquet sprinkle it
lightly with fresh water; then put it into a
vessel containing some soapsuds, which nour-
ish the roots and keep the flowers as bright
as new. Take the bouquet out of the suds
every morning and lay it sideways in fresh
water, the stock entering first into the water;
keep it there a minute or two, then take the
flowers out and sprinkle it lightly by the
hand with pure water. Replace the bouguet
in the soapsuds and the flowers will bloom
as when first gathered. The soapsuds need
to be changed every third day. By observ-
ing these rules a bouquet can be kept bright
and beautiful for at least one month, and
will last still longer in a very passable state,
but the attention to the fair and frail crea-
tures, as directed above, must be strictly
observed.

To Clean Windows.

Choose a dull day, or at least a time when
the sun is not shining on the window; when
the sun shines on the window it causes it to
be dry streaked, no matter how much it is
rubbed. Take a painter’s brush and dust
them inside and out, washing all the wood-
work inside before touching the glass. The
latter must be washed simply in warm water
diluted with ammonia. Do not use soap.
Use a small cloth with a pointed stick toget
the dust out of the corners; wipe dry witha
soft piece of cotton cloth. Do not use linen,
it makes the glass linty when dry. Polish
with tissue paper or old newspapers. This
can be done in half the time taken where
soap is used, and the result will be brighter
windows.

On one occasion when Pasteur was dining
with his daughter and her family at her
home in Burgundy, he took care to dip in a
glass of water the cherries that were served
for desert, and then to wipe them carefully
with his napkin before putting them in his
mouth.
