At the present time when our every 
energy and effort is being put forward 
to increase the production of food 
products and make Canada more than 
ever before a large factor in the win­
ning of the war, one’s attention natur­
ally turns to the food stocks available 
and the waste evidenced in their 
handling. With no commodity is 
waste so apparent as it is in the hand­
ling of eggs.

During the past Jgw years special 
endeavor has been made to bring this 
matter to the attention of producers 
and the wholesale trade. This appeal, 
however, is addressed more particu­
larly to retailers, many of whom do 
not seem to realize the extreme per- 
ishabilii. of eggs.

It is a common practice at this sea­
son of the year for many retailers to 
advertise the increasing egg supply 
and the rapidly falling prices by dis­
playing piles of eggs in their store 
windows. The eggs thus exposed in 
manÿ cases come under the direct 
rays of the sun, and are subjected to 
a temperature behind the plate glass 
window of about 100 degrees. The ex­
cessive heat resulting < auses serious 
deterioration through evaporation, 
accompanied by loss of flavor. Fur­
ther, at this time of the year a large 
percentage of the eggs marketed are 
fertilized, and as it is common know­
ledge that a temperature of 70 de­
grees is sufficient to start incubation, 
the possibility df serious deterioration 
will be readily seen.

It is good business to advertise, but 
window displays of eggs defeat, the 
aim of the advertiser, in that the re­
sulting deterioration of^the eggs 
causes dissatisfaction j^muig consum­
ers, and so retards consumption. Eggs 
should be kept in the cleanest, coolest 
driest place in the store, removed 
from mustiness, foul orders, or other 
sources of contamination.

The food value of eggs, their free­
dom from waste, the saving in time, 
labor, and fuel in their preparation, 
and the favorable way they compare 
in price with other articles of food 
places them in an important place in 
the diet of our people. Now, as never 
before in the history of the Dominion 
the conservation of food supplie's must 
he one of our- chief considerations, 
and the waste now apparent in the 
handling of eggs, that can be elimin­
ated by careful and more up-to-date 
methods, is a consideration that will 
appeal to every citizen who has at 
heart the best interests of his fellow- 
citizens, his country, and the Çmpire 
as à whole.

In accordance with the growing de- Dear Editor:
Many of your readers may be inter­

ested to know what^ind of a winter 
we have over here. This is the first 
winter that I have spent on the Island 
for 32 years. I had about forgotten 
what winter was like here, but had • 
an idea it was rigorous and was not 
sure we could endure it. We arrived 
hero December 8th, and now that we 
are near t|ie middle .of March can giCe 
a fair idea of an Island winter 
This one is said to-be a very severe 
Island winter. In December and the • 
first part of January high, keen winds 
prevailed. There was no snow. Ear­
ly in January sufficient snow fell for 
light sleighing. The snow-fall in-*-' 
creased and we have had some wild 
storms. Several times the thermom­
eter registered from 10 to 20 degrees 
below zero. There has been rain 
exept a few showers. The sleighing 
has continued good, and ( all winter.
We have been out walking or driving <• 
marly every day and have enjoyed the 
winter very much. Our health has 
been good, and the climate seems to 
agree with us .well. This winter has 
been much like a moderate Mani­
toba winter. 1 had thought the old- 
fashioned way of crossing to the main 
land by ice boat, drawn by hand, had 
been abandoned long ago, but it is 
still in operation. One mail lost his 
life at it this winter. The strap with 
which he was strapped to the boat 
broke when they came on a flow of 
broken ice. He was drawn under the 
ice and was never seen again. The 
Government boat makes three trips a 
week to Georgetown and the mails 
have been fairly regular. There has 
not been a great snow-fall, so that 
trains move with little interruption. 
We do rfot think about being off the

