Approximately 80 per cent of 

Manitoba’s vheat acreage has been 
seeded, despite the general latentes 
of work on the land occasioned by 
unfavorable spring weather. Prac­
tically every district correspondent 
reports a reduction in tbe wheat 
acreage, with corresponding indica­
tions that barley and flax acreage, 
in particular, will be increased.

Alberta provided the bulk of the 
wool sold by the Canadian Co-opera­
tive Wool Growers’ Association last 
year, 1,062,613 pounds, of the total 
of 2,843,365 pounds of the 1923 clip, 
coming from this province, accord­
ing to a statement made by the 
general manager of the Association. 
Ontario growers took second place, 
with 636,076 pounds, followed by 
Manitoba - Saskatchewan, 
pounds. Sundry shipments totalled 
345,599 pounds.

The value of the building permits 
issued in 56 Canadian cities showed 
a large increase during April, as 
compared with March, 1924. Repre­
sentative cities authorized buildings 
to the value of $13,452,359, as com­
pared with $9,162,763 in the pre­
vious month. Nova Scotia, Quebec, 
Ontario, Manitoba and New Bruna- 
wick registered increases in the 
value of building permits issued.

f ----------
Except in sheep, Canadian live­

stock and livestock products show an 
increase in shipments to the United 
States all along the line in the 
January-February period of this 
year, compared with the correspond­
ing months of last year. Cattle 
shipments in the period were 11,190, 
compared with 10,310; beef 923,400 
lbs., compared with 446,800 lbs.; ba­
con 81,700 lbs., compared with 30,100 
lbs.; pork, 165,300 lbs., compared 
with 90,800 lbs., and mutton 2,400 
lbs., compared with 700 lbs.

The first annual pow-wow of 
the Trail Riders of the Canadian 
Rockies, which will be held July 17- 
18 at Yoho, will take place in a big 
sun-dance lodge decorated by Stoney 
Indians. The order aims to encour­
age travel through the Canadian 
Rockies, outdoor life, nature study, 
and forest conservation, and to 
honor early explorers. Many noted 
authors and artists have joined and 
E. W. Beatty, President of thd Cana­
dian Pacific Railway, has donated 
$1,000 towards expenses.

The Canadian Pacific S.S. “Em­
press of Canada’’ arrived at Van­
couver, B.C., on May 24th, following 
a world cruise of five months 
and nearly 30,000 miles. The pas­
sengers witnessed a remarkable 
eruption at Hilo, in the Hawaiian 
Islands, on May 17th. After a pub­
lic welcome at Vancouver, they left 
for the East, stopping en route at 
Banff Springs Hotel for a dinner- 
dance. E. W. Beatty, President of 
the Canadian Pacific, who met the 
ship, said that she had done impor­
tant missionary work in carrying the 
Canadian Ensign over the Seven 
Seas.

that a number of centres reduced their 
motor fatalities in June as compared 
with May. Among these are New York, 
Detroit, Los Angeles, Cleveland, Balti­
more and Philadelphia,

The Chamber of Commerce’s report 
cites efforts put forth in Connecticut 
against reckless driving. Robbins B. 
Stoeckel, commissioner of motor ve­
hicles in that state, is quoted: ‘lEvery 
conviction for reckless driving wm re­
sult in suspension. The person con­
victed may then have to appear before 
the hearing officer of the motor 
vehicle department to get his license 
restored."

The report continues: “The actual 
number of motor fatalities reported by 
217 newspapers and other sources was 
680 for June and 2,918 for the first 
six months. These figures included all 
cities over 100,000 and additional com­
munities, covering a total of 3 6 per 
cent of the population.

“Assuring that the fatality rate was 
similar for communities not reporting 
the toll for the six months was ap­
proximately 8.100.”

Such action may 
not lead to an early adjustment in his 
favor, but he will secure the basis 
of full consideration ultimately and 
protect himself in respect to any 
development of the disability.” This 
warning also applies to dependents' 
claims, except that application may 
be made within three years after 
death or the date on which the ap­
plicant became dependant.

The notification issued by the G. 
W. V. A., states further that “during 
recent -years many disabled veterans 
have abandoned all hope of pension 
following the receipt of a communicat­
ion from the Pension Commissioners 
that the disability was not attributable 
to war service. These men are advised 
to again test their rights to pension.”

QtlEBEC—An industrial renaissance 
is shortly to be experienced in the 
Dominion and it will he brought about 
by increased production of electrical 
power, according to Sir Adam Beck, 
of London, Ontario, President of the 
Ontario Hydro Commission, who 
reached Quebec yesterday on board 
the Carmania, from Europe.

“We do not yet realize the value 
of electricity",” Sir Adam continued, 
“or we would not be wasting millions 
of tons of coal annually when we are 
in a position to produce all the el­
ectrical power necessary to the suc­
cessful and economic operation of all | 
our industries. There is no need to 
go to the United States for power 
when we have in Canada the greatest \ 
opportunities in the world for water j 
power development.”

Sir Adam treated of another as­
pect of the question when he spoke of 
the fact that most of the coal used 
in Canada was imported from the 
United States. “It is absurd," he said, 
“to import thousands and thousands 
of tons of coal when we have at hand 
a source of power that is infinitely 
stronger than steam and which gives 
better service."

of the modern household for one a ay, 
according to J. F. Johnson, engineer 
at the South Philadelphia Works of 
the Westinghouse Electric Company, 
located at Essington, Pa., U. S. A.

“Modern generating equipment has 
been so improved, chiefly in the matter 
of steam turbine generators, that only 
about one pound of coal need be 
burned to produce one kilowatt of 
eleericity,” said Mr. Johnson. “Thus, 
two handfuls or about two pounds of 
coal will produce two kilwatts, 
slightly more than the daily require­
ment for a seven or eight room mod­
ern home.

“This clearly demonstrates the in­
creased efficiency of a modern steam 
turbine and also shows the attitude 
of the manufacturers of electrical

the Gulf of Mexico and back again, and was mur­
dered somewhere in Mississippi by his own followers.

When the canoe and the prairie schooner of the 
pioneers were succeeded by the railway train, Chicago 
became one of the world’s greatest transportation 
centres, being on the same old line of march from 
the east to the west, and vice versa. Fort Dearborn 
was built in 1803 and for three decades was Chi­
cago.
