THE MINISTRY 05 SUFFERING IR PROVI

Suffering serves many good purposes is
the economy of Providence. We shall
glance at its effects, merely as they are
seen in man. Suffering is the lot of hu-
manity. Men eat their bread in sorrow all
the days of their life. All sinners are to
some extent sufferers.  We do not say that
the present life affords no pleasure. Our
eavthly existence is very far from being
prolonged torment. There is joy as well
as sorrow mingled in the cup of human life.
Our earthly experienee is at best only an
alloy. Neither perfect misery, nor perfect
happiness is met with here. ¥t has been
said that every diamond has a flaw; and it
will be tound on close inspection that every,
jowel of pleasure has o defect. Indeed the
greater number of our carthly delights are
not diamonds at all, but only dew-drops
that vanish at the touch. The brightest
day of life has some dark cloud hovering
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on the horizan.  Qur carthly life is, how-
wver, for the maost of us perfectly enjoyable.
We thank God for this fact.  Our world is
not & place of unmitigated torment. We
thank our Father in Henven for the peals
of joyous laughter, that often, for a time,
drown the wail of suffering. We thank
{fim for the smiles of happiness that often
hide the tears of misery.  We thauk Him
for the rays of hope, by which, ever and
anon, he dispels the darkness of despair,
Bat we think thatit will be readily granted
ty every one that beneath the ripling
8 waves, which sparkle in the sunbeams of
M ioy, on the great stream of human life,
fiere is & deep undercurrent of suffering.
God is making tho beok of Providence
B fom the record of men’s bitter experi.
= ences.
Suffering is & vestraint on wickedness.
b 1o the present life God uses it to curb Ii-
B cntiousness,  He restrains, if He does not
MR iv, sin by pain.  Every transgressor of
liw makes his own scourge or forges his
own fetters,  The dark sea of human de-
B pravity would soon engulf our world alto-
gether were no limits set to its swelling
tde by the banks of suffering and death.
Were the inhabitants of the earth ripe for
& extermination we would not require the
B xaers of asecond deluge to sweep them
g way. Only let us have the fountaing of
niquity opened up—all the wild passions
R o men let loosc—and all the barviers by
which suffering opposes the ovarflowing of
eil removed, and the whole human race
would soon be buried in the grave of its
osncorruption. Suppose a state of human
sotiety in which disease in all its hideous
forms yields pleasme instead of pain—that
seasuality produces delight with surfeit—
that all desires may be freely indulged with-
02t causing misery—that the grossest ap-
petites may be fed without producing sati-
ég~—that vice wins honour iustead of dis-
grace, and crime is rewarded instead of
being punished—then it is not more certain
that the corpse would putrify than that so-
dety would destroy itself. By the penalty
of suffering man is induced to regpect laws
vhose operations seeure the purity and per-
manence of human soeiery.

Common experience abundantly proves
the fact that the way of transgressors is
hard. Vice is the sced of misery. Great
sinners are generally great suffvrers. It is
not among the virtuous but the vicious
that the greatest amotat of wretchedness is
found. There is far more weeping and
wailing on the broad way with all its plea-
sures than on the narrow way with all its
self denial.  Vice impoverishes and ruinsg
thousands for one that iv eariches., The
dregs and pests of society are for the most
part vicious aud godless. Ungodly com-
munities are generally hot-beds of crime.
Abodes of misery are often dens of iniquity.
Profigacy is the parent of poverty ; sensu-
ality is the begetting cause of disease and
death; dishonesty is the pathway to dis-
grace; tha haunts of vice are the banquet-
ing-halls of wretchedness and destitution.

Much vice is restrained by the fear of
punishment. Men who haveno fear of sin
dread its conscquences. ‘They may care
cothing about offending God, they are care-
ful not to injure their health. They may
have no conscientious scruples, but they
are frightened of losing their money. They
do not fear the anger of God, but they fear
the penalty of disgrace. The dread of the
felon’s cell, or the gallows, prevents many
a criminal act. God prevents wickedness
by making suffering the penalty of trans-
gression,

Suffering developes charvacter. The
deepest, most lasting, and most powerful
experiences of our life are begotten in sut-
fering, Our characters arc moulded not
so much by what we enjoy as by what we
endure. It is the shaking of the storm.
that fastens the roots of the oak firmly in
the earth. It is the winds of trouble that
fasten the roots of character deep in the
soil of our being. The veterans in life’s
great battle are not rocked in the lap of
luxury and care, but in the cradie of hard-
ship and suffering. The wourds of sorrow
may lose their pain, but they leave their
scar behind them, and often, unconsciousty
to ourselves, like the healed-up wounds of
the soldier, they form the most prominent
features of our characters, The marks of
trial become the evidences of manhood.
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The measure of true human heroism is not
tho capacity for enjoyment, but the power
of endurance. Hence our Redecmer as
the perfect Man, as well as the all sufficient
Saviour, wus made perfect.through suffer-
ing. Ilis manhood was developed by what
he endured.

Nations, as well as individuals, reach
grevtness through suffering. The events
of history that attract attention aud absorb
interest are tragical rather than comie.
The grand land-marks of history are all set
up on the field of trouble. The voice of
the past speaks to us in sadness.  History
is an anthem sct in the minor key. The
glare and glitter of a Belshazzar's teast are
now only remembered as the light in which
we behold the calamities of his overthrow.
The shouts of ancient festivity only reach
our ears as the accompaniment to the dirge
of sorrow. The banqueting halls of the
ancients have nearly all disappear.d, but
their sepulchres are with us until this day.
It is not smiling mirth, but weeping sor-
row that has studded our earth with monu-
ments for the dead. Itis in grief rather
than in joy that a man yearns most for im-
mortality. It is the ploughshare of suffer-
ing that has left the widest and decpest
furrows upon the surface of the nations of
the carth. Nations have been born in the
pains of anguish. The foundation stones
of all national greatness have been hewn in
sorrow, and laid in trouble. The gems in
the crowns of ecarthly glory have been cut
and polished not with the oil of joy, but
with the diamond dust of saffering. I is
to self-denying labour carefully performed,
to crucl persecutions patiently borne, to
crowns of martyrdom nobly won, te bloody
battles bravely fought, that we look as the
the turning points of history, and the foun-
tains of national greatness. All the birth-
rights of freedom are the price of blood.

The suffering of sorrow supplies a com-
mon bond of sympathy for mankind.
Trouble of some kind or other strikes the
notes of sufferig in every heart. Men
can all sing the dirge of grief in unison,
We may not have a comman ground of
thought, nor 2 common ground of joy, nor
a common ground of action, but we have

—

all a common grounad of sorrow.  All man.
kind go to the grave and weep there, The
gricf of berervement enters every heart and
wrings tears from all eyes. Before the
common fecling the separations of time and
space and social rank are all obliterated, |
might not be able tb enjoy myself amid the
festivities of an Egyptian feust, but th
wailings of the oppressed Isruelites at once
awaken a responsive eche in my bosom.
The skouts ot the Roman amphitheatre
may fuil to gladden my heart, but the sin.
ple inscriptions on the graves of the cata
combs at once awaken my sympathy. The
expressions of grief are as fresh for human
feeling to-day, as they were s thousand
years ago.  Men may have found out mang
new sources of pleasure.  God has kept
them to at least ene common ground of
surrow. Men may not be able to harmonize
their langhter, they can always mmgle thar
tears together. It is in common misery
that men must be made to reahze thar
common kindred. When strack by leprosy
the Jew and Samaritan can associate to-
gether. It is on the common ground of
felt misery that Christianity brings all sin-
ners together. Men’s hearts are, so 10
speak, melted in the furnace of peoitence
that they may be fused together in the
bonds of love. It i3 as fellow-sufferers
drinhing consolation from the same foun-
tain of life that men are 1o recognize their
common brotherhood aright. It is assof
ferers in sin that God will restore usin
ivation. Suffering provides a field for
the excreise of charity, ‘This grace could
not be developed without sufferers, on whoss
account it would be exercised. The fid
has long been there, but it has been the
peculiar privilege of Christian civilization
to occupy and cultivate tho ficld. Dhilan-
thropy is the ountgrowth of Christianity.
Benevolent institations are the direct result
ot Christian influence on society. They
are leaves from the tree of life applied for
healing the sufferings of the nat.vn. Onall
these institutions, such as hospitals, poor- §
haouses, asylums, charity sehools, Christian
missions of all kinds, may be written the
words of Jesus, ** It ig more blessed ta give |
than to receive.”

This has given rise to great dis-
turbances, and the Papists have ued us all
in one bundie—government, Liherais, and
rrotestants—and do their utmost te provoke
a revolution.

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shocking to be mentioned. Tt-was a.pre-
conceived plan, and the rebels installed
themselves in tha town. On heaving the
news the Prefect started from with
troops, but met with a stout resistance.
He sent back for re-inforcements, and even
then had to send for further help, and after
all, literally, had to storm the town. The
rebels fell back to the mountaius, having
some twenty or more dead. The Prefect
made several prisoners, and shot eight -of
them on the spot.  The state we arc now
in is just this:—The whole neighbourhvod
is in @ cotmotion ; the Prefect, with adl the
available troops, has gone in pursuit of the
rebels, leaving the city protecied only by a
few police, and rumors are flying that all
this is a fuint attack in order to draw the
troops away, and so leave upen to the
revolutionists, Here the Romauists scew
happy at the prospeet of a general rising
against Liberals and Protestants.  Some
have even dared to shout against us in the
streets, hut the authorities have at once ar-
rested them, as such cries acg like sparks
to set the whole city in a riot.  So far as
we are concerned, we leave the issue to our
Heavenly Master ; bitherto He has closed
the mouths of these hungry lions. They
have not frightened us off, nor will they
‘ust yet.”

