. ANNIVERSARY OF THE RELIEF-Ol' DERRY.

LONDONDERRY, Aug. 12.

The 182ud anniversary of the Relief ot
Der:y was celebrated in the Maiden City
to-day with great enthusissm, and in a
manner every way worthy of the great
event it was designed t0 commemorate.
At thoe present time, these recurriny anni-
versaries cause greater interest, and excite
even greater attention, than before, from
the efforts made by a class of people in’

, this city, calling themselves the Liberal

* position impossible.

Defence Associgtion, to put down the cele-
brations by ‘ physical force.” At some of
the previous anniversaries these people
made themselves conspicuous in their op-
position, and, on the 18th December lait,

they held a counterdemonstration, and -
marched through the town with green
flags. The immense force of police in
town rendered any aftempt at actual op

Since that time they
Lave kept up an agitation on the subject,
and about a fortnight since they issued ang
audacious proclamation, calling on the
“ Catholics” of Ulster to assemble” in their
thousands in .this city today, amd not
permit themselves to be insulted any lon-
ger. The Apprentice Boys, who had fur so
many years celebrated their anniversary in
a quiet and peaceful manner, giving

offence to none, could not but be roused to
greater exertions by theso persistent

attempts to interfere with their liberty to
celebrate their glorious anniversary. The
proclamation of the city prevented them
using their cannon, and Rring ealvos from
the walls; bat all other parts of their for
mer programme bave, sipce that time,
been carried ont with greafer enthusiasw.

- As to the present anniversary, they are

determined to persevere in it, despite the
virnlent nature of the opposition, and carrv

out their programme to the letter, relying
on the authorities for protection. In this
determination they have been supported
by the majority ot the loval Protestant in-
"habitants ot the city and ot the district
generally ; and today the celebration took
place. The authorities have taken every
possible meanr to prevent a disturbance,
and have drafted tnto the towna large
military and police force. No tewer than
1,000 constabulary, with Mr. Duucan,
Agsistant Inspeetor General, as comman-
daut, have been billeted in the city for
tome days; whilg about the same number
of military are spationed in the Ebrington
Barracks. to be in readiness should their
rervices be required. 4 ast night, a crowd
of ahat 400 or 309 persons, principally
wow®n, paraded some of the streets in the
Bogside distriet, singing * > ational” airs.
The same . part  of the ciiy during the
night was also animated: by the arrival ot
a large number of Innishowen men to aid
their co-religionists to-day. Many of them
were armed witls sticks and other weapons.
In other parts of the town all was quiet.

This morniag, the Twelfth was ushered
in by the firing of a number of shots, and,
atan early hour, crimson flags were hoisted
on Walker's Mosument and the Cathedral.
In the morning the number of peopie vn
the streets  was not much larger than on
ordinary occasions, but shcrtly after nine
v'clock they presented a scene of great ani-
mation, which increased as the day wore-
on. Constabulary were stationed in large
numbers at all the gates, and carefully
rerutinised all who passed through, so
that uo arms or missiles could be brought
inmde the town. The Carabiviers and
some mounted police patrolled the streets
within the walls, and some ala20o remain(d

/

!
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at the gates, while others were in readiness
at the Diamond. A party of infantry, con-
‘wisting of about two companles of the 11th
“and one of the 10th arrived from the
barracas, and were locsted in the Corpora-
tion Hall. The number of porsons on the
wtreets was ‘considerably increased by the
arrival of the six o clock train from Belfast,
which broyght a large number of \)cr.olu
from diﬂ‘}znt stations along the line, ‘es-
pecialty from Coleraine, though excursion
tickets were not issued. The Coleraine
contingent included two bands, which were
met at . the terminds by the Meiden City
.und Britunuia Bugd, and eacorted 4 the
Pump Street R6Gma, Mall Wall, where the
Apprentice  Beys were assembling. At
halt-past cleven o'clock the processlon wax
tormed, und was, in every respect, cne of
the largest and most’ respectuble witnessed
ut these cglebrations for many years.

