To our venerated
and fast aging Quesn tho mairisge must give signal pleasure, reviving as it
does the slory of her own happy courtship and her peacoful wedded life.
To many of us it may seem but a short time since Albert Edward Princo of
‘Wales brought to an English home the * Soa King's daughtor from over the
seas,” who has won from all love and ecateem, but the years havo pastod
swiftly and the second son of that union is slready in the ranks of the
Benedicts. The Princess May hcs shown horsolf to bo a loving, kind-
hearted and active woman. If she but follows tho hines laid down by the
Queen and by the Princess of Wales sho will of a cortainty bo one of the
mos! popular and most useful womon in the worid.

A Hiocu-Haxpep Govzryor.—Governor Altgeld, of INlinois, has placed
himself in a curious position by his recent action in granting pardons to
threo famous anaichists, who for the past fivo years have been paying tho
penalty of imprisonment for thoir par! in the famous Chicago rio's. Tho
trial of the Chicago anarchists will loug be remembered. A desperate war
was waged by the lawyers for the defence, and the suit was carried to the
highest tribunal io the State and finally to tho Supréme Court of the
United States. At each new trial tho carly conviction was confirmed. Yet
Governor Altge'd now declares in an official document that he di.charges
theao prisoners because they were tho victims of a prejudiced judge snd a
packed jury, and that thoro has never been sny adequate proof of guilt
agrinst them. When it is rememberod that soveral ana:chists wero tried
before the same judge and jury, and were condemned to death, the Governor's
action sppears in a far more sorious ;ight. s he accusing tho courts of his
count' y of perpetrating oficial murder, is be libolling tho honor and justico
of the legal authorities of the laud, or is he simply oxpressing s private
opinion? Ho has c-rtainly = right to a privato opinion on tho matter, but
88 & Government offi.ial he had no right to incorporate his opinioa in his
proclamation of re’osss, snd it is more than prubable that he may have to
make reparation to the maligned authoritics.

Cuenokees 1¥ Busiess Livr——Chiof Ilarris of tho Cherokees is o
prominent porty in o recont financial transaction with the U. S. Government.
The tribo, who aro hard up for monoy, recently sold 88,200,000 worth of
land to the Governmont, and in payment have been allowed to issue some
§6,640,000 worth of bonds boaring interost at 4 per cent. These bonds are
ondorsed by tho Govornmont. The chief is now in Wall Stroet, New York,
nogotialing for their salo, after which ho will return to his tribo and divide
tho spoils per capita smong his people. :

Cunear Steeu.~Thero is a probability that bofore long a radical changoe
will bo made in the manufacture of steol tools. Tho high prico of thegood

and consequently of tho most costly quality. An American inventor, how-
over, claims that ho has discovered n process by which tho cheap grades of
steol sy be transformed into as good steel as is now in the market. The
process is based on the fact that steol is a carbide of iron, and that the
quality of the motal is docided by the amount of carbon of which it is pos-
sessed. He c'aims that poor steel can be baked by meins of a special
furnaco in a carbonicoous mixture, and that tho resalt will be that the
lowest class steel or that which has the least carbon in its composition, will
bo trantformed into tho most enduring and valuable metal. Wa trust to
hear of the practical application of the invention at an carly date.

A¥raIRs 1IN Ixp1a.—~Genoral Lord Roberts has been addressing a British
wilitaty audionco on tho interesting subject of Anglo-Indisn affairs. His
Lordship has cortainly had opportunity to form careful and concise opinions
on the matter, snd many recont roforms in military matters in the Eust are
puroly his own work. Ho contonds that one of the chief needs of India
is that the military forco should be thoroughly organized, as it now is,
and that constsnt attention shou d bo given to obtaining internal and ex-
tarnnl sccurity. Tho 70,000 British soldiers now resident in India, supple-
1ao.jed by the Impoerial servico troops saised in the native provinc:s, are
quile capable of maintaising order, oxcept in the ovent of a Russisn in-
vasion when further aid would be noedod from Groat Britain. A great
point has been gained with the Ameir of Afghanistan, who has been
accorded Dritish protection on tho condition that the foreign relations of
his country shall bo under Dritish contro!. The move will strongthen the
powor of the British Army, and will do much to prevent Ruesian intrigue.

Voices Frou TiiE PasT.—An interesting cersmony took place in Toronto
last week at which a monument erectod to the memory of two Canadian
patriots was unvoi'ed. A half contury sgo Samuel Lount and Peter Mat-
thews wero hung as a penalty for their supposed treason. They wero stern
advocates of political freodom, and rosenting the  family compact ** system
which then provailed, they had atiompted to overawe the Governor, Sir
Fraucis Hoad, into granting those rights and privilegos to which they were
entitled as British citizens. The upriting was checked at its inception and
the two leadera paid with their lives for Ltheir temerity, although instructions
wore roceived from England that clomency was to be exercised. Even to
this dsy wo feol tho effect of the vigorous action of the ill-fated men, for
owing to the popular remonstranco caused by their tragic end, many inves-
tigations were made, the system of ¢ family compact” government was
br.ken up, and the foundations fora more equitable system was laid. It is
fitting indoeed that recoguition, oven at this late day, should be made of
theso far-away patriots, of whom it may be said that their deeds live after
them oven to redound to their honor.

Ttnnisn Cexsomsuip, —Christian missionaries in Turkey are having a
hard time of it with thoe press consors, who have lately turned their attention
to the circulation of thoe Bible. The Sublime Porte has viows which are
not in accurdencoe with those recorded in holy writ, and he does not mean
that viowa contrary to bis own shall be widely known, although he does not
intend to stamp himself as being behind the times by banishing the Bible
from his dominions. Accordingly many changes have been made in the
toxt. Expressions such as * Thy Kingdom Come" have bren expunged
lest they shou.d foster discon ent amung the subjects of the Empire. All
passagos rolating to tho restoration of the Jews to Palestine and of the
sccond cuming of Christ ate umitod. Such oxpressions as ** the liberty of
tho Go po. * aro not pormissib.o, for it is feared that they may suggest the
thooght that ** iiberty * dues not cxiat in Turkey. The frcquent exhortations
to charity and goud works are to bs omitted unless the nsture of the charit-
ablo work is defined and is deemed dosizable by the censors, Siz Chariee
Ford, tho British Ambassador, is making a vigorous fight to obtain redress
for theso interfuronces, and the Sultan is also looking into the matter. The
result of tho siruggle cannot fail to be of deop interest to the religious world,
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Toreato 10 Rivar Cmicavo.—Farly 10 September travellers to the
Wotld's Fanr will he strongly nrged to make a short stay in Toronto where
they will be invited to autend the Industrial Fxhibition. Those who are
Interested chiefly in Causdlan products snd manufaclures will flud these
lines better duveloped than at the Wor'd's Lair, altLough of course in other
departments *he Toronto Fair will be lacking. Another of the speclal
features will be the exhibit of all maoner of electrical fnventions by the
Canadian Assoclation of Electricians who will hold thelr convention duriog
the time of the Fair. We would advise intending travellers by all means
to take in the lesser as well as the greater show.

