The area
sown thia year was eorzneusly incxosed
over any proviens year, this ne doubt beîmxg
due te the very high price %vhida ruled for
flac last.year, taken along with the very lew
pries whi ch ruled fer irbecat. lagt year the
flax ara in Manitoba wo.s about 80,W)J acres
only, wirIle this year the arciv fa piaced at
82,500 acres. The crop last year, at an aver-
age yield ef 12 busheis per aure, produced a,
toital et 806,000 bushela. This year, with an
average yfeld et 15 busiels por acre, the cr-op
is estinatea te ho about 1,240,0M 'bushels.

This large increase in the area and quan-
tity et the crop ir.skos the question et pifes
a more important ono fa Manitoba than it
has ever heon beora. The very hi gh pnices
et lat year could hardly ho axpected te pro-
vail for tire years fa succession, and at
presffl -the pnica o! fisa -scod is mach bemer
than it, was a year ago in tho ,vorld's
markets. The crep of ilax seow in the United
States mas -very smali lnst yoar, having
amounted te only about 7.500,000 bushels.
Te:this tact mas mostly due the high prices
paid st ycar. The short supply iras made
up by importations te New York front india.
The high pnices aise stfimulated the sowing
et flax_ in the United States last spz-z,. Ia
t'te stateofe Mi nnesota alune the area la vad
by semae authorities te have beau deubled this
year. Ia the twe Dakotas the ara mas aliu
largiyiaeasea aud. tira crop fa z% gSo nt,
se that it la ostimated the flax crop et the
Uni ted States wili bo the largeat since 1891,
*hkch was about 10,000,00. The average
aunual-flax crop of the Uni ted States fa about
14,000,000 ushels, and the crop ot 1891 was
tke largest aver producod. The flax crop et
the Uni ted States la producad aimost eutireaW
in the northwcstern states, the throe states
abreatdy uame, with loiwa and Nebraska,
prodluce thabulket tiraerp. Tht only ether
important fiax state ia Kansas.

The price ef fiax% soed at Chicago-the prin-
cipa1 flax seod market in the 'Uni ted States-
bas ra.ngea front 90a te 61.00 par buahol
lately, as coffipared with $1.40 te 8150 par
bushal ayear ago. This wiii giva an indica-
tion ot the deina la valus sinca lat season.
A considerable portion oftthe Manitoba. crop
was ahi ppod te the 'United States last year.
Thora lsa a uty o! 20 cents par bushel on flax
soedgoing fatethounitodstates, Deauctixxg
tho duty and coet ef freight ta Chicago, the
value ef fiax seed in Manitoba would ha ra-
ducod te about 60 to 63t pet bushel un a, basis
e! Chi cage pri cas. But as aur fiaz seed fa
requirod for crashing bore. aid fa Eaatern
Canada, the prica sbeula 'net lie governea by
the -value for expert te tho UJnited Status.

ouiT DÂIBX INflU8TRY,
It is plcasiug to note that Manitoba dairy

products have beau sa, well rceived in out-
aide markota as they have thisyear. Mani-
toba has tbf s year for the llrst time fairly
entered the arena as ait exporter ef butterax.d
oheo, 'aiid tho product sent out bas met
with oven botter suces than could have bwnr
expected. Wbf loe odid netexpectand could
not hope te competo with tho chef cest easterni
gooa iriglit at the C;tart, -vo have on the
iwhole àono farly weil. A recent report froî,
Montreal says that a lot of Manitoba creani-
ery butter sold thoe at the very top price,
obtained fer the finest goods. .This fa sonxc-
thing, inded. tu hoe proud et, and should
stimulate othar factories hore te endeavor te
attai n Uike enviable resuits.

Thero nover was any question as te the
adaptability ef the country for tho manufac-
ture of the finest dairy goods. Tho off mate
here is favorable for dtiryfng, and our prai-
ries afford rich grazîng for cattie. The only
questions wore as te the ski Il ef our operaters,
the completenwa ef our alîplianees for manu-
facture, and the systomt upon which they
operatea As regards the skilt ef our daury-
men, ire ne doubt have soome thoroughly
competont mon, whf le a goed niany, ne
doubt, haye s4motbing yel, te beara. It la
but natural te expect tbfs fn a new country.
The efforts being mado by the Dominion
and provincial goeraments will certainly
in time provide the education nccssary, aleng
with the prýactical exporiencti beiug gained,
te mnake ail ourdairymen thoroughly efficient
ia ther werk.

