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PRACTICAL MEDICINE

ON CZREBRAL RHEUMATISM.

In acate articular rheumatism, and :especially
when rheumatic pericarditis or endocarditis, or
both, coexist, cerebral rheumatism is not an un-
frequent accompaniment in the more urgent pe-
tiod of the articular disease. It is manifested
by a busy, talkative delirinm, occasional disposi-
tion to leave the bed, finshed face, not unfre-

_quently bathed in perspiration, restless, spark-
Iing eyes, and slight contraction of the pupils.
‘With this form of cerebral rheumatism every
medical practitioner is familar. There is, how-|a
ever, another form of cerebral rheumatism which
is probably of not less frequent occurrence, but
which is not generally recognized, or if recog-
nired, it has not, so far as I know, been described
either in medical books or in the medical periodi-
cals.

A case of this latter kind has very recently
been under my care. The subject of it was a
gentleman of middle life, of nervo-sanguine am-
perament, and of regular and temperate habita
From the 2ge of fourteen to that of thirty-nine
be passed through five attacks ¢f acute articalar

rtheamsatism. In none of these attacke did the
heart suffr. As in such subjects, so in him,
migratory rheumatism was of froquent occur-
rence. _In one such attack he suffered for some
_days from rheumatic pains in the ankles loins,
thoulders, arms, neck, and scalp, with no more
marked disturbance of the health than a little
indigestion. The urine was natural in quantity,
deepish-yellow in oclcur, had a specific gravity of
1028, a strongly acid reaction, and deposited on
. cooling & large quantity of cayenne-pepper-colour
ed crystals of uric acid. About nine o'cloc}: Gne

" morning, after expressing his freodom from rkeu-
matic pains, he somewhat suddenly began to feol
giddy and to complain of a sensation of weight
and hiaviness in the head generally and of & ten-
dency to fali in whatever direction the head

_ might be inclined. . Occasionally the sensation of
o whiz passed with electric rapidity through the
brain from back to front. At other times 11 ver
tiginous sensation was referred to the vertex,
when the gait became somewhat unsteady. His
intollect was unclouded, he could indite letters as

" came & little confused.

There was no increased heat of the head or of
thonhn‘enunﬂy,nommorvommng,nom-
jection of the sclerotion, no contraction or elters-
tion of the pupils, no “twitchings of the muscles
of the face or of those of any of the extremities.
In onewr two previous attacks slight twitchings
ofthomusé!uoftheeheehmdoftbabmh&d
occurred, & common result of mlg'rawry rhouma-

“tism. Tho breathing was easy, rogular, “and ‘the
number of mpuahons seventoon per minute.

The tongue was quite moist, but slighily furred,
there was no thirst, the appetite for food was not
sensidly altered, the bowels were regular. The
hear; and kidneys were healthy. The pulse,
ususlly 70 in bealth, presented the peculiarity of
now numbering only fifty-four per minute, a com-
mon result of depressed functional energy of the
brain. It was regular, equal, soft, and rose be-
nesth the finger witha slow, steady, measured
beat. 'The quantity of urine voided within the
first twelve hours was thirty-five onnces, but
afterwards this proportionate ratio decreased, so
that the urine did not exceod fifty ounces alto-
gether for the first twenty-four hours, It was of

deep yellow colonr, of acid reaction, specific
gravity 1026, and was quite free fmm deposit
after it had stood two daye

Perfect quietnde wasenjoined. Two pills con-
taining two grains of calomel and eight of the
compound extract of colocynth were administered,
and their action was favoured by an effervescing
draught containing tartrate of soda.  Five liquid
evacuations were produced. The general heavi-
ness and giddiness of the head now merged into
a sensation of diminished pressure over the left
brow and an aching soreness confined to the left
temple. This feeling shortly afterwards passed
in suocession to the muscles of the back of the
neck, producing stiffness and more or less pain
on motion—to the shoulders, wrists, back, thighs,
and ankles, manifesting in each locality its usual
character of rheumatism. With this transfer
from the head the pulse rose to 63, 66, 70, 72;
and the next quantity of urine voided let fall, on
cooling, a somewhat copious scdiment of wurates,
deeply coloured with the purpuraies of Proat—
the murexid of Liebig. For twenty-four hours
this excrotion of the urates continued, after which
it gave place to an excess of both the alkaline
and earthy phosphates, which continued for near-
ly two daye During this time the urine was
natural in quantity, of a rich straw colour, specific
gravity 1026, deposited on cooling a white woolly-
looking eediment, sad manifested an acid reac-
tion, which was not at all influenced by the food
taken. By heat the phosphate of lime was de-
posited in copious small balls and flakes, which
were immeodiately dissolved on the addition of
two drops of nitric acid, rendering the urine,
&4 it is wont in such cages, brilliantly clear and of
o faintly bistre light.