lation. We tiifriK.,we have more and 
brighter moonlight Tttei e J,!in V°11 
have in Nova Scotia. The nights "arc1 
certainly beautiful and, with good 
sleighing, make the winter delightful. 
There is wonderful activity in the 
roads and rivers just now. The farm­
ers are drawing mud and it is a sight 
worth seeing. The procession of fine 
teams for miles on miles gives a liver 
Jy appearance to the country. At one 
place on the oyster beds near here 
are. twenty-five mud diggers, each 
lifting twenty-five loads of mud a day. 
From 2 a.m. until-late at flight there 
is a constant movement, of teams*. 
This will continue as long as good 
sleighing lasts, or until the farmers 
have enough. It might be thought 
they would soon exhaust the supply, 
but there are vast areas, and in places 
the deposits of oyster shell are forty 
feet deep; so the oyster is an old 'set- 
tler here. A good spreading of this 
mud and shell will last from ten to 
twelve years. It would take the Ger­
man submarines a long time to starve 
out the Island.

human race each year, and, under 
world war conditions, the price of 
eggs per dozen to consumers had ap­
proached a dollar in some parts of 
the ITnited States, and has reached 
the prohibitive price of two dollars or 
morç in the belligerent countries.

Therefore when the high cost of 
living looms large in the public eye,

RE SEED OATS

With a view to provide an adequate 
supply of good clean seed oats of 
strong vitality, special grade for seed 
oats was established by order of the 
Governor in Council. Car lots of oats 
of superior quality when admitted to 
the Canadian Government Elevators 
are separately binned when free from 
wild oats and noxious weed seeds. 
When sold for seed purposes they are 
Subjected to cleaning, which entails 
on an average a wastage of 13 %. 
Alter cleaning, an official certificate 
showing them to be No. 1 Canada 
Western seed oats is issued to the 
buyer.

Thèse oats come from Southern Al­
berta, where Banner and Abundance 
are the principal varieties grown.

The net cost of these recleaned seed 
oats, including the premium paid to 
the grower, the cost of cleaning, ele­
vator charges, and the wastage in re­
cleaning, is 80 cents per bushel, 
freight paid to Fort William as is the 
custom of the grain trade, 
vious reasons they cannot be sold in 
less than carload lots. When accom­
panied by seed certificate carloads of 
seed oats arc given preference over 
other freight, and carloads are being 
delivered in Ontario and Quebec 
points in about 18 days from date ol' 
shipment.

The mating of the breeding pen 
should not be the work of a few min­
utes or a'few hours, it should be the 
result ol" weeks and months of study.

The old way was to keep over two 
or three, cockerels and let them run 
with the whole flock and then when 
hatching eggs were wanted they were 
simply taken out of the general col­
lection and set. 
obsolete—or rather they should be.

When the pullets are put into win­
ter quarters they should be leg band­
ed and "trap-nested" and a caieful 
record kept of the laying of each bird.
It is from the pullets that lay heaviest 
in the winter months, that is, Novem- 

j her, December, January and February, 
that the breeders should be selected.

If sufficient yearlings of the type 
mentioned have been retained for 
breeders well and good ; but if not, 
don’t be afraid to use well matured 
pullets. They will be far from poor 
breeders In-fact, they are generally 
more prolific and the eggs hatch fully 
as well or better, but the vitality of 
the chicks is frequently not as good 
as those from the hens.

In selecting the breeders, not only 
. should they be good winter layer , but 

they should be strong, vigorous birds 
well up in size. The male to head the 
pen should be the son of a heavy win­
ter layer. He should be very strong 
and vigorous, standing on legs that 
arc not to.o long and that are set wen 

: apart with no inclination to knock- 
i knees. If there is a line of red pig­
ment down the outside of the shanks, 
all the better.

| His head should be broad between 
, the eyes and well filled ^in in front, 
ending in a well curved beak. He 
should have a bright, piercing eye, 
and- his whole appearance should de­
note virility.

A bird of that description mated 
to the females mentioned should en­
sure a successful season. >