It is the same strange, sad lesson that
comes from all Papal countries—the Papal
authorities and the Papal mob thirsting for
Protestant Llood. What 2 stern and urg-
ent plea in favour of evangelizing our Ro-
man Catholic population !

To carrv out the Committee’s instruc-
tons, as given at its last meeting in St.
Stephicns, your cunvener has devoted the
Jast weck of August to visiting Grand
Falls, with a spedial view to hastening on
the long ddayed Chureh bLuilding vpera-
tions there ; and besides this to inspect, so
tar as possible, the progress made in the
main oljects of the Missiun.

Haviug completed the Prince William
tcur as elsewliere reported, on Monday the
35th we were hindly driven home by a
ministerial brother hailing from that quar-
ter. ‘Llie disinterested nature of the atten-
tion speedily appeared. Tuesday opencd
with & scent of orange blossorns in the aur.
It turned out that the talented youny
reverend afuresaid, and a dear little lady
celestial of our own congregation proposed
walking the long path together. So we
tarried just long enough to siart them off
hand in hand in peace—(they are the first
of their respeetive Churches, so far as we
know, thus directly leut to the Lord’s ser-
vice,}—and then we set out by rail for the
Up-river regions. At Woudstok a day
was Inst in conscquence cf Iis Excellency
the Govervor-General, together with his
tail, as a Highlander would say,—his
valetaille, that is,—having monopotized the
means of ronvevance. In consideration of

Brouilleite, sume twenty three mles through
his field of labos 1n Madawaska, calling at
several French houses by the wav.  In one,
the Violette’s, we spent some time. The
family was absent in the fields with the ex-
ception of two young @irls and an aunt from
the next house. I resd a portion of Scrip-
wre, which my friend proceeded to explain
and comsment upon. His style is simple
and telting. The old lady seemed much
interestad, questioning and veplying aith
great intelligence and abundance of French
vivacity. She scened decidedly well-gis-
posed. Oneof the girls was deeply affected,
especially while prayer was being offered
ap. 1 was shown by Mous. B. a most
souching and piously written letter from an
elder sister of hers, who had been under-
going her novitiate at Ste. Basile Nunnery,
bus having providentially been &t home
during the period of -our missionary’s first
visit, she had been Jed to sce and openly
abjore the errors of Romanism. She has
siice had much to sufter trom priestly
intolerasce, and has been compelled to
laave hume and go to a distance in order to
find employ ment as a School teacher. Her
peaple generally sympatbize with her in
her convictions, and were tney assured of
the perwauence of our wission, and that
they will nut be Jefe by us .destitute, ““ as
sheep without a shepherd,” there is little
doubt but that they wounld act 2 more
determined part.  As it is the Bible is evi-
A copy I picked
up was most refreshingly thumbed and
marked over by diligent use.  In a letter to
mefrom Graud Ialls dated the 11th of
Augt., Mons. B. refers to these people in
the folluwing terms :—

“There is quite an excitement among
the R. C. people fificen miles above here.
One man offered to tura his house into a
Church, and s duing Ins utmost to impress
his ideas on the hearts of his neighbors.”

At another house, M. C—'s, we were
welcomed and treated wath the genuine old-
fashion. & hospiwlity as * guests of Goil,”
by the guod dame, who alone of the family,
with the exception of the younger childven,
wsat home. Her leanngs to the truth,
Mons. B. explained to me, not being so

§ pronounced gs tho.o of her husband, he did

not fell jnstified in engaging in set religiops
excrcises in the latter’s absence. Wo did
what we could, however, in the way of con-
versation. In rummaging over the volumes
in the hanging book shelves I found abuw-
dant evidence that the abscut perede fumille
was & man of independent views, and of
varied and diligent reading. His bible bears
the mark of being well studied, and he has
the good habit—rure eneuzh, I am afraigd,
even among Protestant bible readers—of
making careful notes as he goes, Svmo
sheets of paper, I picked up from betweea
the leaves, weve filled with his jottings,
brief but suggestive, on varivus passages of
Scripture. A feather shews which way the
wind is blowing ; and these little life-touches
go far to imnress one with the genuincness
of the work that is being carried on. The
day was waning, and we had reluctantly to
wend our way homewards again, withont
having enjoyed other than a partial outlook
over the wido field opening up before our
missionaries,or having gained more than.s
gencral idea of the ifficulties with which
they bave to contend. From all I have
seen, however, I have become couvinced
that the time has come for sceuring or erect-
ing, if need be, school houses at intervals
through the whole district, where publie
worship can be statedly held, and where in
due season a good, sound Scriptural educa-
tion may be provided for the children of
those who may agree to break with Rome.
And the better to prosccute the work, X
would recommend that allowanee be made
by the Committee for the keeping of a
horse by our resident Missionary ; for it is
impossible thas, travelbog oo foot, he can
employ his time and ¢nergies to advantage
over a field already wrought by him of over
forty miles in length, espedialiy if he is to
connect with this stated ministrations at
Grand Fells.

THE SABBATE.

The third and last day of my stay being
the Sabbath I preached worning and after
noon in Hammond’s Hall to a large and
ettentive congregation. A liberal colles-
tion was made which was handed over for
the benefit of the Mission.

ENCOURAGEMENT,

The hearty Christian hindness we per-
sonally experienced on all sides, and the
readiness to further the interests of our
Mission shewn by members of every de-
nomination in the place cannot be recorded
in 0o warm terms. ‘T'o mention two more
instances among the many that occur to
me, Mr. Raymond would accept nothing
for my hotel bill, and Mr. Hammond drove
me in person down to Andover on the
Monday. Thus a considerable saving to

the tunds of the Church has been effected,
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and I am besides laid ander personal obli-
gations of no common order,

Mons. Brouillette having proved his
courage and zeal by anether summer’s suc-
cessful working, has left for his finishing
‘term at Montreal. At the date of my part-
ing with him, he expected to take with him
four or five French youths from his district
to Poirt-nux-Trembles. Mr. Richard for-
wards me a note thence telling of his safe
arrival.  Mr. Paradis has heen relieved for
the present from his field of labor at
Buctouche, and has been employved collect-
ing funds for the Grand Falls Church. He
has been operating with great suceess in the
north of this province; and has met with
a libera! response not alone from our own
people, but notably from parties and con-
gregations belonging to the Sister Synod.
These evidences of their genuine interest
in our Mission coupled with their handsome
eonduct anent the Church site ar Grand
Falls will, I doubt not, be met with all due
acknowledgments, and will be heartily re-
ciprocated as well when opportunity serves.

By letter from Dr. Steel, of Oct. 6th, we
Tearn that the Paragon, the chartered mis-
sion vessel, arrived at Sydney on the 28th
Sept., after a voyage of 15 days from
Aneityum.

By the same mail, letters have comg
from all the missionarics.

Besides interesting letters from all, we
have a fall report of a voyage round the
group with a call at all the Mission
Stations by Mr. Murray.

‘We publish this paper first because i
meets a felt want through the Church, fur-
nishing much desired intelligence respecting
all the Missionaries and their Stations.
Many, of course, know where the Mission-
aries from the Lower Provinees are located,
but only a few have followed the disjointed
narratives of the past, with sufficient care,
to be able to tell what islands are occy.
picd by Missionaries from Scotland and
from Australia.

Mr. Murray’s excellent paper brings the
whole situation at a glance before us, apd
gives aanthentic, full, and the latest infor-
mation respecting the Mission as a whole.
Our young people can by carefully reading }
this communication, and mastering its de-
tails, take a fresh departure in ncting
future progress in the Lord’s work in these
islands of the South Seas.

This paper gives sufficient information §
respeeting Mr. and Mrs. McKenzies” work
and welfare, and ‘about Mr. and M.
Annand’s settlement, to warvant usin
letting their letters stand over for a future
number.

The effcets of a debilitating climate are §
manifest in the absence at the present |
time of threc of the mission familiesona §
visit to Australia, We hope that their
absence will be only temporary, and that
the Lord may strengthen those who remsin
so that they may be able to stand at their
post, and that they may have evidence thas
their labour is not in vain in the Lord.

Yetter from the New Hebrides.

ANELCAUHAT, Axmnux,}
Sept. 9th, 1873.
Rev. and Dear Sir,—

The Mission Synod having appointed
me to accompany the Paragon, on deputs-
tion work, during our recent voyage round §
the group, I beg now, as the vessel is a0t
yet ready to sail for Sydney, and as I have
to-night an hour or two at my disposal, 0
submit to you some aceount of what I hase
observed and learned in the course of this
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my first visitation of the New Hebrides
Mission.
FUTONA.