Large numbers of citizsens joined in the
rocession, which is. admitted to be the
argest and most regpectable held for many
years. Its conduct was most orderly. It
marched from two till’ four amid great en-
thusiasm inside the walls. ;

Guy Ferguson and other Derry friends,
were escorted.to the Northern Counties
» Railway by troops of the Carabiniers and
police.

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At the bridge, on their rcturn, Mr. John
Guy Ferguson and the party were attacked
Ly the Roman Catholic mob, and several
shots were excbanged from revolvers.

‘A serious riot eusued, in which weapons
of all descriptions were treely used., A
number of persons were injured in the
scuffie. The Mayor read the Riot Act, after
which the Carabinivrs charged the mob
several times and at b ngth dispersed the
rioters. Beveral persona going to the
trains were ‘sttacked and severely beaten,

" one stranger having been hadly abused at

the Irish North-Western Raiiway. The
Mayor and Captain Keogh, with s large
force, dispersed 3 numerous mob that brut
ally attacked an inteiding passenger,

. For about an hour the. neighbourhood of -
the bridge and Carlisle Road was crowded
with the Romah Catholic pary, armed
with bledgeons, who groaned t{xe Mayor,
magistrates, military, and polic®, and on
one occasion fred several large valleys of
stones. The Curabiniers charged, and
sevcerai weére knocked down. About a

. dozen arrests were made.

The Roman -(Catholic prooession, after
moarchidy round Lone Moor, returned, and
endeavonred to effect an entrance at
Ferryquay Gate: but, after several at
tempts, they were repulsed and disperaed,

In mo districts outside the walls
crowds bave assembicd, and at William
Street they had' to be charged by the Cars-
binters. ‘

At ten o'clock tomight the town was
quiet. . -

The police and the wilitary are patroll
ing all'parts of the city, and some are
stationed at the gates to prevent partics
golng through cxcept on necessary busi-
ness. ' - '

LONDOXDERRY, Saturuay,Aug. 13th.

they reached the Waterside -end of the

bridge, where they were met by a party of
the Muff Glen, who passed some of {those in
the tront of Mr. Ferguson's party which
consisted of about eight or nine young
med and a dozen giris, and sitacked those
in the rere with bludgeons, and knocked
thewmn down, at the same e shoutny for
Muff Glen. Mr. Ferguson then raw a
party coming across the bridge, whieh he
at first thoaght was a party of constabu-
lary, but which, as thiey approached proved
to be about 50 or 60 ot the same mob.
Seeing themselves likely to be surrounded,
Mr. Ferguson's party telt that their only
chance of escape was 1o drive therr first
ameailants back. Several shots were ex-
changed, and some lLiand-w-hand encoun-
ters took place, but at length the Muft
Glen men were driven 1nw Waterside
Street, and Mr. Ferguson's party took re-
fuge in the house of a man named
Bochapan, sdjoining the end of the bridge.
Here they erected s strong barricsde, and,
though the mol attecked the house, and
broke several of the windows, the perty re
mainec eafe until the arrivel ot the Mayor
and Capuain Keogh with a force of consta-
Lalary and a troop of Carabiniers, who
escorted them over the bridge. Ju the
meantime, a Aumber of those for the rame
train, who had not been  fortunate esoogh
to get along with the escar:, were made to
sufler for the want of such vrotec
tion. Every onc of them who pessed over
the bridge was chased Ly the moband
beaten. in Reme canes in 8 most inhuman
manner. A young man, who resides about
a mile {rom the Waterside, wa~ returning
home with lLis sister when he was set upon
by about jgwenty, who satruck him with
sticks on the head and shouiders, kfocked
bim down, and kicked bim  several times
when he was on the ground In another

case & man pamed Cassidy, trom Bally-~

woney, was set uvon sond beaten most
brotally. He was removed in a very wesk
ocondition to the house ot & {riend at the
Waterside. These are twoonat ofweweral
cases of a momewhat similar pature in
which persons were attackwd by this mob
which accupiec the bndge. About five
v'clock, thewr conduct was euch that the
Magor when he arrived on the epot with s
troop of Caralnniers read the riot act and
ordered the bridge 10 be clegred. The
Cartbiniers charged and s~on dixperned the
mob, and put an end e diagrocefnl
scehigs which bad been enacted an the