A WaRrNING To WHEELERL.—A new disease has arisen which if we
mistake not will soon appear ln our own Proviace. It s called by the
imposing name of Kyphosis Bicyclistarium, which in plaio English is the
bicycle safety stoop. It affects chicfly the young lads who use their mach.
ines constantly but who ate carcless as to the malter of position, The
stoop is famillar to all who take an Interest in this agreesble form of roads-
teriog, although few of us have thought seriously of it.  The soft bones of
the young riders are twisted out of ~agition and the injury which is doue to
the apinal column frequently resuis in a traln of phyelcal ills, By sll means
let our boys ¢njoy to the full the delights of the wheel but let them beware
of doing themselves a life long injury through carelessoess,

Tue Stove Witnour s Frue.—During the present summer the patent
fuel man will probably make his rounds. He is a new, plausible type of
agent, and despite all warnings his dupes will doubtless be many. He is
also the agent for a new stove which is so extremely portable that it his o
chimney connection whatever, but necds simply to be placed on the floor
and filled with the fuel In questlon. The grave objection to the stove will
be slightly hinted at by the agent when he states that ventilation 1s required
fur the spparatus. The actual fact is that the gases generated from the stove
aro poisonous, and that upless the stove is placed out-doors, it will be a
source of daoger to all who are near it. A little study of the practical
pature of combustion will deter many from purchasiog the breath-killing
apparatus.

A PorsT 10 SerTiE —The legal status of the half breed has never been
properly recogoized In our Canadian courts, and in a recent lawsuit the
question arose as to the several identities of a half-breed, un Indian aod a
Frenchman. According to the Indian Act, “a person of Indian blood
reputed to belong tn a patticular band” is an Indian, and 00 mention is
made of such persons as may be the result of a mixture of bloods. Although
the Judge in the case maintalned that an admixture cf Indian blood is all
that is pecessary to stamp a man as sn Indian, his decision will not hold
good. The late Mr. Norquay was a balf-breed and yet he was by no means
an Indian as regards his civil rights,  Mr, Chapleau, the present Lientenant-
Governor of Quebec, is an Indian chief, although he has all the privileges
of a Canadian citizen. The question, if not promptly settled, may make
trouble at no distant day.

CAuTioN To BaTHERS.—~Now that the summer bathing season is well
beg.a, it Is but right tbat a few facts with regard to sea bathing should be
set 1 2fore those who ugagein the healthful, though often harmful, pastime.
No bath should be taken <ooner than two hours after a meal, although
robust perscns may indulge in baths before meals. Bathing should never
be kept up 80 long as to cause fatigue, nor shorld it be indulged in when
the perspiration is standing on the body. Much injury has been done to
bathers by the careiess hablt of siting or standing on baoks or 10 boats after
the clothes have been removed. The body is thus chilled and the resufts
are often bad. There are a large number of people who should not bathe
in the open air at all—those who are subject to giddiness or faibtoess, or
those who saffer from palpitation of the heart should not venture 1n without
the approval of a medical adviser, If these rules were generally observed,
there would be fewer drowning accidents, and the ordinary bathera would
derive more good from their exercise.

SensmLE, ToouGH AN Earn.—A Toronto editor has bad the bad sense,
to say nothing of the bad taate, to object 1o the appointment of Lord Aber-
deen to the Governor-Generalship of Canada, on the ground, forsooth, that
his Lordship 18 too near akin to the laboring man, that he is io fact “in
trade.” The objection thus advanced will not, we fancy, weigh heavily
with the home authorities ; but as it is belng widely circulated, it may create
somc feeling throughout oor Provinces. It is surely Caoada’s gzin that a
clever, practical man has been chosen for the vice-regal office. We have no
need io our D.minion for thiled or untitied luvafers, we need woutkers to
develop our resources, and philanthropists $u ameiiorate the cunditivos of
life. Lord Aberdeen has done much for the welfate of Ireland, and he is
prepared to do as much for Canada. It is to the direct advanolage of our
fruit-growers that he is interested in that branch of work, and it is as
muck in the advantage of oot cantlng factory umners that he 1, voe wilh them
iIn their Interests. We wish prosperity to his Lordship's orchards and to
his factory which be is to Lulld, for we are confident that he has a key 1o
the British markets which wi! open the doot .o Canadian producers , and
we are aware that he will have the means and leisure to experiment with
the introduction of fruits which we do pot now possesa.  So that it is with
atill deeper feelings of interest end respect that we welcome the Governor-
Genceral who does not think it beneath his digaity to take an active ioterest
in the affairs of the country to which his duties call him.

Brazi. Rearrts YoM I'Epro,—It is not many years sicce a great pow-
wow was made over the establi-hment of a Republic in place of an Empire
in the State of Brazil. The Government of Dom Pedro was kind)y and
paternal, but it was undoubtedly o despotic Government, Since his expul.
slun the country has ncver beoa at rest.  There has been no unity of purpo-e
among its leaders who have striven for selfish aims, and the present condl-
tion of affyirs In the * United States of America” is worse than ever
befure, The President of the Republic, Fioriana Peixoto, has showa him-
sell to be both tyranuous and incompetent, although by exercislng a strict
censorship over the press, he has been able to prevent trathful reports of
the aflsirs of the Republic from being circulated, The most important
State, Rio Grande, has rebelled openly against the Presldent, and even a
tnfling aggravation on the parct of Peixoto may precipitate the fall of the
venturesome pation,

Heroisy 1y Hanirax County.—A brave action calls for admiration from
all classes, whether 1t be the proud Admiral, constaot at his post, although a
chance for life offers, and be koows for a certsinty that he s fast sioking
{nto a watery grave, or whether it be the brave deed of girlish hands hasten-
Ing to the rescue of & companion in trouble. Down at Eustern Passage
two children have proved themselves to be as brave, clear-headed and self-
possessed as many heroes who have achieved a wider notoriety. They were
mere slips of g.rls, twelve and fourteen years of age, and yet they made an
heroic attempt to rescue two lade whom they saw struggling in the water.
They were able to rescue nno boy from his perilous position and place him
safely io their boat, and they made a desperate effort to save the other who
was sinking for the third time. Bravery such as this should not be per-
mitted to pass unrecogoized, and it isto be hoped that the testimonisl
talkcd of may reach the brave children.

Pror. Gray's TernautoorAPH.—There is little doubt that the Telauto-
graph is a genuine invention, though whether it can be perfected in our day
80 as to bo of real use, remains to be seen. It is the invention of Professor
Elisha Gray, a well-known electriclan, and it is devised to do at once the
work of the telegraph, the telephone and almost of the photographic camera.
The instrument is an electrical contrlvance for transmitting writing or
drawiog to distant places, The transmitter has simply to write his letter or
order at the lostrument, and if he wishes he may illustrate his text, Each
line as it is written is flashed along the wire and is re-produced at the other
end by meaos of an electrical pen. The writlog is 2 7ac similo of that sent,
and apny error in the original text will be repeated in the copy. If the
instrument 15 put in general use it will afford great convenience to business
men liviog in different cities, for cheques may be signed, drafts accepted,
and stock, etc., sold and paid for on a telsutograph order. The idea of the
mstrument is not modern, for in 1856 the Abb¢ Caselli of Florence
cperated an imperfect but somewhet similar affalr between Paris and
Marseilles.