Tho secoud disadvantaga, tÉat of ac-
comnmodation and appliances, bas beon a
real one. The ma5ority ef eo tr acteries are
now, and owing te the spixca settlement ef our
country they are obligea te operate on a small
scale. A large portion of tho butter and
chue exported 'was made in factoew wirich
were net established until late, thf.s preoet
season. These IcEcteries will be in botter
shape te carry on eperations anether year,
and there .wili ne doubt ba a general improve-
ment in the appliances and accommodations
avaiable at the facteri os anoth-zz season, fer
the ca.rrying on of the industry.

The third disadvaatage ivhich we are sup-
posed te labor under arises front the sparse
settisment ef the country, ana reters more
particuilarly te creainerfe. Owing te this
sparse settienient, creameiies arm ebligea te
adopt the creamn-gathering plan, which la cer-
taialy net the hast plan et opcrating suob
industries. At tho sanoie tu the resulte ob-
tained have beon very gratifying in xnany
cases. %Vhile the systemiis netthe model ene,
it has been shown that choico butter oan hae
mande by tbf s systom, irbore evexy cmr ana
precaution la takea te seuro the best resuits.
'Under this plan, hoirever, the factery is
obliga ta roly upon its patrons te a great ex-
tant, te secure desirable resulta; It fa thora-
fore nocessary te instzruc, the patrons in the
proper cave ot handling their milk and creaxa.
If the farnera -who sond their cream; te-tha
factonies mi co-operato with the factories, sa

as to koep their crcarn pure, sweet and dlean,
it ii bc teund possible te ma.ie chef ce but-
ter by tbf s plan. Tho farmne" shenlillie as
deeply intorestod fa attaining tho best pos-
sible res3uits as the manufacturera ef the
butter, axai no doubt they will roadily appre-
ciate tho necemfty fer their co-eppratien
fa tho îvork. Ia time ne deubt many et the
tacteries will be able te adopt tho plan of
ecaming the milk at the faotonies, instead
o! being obligea te gather the creant as at
preseat froin the patrons.

Tite geod rasults attained this somsa, un-
der tho disadvantages and drawbacks in-
cfidont te the establfsbing et a new industry
fa a uûw and tbinly sottbod country, indi-
cate wheat ive may expect in the future.
That Manitoba is te bocome a great dairv as
well as a great irboat country, isi now evident.
1hero is ne data et geodg in which quality
counts for more than fa dairy products. la
is theretere necessary that every effort
«hould ha made te excel fa the ruatter et
quality, at the eutsat. Attention s9hould ho,
givon te overy little dotail, sueli as tho mark-
ing et the package, mode et packi fig and
every other feature wirich ivill fa any way
make aur goods more prcsentable fa the
great mnarkets te wiich it will ba sent. Our
factorymea are ne doubt doing this, for only
by constant vigilance fa this direction can
thoy hope te grin, ana keap a reputation
after it is mnade, for Manitoba dafry gouds.

EXPEUSE OF' H1ARVESTIN9 À BIG
OROPI

The quaatity ef binder twineo consume fa
Manitoba this year is vory great. The area
uxnder crop3 requiring twf ne is esti mated at
1,862,296 acres. Estbnnting that three
pouias et twine par acre wera required,
whichisaconsidered a moderato amount fa
viewoettha very heavy growth et straw this
ycar, woe wonld have 5,585,M8 pounds et
twmne used. At an average coet te the
farmer of 8 cents per pound, the ameunt ex-
pended , fer twine %vould' be 1,416,051.
The customsreturna et the customs port ef
Wiînnipeg show that 2,109,509 pounds et
binder twine wore imperted this seasou up
te thiÇolos ore August, thus sbowiag that
Uni ted States inanutactuirers got <jette a
sUice, ef the Manitoba trade titis santon, not-
wfthstandfng the very close margin on which
twino is sold. The Patrons of Industry
purchased their twine trein a 'United States
factory, and titis helped te siroil the aniunt
of imperted tine rery considcrably, though
The Commiercial is intormea they could bave
bought te as god advantage, at home.

'The cast et mages la another important
consideration in harvesting a big trop.
Nothfng ]fke a satisfactory asti mate, can bo
made et tho ameunt pai& fa wagoste savo the
preseat crop ia Manitoba. Oae estàmate,
miade ia the officiai crop bulletir, uaid that
6,000 extra mon ar rquired te harvest the
crop. Allo-wi ng that thea mn ceat on an
average $30 par maenth. including the cost et
their keep, and thât tboy arm empleyed for
tbree menths, meo woula bave the suai oi
sffl,000 paf d ia wag" during the present



season for extra hcolp aloîme, andi net
cruunting the ordinary belli rcqtmircd by
tho farmers. This suin wo thînk is a moder-
ato estituate of extra hllu tu Lime farmne"s cf
Manitoba.