Here, then, was & czse of migratory ctheums-
tizm affocting the brain-substance and giving rise
to symptoms simulsting some of those premoni-
tory of apoplexy. Its real character, however,
was shown by the immodiate supervention of
cerebral symptoms on the subsidence of the rheu-
matic paing'in the ankles, and the dieappearance
oforysbahofnncmdfmmthemne,mdb"
the retwrn of these pains to the nock, back, and
limbe, and the deposit of urates and purpurates

immediately after the head-symptoms had been

relisved. That the whole cerebral mass suffered
iz rendered ‘probable by the general feeling of
heaviness over the head, by the giddihess and ths
sensation of s disposition fo fall in whatever di-
recﬁonthebeadminclined,bythemahihtyto
think without causing confnmonof idess, and by
the slowness of the pulse. - :

For sach cases I have generally found a smart’
purgation by calomel, colocynth, and tartrats of
soda the most effectual treatment.- Colocynth
exerts a wonderful power in causing the elimins-
tion of urio acid by theliver. To this effect. the
tartrate of soda contributes; but it, like all the
alkalies, also favours therexcretion of uris acid by
the kidneya. Calomel with colocynth, the alkalies,
perfect quietude of both body and mind, and a
spare diet, are consequently remediea to be adops-
ed in all such easen.®

THE ANTISEPTIC SYSTEM AT EDINBURGH.

During my attendance in Lister’s wards, be
sides o primary of a hipjoint, only four major
amputations were perforined, three of which beal-
ed wiihont a drop of pus or the slightest coastitu-
tional distwhance. I subjoin the dates at
which the dressings were changed in es< of them.
These facts speak for_ themselves, and show, not
only how rapid is the cure in successful cases, but
how much trouble is saved to the surgeon’ nn.:l
his assistauts,

W. B——, an sdult man, Ampnhhonofarm
for ununited fracture of old standing. Opers.
tion Jan, 13th. Dressings changed Jan. 14th,
16th, 19th, 23rd, and 30th,and removed Feb.‘th. .
It was really hesled by Jan. 30th.

3. B——, an adult man. Syme’s amputation

for injury (primary). Feb. O9th.’
Dreasings changed Feb. 10ib, 12th, 15th, 20th,
27th, and March 6th and 15th.

W. W—eee, an sdult man. Ampnﬁtmnof
the forearm for disease of the wristjoint, which
had been"previously cauterised and antiseptically
incised, but, though painless and discharging anly
a very moall quantity of serum, was rapidly re-
ducing the patient's strength, He was also suf-
fering from incipient phthiris ; and immediately
after the operation bis apputite returned and he
began to gain weight Operstion Feb 1lth
Dressing changed Fob. 12th, 1685, 32nd, and re-
moved Feb, 20th. It mmﬂyhededonl’ob.
22nd.

The other amputation was the anklomJ W‘
——, 8 youth of cighteert years, for sdvanced
Jdiscano of the synovial membrene. I, like the -
oﬂlem,haddmosthededttﬂmcndof&fortmght
withont a trace of suppuration, and se. the only
qswtylcﬁv—-athatoempiedbythedmagowba
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sabstitated a boracic-ecid for & carbolic-acid dres-
sing before the sore was ptm’ecﬂy soperficial.
After this had been applied for six days, it be-
came clear that the discharge which had scaked
- "throngh the boracis lint had putrefied, and es de-
composition spmd into theinterior of the wound
it soon gave rise to extensive supparation, with
awalling, and breaking down of the newly-formed
tissue in the beel fiap. The stump is not yet
healed.

Of three excisions which occurmd dwrring my
visit, one was of the knee in a boy thirteen years
of age, for oeseous snchylosis, the result of old
disease, in which, a8 in the two following cases,
the fact of the skin being unbroken gave full op-
portunity for carrying out the antizeptio treat-
ment. My, Lister removed only just sufficient
of the bones to enable him to straighten the limb,
for which purpose the outar hamstring had to be
divided during the operation. A posterior Gooch’s
‘aplint extending from the glutesl fold to the heel
wag thickly padded with cotton wool covered with
boracic lint above and below the knee, and, to
protect this from being soiled by the discharge
soaking through the dressing, a piece of thin
macintosh cloth was placed over it behind the
knoe, and for some distance beyond, both up-
wards and downwards. The whole was bandaged
to the Jimb, and the day after the operation fixed
in positiocn by plasterof-Paris. No permsanent
pedding was placed behind the knee, but at each
changing of the dressing, the space which existed
at this part between the limb and the macintesh
cloth was stuffed with gaaze, which answered the
double purpose of extending the dressing at the
posterior aspect of the leg and giving support to
the joint. Healing took place without & drop of
pus in thres weeks. I give below the dates ai
which the dressings wero changed. Operation
January 22nd ; dressings changed Jannary 23rd,
24th, 26th, 28th, February 2vd, 9th, and 15th,
when it was found that no discharge whatever
had teken place since the preceeding changing of
the dressing. -