We sailed from this island on the eve of
¢he 24th of July, and reached the
station of the Rev. Mr. Copeland, of
Futuna, early the following morning. Fu-
tuna presents n most singular appearance.
1tis a hich, bluff, almost square mountain
of rock, rising abruptly from the occan;
and, 85 & stranger, you would wonder, on
approaching it, what huwan beings counld
find to live 1ipon there. On reaching the
island, hawever, you are relieved in discov-
ering that it is not by any means so unpro-
ductive of the fruits of tha earth as it ap-
peared in the distance. Upon it there are
several tertile ravine-like tracts of land,
which are capable of supporting a consid
erable population.  'The natives, who now
number only about 906 souls, are & mou-
grel race, being partly of Malay and partly
of Papuan extraction. Mr. Copeland has
teen living and labouring among these
people for the last seven years; but yet,
with all the well-known ability, pradence,
perseverance, and previous missionary ex-
perience of this esteemed brother, the great
mass ot the Futunese are still the slaves »f
the absurd and ahominable superstitions of
heathemustn. A few of these natives assem-
bled on the Sabbath to listen to Christian
instruction from the lips of the missionary,
but none of them have yet even professedly
embraced the Gospel; and we observed
along the shore, among the overhanging
cags in the vicinity of the mission station,
35 1epulsive specimens of the nude and
painted savage as we had any opportunity
of sceing elsewhere, in the circuit of the
goup. But we are not to ““despise the
day of small things.” It is man’s to plant
and to water, but God yiveth the increase,
aad His word shall not veturn to Him void.
We were gratified to find that so much im-
portant ext¢ernal and preparatory mission
work had been effected at this station. In
many respects the premises here are a
model of convenience, and such as would
3t once impress you with a sense of the
ingenuity and industry of the resident mis-
sionary. We were sorry, however, to learn
that at the principal preaching station, a
ew church had been recently burnt down
by the heathen, but glad and thankful that
it has smee been rebuilt.  There are five
places of worship in connection with Mr.
Copeland’s station, and about 160 people,
onan average, attend at these, for Christian
instraction on the Lord’s Day. A cate-
dusm and 2 book of Scripture extracts
have been translated into the native lan-
guage and printed.  The Gospel of Mark,
do, is now ready for the press. There
are three teachers here, viz., one Futuneso,
ane Aneityumess, and one Savage Islander.

These take charge of three schoole. Thirty
of the natives are able to read. Iour men
have cut their hair, and six wear clothing.

TANNA.

From Fatuna we sailed for Tanna, and;
after g favourable passage of one night,
arrived at JXwamera, once the station of
the Rev. J. W. Matheson of own Church,
now, that of the Rev. W. Watg of the New:
Zealand Church.  Mr. Watt enjoys in his
sphere of labour, one great advantage, viz.,
that he is comparatively freo there trom
those baneful in‘luences which are being
exerted on the minds of natives in many
places on these islands by debased foreign
traders. This is due, I understand, to the
situation of Iwamera, which is often quite
inaccessible by ship or boat, on account of
the outlying reef, which affords only one
narrow and difficult entrance to that region
round about. The Tannese in the imme-
diate neighbomhood of Kwamera, are, at
least, apparently friendly towards thewr
iniscionary, and we had satisfactory evi-
dence, that both Mr. and Mrs. Watt are
truly alive to the grave responsibilities of
their important vocation, and that they
have heen assiduously and faithtully dis-
charging the duties of their high position.
There are six places of worship at this sta.
tion, whilst about 250 natives occasionally
attend church. The average attendance of
Iate, has been 200. There ave five Ancity-
umese teachers under Mr. Watt’s superin-
tendence. At each of the out-stations
a few of the Tannese are learning to read.
At the principal station there is a Sabbath
reading school, attended by from 40 to 50.
There is, also, a Sabbath School in the
afternoon, attended by an cqual num-
ber. There is o week-day school dur-
ing the summer months, attended only by
women, and held three days in the week,
from one to five, p.m. The suhjects taught
are reading, writing and sewing. There
are three clementary books in the hands of
the natives. .

MR. NEILSON'S STATION.

We next called at Port Resolution,
where we were glad to meet with the Rev.
Mr. Neilson, and to find that he and hig,
estimable wife and their three dear child,
ren were all well. The locality of Mr,
Neilson’s station is elevated, and affords a
lovely view of the semi circular harbour in
frout of the house, and of the undulating
arounds lying beyond ; the situation is alsa
healthy, much more so than where Mr,
Johnson and his fellow-labourers and pre-
decessors lived. We were condacted ta
the spot where lies the dust of Johnson,
and the first Mrs. Paton, whose missionary:
careers were so short, but yet, how greatly
conducive to the advancement of the glori
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ans cause to which they devoted their lives,
who can tell? The graves of these two
witnesses of the trath of Jesus are ahout
the same distance from the residence of My,
Neilson as that of the sainted Mrs. J. W,
Matheson is fzom our own, on Aneityum,.
We would all, perhaps, nanirally prefer
faving our sepulchre in the land of our na-
tivity, and near by these who were dear te
as in life, by the ties of nature, friendship,
or grace; but if' we sleep in Jesus, and so
vise to everlasting life, at the voice of the
trump of God, our prospeets ought surely to
make us feel that, after all, the place of our
burial is a matter of very little consequence.

Both Mr. Neilson and his associate, Mr.
Watt, can now preach fluently in the Tan-
‘nese language, and have acquived an ex-
tensive acquaintance with native character
and customs ; and for this we should all be
thankfol, Tt is, however, discouraxing to
reflect that these missionaries and their pre-
decessors, with all their talents, energy and
devotedness have not yet succeded in form-
ing a Christian Church on ‘I'anna. There
is not n baptized person on the ®land, nor
one whe gives evidence of his having he-
epme the subject of a saving change. Some
of those, indeed, whe live about Port Reso-
lution say that they are Christians, but
when asked why they thought so, answered,
“ Because we do no work on Sabbash, but
sleep.”” By this you may judge of the ex-
tent of their knowledge of the Gospel. 1t
is now upwards of thirty years since Drs.
‘Lurner and Nishet attempted to plant the
standard of the Cross on this island, but
still heathenism seems to prevail upon it
anbroken. But we must not become
“weary in well-doing, for, in due season
we shall reap, if we fuint not” « He that
goeth forth bearing precious seed shall
douhtless come again with rejoicing, hear-
ing his sheaves with him.””  Le$ us thank
God and take couvage if any can be pre
wailed upon even to listrn to the reading
and preaching of the word of life, and
fabour on in faith and hope, “till the
wilderness and the solitary place shall be
glad for them, and the desert shall rejoice
and blossom as the rose.” At present the
attendance at worship at Mr. Neilson’s
station is 120.  There ave three preaching
places. Ahout 25 read. There are two
émall elementary books, and the work of
sranslating is dilicently carried on.

Tanna is one of the most fertile islands
in the New Hebrides. From the water’s
&dge to the mountain teps, the most luxur-
dant vegetation evervwhere abound:. Near
the centre of tho island rises to virw one of
the three active voleanoes of the group,
the other twod being on the isles of Am-
brymn, or Chynambrymn, and Lopevi.
The eruptions of the Tanna volcano occur
about every five minutes, and the ashes

have been known to he carried® out to geg
as faras 40 mniles, We had an opportunity
of witnessing some magmficent erupions
during_the night we were eoasting along
from Kwamera to Port Resolution,

ANIWA,

Having teken our leave of Tanng, we
arrived after about twelve hours’ ] gt
Aniwa, the isle on which Mr. Paton is now
located. Asg you are awarve, Mr. Paion
spent the fiest part of his missionary Yifo on
Tanna, but, like Turner and Nishet, was
olliged to leave thatisland on acconnt of
the hostility of the heathen.  On Auiwahe
has now been lahouring for a peiivd of
seven years, during which a very importang
change for the better has been effected in
the history of the Aniwans, through lus in.
strumentality.  Nevertheless muach Jand
remains to be pessessed among these nas
tives.  Although in their cunversion from
heathenism to the profession of the taih of
Christ, Mr. Paton has much rveason to.
hless the Name of the Lord, yet he bas stil
trials not a few amonyg them, trials which
none but men of such earnestuess and ten-
derness of heart as his are capable of en-
during. Although all the natives un the
islands are professedly Chiistiun, they, ars
yet very ignorant, many of them, at ieast,
of even the first principles of the ductrines.
of Christ, and, practically, scarcely dis
tinguishable from the heathien on the ad
jacent islands. But by the blessing of
God attending the labours of Mr. Paton
and his mest excellent wife, I have no
doubt but that, in a short rime, ihero
will be o native church on Aniwa, which,
in many respects, shall be regarded as a
model ane.

" 'he population of Aniwa is only 222, of
whom 120 are males and 102 females.
There has been a considerable decrense in
the population during the past Year—are
mark which applies 10 these islands gener-
ally. There are 50 church members, 26 of
whom are males and 24 females. The
whole population attend church.  Thers
are five churches and schools.  T'wo thirds
of the reople have got books and a consid-
erable number are making satisfactory pro
gress in reading, Three Aniwan books
have been printed during the past vear,
viz., & primer, catechism and hymn book.
Portions of Scripture, alse, have been
translared, printed and placed in the hands
of the natives. ‘Thero are two Aneitvum-
ese and one Eestern teacher on the nland.
These will take charge of the mission pre-
mises, and of the worship and work in
general, during the absence of Mr. Paton
and his family, who are, at present, cheer:
ing us with their presence, as our gucsts ob
their way ta the colonies.
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ERROMANGA.

The next station we visited was that at
Dillon’s Bay, Erromanga, now under the
charge of Rev. H. A, Robertson. We
were much gratified with the general aspect
of affairs here.  Mr. Robertson has built a
neat and substantial cottage in a healthy
sitnation, Mr. McNair's house having been
convertad into store-rvoms. We were glad,
also, to find that the natives appeaved so
friendly to Mr. and Mrs. Robertson, and
our stncere prayer is that they may both
receive fuith and patience to persevers in
the worh on which they seew so hopefully
to have cutered ;3 and, we trust, that the
Erromanyzans will stand fast by the miesi-
onary for the sake of the message and his
Master, and not on account of those perish-
able goods ot which natives on all these
islands are _so extremely avaricious, and
which Mr. Robertsun has lutherto found it
necessary to dispense amonyz Ins parishion-
ers, at Dillon’s Bay, with such a liberal
hand.