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bridge for about a quarter or balf-an-bour.
- On the Carlist Road an attack was made
by another mob on the escort of police and
Carabiniers which condacted Mr. Ferguson
and his party from the Waterside. A lapge
volley of etones was thrown at them, and
also at Captain Keogh, who rode up after
them. Tbe Carabiniers charged down the
Carlist Road and uwp Hawkin's Street,
twice, and made several ‘arreste. The mob
consisting Jarg~ly of women, groaned Cap
tain Keogh and “the military, and also the
Mayor. These were the only dieturbances
of a serious pature that occurred till ten
o'clock, though large numbers ot people
kept movicg about the streets and solitary
individuale on their way home were attack:
.ed. Mr. Agustus Gregg, ason of the Town
Clerk, was attacked while passing through
Waterloo VPiace, and was obliged to seek
shelter by flight. Beveral most respectable
iadies, who happened to have some crimson
ribbons on their necks, wers slso molesied.
In William Btreet, the hcuse of & man
named Farleigh, where some at the Carabi-
ners were billeted was attacked by a mob.
The Carabiniers rushed out with their
sabres and charged them. A party of police
came to their agsistance and disperred the
wmob, but not till they had done ccnsiderable
age by stone throwing. One-man was
arrested in the act of throwing a stone at
the subinspector A man wos injured
during the melee that ezsued. Durigg the
remeainder of the pight no disturbance took
place, Lut the police in large bodies, Kept
poseession of the streets. The number of ar-
rests made during tbe day and night was
forty.
This morning an sttempt was made to
renew the disgraceful scenes ot the preeed-

- ingevening. While & man named Camp-

bell, the station-mastor at Trillick, and some
tnends trom-(ilasgow were on their way to
the railway station, they were attacked by
a mob of about 100, and badly besten. 'Two
ran into the goods shed and took shelter in
the office, to which the mob followed them,
bu licemrn who guarded the door pre-
vent®N their doing further injury. One of
the others was knocked down with atones,
and the fourth escajed over a wall. Ome
of the party was arrested. During the day
nothing worthy of notice occurred, and
thongh towards evesing a large number ot
persons wete on the gtreets, no not or dis
turbarce tuok place.

At half-past eleven lest nightls serious
riot occurred at Bisjop's Gate. A number

of the opposing parties met,and stones and

number of personn assembled singing “« O'-
Donel Abco,” and were dispersed by the
police. ~ Abvut one o'clock some windows
were brokeo in different parts of *he town,
sod a double petrol of police wore sent out

, to prevent furiher damage. 1o the morning
all was quict, and it is hoped that the riot-
ing is.now 8t an end.

‘orbay i higuly pieturesque and
.commodious bay on the coast of
Devon, five miles north east of
Dartmouth, and containing Tor-
quay, o beautitul watering place,
with Brixham and Paignton. It ia
about twelve miles round, and is
formed by two capes, about four
miles apart—that on the east caled
Bob'snoze, and tlmt on the west

-
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Berry-head. This. almost semicir-
cular recess is a secure and general
rendezvous for vessels in westerly
winds. . In the limestone chain,
forming the coast land of this Bay,
and about a mile from Torquay, 18
Kent's Cavern, so justly celebrated
for the fossil bones \\'Kich it con-
tains. The lodr of this cave was
first broken in 1824, by Thomas
Northmore, Esq., of Exeter, who
investigated it for the purpose of
establishing its character as a
Druidical , Temple.

W. Turner, Esq., RA., in the
Vernon Gallery., A.ldescription is
given of these picturcs in a recent
newspaper article, whi¢hh may. be
Liere safely copied.  In it the reader
may behold a faithful representation
of the Deliverer of the DBritish
Empire. firet landing on the coast of
Devon, to recure the liberties of
Enzlund.  The group of vessels of
all ~izes, takes a triangular forn,
the largest ghip, from which the
Prince Is supposed to have disemn-
barked. occupying the centre, its
main-top forming the apex of the
angle : the balance on ecither side
of this vessel is preserved in a mest
masterly style, by the several in-
troductory features, all subordinate,
however, to the principal.