A Buriep Ciry Due Ur.—Pompel and Herculaneum have been and
are famous and interesting as buried citles, but thelr glory bids fair to be
eclipsed by the unearthing of a buried clty In the new World. The city is
situated in Guatemala, at the foot of the Volcano Agua.  Many interesting
relics have been found in the district surronnding it, and the scientists of
the ueighborhood have long suspected that * there was more there than
appeared on the surface.” Recent excavations have led to excellent
resulls, for the city has been bared and the manner of life of the early
inhabltants made known. A comparatively high stage of civilizition seems
to have prevsiled, for beautiful vases, jars and household utensils were found,
while the statues which are carved io hlack basalt show skilled and artistic
workmanship, It is supposed, however, that the clty was swallowed or
buried in the latter part of the stone age, as no traco of metal work of any
description has been found. The hieroglyphics nn the diff:reat articles
cannot as yet be loterpreted, although they are not dissimilar to those fonad
in the southsrn part of Europe and the northern part of Africa. Auvother
interesting feature ia the gigantic sizs of the skeletons found in the city, six
and a half feet in length beiog a not uocommon measurement.

Tre ViLE Asuse oF PicTURED Page.—It isa serious question whether
the world is not over-burdened with illustrated papers, msgaziaes, etc,, a
present. Even our ordinary daily priots feel called wpoa to show some-
thiog beyond lines of close print ; and in order to break the monotony,
exhibit drawings and cuta which are of little value, cither from a realistic or
an aesthetic polnt of view. Tbis crude form of plcture-making is pernicious °
and husiful to the readers who become .ittle better thao chtldren who find
it easier tu grasp the conaection between the printed word **cow’ and the
animal if a pictare of the cow is at band. Bat the grown-uppers are
moro badly off than the childeen, for the illustrations provided for them are
not exact or truthful, Oa the contrary they are of the poorest description;
they are iacxact and usually have but scant excase for clucidating the text
which they accompany. The horrible little cuts which appears in the
columas of * Wit and Hamor ” of the daily papers have almost no coonec-
tion bewween themselves and their tex., and a joke that is in aeed of illus-
tration, in order that the point may be made clear, is hardly robust enough
to undergo the ordeal of setting up in type. Io our judgment it would be
bstter for the papers of the proper class to devote the art of illustration to
its highest powers, and for the ordinary prints to lesve the matter entirely
alone,

One of the first improvements made to the proviocial farm was the
crection of 8 dairy building thoroughly fisted with the necessities for the
petfect manufacture of butter and cheese. Speclal classes o this siudy
were held during the sesslon just closed, and the pupils, all Normal School
students, manifested much luterest. During the Normal School vacation a
new batter class will be formed, to be carri=d on specislly for the conven-
ience of Normal School students during the holidays, when they can give
undivided attention to the subject. This class will oper July 1oth. The
work will be of slmilar character to that of the clsss now in progress.
There are already more applicants from amoog the Normsl School students
than can be conveniently accommodated. Aftor the Normal School class
is clesed, It is contemplated to offer 2 similar course of practical instruction
to farmers’ wives and daughters, to begin on Tuesday, 1st August,and to be
continued for two weeks. Persons wishing to attend this class should make
application by letter to Prof. Smith, agticultural hall, Truro, not later than
July 25th.  No class fees are charged, and it is to be sincerely hoped that
this opportunity to acquire a practical knowledge of this important braoch
of agriculturel work will be taken full advaotage of by those to whom it
must prove valuable,

WORLL'S FAILL NOTLS.
From vur Chicay. Correspondent.

In the centto of the Manufactures and Liberal Arts Bailding, toweriag
up above all other structures, and attracting general attention, stands tho
great clock towor. It is 120 feot high on a base of 40 feet. The face of
the clock is seven foet in diameter, and sbows the hours, minutes and seconds
and the days of tho month. A chimo of nine bells on which numerous tunes
can bo porformed, onhances greatly this attrsctive structure. this guiding
star 88 to time and place. Surrounding tho clock aro the exhibits of the
four great powers—DBritain, Germany, Franco and tho United Statag of
Amorics. Eatering from the west wo travel rapldly controwards, but carnot
resist a fe. ' passing glances. >wm first arrestod us, A booth in the form
of a summor houss contsiued the exbibits, o good many of which were fancy
work, among which we saw eomo very dainty table covers mido of silk,
knotted at intervals of about an inch, with a leaf bordering also of silk,
You lttlo know what ploasure it affurded and huw at Lomo wo loit (v see &

shining Starr composed of patont somo skates of all kinds, quality snd ages,
ovon tho old strap skato had a placo. Nosr at hand woro coils of ropos from
Steira’ Ropo Works, oderiforous of Haslifax, Somo beautiful sposimens uf
circular eaws from Galt, Ont., as woll as & wrought iron framo for a plcture,
of floral desigo, size about 30 in, x 20 in., and hsiliog from O:taws, were
duly admired and approcinted. Thon we indesd felt conetrained to
haston on, as tho small amount of timo wo had st our disposal was rapidly
vonishing. The Bolgian pottery was vory boautiful, tho tilos and vases in
patticular. Vo also noticod somo very rare moonstones of different colors.
Tho Fronch section covers a groat doeal of apaco and is of raro intorest. The
gobolia tapostrios fulfill ono’s highest expootations, oach pieco being quite
a study. Some of tho largest piecos we ehould take to bo at loast 20 z 15 ft,
insizo. Inthe principal tapostry room was a picco of about tho aforessid
siz3, ropresonting tho arls and scioncos, which wo with difficulty could bo
porsusded to leave, thore was so much in it, the design was so bhoautifuily
wrought out and tho work so exquisite, Ou the opposito wall was, as wo
supposo, & companion pioturo, whilo tho romaining wall space of the room
was covored with thoso raro and costly fabries, Wo gazsd with dolight on
the exhibition of Sovres china, ococupying the centro of this simo room.
Wo foand tho officers in chargo most ageecablo, a Frenchman beiog nothing
If he is not polite. A very large exhibition of gloves next attracted uy,
caso aftor case presonting itself. Well, porhaps our readers mey think
gloves too commonplaco to waste timo over, but wo did turn to take a second
look, knowiog from oxporlonco the good fit, consequontly solid comfort, of a
Paris glove. Tho only thing at all extraordinary was the oxtrome length
and tho embroidered backs from tho wrist up. Kollowing the crowd, we
camo upon some boautiful gowns and furs, To give you some idea of the
richnees, a half longth cloak of Alasks Sablo could be bad for $12,000,
Raro and oxquisito laces, bridal veils, eto., wero also to be seen, Turning
from thoso and all such feivolities, wo gave our serious sttention to some-
thing more solid, namely bronz:s. In Thiebault's exhibit among many other
bosutiful things, we found the famous * Vaso la Vigne,” designed and
modelled by Guetave Dor¢ and worth 820,000, It makes us foeol vory mer-
conary to mention money in coanection with such work, but wo simply do
it to givo you a better idea of tho value, although so many things seom
almost pricoloss.

We wore obliged to hasten away from Thiobault's, a8 wo were anxious to
view the exhibit of Barbedienno & Co. of Paris, not only becsuse thoy are
tho most famous bronze makers in the world, but because one of their firm,
Mons, G. Loblanc Barbedienne has lately visited Chicago, and so charmod
was he with tho courtesy and kindness of Chlcagosns during his sojourn
horo that before leaving ho presented to tho Art Iustituto, as s mark of his
spprecistion and gratitudo, a bronzs atatuette of Anacreon, tho ancient Groek
poet. We woro vory cordially received by Barbedionne's agent,and promptly
shown our spoil, He conversed fluently in Fronch aud ineisted upon our
doing likewiso, entirely oxcepting the flaently., A very imposing statue of
Charles V stood befors us in full armor, so perfoctly constructed that the
armor could be nut off and on. The works were so numerous that we could
not bagin to take them in, nor had we the time as preparations for closing were
rapidly going forward., DBeforo leaving the French section, however, wa
must not omit 1o mention the the tinted statues, of which thers are quite a
number, and which are so harrowing in their realism, the subjects being in
genoral excoedingly painful. Many of these adorn forelgn churchos. Very
unwillingly we turned awsy from tho building, but buoyed oureelves up
with the hope of vislting it again shortly.