Then thore is the cent cf thrcnhing say GO0,-
000,000 bushieis cf grain mit about 8jo per
bush, inaking a furtmcr charge of $2,100>,000.
rou' people would imagine that it unil cent
this ciiomus nuiii te thrsli our big crop,
but if cýtimatoes are correct iL wil net ho far
fromn the ainouîît statcd. In sema canes
throshmng is donc %va bolieve at 2 te 3 cents per
bushel.

Thon thoro is the item of agricultural
iMP(lemnts. 0f course thear.LOUnt oxponded
iii inxplemonts ceuld net bo chîargea agant
a sinigle crop, but the largo expcîditure for
imploments cvery scason indicates howvquiok-
ly they wear eut. Truc, mamîy farmners arc
carele.'s witm their iniplemezîts, and the rougli
usage tlacy give theni causes thent te wear
eut inuch quicker than thoy ivould do witli
reasonable caro. It wvould ba diflicuit Lo
mnake any estimate cf the proportienate cent
of implements fer ciao harvest, but for a biar-
vost like tIme proseut year it %vould probably
run net under S250,000.

Ail thms items are for the harvest atone,
aud do net Lako inte acceunt cent of seed,
tillageocf Ltme seil and aIl flic varions expenses
the year arouaad wilîi go La produca the uar-
vest, and which eniy culminate wfth the mar-
keting cf the cro». Anmd thon, as tho farmer
draws in the sheekies, lie will find his
crediters folloiving Iilm up closoly,
on Ltme lock eut for thar shoreof lcf pro-
casas.

and mit imes lias beau sorely perpbexod withl
auxiaty or clîecred *wth bri.-ht future pros-
pects S the over shifting weather conditions
augurcd gcod or cvil fer lus crep. AIL wil
wish hum tharfulkcst benofit fron Lime big crop
cf 1895, and, Tho Commercial will ad,
"umany returus cf tho season."

«When we thiuk- that ail this vant oxpon-
diture, a fow cf the items cf whichi -.o have
enumorated abovo, is made by Lime lîandful
cf farmers cf Manitoba, mumnbring ail toid
Ions tîman 25,00J, the thing seems amazig.
Truly it is Lthe fariner wlio han te ho relied
ripou te nuake, things huma aftr MI. Agri-
culture la snirely cur grcatcst industry, upen
whiclu all ot.hers are dependant. Woecama
prato about natieai pelicies te buiid up
manufactures, but our gret national pMlicy
should ho te guard amîd encourage omîr mag-
nificont, agricultural industry, anmd ail oti'c
thingn -%ili comae îitm the prosperity cf thin
gretest cf ail interests.

burg & Glf, cf -whiclh 230 imsnat the nortît
cnd are in oporaticn, and gradin g soutiîward
is iii progrsg. IL mn pronisa that the Iin-ý'
froi Nanss City te Liaivonton 'ýmllI ho com-
jloted by Lue eiid cf 1890. In Iowa a little
work la being deoie umxder tho niamne cf Lima
Manitoba and (Juit, but the prospect of cov-
eriug tue 8(00 mtiles or more rorth of liaisas
City seom te ha raLlier vague-; i faot it is net
easy te find room for anotiier rond across Iowa
nt proeant.

WViaen this railway ronchon 'Winniipeg, as
outiiaed by the llaiiway Ago, iL niay hae ablo
te conmmet hao with a raiiway te Iludson
Bay. Suci a link would imako tue pro-
jacted rend complote. IL would thomn form
a nov kind o! transcontinental rond, net fromn
the Atlantic te Lime Pacifie. but frcmn the great
northra sca te the saitb water of Lime seutm.
Tho Commercial W11l go co botter thami the
Railvny Age and r.redict that at somo future
date through ets will hoe runing freux a
port eoi Hudson bay, through Winnipeg,,te
a port on tha Ou If cf Mexico.

The proseut, sEasomî in Manitoba hias beaui
in mnany respect; a veryv remarkableo cie.
Spring cama la 'arly and vary warm, but
after a couple cf ivt-1ks cf unusualiy ivarm
weatmar fer the scason.-in the early slrin-
tlie weather *turned ced-,, and col 'weatîior
prodominated aIl tho sumnmer. In fact, the
entire, fenon, 'witlî the e,ý-wption ieted lu
the eariy spring, has booe, . remarkably cool
one. The usual speit of vecry wain umii
woatiier was conspicueus only hy its absence,
and the warmest days exporienced could mict
ho calcd more than modorately warmn. Evoul
tha mcdarateiy u'arm dayn were few, and
wcre quickiy followed by nî>alls e! cool
weather. It is aiment a Nçonder that crops
mntured ne 'well and enrîy as Llmcy did,
cemsidering the ceci wcather which pravailed.