“The other two excisions were of elbow-joints,
in boys of eleven and fourteen years respectively,
for anchylosis, the result of injury. In these
there was some suppuration from tensiom, but
putrefaction did not oocur, and healing was com-
plete at the end of eight weeks in the former, and
nine in the latier case: .In the. foergoing ope-
rations, as in all Mr. Lister’s cases, the bieeding
vessels were secured by the Imepued caigut
ligature.

Tn the trestment of abcoesa, \mless tho curdy
odndition of the pus yenders it ‘impossible, Mz,
Lister now inakes an incizion!only mﬁuently
large to admit a drainage-tube of suitabie aize,
and this is found quite sdequate to the purpose,
for when the granulations which form the so-call-
ed pyogenio membrane are relisved from one cause
whioh excites them to suppurate—nsamely, ten-
sion,—without the substitution of another in the
shaps of putrefaction, ﬁmy ocass to form pus,
but the discherge assumes s sercus character on
the second day, and gredually diminighes in
smount o the end of ths case. The courss of an
alwoess connected weith diseass of bons is common-

Iy todious ; but the dischsrge, if rest be maintain-
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ed, iz serous after the first opening, and scon
becomes frifling in amount, and if no putrefus-
tion occurs, the general health remains unaffected
and an ultimate cure may bo conveniently ex-
pxcted. Thus C. L———, 2 man somewhat ad-
vanced in age, has just left the Inrfimary who
had been an inmate for two years, suffering from
a lumbar abscess connected with caries of the
epine. It was opened and dressed antiseptically,
and, following the usual course in euch ceses, the
discharge gradually dirsinished in amount, and
ultimately the sinus closed. Aftef this the pa-
tient was kept in bed for six weeks, and then al-
lowed 1o assume the erect position for a short
period every day, but with the result of the re-
formation of the absoess after some time had
elapsed. This, which was treated like the first,
had been, when I saw the patient, for many
'weekn healed, and be was allowed to get up for &
quarter of an hour every day, wearing a metallic
support for the spins, and since then he has re-
mained spparently well. I may mention, also,
the case of E. J——— a young woman about
twenty-three years of age, who was admitted in
August 1873, suffering from acute suppuration
of the hipjoint. An abscess, which extended
some distance down the thigh, was treated anti-
septically, and a long splint applied to the imb.
During the time that she was under my observa-
tion, the abscess had been for some weeks healed,
but the splint waa still applied, and ahe complain-
od only of slight and very occasional pains in the
joint, She has since left the hospital cured.

In the simpls acute or chronic abscees the pro-
gress is generally very rapid. A good example
of such a case is that of J. B—, a lady’s maid,
in whose neck BMr. Lister opened an abcess of
the size of a large orunge, of two yeare' stand-
ing, and possibly originating in & gland. Ths in-
cizion was made with & tenotome, and admitted a
drainago-tabe one-eighth of an inch in diameter.
Thedmchargewusemunonthesewnd day, and
on the eloventh healing was complete, though
some old inflammatory thickening of the part re-
mained. It is unnecessary to say that no visible
scar resulted from the puncture.

The introdnction of an sdditional safeguard
haa lately been induced by the failure in two
cases to prevent putrefaction, though the utmost
care was used in the dressing. One was that of
an abscess by the side of the knequmt, which
had previously been treated in the same wards,
and had then hesled after remaining eleven
months free from decomposition, but putrefied
twodnyaaﬁerthesecondopenmg,thoot.herm
mexmmnofthemmma,mwhchmnmﬂnrm
sult occurred.

waa anticipated that the mischief on its suxfuce
would be corrected. Bnt even if this be dons it
ia clearly possible for dust to fall upon the gauze
ut the moment of epplication, and by its presence
greatly to endenger the result .A. simple and
perfectly trastworthy plan of overcoming the diffi-
culty is to moisten the innermost layer of the
dressing with the spray or lotion, or to apply a
Ioose piece of gauze soaked in the Jotion beneath
the general covering, the latter plan having the
advantage of fixing the protective in position, and
applying itself accurately to the paxt.