Lrromanga is supposed to contamn a
population of alicut 2000 souls, but traders
are mahing rapid progrese in the work of
wpeopling the island.

We had the mournful privilege of visit-
ing the spot where the blood of the Rev.
G. N. Gordon and his noble, heroic wife
was shed by the cruel hands of the savage.
We also snw their graves, and that of Mr.
MacNair, as true a martyr for the truth of
Jesus as any who ever fell by the hands of

violence, althouph e died in his hed.

There are 13 church members at Dillon’s
Bay, 9 of whum are males, and 4 females.
The number attending worship is 70, 30 of
whom are Cuuk’s Bay people, who, also,
have recently been applying for another
missionary. The whole of Erromanga is
certainly too large a field for one mission-
ary, and it is viry desirable that Mr, Rob.
ertson should have an assoeiate labourer of
the right stamp, as soon as possible.

YATE, PANGO BAY—MR. ANNAND'S 8ET-
TLEMENT.

After a passage of ahout twelve hours
from Erromanga, we came to anchor in
Pango Bay, Efate, where the vessel lay
nine days; during which time, Messys.
Milne, Macdonald, MacKenzic and myself,
with some of the ship’s crew were employed
in assisung Mr. Annand in the erection of
his house on the uninhabited istet of Iririk,
or Irinski, in Efil Harbour. It may scem
strange to you to learn that we have located
our new missionary where there are no

eople living; but you must know that
ririk is only to be Mr. Annand’s place of
residenee, and that there are two adjacent
islets, called Fila and Meli, which are in-
habited by some -hundreds of heathen,

whom T have henrd designated as the aris-
tocracy of Fate, and, that amony these, Mr.
A. expects to find a duor opened to him to
engage in the special work of. his mssion.
Fila is not more than a miic from Irivik,
while Moli is probably ahout four or five,
Mr. Annand’s sphere of Iahonr is quite
near to Mr- MacKenzie’s, and, it is t0 bg
hoped, that the proximity of these two
brethren to cach othier may prove n mutual
advantage to them in the prosccution of
their work. Some of the missionaries
were desirous of having Mr. Annand set-
tled on Erromanga, but as he expressed
his decided preferenvo for his present posi-
tion, the Synod sanctioned his heing seteled
there.  'We trust that the decivion has been
of God.

Mr. MacKenzie scems to be makinge pro-
gress in the acquisition of the languago of
the people among whom he is labouring,
and is faithfully uttending to the duties of
his position. He has had two churches
built, one at Trakor, and the other at
Pango; and Le and Mrs. MacKenzie con-
duct a school a few hours every day. Mr,
MacKenzic is liked by the nauves, and by
the blessing of God upon bis labonys, I
have no deubt but he.will be the means of
doing a good work yonder. The popula-
tion of Pango and Erahor is 270, 77 ‘of
whom are church-members.

HAVANNAH HARBOUR.

We next visited Havannah Harbour,
where Mr. Macdonald is siationed. This
is & most important position in our mission.
The heozbour is one of the best in the New
Hebrides, and the natives live around its
shore ;—I mean that Mr. Macdonald’s par-
ishioners are thus situated, so that in visit-
ing the several villages, the missionary
wiil not be under the neces~ity like some of
his brethren here, to make ocean-voyages
per hoat.  On account of its central posi-
tion in the Group, Havannah Harbonr has
become the headquarters of Her Majesty’s
ships of war here, as it has of the white
settlers in these parts ; and more intercourse
with the civilized world can be enjoyed
there than anywhere else on the istands, a8
there is so wuch commerce kept up be-
tween the Europeans of the piace and the
Australasian colonics. But, as it is the
great rendezvous of the traders, it will likely
be a diffienlt station, requiring much care
and prudence on the part of the mission-
aries. As yet all the natives there are hea-
then. Iregret to say that neither Mr. nor
Mrs. Macdonald has enjoyed good lealth
during the past year. Mr. Macdonald had
intended to withdraw from the ficld, for a
time at least, on account of ill healih; bat
as that of Mrs, Mcl. and himself has re-
recently improved, he has changed his pur-
pose.
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NGUNA. N

The next station, north of this, is on the
isle of Nguna. Itis occupied by the Rev.
M. Milne of the Otago church.  There is
only a short distan=¢ between it and Hav-
annah Harbour hy water. Indeed the four
last-named missionaries are living so con-
tiguously to each other, that they can often
meet, and we woull fain hope that the day
i3 not far distant when you will hear of the
Lfate Presbytery. Busides Nguna, there
are three adjacent islets on which Mr.
Milne lahours. The names of these are
Matas, Mou and Peli  The population of
Nguna is supposed to he 1000. There are
no professedly Christian people on the
island, but there is an average attendance
of ten at worship, and of one man the mis-
sionary can now say, ‘Behold, he pray-
cth” * Let us not “despise this day of
small thines” there. Mr. Milne and his
devoted wife are labouring most zealously
for the conversion of the heathen, but feel
often, in spite of their efforts to resist the
feeling, that they are labourinyg in vain, and
spending their strength for nought. The

gunese manifest no interest whatever in
the Gospel message, and offer more or less
opposition to the good work. As Mr.
Milne’s teacher said to me, “Ngunamen
no like missionaries, but like too much
white men (by whom he meant traders) and
tobacco ; they like yams and all good things

for body, but no like good things for soul.”.

When Mr Milne trics to preach the gospel
to them, they sometimes thrust their fingers
into their ears and shout, * we hear you
not, we hear you not.” Unprincipled tra-
ders, also, have been a source of much trial
to our cxcellent brother. Surely the ser-
vants of the Lord in this field should have
the special prayers of God’s people.

SANTO.

Having taken our leave of Nguna, we
sailed next for Espiritu Santo, and after a
gissagc of a night and a day, arrived at

pe Lisborne,where Mr. Goodwill has been
labouring for the last three years. We
were happy to find the mission family here
alive and in the enjoyment of improved
health. Mr. and Mrs. Goodwill and their
little ones have all suffered very much
from this climate, as well as from the sup-
erstitions and cruclties of the savages by
whom they have been surrounded on Santo.
Recently thirty-three of the bushmen made
an attack on the missionary, by night, with
the intent of taking his life, and afterwards
of taking possession of his property ; but
by means of fire-arms, Mr. Goodwill suc-
cceded in_ putting the savage cnemy to
flight. On account of ill-health, Mrs.
Goodwill must leave the New Hebrides,
and the whole family are now with us, on

—

their way to Sydney, per mission-ship, My,
Goodwill, however, will provably return ¢
Santo next year.

MISSION FAMILES ON FURLOUGH.

There will be three of our missivn fam.
lies absent trom their stativns this vear,
viz., the Patons, Copelanids and Guudwilis,
all leaving on account of ill-health,

SMALLER ISLANDS.

On oar return from Santo, wa sighted a
number of the northern islands, as Maly-
colo, Ambrym, St. Bartholomew, Api, and
Aurorg, but, somewhat to my disappoint.
ment, did not touch at any of these to per-
mit me to make cxplorations. At ong
time, during the voyage, I had some pros.
pects that I wonld be able to gratify my
strong desire of doing so.

ANEITY UM.

As it is only a short time since I wrote
to you respecting the state of the mission
on our own island, I need not dwell upon
this subject here. I may state to you,
however, a few facts, sceing that you have
requested me to send you as many statistics
as I can.

The population of Aneityum is estimated
at 1500. There are ecight churches and
fifty-five schools on the island.  Church
members 600. The whole population at
tend church and school. All'above infancy
can read  None ha+e cver professedly gone
back to heathenism, although you occasion.
ally observe & man who paints his face and
lets his hair grow after the heathen fashion,
thus declaving that there is still among thes
people some of the propensity of their fore
fathers. All wear European clothinz. At
Aname there is a school for the education of
teachers attended by from 80 to 90 teachers
and their wives, and the more advanced
young men and women, who live within 3
miles of the mission station. At certain
seasons, those beyond that distance attend.
The school is kept four months in the year
—from Junuary to May. The subjects
taught are reading, writing, arithmetic,
geography, English and singing. At Anel-
canhat there is a similar institution to be
reopened, we hope, thns year. The books
printed in the native language are the New
Testament, Psalms, Genesis, Exodus, six
chapters of Daniel, the Book of Jonah,a
catechism, hymn book of 50 hymns, a geo-
graphy. a Scripture lustory, abridgement of
pari tirst of Pilgrim’s Drogress, several
primers and & yearly almanac. Last year
missionaries were sent out as follows, 3 to
Futuna, 2 to Aniwa, 5 to Kwamera, 4 10
Port Resolutivn, 3 couples and one single
man to Efate, and 3 aingle men to Err9~
manga. We geoerally supply a boats
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cew of 5 or 6 men to the Dayspring.
About 20 Aucityumese teachers and their
wives have been assisting the missionarics
on the neighbouring islands, for several
years past, and 5 or 6 unmarried men are
out a5 assistauts. Repeatedly parties of
from 10 to 20 men have gone to Tunna
and other islands for the purpose of crecting
or repairing the houses of the missionaries.
Both mission fumilies on this island are
well and kept very busy ; of course there is
a greater variety of work devolving upon
the missionaries of Anecityum than theve is
upon those of the less advauced stations.