A fow days latcr we spont a mornfog in the Mining Beilding, and if
not trespassing too much on your time would like to tell you a little of it.
The Mines and Mining Building is situated disgonally betweon tho Admin-
istration snd Transportation buildings, Northwest of the Administration and
Southeast of the Transportation, The architoct is S. S, Beman of
Chicago. The building is 700 feet long by 360 fost wido, and covers nearly
six acres, costing £265,000. In the centro of the building stands an obelisk
of antbracite coal from Penusylvania. Near the Northern entrance tho first
oxhibit of importance is a largoe gold block made up of throe pieces, ropres-
onting tho gold found from 1746 to 1891 in E. Siberia (1,097,232 kg),
Earopean Russia (458,884 kg),, and West Siberia (109,990 kg). Passing on
wo came to the German exhibit where Stumm, the ironmonger, has a maesive
and fino display, such as frames of houses, stops, parts of macbinery, a huge
column, and numerous other designs, We aleo saw some very fine German
agates, amber chess mep, otc., and puro silver and gold in fragments, not bars,
Leaving tho Gormans wo approachod a glass houeo avound which a crowd
clustered to sco the diamond workers. Tho dismonds wore from De Boers
Consolidated Diamond Mioes, Capo Colony, the workers from Tiffiny’s,
The dieront processes woro very intoresting but would have been much
moro 50, had we undorstood moro about them. The largest diamond was
282 karata.

Bofore closing to-day we would like to .nako a special appeal to our
readers to come and see sll theso wonders for themsolves. The opportanity
does not offer every day. You would be amply repaid, as it affords a liberal
oducation as woll a8 & groat pleasure and dolight, and is a priviloge not likely
to bo mot with nfton in a century, Gaziog upon those whito palaces on
the shoro of Lake Michigan, unsurpassod or unequslled in beauty or
grandeur, you are simply spell bound,—as we heard somcone say the other
day, it was suggestive of the vision of St. John,—wo ropeat it with
rovoronce. Think of tho intellectual heights that bave been attained lyiog
back of it all. Roports, wo belisve, have gone abroad of exorbitant prices
and oxtortion in general, which we are glad to be able to contradict. A
friend toid us yesterday of a very good room he was occupying for 81 a day,
and from that up very good accommodalion can be had. We would like to
apesak of Chicago Boach Hotel, built directly on tho lake, ccvner of 5lst and
Cornell Ave., an ideal of a summor hotol; with an immense piazzs all round
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it, and, if you aro anything of a pedestrian, within walking distance uf tho
Fair. Doubtloss you would havo to pay S6 a day up instesd of down.
Bat you will concludo wo have beon engsged to boom Chicago and the Fale

WOLFVILLE'S FRUIT PARK.

A correspondont of the Truto Nevs, writing from Wolfvillo, gives the
following sccount of tho orchard of the Wolfviile Frult Land Improvement
Company : *This is & fruit park of eomo forty or fifty acres in ono'plocl'c.
Truro will havo to guard its lsurols well in tho attention given to Victoria
Park—that spot of wondrous beauty—or Wolfvillo will far outstrip it in a yoar I
or two. To reach this spot I came up Main Stroot to the Earnsehff Gardens,
thonco by an avenuo to tholands of tho company. On reaching the gar-
dons of Mr. Archibsld (who, by the way, was a Musquodoboit boy) I camo
to a post bosaring a sign bosrd which infurms the reader that *this was the
site of an Acadian dwelling and forgo, sixteen feet from * tidal wave ' at that
timo.” Tho sca is now drivon o long way back. Ilero meny relics wero
found which sro now in tho posscssiun of Mr, Archbibsld. Pawsing up the
avonuo ouo is mot with a grovo of 1200 plum troes sot on an acro and a
half, They saro all of ono varioly. Thoy aro sot sovon foot apart in s group
of five rows. Thoy bavo beon out only ono year, but wero filled with blossoms
and give promiso of a largo yiold this season. Ho has an orchard of 4,000
plums, 400 spplos and pears, quiuces, poaches and grapes, in all abont 6,000
trees on 13 acres of ground. Lo was one of the first to oxperimont on the
close setting of troes and tho giving up of thosoil wholly to the buxiness of
mixed frult growing. Having madoa success of it in his own urchard a
company has boen formed (of which ho 15 the manager) and a large quantity
of land has boon scoured within the limits of the town, snd within easy
distance of tho university and businces portion of the town. The work of
dovelopment has been rapidly pushed forward. A portion of the property
faces on Main street, and tho wholo wostorn block is resched by three
avepues which open up to the south. ‘Lwo of thess aronow in a stats to be
driven over. Theso all intersected by croes streots at regular intervals
Building lots have boea 2o lsid out that esch of them commands a fine viow
of the Corawsllle Valley, Blomidon and other distant points of interest and
beauty, and will have sn unobstructed view of the tbirty ur forty acres of
fruit park. On the company’s lands some 10,000 trees aro already set, and
much progress has beon mado in street building. Tho trees planted are
apples, peach, pear, plum and quince. Grapes are also planted on the hill
sides and other favorablo points, and the whole streets are lined on either
side with fruit trees, The lots are so laid out and the whole patk so plaoned
that any lot bolder desiring to purchase a blcck contiguous to this {ot can
do so. It can bo had e3¢t with trees—G00 to the acro—at tho ressonable
figure of 8450 por acre. This is really a beautiful epot now, but. w.hcn tho
trees got a year or two moro of growth it will bo necessory to sce it in order
to form any ides of its beauty. This property has etreets in it of over two
miles in length, Nothing like it has been sttempted in this country. The
far-famed orange grove of Florida or the famous vineysrds of the Pacific
slope will not exceed this company’s property in beauty or productivenoss.
Under this system of planting an acro of orchard is estimated st ten years of
ago to bo worth $15600 and is by careful estimato considored to give at least
8600 annually por acre at that time. This is no faney picture. It has been
doue on a smaller scalo and can be exceeded on a larger gcale as the work can
be moro cheaply and oasily done, “Compared with the old methed of soil
culturo the fruit troo scems to be the best thing to caltivate,

Tuen fur sumo mysteriuus roasen he wull
disappoar altogothor or vieit our waters unly at lunyg anu uncortatn 1ntorvais,
In such a caso of courso the prico of mackorel soara up to amazing altitudes,
A down-oast popor illustrates theso sharp fluctuntions very neattyy by tho
statomon! that while four or fivo yosra agu tivo batrels ot macketoi would
willingly have boon given for ono barrel of flour, to day eno barrel of mack-
orol will buy four barrols of flour.  U'nder theso condnions msckorol soining
has something of tho excitomont of gold or diamond digging. A good catch
of No. ls ln primo shapo for the market may moan a small fortuno for the
skipper and crew, besidos a fat dividend for ownors, Tho bunt for mackerol,
thorofore, iaa welcomo reliof from the dull drudgoery of fishing for cod and
haddock. Evorything hangs upon the judgment of the mastors, Some
schooners’ captalns have a weli-cstablished roputation ns machoerol-killors,
Thoy scom to knosw thoe localities in tho trackloss sea whero thoir prey may
bo found in soason ot groat ecarcity, and thoy wiil * etock” in an smvunt of
monoy sufficiont to duplicato the schooner thoy sail in and her own oquip-
meont, whilo othor vessels will not earn enough to cover tho cost of their
outfit and provislons,