In Lthe more eiovmited sections o! the coun-
try unusual fronts woeo oxperiencad, and iu
tue mont favored sections front came carliejr
than usual. ]lowever, bad the season beau
as warm as the average summer the grain
,vould have ail beau out beforo the fronts
cama. As it is, more or lest amaga han beau
doa te the croips over a ]aga area o! country,
the front covcring neariy ail thme grain dis-
'trietsof the territoiem aud a large portion e!
.Manitoba befoeo ail tha grrain crops woe cuL.

The enstera portiià of Manitoba, owing
te iLs lcwer elevation ahovo the son, escaped
damage. The eastern districts of Manitoba
have a much lower ciavation ahove thme sea
thoan *.he western country, anmd te this fact
rnay ho traced its escape frein. tîme sovero
.ulry froits foit this year. Tho cbovatien of
the Red Briver valeoy averages about 750
ct. The lower Assiniboine valley, takimg

iu Portage la Prairie plains and the regicu
immediateiy te, the south-wost a! Lake Mani-
toha han an elevation o! 750 te 850 foot.

vo retwstern portion cf the province
varies in elevation freint 1800 te 2000 feet
ahove the sua.

This regien.of lowcr elavation in -Manitobai
is suppoez!d te have beau tho bcd o! an
ancieut lak o. It oxtends frein the Red river
ivitward about 85 miles in southrn -Mani-
teba, and an incrmaing distance frein thme
river as progrons la madc northward, te, 50 te

70 muini wvest of tha ma river. Soioi oi the
maps of Manitoba show tlic approximato
boundary of this ancient, lake,. runniing
northward <rom tho United States boundary
to near the town of Mordcn, thonco te,
near eliami oit tha N~ortheorn Pacifie,
tiienco te .lathwcii en tho Southwestcrn,
and thonce running itorthwestîvard up the
,west sida <a!Lake Aanitoba. AUl the count-
try cent of this lino to the Red river lias a
comnparatively low covation. This Jalo
bod aiso takes in a strotch o! count!y on the
cacit sido of tho Red river. The influenco
of titis ioNver cevation lias a inarkod
affect upein the cHite, gîving tho
country within the supposed- lakte bcd
an exemption fromn saera frosts for front one
te three îveeks inter than nmany sections lif the
counîtry lying bejond. This year, notwith-
standing the savora frosts experienced nt an
enrlier date than usuai in many sections
ef the western country, woa fnd such bonder
plants as corn and ban ini the 'vicinity of
Winnipeg shwing, no traces of frost up te the
28rd cf September. The wvriter picked ,a
couple.of quarts ef green beans fromn his gaf,
dan on Saturday, Saptember 21, and the
pl 'ants were thcn blooming freeiy and showod
ne trace o!frost. On the night o!Septombor
22nd howevcr, thoy were cut sevely by frost.

Whkite this reg-ion of lower elovation in Maa-
itoba haq this advantage of greater exemption
frein. early fait fronts, it has its disadvantage

inrqiig drainage ta adapt a large portion
cf the region te successal farming; whila
throughiout western Manitoba drainage, ex~-
cept in certain localities, is net urgently re-
quired. lu factuintia conprehennivesysteru
cf drainage is carried through, a considerabie
portion cf eastern Manitoba wili not- be weli
adapted te tillage. Whan this is donc, how-
ever, 'the possîbilities Of agricultural de-
velcpment in the rieh, 'blak lands cf the
castern districts cf this province are
grand te comtemplate. Thurn are o! course
considerable armas -which are naturaliy
drained by the rivers and strLams, and
seome cf thes lamads hivo long been under
cultivaticu by tha original settiers. Here
another difficulty te the prograns ofeuatea
Mdanitoba cornes in. Mont ef thos early sût-
tiers can haruiy ho called farmers at ail.
They simply ive on the land and 'woirk out a
precaricus existence. Their mode of farming
han bean such as te encourage the spreading,-
cf noxious wcs. ana many fine districts
have beau ov<rruni by weads. The farining
metheds cf mr.ny cf then old sattlers have
injured the reputatien cf some cf the hast
districts cf onsteru Manitoba not a little,
causing the impression that the soit N'<as
defoctive. Of bite .yoars, however, a botter
clans cf setliers have beau com i n, and
they are showing what thenc disltrits are cap-
able cf deing when the soul is properly culti-
vatod. Quite a numnher cf newv sottiers have
located iu the Wianipeg district wichin a fcw
years. They have taken sema of tho old
farms which were rua. down by bad farming
ana have mnade them, produce splendid crops,
by a little careful cultivation. WVhon we get
in more cf this class cf settIer, the appea-
anco and reputatien cf the districts inhabit3d
hjy the ad native setliers will hoe greatly
improved. _______