I have only now to add & few remarks on ths
subject of tho spray-producer. Besides thab
worked by hand, and the large and somswhat
cunbrous machine which was exhibited by Mr.
Lister at the British Medical Association at Ply-
mouth in 1871, and which is used for all the
larger operations in the infirmary, a spray-pro-
ducer has been lately made, in which, while it
acta on the same principle as the two others, the
bellows is worked by the foot instead of by the
hand. * It consists of o st botile, adapted to fis
the pocket, which, with the bellows, resta on the
ground, while the air and water are conducted in
separate but contiguous india-rabber tubes, six
feet in length, to the mmall nomle which is held
in the hand, by means of which the direction of
the spray may be shifica with the greatest readi-
ness. A small movable metal cap is provided for
the protection of the pointa at which the gpray is
generated ; and if & piece of muslin be tied over
the tube leading to the bellows, go that all the
air entering may be roughly filtéred, the whole
will be found e:dzsmelyconvenient,ayeﬁal.yh
private practics, as it onablea the surgecn
nbmgemostoxdmarydmmngnnngle—hndd.

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Tt was ot onos stopped by ligature of the vena
portse and v. hopatica. Ligature of the v. iepatica
alone materially diminished thesecretion ; ligature
of the aorta at %dmphmgm materially dimin-
ished the secretion,but did not entirely stopit;
Xigature below the origin of the caliac artery aug-
mented it ; ligature of the vena cava ascendens
immediately caused stoppage of the biliary secre-
ticn. All circumstances causing contraction of
the vessels diminished the amount of secretion,
as, for example, hritation of an exposed nerve,
division of the spinal cord just below the medulla
oblongats, and -injecyion of strychnin—ZLondon
Zancet.

HYGIENE.
RECENT VIEWS ON THE PROPAGA-
TION OF CHOLERA.

Dr. E A_ Parkes, F.R.8,, Professor of Eygi-
ene in the Army Medical School, Netley, discus-
»ea very elaborately in the newly published De-
partmental Report on Hygiene for the year 1872,
some of the most recent additions to our know-
ledge on the mode in which cholers spreads, and
the agents necessary for its propagation. After
summarising and discussing the views of Petten-
kofer, Sanders, Bryden, and others, he concludes
that the view which looks on the cholers poison
as carried by men, and then increasing and
spreading more or less in varionz ways by water,
air, or food, according a8 it meets with favouring
conditicns, is more in accordance with ficts than
“the view which assumes that two unknown quan-
~tities (the unknown cholera mizsma and the un-
-known local conditions of Pettenkofer) must be
brought together in order to evolve the epidemic
outbreaks of cholera. One poiut may be noticed
in this discussion—the unhesitating balief of all
varties (Kiichenmeister, Sanders, and Petten-
kofer), that cholera is spread only by buman in-
tercourse. ' With them this point has passed out
of the circle of controversy. They consider it
sottled. Tho viewa of Tryden, interesting as they
are to them, have made no impression, and the
wind-driven theory of cholera-spread hes found no
acceptance at their hands. .

THERAPEUTICS.

. "CANNABIS INDICA IN MIGRAINE.
" Dr. Williams (Report of Sussex Asylum,
1873,) says that some years age he was induced
to make o trial of Indian hemp ir this disorder,
the t-eatment of which remains in a very unsat-
isfactory condition. The most.oppoeits remedies
are tried and found useless, and at last the un-
happy petient gives up all treaumont in(disgust.
‘Bix casés are reported which were consecutive,
and wero nttended within the last two yeis.
Two were patienta in the asylum, the othums offi-
"olals connected with it. One male. kad for four
years sufferod from sick headnches At first the
*intervals averaged fourteen dxys, socn they 'were
* roduced to eight or ning, zad latterly four or'five,
Thoe bowmp wes takemc for eight weeks, during
which thero were two attafks, reducod both in
length ond iptonsity, Thedrug waa discontinucd

nea.r]‘ytbmemontha, and in that time there were
two ‘“very slight’ attacks, and one mather severe

but short. A female had been subject o mi-],

graine for twenty years. During the last few
years the paroxysms, which were very severe, re-
curred every eight or ten days, lasting from twen-
ty-four to thirty-six hours or longer. Half-grain
doses were taken right and morning for five or
six. weeks, when the attacks were much slighter,
and diminished to one a month. The dose was
increased to one grain, and the headaches became
still less severe and frequent, hardly deserving
the name of sick headache. In another female
the seizures recurred about five times a month,
but were slight. They were reduced to one a
month by doses of one-third of a grain of the ex-
tract. In another female the attacks were not
diminished in frequency, but the patient admitted
not having taken the medicine regularly, though
a double dose, taken when the headache waa com-

ing on, often velieved it. A female had suffered |
twelve years The headaches recurred about!

cnoe & week. A month after commencing the
drug, the intervals were lengthened to five or six
weeks, and the attacks much slighter. In a male,
the peizures came on every fortnight or three
weeks, The drug was taken in half-grain doses
during nearly three months. From the first dose
being taken, the patient never had a gick head-
ache.’ In the above cases no drug whatever was
used except the cannabis Indica, the alcoholic ex-
tract of which Dr. Williams believes to be the
best preparaticz. .