Report of Visitation of Churches.
BY REV. THOMAS . CHRISTIE.

In closing my tour of missionary visita-
sion I wish to submit the following report :

My Jabours commenced on the 1st Sab-
bath of Septembor. After being licensed
at Liverpool, Sept. 3rd, I proceeded to
Bridgewater, at which place lpprcﬂchcd 10
quite & large audience, who scemed deeply
intercsted in the work of the missionaries.
I spoke in all my meetings specially of the
Trinidad mission. In the afternoon one ot
Mr. Morrison’s clders drove me to Mabone
Bay, where I preached for Rev. Mr. Mec-
Nab. The people were attentive and inter-
osted, but, owing to the fact that a collec-
won had not been announced, many were
not prepared, so that the amouut was only
83.16. Another collection was, however,
promised on a future Sabbath, the amouat
of which I have not yet learned. In the
evening I preached for Rev. Mr. Duff, at
Lunenburg. As many of his people comne
from country districts, the attendance was
not as large as it would have been in the
morning, but the church was comtortably
filled. In this place also a collection was
promised on another Sabbath. On Mon-
day morning I proceeded to Halifax—on
Wednesday evenmg addressed the Poplar
Grove Prayer Meeting, and on Friday
ovening preached in Chalmers” Church. I
then went on to Pictou, and preached on
Sabbath for Rev. Mr. Ross and Dr. Bayne.

The Foreign Mission Board met at New
Glasgow, Sept. 16th, when I was formally
received as oissionary of the Church. I
then, as ordercd, proceeded to Charlotte-
town, preached in Zion Charch in the
worning, and in the Kirk Sabbath evening,
On Monduy cvening a Union Missionary
meeting was hield in Zion Church, at which
there were about 120 present. Rev. d.
McLeod presided. Rev. Mr. Duncan, also,
took part in the proceedings.

I returned to Pictou on Tuesday. A
missionary mecting of the three congrega-
tions of Presbyterians was held on Wednes-

day evening. The weather was disagree-
able, and the attendance, for that reason,
small, only about 175 heing present. On
Thursday cvening we had . very finc meet-
ing in New Glasgow. It was held in Pri-
mitive Church, which was well tilled, al-
though it has vecently leen greatly enlarg-
ed. Rev. Mr. Stewart presided admably.
Rev. Mr. Walker made the introductory
address, and was followed in a stirring
wissionary address, by Rev. Mr. Coull,
lately missionary in Sinyrna. I then made
the closing address. Fhe speeches were
interspersed with singingand prayers. The
meeting was one of the best and most in-
teresting at which I attended, and all seem-
ed well pleased.

I then proceeded to Glenclg. On Sabbath
I preached at the Glenclg Church in tho
morning, and in East River Church in the
ofternoon. The people were glad to hear
one of the missionaries of the Church as
the last one who vistted them was the Rev.
D. Morrison, and they have always taken
a deep interest in mission work. They
thought that in giving in my report it
would be only fair to them to state that
they did not receive proper notice of the
character of the meeting, and that conse-
quently many were uot prepared, so that
the coliections were smaller than they would
otherwise have been

On Tuesday, Sept. 30, I held a meeting
at Upper Caledonia, and on Wednesday at
Lower Caledonia, and on Thursday at the
Torks.

The next Sabbath I preached at Sher-
hooke in the morning, and at Goldenville
in the evening. Here as clsewhere, they
showed great interest in the spread of the
Gospel among the hoathen, thus giving
proof of their careful training by their latwe
devoted pastor.

The next meeting I attended was at
Truro on Friday, Oct. 10th, in Dr. McCal-
loch’s Church. ~ Although the weather was
bad a pretty large congregation atgscmbled,
and seemed very much interested in the ae-
count I gave them of the Mission and of the
work that nas been done. The pastor, 1t
making some closing remarks, x:cfcrred to
thedeep and special interest the Truro con-
gregation felt in those who were now going
out, and wished us & most hearty Godspeed
in our work.

The next dey I procceded to Musquodo-
boit, where I preached for Mr. Sedgwick
on Sabbath morning, and held a missionary
meeting in the evering.  Notwithstanding
the day was very stormy, there was a large
attendance, and all seemed deeply interesss
ed -

On Monday evening I held a meeting at
Shubenacadie. The attendance was small,
owing to the unfavourable weather of the
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preceding day so that notice could not be
well circulated.

On Wednesday ¢évening, Oct. 15th, &
very larme and interesting mecting was
held in Poplar Grove Church, Halifax, an
account of which, however, hag been given
olsewhere. .

On Friday I held a meeting at Windsor,
on Sabbath morning at Cornwallis, and in
the evoning at Kennville. There is nothing
special to rem.ark about any of these meet-
ings. As usual the people were glad to
hear the progress of the work and seemed
disposed to do their part.

On Wednesday, Oct. 22, T went to St.
John, where a meoting was held the next
evening in My Bennet’s church. The at-
tendance was fair and interest seemed to be
felt.  On the evening of the following Sab-
bath, I preached for Mr Falcouner in Dart-
mouth. On Tucsday morning I sct out
for Yarmouth, where the Ordination and
Designation meeting was held on “Lhurs-
day, Oct. 30th. Between 400 and 500 were
present, a large proportion being connected
with other derominations. They seemed
greatly interested in the Ordination cere-
mony, and to the ditterent addvesses, and
although the whole services extended over
nearly three hours, no one seemed tired.
The members of the Presbytery of Lunen-
burg and Yarmouth, and the Rev. Mr.
Mowitt, of Windsor, took part in the ser-
vice, Rev. Mr. McGregor of the Congre-
gationalist Church, and the Rev. Mr.
Sponagle, of the Methodist Church, added
their Christinn grectings. Near the close
of the the exercises I was presented by the
Rev. J. C. Meck, acting on behalf of the
younger members of the congregation with
& valuable writing desk, well stocked.

Since that time I have preached in St.
Matthew’s and Poplar Grove churches in
Halifax, and have hehd missionary meetings
in Bridgetown, Barrington, Clyde River,
Shelburne and Chebogue. The same in-
terest scemed to be felt in these places as
elsewhere, and I trust that good results
wtll fluw from the mectings.

The work was very pleasantly finished
up by a social reunion of the congregation
in Yarmouth, at the pastor’s house on last
Tuesday evening.  Although the weather
was very disagrecable, a large number met
and spent a very pleasant evening. Shortly
before they separated. one of the Session,
acting for the people presented Mrs. Churis-
tie with a purse of about $30.

In concluding this report, I desire to re-
turn my hearty thanks to the many friends
with whom I met in my tour, whose kind-
ness made the work much easier, and who
contributed greatly to the success of my
mission.

The most cursory examination of these
figures will shew that the most urgem
claim is that of Foreign Missions. We
have sent out our Missionarics to carry on
the Lord’s work, but we are not maintaining
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then. Their salavies have been sent for- ¢ the Trinidad Church and Manse, which

ward by borroaving, and making draughts
on the future. Tinmediste and strenuous
cftorts should Le put forth to remove this
reproach, and this can be done only by a
general response to the Board’s appeal to
be put in funds. The Synod charged the
Board to deal with the Brethren, far away
in distant lands, in a generous spirit: what
do the people say?  St. John’s Nfid,, and
Poplar Grove, have sent 8184, and a Re-
tired Business Man of Hants, $80,and with
the Bequest of S200 from the late Rev, Dr.
Roy, our receipts within the month amount
to $654; but many more must act in
the same liberal spirit, or our Missionary
movernents will soon be crippled.

Next to the demand of the Foreign Mis-
sion Fund is the claim of our Educational
Agents. The time of quarterly payment
isathand, and the Committee of Superin-
tendence hope to pay in future at a rate
somewhat above what appears in the
figures given. To accomplish this, what
is wanted, is the extension of *he prompt
and liheral spirit to all, which some of our
Congre;zationis have evivced since the last
meeting of Synod, when the justice and
necessity of an increase to the Salaries of
the Professors, were clearly made out and
admitted. Primitive Church has sent in
its liberal collection of $101 ; Fort Massey,
$160; Glenelg, $77; Dartmonth, $80, and
perhaps best of all, two collections from
Alberton and Tignish, amounting to $82.
Some, who bave sent smaller sums may
have done just rs well proportionally, but
these will not Le offunded at the naming of
the larger sums with the view of stimulating
to a little wholesome emulation, and enab-
ling the committee to perform an act of jus-
tice to the men whom the Church has called
todo her most important public work.

The other funds claim attention, for
none of them arc at all plethorie, but
evidently for some time the main stream of
the Church's liberality should flow in the
two channels indicated.

To our vonng people and Sabbath
Schaols, it may be said that much more is
wanted from them than the balance duc
88 ahore, for there are sums still owing on

should be liquidated at an early day. Two
hundred dollars more are required to give
our Brethren at Trinidad a Church free of
ull debt, and a free Manse.

Wz have reccived six hundred dollars
from the Executors of the Wiil of the late
Rev. Dr. Roy, being two hundred dollars
each for ITome nnd Fureign Missions and
the Deaf and Dumb Institution.