COMMERCIAL,

Ctvam—

Yory littlo chango has beon undergono in the goneral stato of business
throughout the Dominion einco our last report and tho usual mid-summer
quliet continues to bo folt at oll distributivg contres, Both wholesalo merch-
ants and jobbors roport business confined to sorting ordoers for curront wants
and do not anticipate much if any improvement in tho volumo of trade for
somo wosks to como, Travellors' reports ors atill rather intoresting roading
mattor in a commorcial way as country morchants are ovidontly indisposed
to give any considorable ordors ahead, preforring to purchaso in modorate
quantitios and more frequontly—thus placing tho wholesaler in tho position
of carrying larger stocks and kooping tho liabilitics of retsilors within narrow
limits. Stocks in tho hands of retailors and smsll storekeopera aro gonerally
vory low and, consequently, considerable additions will shortly bo nocessary
to sort up. Of courso the extent and volumo of fature trado will lsrgely
depend on tho rosults of the summer's agricultural operations. It must be
frankly admitted that the presont conditions ara not at all cncouraging. Tho
continued drought has stunted the growth of bay so that it is turning brown
and drying up without attaining maturlty erithor in size or substance. This
in nearly all sections of this Province. Fruits, roots and coreals of all kinds
aro lapguishing snd it 1s feared that vory small yields will bo tho result.
That this will affect the purchasing ability of tho farmer will bo son st a
glanco and aleo that tho doprivation of ample supplics of hay will surtail the
yicld of milk and, consequontly, of butter and cheeso 8s well asof beof, I ir
to be feared that prices 1n all these ines may hoavily adva~co and sll classes
of the community will suffer moro or less from the partisl deprivation of
those necessaries of hifo. Tho amendments made in the petroleum inspection
act went into effoct on tho lst Ipstant and an order-in-council has bren
fssued declaring the ports m Canada at which {ank cars with potroleum for
illuminating purposes may bo imported, subject to such ragulations for the
protection of tho vovenuo ss the Departmont of Customs way establish, The
goxts in Nova Scotia 8o declared are :—Halifax, Truro, Pictou, Yarmouth,

ydnoy, Lunenburg and Antigonish, His oxcollency is furthor plossed to
ordor that petroleum in packages of 50 gallons or less may be entored at
any duly established custom post. At all such ports, when no exciso officer
is prezent or available, the duty of inspection shall be performed under the
supervision of the Colloctor of Customs for such port. The amonding act
makes important changes in tho tariff of inspection fees, Tho charges are
mado uniform for both Cansdisn and imported oil. This is a large reduct-
ion on tho Amorican product. For instsnce, s package containiog from 1
to 60 gallons will cost only 10 conts instead of 30 cents ; onc containing
from b to 10 gallons, Sc. instsad of 10¢, and less than § gallons 2jc :instoad
of 5o, Oils intendod solely sor uso as lubricants and aro from their proper-
ties unfit for illuminating purposes are oxempt from ivspection, but the
package in which such oil is contained must bo conspicuously marked or
branded ¢ non-{lluminating.’”

Procisely whero lles tho secret spring, the touching of which,
would start tho financial machinery into natural action, no ono has yot been
fortunato enough to discover, Cloaring house certificates, issued up to the
amount of some §15,500,000, and tho pro-payment of July intorest by tho
Troasury and certain large corporations has, however, percoptibly relieved
tho strain. Tho not remittances of monoy o thoe interior and to the Pacific
coast havoe fallen to a nominal amount, and the settlomenta with the sub
troasury have boen in favor of the banks; als the hope has s:rengthened
from day to day that whon congress assembles in extra session it will order
the susponsion of purchases of silver; still, in spite of theso allavisting cir-
cumstances, the pressure upon the credit of tho moreantile community lacks
s trust-worthy safoty-valve. A strain 8o protracted and so stubborn has
garely beon cxporiomced, Thoe obstaclo does not lie in sny general distrust

of tho «quality of tho collatoral offered for loans or of tho paper offered for
discount 1t la ganarally ecancadad that enwmoreial sffafra are upon & sound
hasis, aud tho numbor of casns of inmslvenry that the prassure has brought
to light is surprisingly smsll  Tho uesrost approsch to apy actus! reliof
sppoared on Thursday lut. whon game of the etronger banks agroed amon
thomsolvos to take out a large nmoun® of clearing houeo cortifirites, and di
tako out &R OO0 UMD in order to make an sswring improssion , and tho
offect of this wise inteevaption was immadisto and marked

What the situstion snems to unol is somo bold intrusion on tho distruat
thet will arrest univorasl ottention sand anmpel s quick rovival of confilonco
by the shoor atrong'h of its assuraucos. Tho bioks are now doing theie part
nably to ovoko auch coufidoucn, but thars is s limit to what thoy cin do.
Thoro is but one man snd onn art that can thus shake the monoy markot out
of the vaguo distrust into which it has fallen, ‘The man is Presidont Clevo-
lind : tho aot is his immediate call of a spocisl sossion of Congrass to roposl
tho law to which all this trouble is largoly due.® The ono thing the country
u~ods to bo assurod of is that wo aro ta bo saved from a silver curroncy.
Tho oxisting distross is mostly duo to approhensions of that dsnger ; and but
littlo short of tho declaration of Congross that not anothor dollar of silver
shall poliuto our curroncy can repair this wrocked confidonco,

Rut this imperatively nooded sasurance, in ordor to bo of any officacy,
must bo given without delay, This is folt to bo a mattor too vital for mere
hopos to eatiafy  The public will cherish no confidont trust in mers hopes
ol such aotion. Tho repeal of the Sbhorman act is a deed in which thoy
will not bolievo until it is sccomplished. The period for which thoy csn
afford to wait for that deod is limitod vory etrictly by the highly strained
condition of orodit from which they aro sufforing. Thoy know that unlosa
oarly moasurca are forthcoming thoy may continue to suffor soriously the
conditions which thoy aro now cnduring. 'I'v talk of a leisurely assombling
of Congress somo time in Soptombor, whon membors have concluded thoir
summor rocroations and autumnal breezos will yiold the temporature con-
gonial to statesmanly deliberation, is liko telling & drowning man to wait
until you have finished your cigar, Tho situation is ono that admits of no
waitiog. It domands the immediato attontion which no othor men or power
than the Upitod States can give. If that attention is not forthwith bestowed
thoro will bo othor highly sorious matters to bo accounted for bosides that
ovor which the administration seoms to bo deliborating so loisuroly. What-
ovor blame moy bo duo for tho present condition of our silver laws, the
blamo against whoover assumed tho responsibility of wrocking crodit,
through noeglecting the nocessary moment for remodying its suspensicn,
would bo far moro rolentless. It {s but o fair etatomont of fact to say that
tho delay of tho administration in this mattor is producing evorywhore the
most dishoartoning disappointmont, and must cause acrlous consequencos if
tho governmont fails to act prowptly,

Apart from tho necoasity of tho commercial community, tho suspension
of froo coinago by tho governmont of Icdis calls for immediate action by
Cangress. It has precipitated a furthor larga decline iu the price of ailver,
1"pless thereforo tho whole country has boen mistaken in tho importanco it
attaches to this situation, congross should bo immodiately summoned to coxn-
sider this complioated queation in all its boarings and to placo the country
boyond reach of furthor suffering from it,

It would bo an orror to suppose that any unsound or otherwise dangerous
elomonts oxist outsido of this single question of the dangers connocted with
silver. Tho anomaly to bo doalt with is a gonerally sound condition of
trado and industry concurrently with a dangerous paralysis of crodit arising
from Aistrust as to the futuro of money of payments. Thoroe is, a3 wo have
alreuly said, but one inan through whom this qaick and acuto form of dis-
caso can bo attacked, and it romaios to bo scen how long he may think it
proper to keop the suffsring patlent waiting for his intervention.