Lust
year the exportation of sbeep, bagon for the
first time, and this Butaner again saie
thousaixds of bond will bo exported t6 Great
-Britain fa-or the tera-itories and Manitoba.
Tho -wool business has grown wvith the sheop
intiercst, and this year it is estlmatedl that
neot far froa 800,000 potinas of wool were
produced in Manitoba and the tera-itories,
the great, portion of which îvas handted by
WVinnipcg dealers. Thre scab disease, which
caused a good deai ef trouble in the terri-
tories a couple of years ago, where it wua
introdclacd by tho importation ef sbeep froia
thre United States, appears now te have been
about eradicatod. Wooi* froia thre saine
llocks, which last year was in bad shape on
account of the scab, ia this year ent'rely
free frera the infection. One of the flnest
lots et wool recoived lu Winnipeg this year,
camo frein a flock w'hich Iast year produccd a
wretchedly ppor article on account of the
prevalenco of scab ini the flock, thus sbowing
that-the shoep have bau carefuliy handied
since last Sear.

The impertant worc et ixing the standards

for grading the crops cf 1895, ivas dome at
Winnipeg en Tuesday and WVedneaday le-st.
This grain standards board ineets at WVinni-
peg alinually, atter the harvest is sufflciently
advanced te soonro sampies of thie new crep.
'Xlose are exaîuincd and standards are struck.
frein the sampies et grain breuglit in. Thes
standards are used as a gaide to the inspec-
ters in gradili g the creps. thiougit the
inspectors are alan governcd by an Act et
1'arliament iii grading tho grain. Tho stan-
dards, howver, serve as an ndditional guide
te the inspeotors. The stanads are aise
used for commercial purpoes. Thus a grain
shipper at Winnipeg ean send a amnple et
the standards et any particular grade te a
dealer in Liverpeol aud wheu the Winnipegý
shipper offer the Liverpool importer a quan-
tity et No.1 hard Manitobo, the latter eau
turii te tbe standard -,ample iii bis possession
te sc what kind et a %vlieat No. 1 lhard is.
As the grading la dome by governinecît inispec-
tera, the Liverpool importer knows that wheu
lie buys nuy particullir grade et wheat ho
dees net depend upon tbe homesty ef the
shipper, but ho relies upon officiai inspection.
Thus the standards serve a commercial pur-
poe lu carrying on business betiveen shippers,
bhe sud fert.igu buyers, as well as being used
as a guide te the inspecters iu grading the
crops.

This year nearly 27.5 bags et grain were
seured, two or moe frein mearly evexy dis-
trict of tho ceuntry,'ocd saniple containing
two bushels. Theiesamples serve as apretty
close inde-z te the condition et the cropset the
country. A great deal et choie wbeat was
ou view, but quite a prevalence et smnut ivas
noticed, aise a cousiderable nmber of irosted
samples, terne onlY just teuchait, wbule othmr
were se bad as te bo unuierchautable except
for feod. There la aIse a great pro-
valence this year et ire, shruncen berries
smitongst tire wbeat. This is s very serious
defoct snd ne wheat se aiTeeted Cali go itt
the high grades. Theso green berries canuot
be removed by inacbinery sud maIe a low
grade et fleur. The Sond sîamples this year
are unusualU heavy suad pluxnp, the No. 1
hara samples showing surprisxug weight.
But for the defeets causod by frost, amut aud
unevea ripening the crop wovuld have beau
truiy a maguificeut eue, the «9amples which
are froc trom, tîiese defects, ta.keu all arouxid,
being equal te anythiug oer shows hiera in
peint et plumpuess aud weight.

The standards board is rather a cuinhor-
sarne eue, bein,- composaid ot represontatives
et the Toronto and Montreal boards et trade,
the Ontario ,uiUers' association, the «%Vinui-
pe board et trade and grain exehiange, the
Patrons et industry sud Manitoba Farinera'
Instituts, representatie ofe the western
grain interest, both preducersansd bayera,
aud the Winnipeg sud Fort«%Villiam iuspoc-
tors. The fellowig, rsons eomposod the
board: S. Spiuh, % inuipeg, chairman; C.
N. Bell, Winnipeg, secretary; G. A. Chap-
mnu aud C. B. W%%atts, Toronto; James Car-
ruthers, Mentreal; S A. MceGaiv, Jos.