GYNZCOLOGY.

REDUCTION OF CHRONIC INVERSION
OF THE UTERUS. °

Dr. Barnes contributes an article to the Obstet-
rical Journal on a new method for effecting Re-
duction of the Uterus in Chronic Inversion. He
refers to a paper which he communicated to the
Royal Medical and Chirurgical 8Society, in. which
be passed under review the verious inethods
which has been adopted in desling with this dis-
placement, and pointed out the remarkable success
which had attended’ the plan proposed and prac-
tised by tbe late Dr. Tyler Sinith of keeping up
elastic pressure for days together if . ecessary, so
a8 to wear out the resistance offered by the con-
tracted neck of the tnmour. In the memoir just
quoted, the author relatei = [case in which, after
having given s fair trial 1o sustained elastic pres-
sure, and having fuiled in reducing she inversion,
he overcame the obstacle by makirg small inci-
tions in the oonstricking cervix. A second case
is now xecorded in which the withor's method
provid successful Ha mommqeads that, after
feilure by simple pressure, a challow incizion
should be made on each side of the os uteri, and
that the elastic pressure shoud be reapplied, and

back experienved during the application of sus-
tained pressure is the time during which it is
commonly necessary to kesp it up, during which
the patient mmat endure pain and run the risk
of inflummation. The plan now proposed fog
adoption shortens this poriod, .

THE CONVEYANCE OF PUERPERAL FEVER

Dr. Gervis thinks it likely that the
clue to the oocurrence of the toxmmia in the seo- -
ond case is to be found, in the condition of the .

EARLY VIABILITY OF TEE PETUS. .

Dr. Madden, in a paper on the Earlv Viability
of the Feetus in Premature Deliveries, allades to
the legal signification of the term “born alive” in
various countries; but, according to his view,
every infant that enters the world alive and free
from any disease and malformation which must
of necessity produce its immediate death ia viable
at whatever period of gestation delivery may oc-
cur, or however short may be the term of its ex-
trauterine life. After referring to the difficulties _
in determining the earliest period at which ges-
tation may terminate in a viable child, he quotes
several instances from various sources in which &
living child was born at a very early period of
pregnancy, even as early ss the fourth month and

This rerolution amounted simply to turning the
question into ono of the abuso of medical chari-
ties, and practically doos ‘not meat thoend in
view, Crr object, howsver, in refering o Uie
subject is to bring before our readers the fact that
in relation to tho matter of “attending the poor
and the working class the profession in England
is very much in advanco of our state in Canads’;
and to snggest that it is worth while for Cana-
dian’ medical men to give sttention to the pro-
gress that is making in England. It happens
that in many parts of Ontario the whole burden
of aitending the sick poor and’the cost of sup-
plying them with medicines falls upon the modi-
cal profession.  Hero we havo none or very fow
provident dispensarics, and ‘the system of sick
clubs has not atlained one-tenth of the develop-
mimt reached in England. But as against thia
wiat, it must be said that our arlizan class i
perliaps botter able and more willing than.the
corresponding class in England to pay the sex-
wioes of their moldical attondant Our pauper
¢lass, however, in almost cntiroly unprovided for,
What is wanted in Canada, we think, is a uyw-
tem of out-paticnt attendance in connection with
the gencral bospitals in tho citics; tho cstablish-
ment of provident dispensarios, sick clubs, and
benefit socictios in tho towns; and a moro geno-
ral application of the plan of appointing doctors
for tho poor in the townships and rurs! districts,
No doubt, in spite of all means of this Xind, doo-
tors would still bo called upon to do a great deal
of purcly gratuitous work, and would no doubt
do it quite uncomplainingly ; but when we find
that tho dutiss of the Stato and the obiigations of
tho public in the matter of providing for the sick
poor =10 almost altogetber shifiod on to the
shoulders of modical men, it bocomes a proper
thing to sct forth the unfairness of such a bur’
den being imposed, and %o ask that at lcast soma .
moans bo adopted for alloviating it, .

SPINAL IRRITATION AS A CAUSE .
OF CATALEPSY. .