Wz received on DMarch last $20 from
Rev. E. A McCurdy, sent to him anony-
mously by one of his congregation. Fen
dollars for Education were acknowledged
at once in April Record. The other $10,
ag the dircction was read Ly the Treasurer,
were for * Missionaries” Widows’ ¥und.”
In the uncertainty, whether that meant
* Ministers” Widows’ I'und,” or the “ Ged-
dic Memorial Fund,” the other sum has
not been paid to cither. ‘I'ns intimation
is intended to notify the donor that it will
be paid into the Fund for Ministers’ Wid-
ows, unless further instructions are receiv-
ed within two wecks.

Cape North.

We are happy to learn that our most
distant congregation in Cape Breton has
at length been privileged, after a long
vacancy to obtain the services of a Pastor.
They were greatly disappointed when after
waiting patiently aund hopefally for Mr.
John Murray, theological student, the peo-
ple of New London and Grensille, P. E. 1.,
got the start of them and Mr. Murray then
a Probationer accepting their call, was
ordained as their minister.

The call of our piuple in Cape North,
and we presume, Ingonish, having been
accepted by Mr. Deter Clarke, the Presby-
tery of Cape Br-ton ordained him at Bou-
larderie on the 12th of November. Mr.
Clarke at once sct vut fur his charge; and
received a joyful welcome fram his people,
who will, we doubt not, support him, and
co-operate with him in the work of the
Lord.

RecENTLY the Great Villape Congrega-
tion, Londonderry, expre:sed thar sympa-
thy with their Pastor by a kind address
and a Pursc.—The wife of Rev. William
Millen, Bocabee, has been presented with a
sewing machine.

Rev. Peter Keay, of St. Andrew’s, N. B,
was recently killed, at McAdam Junetion,
by falling under a railway train. Mr.
Keay was a worthy minister of our sister
Synod. We deeply sympathize with Lis
fumily and friends.

Presbytery of Halifax.

The Pres'ytery met on the 29th Novem-
her to hear the trinls for ordination of Mr.
Junor. These being sustained, the Pres-
bytery met at 84 o’cluck next evening in
Fort Magsy Church, and in presence of a
large congregation Mr. Junor was ordain-
ed, and designated to the pastoral charge
of the congregation of Hamilton, Bermuda.
Mr. Junor, with his wife, left for Bermuda
on Monday forenoon.

Presbytery of eictoria and Rich-
mond.

At a meeting of this Presbytery, held on
the 17th Septemher, a resolution ;was un-
animously passed, expressive of sympathy
with Messrs. Chiniquy and Goodfellow,
and condemning the outrage at Auti-
gonish.

Presbytery of Truro.

The Presbytery of Truro met last week
for the visitation of the three congregations
in Stewiacke. The examinations were
highly interesting and satisfactory. The
pastor: are faithful and the clders efficient.
The people are attentive to.ordinances of
Religion, there ave no arrears in the salar-
ics promised; and the schemes of the
church all receive commendable support.—
Middle Stewincke was examined first on
Tuesday.—Here the salary promised had
been overpaid. The general opinion of
the managers was that $600.00 was not
enough. Middle Stewiacke section prom-
ises $300.00. It appears that S400.00 was
raised at one time—but since an important
station has been transferred to the Upper
Stewiacke Cungregation—they have not
heen able to raise this swn.  This Section
pays haif yearly. DBrookficld pays quarter-
Iy and has increased S100 00 within two
vears. The Congregation was advised to
follow the example of their neighbours in
the adoption of the <y stem of weekly offer-
ings. On the whole the Presbytery was
highly pleased at the manner in which this
congregation is earrying on the work of the
Tord, and resolutions were passed to this
effect. Hugh Danlap, Fsqr, entertained
the members of the court with a sumptuous
dinner.

The following resolution expresses the
opinion of the Preshytery in regavd to the
state of The Village Congregation.

“ The Presbytery was much pleased to

find from the replics given to the questions
of the Formula—that the congregation is
in & satisfactory and prosperous condition,
The Pastor is faithfully and successfully
discharging his duty. The Elders scem to
be carnest men taking heed of the flork.
The managers reported that they had ful.
filled their obligation to the Iastor—that
the system of weekly contribution wag
working well, and that the people upon the
whole, appear to contribute liberally, hayv.
ing raised for the present year S1,157.00.”

The Presbytery admonished the congre-
gation to keep up the spiritual life which
was at present manifest and encourayed 10
prosecute the work of the Divine Master,
A new church is to be built next season ar
South Branch. A meceting of Presbytery
}viasil eld in the evening at Temperance

raall.

The Rev. James MeLean appeaved be-
{ore the Presbytery as the Delegate of the
Committee on Supplements and was heard
at length. The following resolution was
unanimously adopted :

That this Presbytery thanks the Rev.
James McLean for his timely, touching
and telling address on the claims of the
Supplementary Fund, and pledges itself o
sustain the scheme, and to recommend it
to the liberal support of the people. The
Presbytery also express the carnest wish
that an arrangement may be made where-
by Mr. McLean can have an” opportunity
of laving the matter befure a&s many as
possible of the cungregations within s
Lounds.”

The address commanded the rapt atten-
tion and the enthusiastic applause of the
select audience in the Hall.  Springsue
congregation was visited on Wednesday,
‘The Presbytery’s anticipations with regard
to the financial and spiritual affairs of this
congregation were fully realised. Every
thing in the words of the resolution passed
—<grive good evidence of the eaistence of
a hopeful degree of vital godliness.”

As at Middle Stewiacke the managers
answered that they dil not deum the pas-
tor’s salary sufficient—and the Preshytery
recommended that the salary be increased
according to the ability ot the congregation
and the requirements Jf the times. It was
remarked that a few cents increase in
the weekly contributions of every atten-
dant on worship would raisc the requisite
amount. .

The enthusiastic aud cfficient manner in
which cacii section conducts its own prayer
meetings and Sabbagh.schools—the perfect
organization aud_unjted activity of the
whole—distinguish it'as & model congrega-
tion. The Session guarantees the salary of
a music teacher.  The scetion of country
embraced is exclusively Presbyterian. It
is a parish without a dissenter.” The Bish-
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op gave. full proof that he is ““ given to
hospitality,” and the perfect plum-pudding
which crowned our clusing feast would in-
dicate that Mrs. S. like Mrs. D. had got
upa Presbytery Dinner before.

The Rev. J. II. Chase gave in a report
of his mission to Maccan. The Revs E.
Grant was appointed to supply that con-
gregation on the 4th Spbbath of December
—and the Rev. S. McCully for the month
of January.

Read a Reply from the Attorney-General
acknowledging the receipt of the Preshy-
wery’s resolation anent the Astigonish Riot,
and promising that it should be laid before
the Council at its earliest meeting (after
October 17th, 1873.)

and was constituted by the Rev. F. A. Me-
Curdy, Moderator, with whom were a good
attendance of both winisters and elders.

It was agreed to induct the Rev. Thos.
Cumming into the pastoral charge of the
congregation of Sharon Church, Stellarton,
on Wednesday, 31st ult., at 6} ». 3., the
Moderator of Presbytery to preside, Mr.
Thompson to address the minister, and Mr.
Mackinnon the people.

It was agreed to induct the Rev. Alex.
Gillies into the pastoral charge of Sher-
brooke congregativn on Wednesday, 14th
January, at 11 A. 1., the Moderator of Pres-
hyterv 10 preside, Mr. Mackinnon to preach,
Mr. Goodfellow to address the minister, and
Mr. Sinclair the people.

Mr. Mackinnon was appointed to dispense
the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper in
Glenelg Church, on the 2nd Sabbath of
January.

It was agreed to appoint the Rev. Robhert
Cumming to preach in Merigomish Church,
on Wednesday, 29th ult., at 11 a. at., and
moderate in a call to oneto he pastor of that
congregation.

Mr. Wallace was appointed to Glenclg
for the whole month of January.

In the afiernoon the Preshytery held 2
visiation of the congregation. Rev. Mr.
Lees preachied trom 1 Cor. iii. 7. The
minister, elders, sessivn and managers gave
most satisfactory apswers to the questions
of the formmla.

All the work of the congregation is at-
tended to by these partics most faithfully
and successfully.  There are 272 young
persons  yeceiving religious instruction in
week day Bible Classes, and 264 in Sabbath

Schools, conducted by 25 teachers.  Prayer
Meetings are numerous and well attended.

The managers gave a most satisfactory
account of the financial aftuirs, and repre-
sented them as in 2 most prosperous condi-
tion.

OBITUARY.

Rev. Dr. Roy.

Dr. Roy died in the latter part of August,
so that we were able 1o notice the fact in
the September Record. Our obituary was
necessarily brief, and we therefore expressed
our intention in & future number to give
some thing more than this passing notice.
For delay in fulfilling our promise we must
apologize. We had expected that a narra-
tive of facts, such as we thought due to the
Church and to the mewory of the deceased,
would have been prepared by one of his
Co-presbyters, and waited for this. Dis-
appointed in this expectation, we now
submit the following siatement, with the
explanation that our object is not to pro-
dnce a memoir, but to give & brief review
of the life and ministry, of one who has
served the Master in active labor as a
minister, for more than half a century..

BIRTH AND EDUCATION.

Dr. Roy was bornin Renkell in Perthshire
in the year 1791, He was onc of a family
of three, of respectable and pious parentage,
and received the elements of his education
at Muthill, three or four miles from his
father’s dwelling. Tt does not appear that
he was from bhoyhooid devoted to the minis-
try by his parems. His profession was
rather his own choice on reaching the years
of early manhood. In consequence, he did
not comnmence s University course till he
was about 21 years of age, which he com-
pleted without the display of any special
proficiency in the classivs or other depart-
ments of the arts course. Having, hew-
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ever, completed ereditably his college course
he entered the Divinity Hall in 1816, and
was licensed as a preacher about the time
of the union between the two great branches
of the Secession in 1820, and served the
Church as a Prohationer for.about ten
vears, preaching over a great part of Scot-
land, and in many places with much accept-
ance and popualarity.