*Prosidont Clovoland, it will be noted, has taken tho step urged.

Dry Goops.—Although tho present s the intorim soaron betwosn the
summor and fall trips tho woek has presented « modersto degroo of activity
in dey goods, and hss been o fairly brisk ono. Thero is no doubt
that the volumo of trade for Junoe will surpass that of Juno 1892 slthough
that was an extra good month., Thoe enquiry for sll clagses of summer goods
has been very lively and many kinds of atock aro being clearod out. If tho
sotting trade continues for s fow days longer wholesslers' stack will be in
oxcollent condition as tho strong demand during the last threo wecks has
lightened at a very satisfactory rate. Travellers aro now out and, although
it 13 rathor oarly as yet for their roporis to form a rolisble gauge, yot they
aro cncouraging. Buyers, howover, oxhibit much caution and tboe trade, as
a wholo, does not expect thom to show their hand very plaioly in regard to
fall supplies until aftor tho middlo or end of this mooth, By that time a
protty fair approximate estimate of what the comlog crop poesibilities ate
can be mado. It is worthy of note, though, that the city retail trado continues
activo and thst tho domand that wo have frum woek to wook potoed for all-
wool challies, prints, otc., is still appr..ont snd not to bo ignored. Some
good lotter urders from tho country have been another satisfactory fosture,
Payments, however, havo given cinsidoral lo reason for complaint which is
the most disturbing factor in tho situatio... A noticoable foature in the
cloaring of summer stocks is the fact that it has not beon necestary so far
to modify pricos oxcept in vory 16w cases. Thoro has been a mirked abassncs
of slaughtering—a featuro which must be pleasing to bath wholesaler and
rotaifer. It 18 rumored, however, that June sales have been dated Oclober
1¢t which is a foolish proceeding and is very likely to lead to disaster.

In
viow of tho absonco of rain hsving soriausly demsgod the prospects fut o
good or ovon fair hiay crop holders of chocso at all the country factories are
vory firm in their figuros and rofuso to listen to any lunts of couoassions,
They ossert that, though tho June mako was o vory large ono, that of the
Istor months will bo considorably bolow tho averago and far behind tho early
promiso. Atany rato, they show no disposition to push sales or to_invito
buyors at tho prosent. Un tho othor hand cables show the Koglish
markots oasy and indifforont and instructions to buyers on this sido limit
them to low figures, It will bo interesting to watch this 'narket for a fow
wooks to come,

Ecaes.—~Tho local markets continuo to rule casy. Tho supply la quite
liberat but the demaud is slow, and tho fact that a good many eggs sre being
hold back now for hatohing purposes koops prices stsady at about last week's
quotations,

Porators,.—Doalers who have carriod atocks of potatoos through sinco
last fall aro beginning to show more anxioty to got rid of old stock, as the
sosson ls protty woll advanced and pricos on round lots are vory easy.
Suapplios are liberal,

GneeN Fruirs.—Trade has boen excoptionally brisk this woeek. Straw-
borries aro receiving the most attention at the moment, but there is an active
demsnd for lomons at higher prices. Oranges havo also boon in good
requost. Dananas aro firmor and sell very freoly. Watermelons aro
beginning to arrive and meot with ready sxlo. Pineapplos sro in good supply.
Thore is a considorable quantity of California fruit on the market—such as
chorries, pears, otc.,—but they do not receive much attention, doubtless
becauso, owing to tho cost of transportation such a long distance, thoy
becomo expensive luxuriee, which dottacts from thoir populsnty. This
market is practically completely cloaned out of native apples of last season’s
crop.  Somo miserablo unripo apples are coming in from points south of us,
but thoy moot with littlo favor in tho presenco of plonty of good, ripe,
luscious fruit of all kinds. The domand for canned fruits has slackened
oft so much during the last two yoars that thoy havo boon a drug on tho
markot. Packers, particularly of canued strawberries, bavo had this year to
carry soveral Jots over. Tho plain fact of the mattor is that there is not the
outlet for thom—tho poople having to a largu extent yait the using of canned
fruite, Evon at low prices there is practically no demand, The bost quality
of strawberrios, which must have cost the packers at loast 81,69, have boen
offored to tho trade for 81 30 per dozen without meoting purchasers. As
long, howover, as packers continuo to put up large lots of these goods thoy
will continue to bo sacrificed.

Dnizb Fruir.—Tho matket for dried fruit has been faitly activo, but tho
volume of businoss is scarcely up to the average. Stocks of Valoncias bere
azo gotting into smollor compass all the time. Tho domaud for Sultana
raisins is falr.

SURVEY DEPARTMENT FOR THE YEAR 1892.”

Mr. Flotcher left for Nova Scotia on tuo 23rd of June, 1892, to continue
the work of previous years in the counties of Cemberland and Hants. He
was assisted during six months by Messrs M. H. McLeod, D. I. V. Eat.n
and T. S. McLean, and for six weeks by W. B. Almon.

The district survayed in Cumberland county lies west of that described
in last Summary Roport and in the report presented last spring. It cum-
prises the coast north of Minas Basin from Parrstoro’ to Cape Chignecto,
and cast of Cumborland Basgin on the oulekirts of tho Cumbersland coal fields.
The inhabitants of the villages on the shore asz far as West Advocate aro
engaged in ship-buildirg and siiling. On Cumberlsnd Basin are the
hamlets of Eatonville, Spicer's Cove, Applo River, Sand River, Shulio,
Two Rivors, whoro lumbering is the chiof industry, and the i.terior, with
the excoption of small seitlements, such as Salem, is under forest. The
whole coast, the roads and many of tho principal streamus were surveyod by
Mr. Scott Bar'ow and Mr. Waiter McOuat in connection with the survey of
the coal-fields made between 1871 and 1878, as described in tho repurts for
thoso yoars, and in Part E., Annual Report, vol. I, 1885.

Tho geological formations include Triassic, Permisp, Carboniferous,
Dovonian and igneous rocks, similar {o thoso described as occurring along
tho ecastorn part of the Cobequid range of hills, The Triassic composo
chiefly masses of basalt and amygdaloid with patches of tho charactenistic
red, soft, crumbly sandstone and conglomerate. On the suuth side of the
hills the Carboniferous rocks appear in greatly tilted masses aleng the shore,
whereas on the north side and slorg Cumterland Basin Permian and
Cartoniferous rocks aro found lying gencrally at a low angle, joinicg tho
area covored by those described by Sir William Logan in his celebrated
Joggins sccivn. The imits of these two teries do not scem yet to have
been clearly defined inland. The Dovonian sedimentary rocks resemblo
those already described in thoir associalion with masses of trap, porphyry,
diorite, syonite, folsite and quarizfelsito generally massive, but sumotimes
schisteso ; atd their moro flinty or porcollanous character near tho contact
with such mas-cs is 38 noticeablo hero as at Portapiquo and othor rivcers to
the westward, Dark shales and quartzites, very liko tho iron ore series of

Tondonderry, containing veins of quarlz, blotobes of limonite, and
aesuciatod with light gray, olivacious, s.apy shalos, yiold at Kirkinll obsoure
markings of plants. Again, near the shore on Grovillo River, in tho fine
outcrops of yusstz-veined quartzite and twisted slate, oxposed immodiately
below tho firat dam, graphitized markings of plants wero found, rosembling
the vegotsblo dobris of Portapique River. Theso rocks are hers uncon-
formably ovor'aid by a conglomerate of looso texture, compo:od of pobbles
ofton moro than two f.ot in diametor, of red quartzite and other racks,
probably Dovonian, ioterstiatified with lenticular patches of crumbly,
brecciated red, fino, sandstono, sain othor soctions on the north eide .f hills.