By Jaxxs Nxmsm, M.D, |,
The rarity of catalepsy no less than the singu~
laxity of the disorder makés it interosting, though
by reeson_of ity rare occurrence ita practical im-
portance is no doubt greatly lossened. Sir Thom-
as Watsoh relutes that he nover saw an instunos
of perfect catalepey, and mentions his regret st
not having availed himself of an opportunity of
sneing such & case which once presentod itsclf in
the practice of & friend. All systematic wribss
trent of its rarity ; indeed some bave doubted its
existence or its claims to rank as  distinct dis-
easo, such authors being disposed to regard it ax
one of the protean forms of hysteris; but its ex-
istence as & malady presenting definite charactex-
istics is sufficiently established,  Dr. Lee, of New
York, Las ccllected s number of cases. ,
Copland gives the following definition of, éata-
lepsy -—“A mdden,.dap‘rivatim} 1of sense, intelli~
gence, and voluntary motion, the patient retaining

the ssme position, during the paroxysm, in which,
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he woa'at the moment of attack, or in which he
may be placed during its continuance, the pulse
and respiration being but lLittls affected.” The
suspension of consciousnesa is an essentisl feature
" of perfect catalepay, but with respect to this and
other pbenomenn of the disease there is much
variability in diffevent caser. The etiology snd
pathology of the disorder are on all hands regard-
ed as very obscore,
During the summer of 1872 it fell to my lot to
be consulted in a esse of catalepsy in the neigh-
« bouring township of Ernestown, the patient being
s lady from the United Staies on a visit to her
friends. She was under middle £g, of chlorotic cast
of countenance, but with regular catamenis. Her
history and condition showed what appeared to
me to be adistinct canse of the cataleptic seizures,
and it is this which induces me to make public a
short notice of her case. Dr. Reynolds has ob-
served the cataleptic state to ensue in case of
chronic ramollissement of the brain and in tnber-
cular meningitis. In this case it appeared to me
that the canse lay in a previous inflammation of
the meninges of the spinal cord in the Jower part
of the dorsal region. The apinal lesion, whatever
ita procise nature, had been followed by a partial
paralysis, the right Jower limb having been para-
lyzed for & time. 'When X saw her she had re-
covered from the paralysis, but there remained a
tender and painful spot over the spipe at the seat
-of the previous inflammation. There was no his-
tory of any affection of the brain, and on this ac-
count, as well as from the circumstance that the
gravity of the spinal disorder had diminished, I
was inclined to hope that the case might be am-
enable to treatment.
T recognized two indications—{1.) to alleviate
the spinal irritation ; (2.) to improve the general

health. Emplastrom belladonnsm was applied| -

_over the tender part of the spine with the almost
immediate effect of diminishing the tsndernesa in
the locality, lessening the frequency of the seiz-
wures, and shortening the duration of the parox-
ysma. Their severity wes also diminished, o very
happy result, as the respiration had before been
80 embarassing as (o lead tc much anxiety.

The second indication was met by the admmnis-
tration of a chalybeate and bitter tonic, contain-
ing quinine, tincture ‘of the muriate of iron,
liquor strychnins, and infosion of quassia.  Under
this combined treatment I had the satisfaction of
noting in & few days a marked improvement;
‘the patient and her friends indeed were warm in
-their expressions at the gratifying change. Un-
Fortanately for my continned observation of so
interesting a case, she soon returned to the Unit-
«d States.

I was forced to diagnose the case as one of cata-
lepsy from the utter loss of aonsciousness during
the paroxysm and by the attendant phenomena

- belonging to this malady. The cause of the dis-
_ -order seemed t0 me to be involved in the lesion
" that had occurred to the apinal cord ; but of the

histry of this previous affection I could only ob-

{sin the patient’s own account. The tendernees

«of ibe spine when I siw her wea certeinly no
" merly hysterical imagining. It was always
awited in thi~same spot, and pressure gave uni-

form results both when the patient’s attention
was diverted and otherwise. This irritation, it
is reasonable to supposs, was relieved by the
local spplkication of belladonua.  Ressoning in
this way from the effect following the rcmoval
of the most obviously perceptible’ cause, we must
regard the case as establishing so far as it goea
ona fact in the etiology of catalepay, namely, that
irritation of the gpinal cord may be followed by
the phenomena of this disorder. Ttis to be re-
marked, however, in this case that during the
existence of the graver symptoms of epinal 1nen-
ingitis, paralysis was the more immediata conse-
quence; and that during the chronic persistence
of traces of the inflammation in the shape of ten-
derness and irritation, at & remoter period, the
gingular phenomensa of catalepsy came on.