At this time insread of o dearth of preach-
ers, there was in fact move preachers by far
than congregations, aml many young men
of good arquivements and ndilvess, remained
for years un<ettled either he-ause uncalled,
or called only 1o fields which they did not
regard as giving promise of permanent use-
tulness aud support.

CuUMING TO NOVA SCOTIA.

In these eireumstances Dr. Roy came to
Nova Scotia in 1870. e had been pre-
ceded by the Rev. James Smith, who,
after a few months of preaching in Truro
and Pictouw Preshivteries, received unani-
mous catls from the congregations of Stew-
incke, vacant by the death of Rev. Mr.
Graham and of East River, vacant by the
death of Rev. Dr. McGregor.

Dr. Roy arvived, when the congregation
last named were feding their disappoint-
ment in consequence of Dr. Smith’s choice
of Stewiacke, and was appuinted as their
supply.  Underhis preaching their wounded
feelings were  mollitied ;  they  concluded
that as a preacher, the last arrived was
equal to the one lost, and the result was *“ an
unanimous call.”

Dr. Roy in the mean tine preached at
Chatham, Miramichi, then also vacant
by the death of Rev. James Thompson, and
spent a few months in Bay Chaleur; and
both on the Miramichi River, and at the
Bay, we have answered Lindly inquiries
from Patriarctis and mothers in Israel, who
rememnbered the thedling discourses which
be had preached there 40 years agone.

He was ordained in April, 1831, and thus
succeeded Dr. MeGregor after the interval
of one year. lle had hut one place of
presching, the old Church standing on the
East sile of East River, directly opposite
the Albion Mines.  With the new minister
the Building was renovated, a commanding

spive crected, and the name of ‘Jmncs’,

Chureh’ chosen as a memorial of their late
venerated Pastor.

MINISTRY.

Here Dr. Roy pave himself to the work
of the mimistry.  He labowred in the word,
preparing with great care, and delivering
ahle and cxceileut scitnons.  The congre-
gation flowrished.  Two thirds of the whole
population,forseveral miles in all directions,
streamed up on the Lord’s day to thehouse
of God.

During the week the sick and aged were
visited, and in winter, nccording to the wopd
old practice of our fathers, the whole flock
was instructed, either by Pastoral visitarions
or by a series of Cathechizings held in dif-
ferent parts of the setelement.

At this time new life was infused into the
secularities ot the Church.  Younger men
than were wont to matage cunzresasional
business, pushed to the fiont, and inaugn.
rated the system of prompt quarterly pay-
ments in cash, the benelivial etfects of wingh
were felt while the conzrozativn continued,
one, and subsequently, in both the charges
into which it was divided.

DIVIBION OF THE CONGREGATION.

The division of the conzregation, which
issued in the commnencement of Primative
Church, New Glasgow, was probably the
severest trial and  fact the only wreat trial
of his ministerial hfe, and affecied, partally
and for a time, his social wtercourse with
men whom he had been aceustomen to re-
ward as pillars. It was the result i partof
the growing population and mportance of
the rising town of New Glasgow, nt per-
sonalities were involved in the movementto
such an extent, that fur a seasun the effecrs
were painfully felt by all parties.  With
tine, intercoursec aud wutual cu-operation
in the Lord’s wuoik, these asperittes were
smoothed, and the Dr."s sveial interconrse
became almost as free and friendly with
those who went out, as with thuse who re-
mained under his pastoral oversight.

REMOVAL OF JAVES' CHURCH TO NEW
GLASGOW.

Not many years subsequent to the division
it was proposed to build a new Church in
New Glasgow, a project which soon became
fact, and to this new buikhng Dr. Rov and
his congregatton were soon  transferrad.
Henceforward * James' Church’ hiccome the
name of the new house of worship. the old
one being taken down, to the great rewretof
wmany who regarded 1t with & kina of vene-
ration, as a link of conuection between the
old and the new gencration of mimsters.

As in his earlier muistry, so durmng his
later years, Dr. Roy pursued the same
coutse of devotton ut all lis tune and talents
to his corgregasion, reserving only what
scemed necessary  for  objects  conncecied
with the general welfave of the Church.
His Brethren of the Preshytery, in their
published minute, have borne ample testi-
mony to their deep sense of his numerous,
vaned, cfficient and long continued services,
as a muuster, 8 member o Church courts,
and speciaily asa m@nber of the Preshytery
of Pictoa, of which he was Clerk for the
long period of nineicen years. And the
whole community will endorse the Presby-
tery’s testimony to the fidelity and con-
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stancy with which for 40 years, he stood
forth as a consistent advocate of Temper-
apce  During all this time, Missions, Bible
Societics, and similar Christian Agencies,
found in lum a warm friend and willing
advocate,

VISIT TO BRITAIN,

When le began to Le touched by the
haud of time, he wisely sought relaxation
and refrestunentin a visit to his native land.
Retwrmng with renewed energy, he for a
series of years, pursued his Pastoral work
witl andummished zeal, and growing cur-
nestuess.

DEMISSION AND S8UCCESSOR.

Some six years ago, his people per-
ceived that he was scarcely able to discharge
the whole work of su large a charge.
Thouglh at first scarcely reahzing the fact,
he ere lunyg acquicsced i the wisdom of pro-
curiny an assistant and successor. Unex-

ected difficulties m accowplishing this ob-
jeet at length pointed to the propricty of
his tendering his demissien, unconditional-
Iy, astep which he took from a sense of
duty, but with considerable reluctance, and
which his Presbytery acquicsced in with re-
gret  After sume delay he had the satistac-
tion of seeing, after all the necessary steps
had lecen harmoniously taken, Rev. E. A,
McCurdy settlud as his successor, and the
day-on which he welcomed him as Pastor,
was onc of the happiest of his long hfe. It
isscarvely necessary to add that the happiest
relations between the retired and the acting
mimster prevailed, without the slightest jar,
up to the hour when the former ontered
into his rest.

THE CLOSE.

Two years ago while on a visit to P. E.
Island he had aslight Paralytic attack, from
which he recovered so far, as to be able to
watk 1o New Glasgow, visit his friends,
attend Divine service, and meetings of Pres-
bytery, and of the Board of Foreign Mis-
sions. But he never fully regained his
former vigour, either mentally or physically.
Most thanktully aud joyfully however, did
he receive the visits of his fricnds, till
within a few days of his departure, when
prostration of strength prevented.  His last
Ulness was only of a few days duration.
He passed away in calmness and in_peace,
not in raptures, but in the assured faith that
He knew whom he had believed, and was

rsuaded that he would keep that which

¢ had committed to hum until that day.
He rested Jus hopes in the blood of Jesus
Cbnist which cleanseth from all sin.  ‘This
was his testimony dufing life and in death.
We have used the now familiar phrase Dr.
¥, from the begiuning of this article, but
the degree of D). D. was only given some 8
years ago. It was the gift of one of the

American Presbyterian  Colleges in the
South, and while cheerfully accepted by
himself,was regarded with much saustaction
by all classes 1 the community.

His deep iuterest in missions and philan-
thropy coutinued unabated, aud rather iv-
tensificd, as he advanced in hie; and was
practically expressed in the Beguests of two
hundred dollars each, to inissions Home
and Foreign, and to the institution tor the
Deaf and Dumb, couducted by Mr. J. S.
Hutton of Halifax, with whuse work he fre-
quently expressed great sympathy.

REFLECTIONS.

During the past year (we write in 1873,)
the Great Master has called away Rev. Dr.
Ueddie, and Rev. John Campbell, who were
licensed togerher, who proved themselves,
the latter at home, and the former abroad,
fuithful servants, and who were withdrawn
from their respective spheres, very soon
after they had passed the priwe of manhood.
During the present season, the Master’s
call bas reached two of much greater age,
and who have been continued mudh longer
in the ministry of the word. Rev. J. L.
Murdoch hud attained his 7ith year, and
had reached the 50th year of his munistry.
Dr. Roy had entered his 82nd year, and had
reached the53rd of his minisiry. Both had
demitted their charges, through boddy in-
firmity, and were enjoying an evening’s rest,
after bearing the burthen aund heat of the
day. Both had seen faithful men installed
as their successors, and expressed their
satisfaction that their peuple would be ted
with the bread of life; and both we trust
were like Israel, when their journeyings in
the wilderners were over, looking from the
edge of Jordan across to the land of promise.
And such being the case, they will have
passed that river in perfect safety, and have
entered into scenes of perfection, Leauty,
and glory, which we cannot concewve, far
less describe.