Precisoly similar foesil remsins wore found on the shore at and near
McGahoy Brook at West Advocate. 1iero, at the mill pond, ripple marked
sandy flags show obscuro carbonized markings resembling broken plaots.
About 105 yards west of the mouth of the bruok obscures traces of rootlets
and Cordsites are much more sbundant, East of McGahey Brook the
shales shuw many markings liko stems of Psduphiytun, oftan branching, but
only small fragments could boe oblained owing to tho jointed, cloaved and
friablo character of tho shales. In the associated flinty quart-voinod
quartzites much graphitized mutter is presoot in layers which resemble,
althuugh greatly aitored, the lagers of carbonsceous matter so often fouod
ame 1g the coarso eandstones of the Carbooiferous and consisting chiefly of
Cora.'ites, Further west on the shoro these datk shales snd flags come
againast greenish, massive, vpidotic divtite and breccia, succoeded by red and
gray eyenito and diurite, greatly intermixed, the diotito being first blotched
with tho sycnite, while further west the syenmite predominstes and 1s
Llotched, striped and veined Ly the diorite, the dikes or veins being some
times borizontal, sometimes vertical.

Veins of ankerite and veins and spots of specular iron ore occur in
McGahey Brook. In ono of the branches of the Mahoney Brook whore a
mass of gray breccia, divrite and syecite is in contact with slates, tho latter
contaio rusty weathering veinsin which cslcite, baryte, specular iron ore and
pyiite are presont. Thosyenite seoms to cut the slates like a dyke, catrying
grains of specular iron near tho cunt ot, aud in ube place coarse syerits
forms a sheet in the bedding.

On the shute immedistely east of Henning Brook a considerable
quantity of irun pyrites is funnd in crystals end aggregstions ig a ¢ aysione
cuntaiped in a brecciated quartzite. The ferruginouns veins of the black
slates of tho neighborhuod bold traces of cupper pyrites, and among the
whitish yuerzites aro spots of epecular iron. Several barrels of fine
crystalline pyrolusite were obtaincd last year on the shore at Lower
Economy from Devonian rocks similar ws those of the manganese mines of
Tenycapo and East Onslow.

About 125 yards west of the mouth of Barkus Brook and near the
cuntact of the Triassic of West Advocato with the Devonian, fragments of
reddish massive gypsum, with crystals of anhydrite and white porous
gypsum, are found in tho cliff and arc said to be in place on the beach,
ropresenting probably aunother outlying unconfo:mable patch of Lower
Curboniferous like those of Clarke Head. The oxtent of tho outerop on
the land can be only a few square fect, for Devonian slates are ev. rywhere
near io runs and broaks of the bank. The Csrboniferous rocks of Sponcer's
Island consist of red and gray rubbly sandstone grit and eha'e, 1nc udiog
black calcarco-bituminous shates sowzetimes coaly ; but no coal of 1mportancs
has becn fuund in any part of this ares, a large portion of which, however
shows no oxp:sures.

Tho rocks of the shore of Cumb-r'and Basin, between Eatonville and
Shulie, are interesting as being the extensiow of those of Sir Wm. Lozsn's
section. Red Deovonian slates and syenite are overlaid near Eatoaville by
conglomera‘o, upon which, as also near 3.nd River, ice grooves wera found
runniog N. 35° E. At the gocth side of Spicer’a Cove a red quartzfelsite,
containing dykes and blotches of gray and dark diornite and felaite, stands
sgainst an epidotic breccia and 18 unconformablv overlaid by soft red
conglomorats, with fragments of these rocks, which occupies the high cliffs
for sumo distance, then recedes from the coast castward along what secms
to be a large fault, on the north side of which cre dark and light gray
shales, and alorg the line of which the rocks are greatly polished, contain
hematite in the joints and o vewn of baryte and caleite.  Tho shales are
greatly disturbed, are full of carhooized plants, and include a two-inch
scam of coal, upright trees and underclay. At the mouth of the brook in
this covo there are reofs of gray, fino tandstone dippang 8. 50° E. at a very
low anglo, underleid by reddish or brownish sandstone, in evea layers or
false bedded, with patches of pobbly grit. North of the brook are out-
crops of nut-and-egg conglomorate, among the pebbles of which there aro
same of gray sandstone containing plants and probably Carbomferous. At
a rocky point beyond, brown and reddish grits with interstrahified bands,
s.motimes ton feot thick, of nut-aud-ogg cong’omerate, show carbonized
markings of plants and extend thence for some distance a'ong the shore,
which rans about N. 32° E. At Pudeey’s Point a gray sandstons, larg:ly
quarried for grindstones, is ovorlaid by a great thickness of conglomorate to
tho mouth of Apple River. East of these cxposures are others, a'so of
reddish and gray conglomerate, associated with layora of gray pebbly gut,
dipping 114°<22°, which 13 a's0 the inchination on the nght bank of the
river boyond the sand beach aod narrows. Similar rocks are found up both
branches of Appio River, some of tho pabbles of the conglomerate being of
gray m.caceous ssndstono, of dark gray argillaceous shalo and wndore ay
and of fragments of coal. In the East branch above White saw-mill taere
aro thick beds of conglomerate, most of tho pebbles of whicn aro of hard
argiilites and quartzites, bat others of greemsh-gray, soft, flagggy micaceous
sandstone like that of the millstone grit or coal measures.

Altornations of brownish ssndstones of rod and groenish pea-and-nut
conglomerato, and of dark gray and red argillacsous shale with layers of

gray grindstono, occupy tho shore from Applo River to Hotly Point., The
red sandstone Isrgely predominstos ; gray sandstone comes noxt In abundancs,
whilo the shalos aro sosreo, dipping 123 at a vory low angle. From Hetty
Point to Two Milo Brook tho cliffs aro scarzely brokon and show a large
proportion of greonish-grey conglomorate among bede of rusty-brown sand-
stone, whilo similar rocke are met on tho road to Sand River. Layers of
red shalo then becomo more froquent among tho pobbly rooke, and the dip
at one point incroases to 160°..60° Immodiatoly south of S8and Rivor the
rocks aro also highly tilted, but thero is no change in their character as far
a9 the point north-cast of the river, whore greonish and rusty-gray sandstone
and conglomerate are overlsid by a considerable thicknoees of red shslo,
which oxtends up the river to within 450 yards of thessw-mill. The pebbly
candstones aro full of lsrge plants and woather-rusty just as in the cliffs ¢
tho south-westward. Toward Sand Cove, lower beds are rapidly underlsid
by rocks contsining much more red shalo ; but the pebbly liyers aro still
abupdent and rusty-brown sandstoues largely exposed, ometimes con-
siderably brokeo, but perhaps only by folding of the shales upon the massive
gray eandstones, the gepersl dip being low. The gray conglomerate of
Fizgibbon Brook, near Shulio, some of tho pebbles of which sro nine inchea
in diamoter, is precisely like that of Applo River: it ia underlaid by red
shalo and gray fige eandstono, and by gray sandstons with pebbly patches,
the ehore running neatly on the strike. From the bridge on Shulie River
to the mouth the section is alightly atcending, tho strata belng slternations
of red abales with gray and roaty-brown sandstone, includiog severs! pebbly
patches, At the point west of the mouth, rusiy-gray aod groenish-gray
ssndstones include throe layers of red shale 18 inches thick, beyond which
there is a descent to Fitzgibbon Brook.