KEMOVAL OF BRONCHOCELE
Mr. A. Durham performed this operation on
May 27. The following details ‘are given in the
Guy's Hospital Gazetts (May 31). - The patient,
aged forty-seven, twenty years ago had noticed a
lump in her throat; this had increased in sire
ever since, growing more rapidly efter each con-
finement. The tumour had now reached a very
large size, being globuler in form and measuring
19} in, in circumference. The patisnt wss very
greatly inconvenienced by its presenca.  Mr. Dur-
ham refarred to & case in which be removed & -’
milar tumour in a patient who was supposed to be
suffering from phthisia, The operation was in
every way successful, the wound healing by pri-
nury union, and the patient getting quite well.
Mr Durba.n thought that no treatment other then
removal would be of any benefit in this case; and
in fact every treatment had been tried. It wasbet-
ter to opercte early in thess cases, while the pa-~
tient was in s good state of health, than to wait till
the patient had been reduced by the disease. Mr -
Durham thought that thyrotomy would be an ap~
propriate name for this operation. The patient now
being under chloroform, Mr Durham made a verti--
cal incision over the tumour, about 7 in.Jong ; this
was carried a8 nearly as possible to what seemed
to be thecyst-wall ; the tissues'were then separat~
ed from the growth by means of a raspatory and
the fingere.  Towards the bese of the ttmour some-
bleeding oocurred.  This was controlled by means
of serrefine forcopsand torsion. The tumour was
closely adherent to the trachea, but was separated
from i without much difficalty. The tubs had "
been considerably compressed by the tumour.®
The left common carotid wasexposed during the .
operation, and was seen pulsating in. the wonnd.
The growth had also extended to very near the
pleura. The attachments baving been severed the
‘umour was removed, and was found to consist of '
the right lobe and the ifthmus of the -thyroid
glaud ; the left lobe, being enlarged, was also re-
mowud, forming a tumour weighing about 1} oz .
There were several veins which had to be ligatar- |
od, catgut ligatures being used. Torsion wus ap-
plied to all ths arterios, and the wound was care-
fully brought togetber. No skin was removed. -
The operation lssted an hour and & quartar.: The.
Iarge tamour was fourd to weigh 3lba. ‘113 oz, |
end had undergons calcareous degemerstion in.
soveral placos. Mr. Durbam remarked that in,
some cases the antire tumour had been fozad to
be calcified. The operation of removal’ of bron-
choosle waa first pexformed by Dr. Wexren Greens,
of the United Statex The first case in which ha
opersted proved unsuccessful, but s8er this be,
eight suvcessful cases. Tho opern-
tion had not been performed more than twelve
times altogether, and thic was the third time that
it had been dons at Guy’a.

VJECTION OF PERCHLORIDE OF
TlggleN PUERPERAL HIMORRHAGE,
By Mr. A. B. Srzzer, Liverpool ]

*  When the injection of a powerful styptic into
the uterns as a means of contrvlling post-partura
hemorrhage was first suggested in- the pages of
the British Medical Journcl in 1869, I ventured
to expreas my fear that the scmewhat unqualified
advocacy of this ngvel treatment was calculated
 to mislend theinexperienced practitioner, and to
divert his attention from those measures which
are founded upon physiologizal data, and upon the
sccumulated experience of obstetricians gince the
time of Williem Hunter ;» and further * that the
only efficient means of controlling uterine hemor-
rhage is to securs uterine coniraction ; and that
local astyptics, so useful in some forms of mon-
uterine hemorrhage, are us a general rule inap-
plicable to uterine hemorrhage.”

. Dr. Barnes a¢ that time stated his belief that
the intra-uterine injection of perchloride of iron

" to arrest poet-partim bemorrhage was “one of
the most valuable improvements ever introduced
into the practice of midwifery.” An expression
of opinion 83 sirong and from so high an autho-
rity impressed me strongly, in spite of my theo-
rotical objections, and' I finally resolved to put
the pian to the teat of practical experience on
the first opportunity. :

.side observsition, and finding from recent discus-
sions that the treatment. in question is st sub
Judice, I feel bound to contribute my quota to

“the settlement of so inportant a guestion in ob-
stetric practice.

. A circumstance which more immediately de-
termined my sdoption of this mode of treatment
was the accident of niy listening to a graphic de-
scription of a case by Dr. Williama, of Wrexham,
givenst a meeting of the North Wales Branch of
the British Medical Association, held last sum-
mer st Bals, a4 which X had "the good fortune to
be present. A lady who bad been attended by
Dr. Williams in several labours invariably suffer
ed from post-partum bemorvhage to a degree
which caused much soxiety for her immediate
safety, and rendered "each approaching confine-
ment asource of dread to herself and her frienda.
On the oocesion of her last confinement, Dr. Wil-
linms detennined to try the effest of the iron in-
jection &s recommended by Dr.-Barnes, and ao-
cordingly tais was -done immediately efter the
expulsion of ‘the plicenta and before hemorrhage
had commenced No sooner was the operation
completed than the patient, notwithstanding her
usual dreul of impending hemorrhage, at- onos
exclaimed, ** X am better now, and I know I shall
hive 1.0 bleoding this time ;” and such proved to
bo the cass, and her recovery was excellent.
This cass in.pressed ms 80 strongly that X resolved
to adopt thy plan en the first suitable occasion,
which shiortly sfier precented itself in the follow-
ing case +— ~ .