Few of us, whether ministers tor laymen
will live so long, but while we do live, we
may work as eurnestly, serve the Lord as
faithfully, and so improve our now limited
time, that our memories will be cherished
by all who can appreciate Chyistian worth,
and well doing. Ol thou Blessed Spirit of
all grace and goodness! Divine source ofall
wisdom, zeal and power! come and dwell
in the fullness of thy grace and love in our
hearts, that we may conscerate oursclves
unreservedly to thy Lenign and blessed ser-
vice, during the remainder of our lives, and
prove ourselves followers indeed, of them
** who through {aith and paticnce 1nherit the
promises {”

A wrITER in the Friead of India states
that in Bengal alone—i. e., chiefly in and
around Caleutta—at lcast 1,500 native
ladies arc under daily instruction n their
own homes. These ladies are chiefly the
widows, wives, or children of men who have
been edurated in Government or wissionary
schools, and the work tells chiefly upon the
middle classes ‘of society. Lach Iady pupil
pays on an average about fifty cents a
month for Bengalee and a _dollur for Eng-
lish instruction Late estimates give the
population ot Bengal as 67,000,000, Of
these 20,664,000 arc Mohammedans, 42,-
674,600 call themselves lindus, §5,000 are

Buddhists, and 93,000 are Christians, while
of the originals there are 2,351,000, At the
late rapid rate of increase it is ealculated
that in & quarter of a century fully half of
the inhabitants of Bengal will be Mussn).
mans. In many districts they form already
nearly halfof the populition, and sumetimes
they exceed the Hindus by 59 per cent.
The Mohammedans have an abundance of
faithful missionaries, and are gathering in
their converts by the wholesale.  The same
remarkable spread of T-lamism is claiming
attention in the interior of Afiica, while we
learned Hadji is to be sent to  Atchin,
Sumatra, from Constantinuple, to correet
the heterodox practice of the Mussulmany
of Sumatra.

A Woman's Work.

Women’s devotion and capacity finds a
rare example in Mrs. Watson, now of
Shemlan, Mount ILcbonon. From the
Lemale Missionary Intelligencer we learn
that she is one of the earliest and most sue-
cessful Iaborers for women's education in
the Levant. For more than thirty years
this English lady has devoted herself and
her fortune to theservice of her Master, and
has conducted schools in Athens, Cundia,
Valparaiso, Smyrna, Beirut, Sidon, and
the Lebanon. At the latter place she hag
established a number of schools for the na-
tives, including Roman and Greek Catho-
lics, Druses, Maronites, &ec. She has also
built a church at Shemlan. Recently three
girls’ schools have been opened by Mrs.
Watson in Lebauvon villages, which are
taught by native teachers, trained by her-
self. The greater part of the expenses in
all her enterprises’ are horne by herself,
Her last move was to buy land for the site
of a boys’ school.

A MISSIONARY at a station in South
Africa, connected with the Scotch Free
Church, speaks of a recent revival at his
station in connection with a week of special
prayer. 'Whole nights were spent by some
of the people on the hills in sending up their
united crics to God for his presence and the
outpouring of his Spirit. As a iruitot ths
cffort the church was greatly revived, and
fifty-three new-born souls added to the
church.

Spaiv.—The United Preshyterians of
Scotland have completel a tine hoose of
worship and-two scool-houses in the capital
of Spain. The number of Protestant
churches throughout the country is twenty-
seven. Six of these are in Madrid. The
first-named buildings of the United Presby-
terians arc said to have cost $200,000,
which looks as if, Preshyterian-wise, they
had come to stay.
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Tur Missionary Society of Sweden have
ent two missionarics—one t0 New Yorlk
and the other to Baston—to labor among
the Swedish immigrants arriving in those
cities.

7ZexaNa Wornr.—Within the past ten
years at least 2,500 women have annually
received zenana instruction in India.

Tuk Basle Mission Society has in India,
China, and Africa ninety-eight male and
fifiy-uine female Buropesn Jaborers, ninety-
five native catechists and evangaQlists, one
hondred and one Christian teachers and
helpers, and three thousand seven hundred
and cighteen communicants.

China.

There are in China three missions sus-
tained by American Methodists—those of
Fa Chau, Klukang, and Peking. That of
Fu-Chaw was organized in 1847; but, like
alithe China missions, it was slow of growth
atthe outset. Now it numbers four mis-
sonaries, two assistants, two missionaries
of the Womau’s Board, 65 native preachers,
1,805 communicants, 297 baptized children,
28 students of the female academy, 869
Sanday scholars. ‘T'he mission press issued,
in 1872, 3,502,782 pages, and a Biblical In
stitute has been started for the training of
the native ministry. Humanly speaking,
upon this mission, according to Rev. N.
Sites, the acting Schrimendeut, depends
the enlighterment of 3,000,000 of people.
The Kuklang and the Peking Missions are
ssyet in the earlier stages of development,
having only been established three or four
year. They have, however, good working
forces. A year ago $10,000 was voted by
the General Committee for establishing a
mission in Canton, this being a natural out-
growth of the mission on the Pacific Coast,
for which $7,000 was expended by the Com-
mitee last year,

S Bartie Frere says:—~“In going
from Zanzibar to Aden, he was sailing along
the coast of Madagascar, on 2 Sunday, and
as they were not far from the share he saw
a pative town. He ordered the vessel to
stop, and went on shore in a boat, feeling
an anxiety to see what a Malagasy town
was like,  He took along with him a native
iterpreter.  They found all the streets de-
serted, and all was silent as the grave.
He (Sir Bartle Brere) inquired tha reason
for this; and was told ‘the pepple are
prying, sir.’  He was then conducted to a
large shed, where 2,000 people were de-
voutly attending the worship of Ged. He
observed and listened attentively, and never
saw nor heard a service conducted with
more devoutness and propriety. At the

close of the service some went away, the
others remaining. Through the agency of
the interpreter, lic was told that the people
were next about to hold & communion ser-
vice. He sat down with them at the table-
of our Lord, when the worshiper preduced
& beautiful silver communion service, all
wrought by native silversmiths, ¢ Nevermn
all Christendom,’ added Sir Bartle Frere,
‘bhad I seen a communion service conducted
with such propriety.” This station was
fully 300 miles away from the nearest Euro-
pean missionary station. And when it was
asked how the people there came to the
Fosscssion of the wath, he was told that it
1nd been conveyed thither, in 1846, by two
native slaves, who were sold at the capital
and who had previously been under mis-
sionary influence.

Madagascar.

Young nobles of that land having been
satisfactorily educated in connection with
the mission, the native government seemed
so much impressed with the result as to pro-
pose “to ercet a large college, where the
whole sons of their nobility might be eda-
cated, under the care of the agents ot the
Missionary Society. The whole of this they
further proposed to do free of cost.” Dur-
ing the past year 28,000 convents have been
added to the churches; but it is surmised
that Dr. Mullens, of the London Mission-
ary Society, after examiding the needs of
that great mission field for himself, will call
for & corps of missionarics that can pravide
for twice that number. Now there is one
English missionary for every 100 pative
churches.

It is said that there are already one hun-
dred Protestant churches planted in Iialy,
and all are énjoying more or less prosj.erity.
In Rome 10,000 children are in the munici-
pal schools, formerly under Papal direction,
but now no priest is admitted as a teacher.

Rev. Levi Spaviping, D. D, has re-
cently died at his home in India, ac the age
of eighty-two. He was one of the secend
party of missionaries sent to India fifty-
four years ago by the American Board.
He was one of the best Zaniel scholars, and
acquired very great facility in the use of the
Jangnage. He was the author of the first
Zaniel dictionary ever published, and his
English and Zaniel dictionary is now the
standard authority.

Tae American Mission among the Nes.
torians of Persia employs a large number
of Nestorian helpers. They report am
average attendance on the preached word
of about 4,000, with nearly 2,000 pupils in
Sabbath-schocls. Evening mectings aro
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held in many places three times a week, and
in some every cvening. The Week of
Prayer in January was generally observed,
in many places, with precions results.
Progress has been made in regard to solf-
support. Several have died with the name
of Jesus upon their lips, and wmany have
been greatly affected by the story of his
love. A school is maintained for Moham-
medan givls.

Mre. Husry Day, a New York Iawyer
now traveiling in  Greece, speaks most
cheeringly of the Protestant mission estab-
lished there forty yesrs ago by the devoted
Dr. Jonas King. ‘“ Never,” says he, * was
superstition or the ignorance of the clergy
more severely attacked than they are by the
secular papers of Athens to-day.”

A xarive preacher at Bombay writes to
a friend in Scotland respecting the appoint-
ment of a native missionary, who *is to
labor all over Salsett, haviog his headquar-
ters at Thanna”  The preacher says:—“1
am sure you will y¢joice to hear of this
movement. It is altogether a novel enter-
prise as regards India, at least Western
India. A native Christian going forth asa
herald of the gospel among his country-
men, as an agent of a native Christian Al
liance, is altogether a new phase in our
native Christianity, and i¢ fills my heart
with joy, gratitude, and hope.”

A ‘“concert of prayer for foreign mis-
sions”’” has been recommended by the com-
mission of the ¥ree Chuxch of Scotland.

A BUILDING sccured for the Jewish Mis-
sion of the ¥ree Church has lately been
opened in Coustantinople. The British
Ambassador, Sir Henry Llliot, presided.
Missionaries of the British and American
Societies were present, and much interest
was manifested in the event. ‘The position
of Protestantisin in Constantinople, and
threughout Turkey, is said to be becoming
Teore encouraging.

Tag children of the United Presbyterian
Church of Scotland made a New Year's
offering for the benefit of the mission to
Japan—a mission which is being prosecuted
with remurkable vigour.

Maigor Marax, son of the late Dr.
Malan, goes as a Presbyterian missionary
to South Africa, to labour among the
Caffres. '

D=z. Hesry Favrps with his wife, and
Rev. Robert Davidson, are the first Mis-
sionaries of the U. P. Church to Japan.
They leave Scotland this month, and are
the first Missionaries to Japan from urope.

Tue 3:d Decemher was observed very
generally among the Iivangelicul Chuarches
of Great Britain as a day of prajar for
Missions.