On Shulie River, below the road from Ssnd River to Halfway River,
gray esndstone, usually flaggy and seldom coarse, with aocasicnal beds of red
marl, precents a nearly horizontal southerly dip. Lower down gray flsgs dip
87°.214°, while nearer the ehore greenish-gray conglomesate is found. On
tho Halfway River road, mentioned sbove, esst of Jenks Meadow Brook,
groat blocks of greenish and gray conglomerate are found, succeeded nearer
Harrison's by others from the underlying red conglomerate.

A good section of the rocks south of Ragged Reef is cul by the large
stream at Two Rivers. At the rosd are large oatcrops of gray sandstone,
some of which Is coaras, overlaid by greenish-gray and reddish-gray shale
dipping 197°.29°; whilo upstream similar rooks, Iargely conglomerates, with
fossil trunks of drifted trees, extend two miles up to a driving dam, at which
rusty-gray sandstons dips 2000211, The West Branch of River Heber
and Atkinson Brook aleo expose Pormian rooks consisting in the latter, near
the river, of gray, rusly, flagey sandstone with pebbly patches, dipping 170
<82, and not unlike the rocks of Upper Maccan River. Higher up the
dip becomes northerly, the rocks being gray and brownish sandy flsgs and
shales with layers of coarse grit.

Thbrough the kindness of Mr. J. R, Cowaos wa oblained plans of the
levels, slopes and fsults of the working on the thres coal seams at present
mined at Spripghill, to supplement investigations made by Mr. Scott Bsrlow
and Dr. Ellis in former years. In this oxtension, north and south, tho
workiogs bhave not passed beyend the ground proved by Mr. Birlow, but
interesting questions have been suggested by the workings to the deep.
Records of deop borings in this feld, furnished by Mr, R. P. Fraser, Mr.
James Biird and Isr. Wm. Hall will also prove of value in the
determination of the structure. In the little brook tbat flows past the
station at Sultsprings, and about 1,000 feet from the Intercolonial Riil-
way, a small seam of cosl has been opened by a shaft or slope more than
150 feet deep, the inclination at the surface being vertical but flatteaing to
66° and the directior being 305°® ; while nesrer the railway the dip varies
from 55° to 39°. At a depth of forty-five feet an adit coonects the shaft
with the brook, and lower down a level has been driven north-esstward a
considerable distance. The coal is {rregular in thickness, being in one
place, it is 8aid, seven feet.

A TRIP TO THE COPPER MINES

Having a holiday recontly, I was pstsundod by a friend who onjoys the
samo priviloge to accompany him on a trip to the Copper mine.

I had spont somo time 10 the noighborhood and bad never visited tho
place, but the neme was to me alriost a8 byword, so boing desirous of
acquainting me with tho crigin of the phrase, and rot having a dictionary
that contained oven the appollation, I readily expressed my approval of tho
suggested trip.

Tho dsy was all that could be desired. Tho sun shone brilliantly. The
nir which resounded with the meledy of birds was puro and invigorating;
and my companion dovoted the st part of the journey to colebrating the
scoues around him in rhymes of his own make. If I am not mistaken his
first slage was—

** \Vhat numerous charms the moath of May doth bring,
It breeds the work which owes its birth to Spring §
Commandeth Flors wear her richest drosa,

Her yayest charins, her sweetest roso and troas,”

For a time tho ekill which he exhibited in arranging his verses inter-
ested me more than the scenes beforo us,

Woe now find oursolves at the end of 1he road which leads to the mine, snd
wo wond our way toward the mountain which bounds the horizon beforo
us. Prosently wo are in front of the Manager’s house, familiarly styled the
¢ Cottage,” which stands on a gentle elevation at the baso of the mountain,
The situation of this elaborate structure, amid shady treos, is indeed entic-
ing. Here we woro amused to soe the pelt and antlers of a moose, which
wo wore told was shot by the ¢ Colonel ” while on a hunting excursion to
Cape Notth last fall.

Having rested hero for a while, wo proceeded on our journey. Our
course is now up the side of the mountain. The scenery here is quite
pioturesque. To our right lay verdant fields poszessing all the mapifo'd
characteristics of the seanon. But as we raise our eyes to the rugged cliff
to our left, wo can hardly reslize the diversity, A wild, rugged ridge pu:-
sues our coureo to within & short distance of the **o'd shaft.” From this
place the mountain is divided by a desp gorge, through which runs o foim-
ing stream. Descendiug the precipitous side we come to a tunnel made
8 me score of feet through solid rock in the opposite bsnk. Curious to
explore this artificial grotto, I ontered it at a quick pacs, but my compan-
jon wishiLg to startle me, averred that it was no unusual thing that masees
of rock descend from the roof of this tunnel, and 11l warrant I retraced my
steps quicker than I had entered.

The principal shaft, which is s shor} way boyond this, and which 1ssunk
nosr the summit of the mountain, is the next and most important feature
A large mound of matter, which at o distance appears like a hugo boulder
of granite, lies in our way. It is tho refuse which has been discharged
from the pit. This must be ascended 1n order to gain an ides of the great-
ness of the work done in this p'ace.

Above is a pumber f buildings in clcso alliance. The shaft house my
comrade comp red to the Eiffel Tower. However adequate was his idea,
I presume he would have made a poor feast, had he used instead of form,
method and design,

Besides this building is that which shelters the machinery, On going
through this and observing the great engines and massive iron structure, ono
is apt to imagine that the ancient Hercules must have lent a helping hand
in bringing these huge bodies to their position.

Adjuiving the machine and engine houso is another building, the largest
of the group. We were informed thot this was the ** copper house ”” Its
roof is near.y on a level with the sumnnt of the mountain. Its interior is
almost & ne.work of gigantic timbers. In the centre is a whoeel like
apparatus, on which lay some fine specimens of copper. We ditcovered a
series of ladders leadiug from this piace to the top. Taking advantage of
this we soon find ourselves parading on the roof.

Our olevated position now affords us a fine viow of tho surrounding
country. Tho valiey lay boneath us in gentle repose, its wcods of maple
and birch clad in fresh folisge presents a g owing charm. Beyond, and
extending to the ridge which intercepts from our view the Brasd'Or waters,
l.y some pretiy fields, patched hiero and there with syme freshly tilled
tracts, However, in another direction the scene is quite different. The
rocks appearing in naked prejections 1n some places ; whilst 1n others they
are covered with scrabby trees, which bave acquired from a visitation of
fire an air of restraint and hopelessness. In all, the scones presented to
us, from our present posiiton furms a combination of subhmity and
enchantment.

Having desconded from our airy position and made sundry other
explorations we bent our foo:steps homeward, well pleased with our * trip.”