being effected without Iong and forcible traction’;
hemorrhage cosued, which was controlled by the
ordinary measures, but a subsequent draining of
blood continued, which, although not excessive
in quantity, was nevertheless a sonrce of much
anxiety in her alveady exhausted oondition®
She, however, ultimately recovered after a tedious
and troublesome puerperal period. The child
waa born alive, but died in a fow weeks from
disrrhees. and atrophy consequeat upon loss of
breast milk and general debility. ‘

The second labour was almost s difficult and
protracted as the first; she was delivered after
long traction with the forcepe of a fine living
female child. Hemorrhage again set in imme-
dintely after the completion of lsbour. X at once
injected a solation of iron, one part of g, ferri
perchloridi fortior. to four of water, which in a
few minutes completely controlled all bleeding,
and caunsed firm general contraction of the uterns,
contrasting favourably with the imperfect and
unrelsble contraction s0 common under-these
circumstances ; and which on the former occa-
sion rendered her condition critical for 2 consid-
erable time. Her recovery, although complicat-
ed by constitutional delicacy and feebleness, was
nevertheless much more favoursble than in her
first confinement, and the child lived and thrived
well.

The following case, which oocurred shortly
after that just related, is even mors specially il-
lustrative'of the value of the iron injection, not
only in puerperal hemorrhage, but also in the
hemorxhages of abortion. .

A patient about twenty-five years of age, &
fair, delicate-looking woman, the mother of one
child, first consulted me for a constant, and at
times profuse loss of blopd, which had lasted for
many weeks, after an abortion at the fourth
month. I opened up the cervix with tents and
swabbed the uterine cavity freely with the undi-
hated L. ferri perch. fortior. ; after two applica-
tiona all bleeding ceased, and in 2 short time she
was quite well. About o year later I was called
to see -her in consultetion with her medical at-
tendant, in consequence of post-partum hemor-
thage of a formidable character, which had come
on about en hour after the completion of labour,
aud had already caused great depression, ap-
proaching to collapse. The bleeding was prompt-
Iy checked by compression, cold cloths, and -the
other crdinary means, but reaction was slow in
taking place; the patient remsined for some
hors in a feeble, excited state, with delirium and
other symptoms of oonstitutional distarbance,
which Yequired closs walching for two or thres
days. She recovered alowly but completely. In
about twelve months after this sho was sgain
taken in labour, end I saw ber again as soon ss
the pains set in.  Her labour waseasy and some-
what tepid.- Every precaution ip anticipation of

before the expulsion of the head, careful compres-
#'on of uterus with the hand thronghout and sab-
sequent to the expulsive stage, compress and bip—
der, and 50 on.  For a short time after delivery
all went on well, and I left the room, but was:
soon Tecalled by the nurse, as the patient told
her “there was a good deal coming awsy.” Iat
once recognized the effects of hemorrhage in her
pallid lips and faint comdition, and fonnd 2 large
quantity of cosgula in the bed and in the vagica,
from which fluid blood was still flowing. The
uterus, a]thoughnotenﬁmlyﬁamid,mdoughy,
and did not readily respond to compression, I
hastily prepared a strong sclution of the sclid
perchloride (which fortunately I had brought
with me), and having cleared the uterus and
vagina from clots, during which- process I could
feel the warm stream siill fiowing, I threw up
about a quart of the fluid, which at onee checked
the bleeding, and in a few minutes the uterus,
a.ndespeciallytheos,wxaﬁrm]yonnh'acwd. No
further bleeding mor any untoward sympiome
followed, and the patient made a beiter and
quicker recovery than she had ever Gons on for
mer occasions. In each of these cases the pa~
tients themselves appeared te appreciste the bene-
ficial effects of the iron injection,mdwnequim
a feeling of confidence in its power to control the
bieeding in a fow minutes after its application ;
& sense of security which, while enoouraging. to
the accoueheur, is not without ita beneficial emo~
tional effect upon the-patient. I bave used the
iron in & few other instances not so typical nor
80 interesting as to deserve record here; but in
all the result hes been satisfactory, and unattend—
ed by any unappreciable after consequences of a
disagreesble nature. .
