THE DOMESTIC DIFFICULTY.

Times you see are changed. How are we as a community
to advance with them, and to re-adapt onr houscholds to the
scarcity of domestic labour which we mustall admit? Taar
1s tas qrsstion! Withont attempting to solve ail the pro-
blems at once, we present a few suggestions which may here
and there be at once adopted, and others which we may as a
community gradually work up to.

No. I.—Tr= Fps. Dirnicoury,

This iz one of the greatest bugbears of the dumestic servant
in small families.

The coal is perhaps purchased on the wharf and sent up in
little carts, drawa by little horses, and driven by inhuwan if
pot infernal little carters, who ingeniously “dump” the coal
on the spot best adapted to increass the labour of its storage,
and to create the greatest possible amoant ot incoaveaieace
in the meantime to passers by. If possible, the weather
chosen is wet, and the time, fowards dust; and the two men
with large shovels, who demand the job of putting in your
coal, leave you no option bui to pay them whatever they
choose to demand, rather thaa allow the coal to lie in the
street all night.

Or, you order s load of kindling wood, and pay $3 for it,
including del cery —after a few days you find a quantity of long,
rough Loards ¢ flopped” dowan in the street opposite your
door, and you are compelled to go 6ut and seek 8 man or two
to haul them into the  wood shed.” A'snow storm is usually
selected for this kind of dclivery, because it is essential that
your wood should be dry for “ kindiing purposes.”

Now, “Pateriamiliag," do you really reckon every year
how much voar fuel costs you, and how large in proportion is
the cost of the labour whick you put upon it?

Are any of these “wood yards" situated across an open
yard whence Biddy is expected to trail to and fro dsy by day
for her wood ?

Are there any families in Montreal, where Biddy is ex-
pected to bring in her blocks at night, and pile them up
round the kitchen fire, and chop ber ** kindling ™ and pat it
in the oven at bed-time, to get it dry for lighting the fire in
the morning? Is it a comely, comfortadle, safe, or necessary
practice ?

In metropolitan citics, it is always necessary to lighten
labour, and ip this city if our fuel associationg, homes of in-
dustey and retail tradesmen will take the hint, we venture to
predict that ap overwhelming success would foliow the in-
troduction of Eunropean convenieaces, in the delivery of fuel
to the consumers. Coal should be delivered in sacks after the
London usage, and coal cellars should b: provided before
every house, opened to the footwalk by grids, 60 as to ensure
delivery from the street in a few minutes. Wood should be
delivered and stacked within the premises in small convenient
blocks, sawn and split by steam power at the yard—a very
small percentage on the value would cover the cost of the
labour thus applied. Kiadling wood should be prepared in
small bundles, enough for one fire, with one rosined stick and
string so placed as o ensure combastion of the whole.

If it is said that this is already the prastice of a few, then
we reply— ' let the exception prove ths rule” and be placed
withia the reach of all.

But the improvements of the future in our city life chsuld
go_far beyond auch conveniencer, which after all would only briug
Montreal, as a rising meotropolitaa city, up to the level of the
present age. In the future we see results whick were regarded
as “ Utopian™ whea it-was proposed to convey gas into pri-
vate houses, and to tax & whole community for a water sup-
ply.  Prejuadices melt more slowly, bat oot lesssarely, than
thow ; aud the time may come, amd we may live to see it,
when hot watzr pipzd, 83 well a3 gad pipes, will be demanded
of every laoidlord. Hot water is an cascntial ia civilized
life,

It is an expensive luxary when each family has to botl its
own kettle, but it would bz oaly a little dearec than cold
water, tf thi: gonsumption were 88 gencral and the mode of
distrivntion as nniversal.  What would be the saving of
labour? An officicat fice brigade would, at cach of its priu-
cipal siations, have a great stationary cuging, capable of ven-
tilating scwers, heating dwellings, running small machinery,
aud heading fires, with & power and economy yet unknowan,
or if known, yet undeveloped—with a gain to the Corporation
and a-tenfold gain to the commuaity. In Liverpool, Eog-
land, bydraulic engines may be purchased from- the Corpora-
tibn, and watcf-powerk is on the bill of fare of the Water

Committse. Let us not forget-that in some of the devices
and contrivances of civilized life Montreal is bebind the age,
We are ready on the fusl question—area coal cellnrs—sawn
and stacked wood—kindling bundles—only ad interim ; then
our City Curporation will supply us with hot as well as cold
water : . :

QUEBEC.
(By @ Qorrespondent ¢f The Queen.)

If the readers of The Queen could but obtala the magnificent
view of the St, Lawrence which I eujoy from wmy window in
the third story of the St. Louis Hotel, they would nelthersigh
for the dreamy waters of Venice nor the beautiful reaches of
the Rhine, The river is grand, beyond my powers of deserip-
tion ; it is a fitting inlet for all the ships of the world ; a suit-
able outlet for the great feesh.water seas of ths interior of

- America, The rivers of England arc stroamlets of reasonable

size to How iato it on elther side; but none of them would
rank with its principal tributaries,

The October weather takes mu wholly by surprise; it be-
longs to sunny Italy rather thau to & land famed like Canada
for ice and snow. - A beautiful haze over the water softens tho
otherwise too rugged aspect of the opposite shore, and 1 can
just catch the dreawmy outline of the mountains in the dis-
tance. I know nuthing of New York, Boston, or the other
great seaports of America; but T am not sorry that [ have
entered the New World Ly the portals of 3t, Lawrence,  The
evidence of all my scuses contradicts the appellation 4 New
World.” Aun antiquarian might demonstrate that our abbeys
and cathedrals are centuries older than any buildings of Que-
bec ; but there is a something in the quaint appearance of this
town which tells one that it {s far more ancient than any-
thing that we have at home. 1 have seon Chester, but it is
comparatively modern, and its wall was built a fuw years ago.
1f the blank white chalk clitfs of Dover could be made to beac
the grey and veaerable appesrance of the heights of Abrmham;
if that city were much larger, and built at the bottom and
top and in every accessible portion of the face of the clitfs; if
the houses were of all outlaadish styles of architecture, if they
faced all points of the compass; if the streets had all sorts of
tucns and twists and zig-zagy, it they inclined at all possible
angles with the horizon ; if all short cuts were by long Hights
of ateps, the laborious asceat of which is like climbiog from
a lower into an upper world ; if it had its mountains, its go-
vernor's palace and gardens, its handsome French and ftsuely
Eaglish catbhedral, and with all this the beautiful autanmnal
foliage of the Canadian frees—it would be suwmething like
Quebec,

The houses generally bave double windows for protection
against the cold in winter. There is a movable paue in the
outer one, which can be opened for the purpose of ventilation
when the weather will permit.  The rooms are heated by
means of stoves, which can be placed inavy part of the room.
This m=thod is the same as that used in France, auid I think
it far preferable to that we have in Englaud, as, in the Iatter
case, the heat aearly all gors up the chimacey, while {n the
former the whole of it i3 utilized, and an equable temperature
is difused throughout the room. The Eaglish method would
be well nigh impossible ia the depth of the Canadian winter,
not ouly because of the enormous waste of fuel, but becauss
no house could be made thoroughly wirm, With the coals at
the present prices, it would be well for our Eaglish house-
keepers o take & loaf out of the Canadian book  Certainly,
with proper attention. one-half of the amount of fuel will
produce double the effect that we obtain at home, The Can-
adians, however, think anthracite, a species of huard coal prin.
cipsally from the United States, the best coal. It burns with-
out smoke, and, by a self-feeding acrangement of the stove,
the fire continuws day and night from one moath's end to
another.  Many Canadian houses are heated in every room by
hot air or water pipes from a furnace or boiler in the bases
ment ;. but this is only in very superior establishments.

The strects are unpaved nnd maddy, aad tuey are {requently
crossed by gullers or sewers, protected by a fow planks. The
footpaths are covered with planks laid lengthwise, except in
those places where the declivity is 5o great that steps are ro-
quired. Some of these are immense staircases, aad all that [
have seen are built of wood. Some of the houses have one or
more of the outer walls of stone, and the others of wowl: a
mode of constructiou I have observed nowhere else. The roofs
are also a povelty to me; some of them seem to be small
picces of sheet fron placed like tiles, overlapping vach othar,
and altogether unprotectsd from the waather by paint or any
other substance. They are black and somewhat rosty, but
exposure to the atmasphere doey not seem 1o deteriorate them
very rapidly. Other hoases are covered with small plates of
tinned irou, placed in the same maoner, These preserve their
bright apprarance to 4 remackable extent, su that the roof of
fuch & honse appears as if made of sheets of siivered glasy
The French cathedral is covered in this maoner, and 8o are
many of the principal buildings. Our Loodon atmosphers
would tarnish these unprotected tin plates in a fortnight, and
yet they here maintain a very considerable degree of brillinney
for years. )

Two-tnirds of the inhabitants of Quubac are Frenche—not
the French of to-day, but puople who speak, and apeak well,
the language of one buvdred and Gifty years ago. Thers are
many who understand English, bat they evidently entertain
much greater reapect fur the Btranger who mddresses them in
theic own tongue.  They ate very vconomical iu their Labita,
and will live ou less than half the amount thatan Eagtish-
man of the wame cluss conisidurs necursary.  Tuey ure polite,
obliying, aod Rindly-hewrted § theie warking people are coa-
scicativus but slow workers, and carnless than nverage WAgrA.
They iollow the lead of the Eoglish-speaking inhabitants w
that extent that there i3 A saying among the latter that every
“live man” hik to carry a Froachnan an bis back. It is very
sirange that under such citvnmatioces they have preserved
ro-perfectly theiv Feeach tongue of forinae days, and theic
Freoch custom« which amotat to o law of the lund, nnd even,
to A great extent, among conatey peaple, costumes that wers
French fashions before General Wolf sealed the heights of
Abrabam. - Their arket is conseqiently o very picturesqus
sight; they come to it from all quarters on foot, an i in various
outlandish sorts of vehicles, some of which, I haveb.en grave-
1y assured; are not less than one huudred years old. - Of thy
English-speaking inkabitants more than one-half are Irish,
and they are said to be by no means over loyal to the Crown.

The Canadinn ladies are foreed to do their own housework
to a great extent, bucause of the extreme difficulty of gotting
servants; or-hieips, as they are called.. Although 1 believe the
troubles of my connteywomen Lo be great (o this reapect, |
cannot but think that they have ruason to congratulate tliem-
sclves on belng more favourably  situsted than 8o many
others, » : : :

The hotel accommeodation {8 very good. : A round sum per
day 1s chargud, including - attendance, bod-room, moals a g4
carte, and overy ‘necessary. Wines are, of courss, extra; aud
80 8ry private deawing-rooms, if one requires them, The p’rlcns
arc somewhat logy than for the satne olass of accommodation
in Kngland, but not so much less as [ should judge that the
differcuce in the cost of provisions would fairly warrant. Th,
muals are taken in a large public reom fitled with tablus, eac,
capnble of accommodating six persons, The bill of rn'm in-
cludes dishes never seen in Eogland ; besides the variction of
bread which we have, there is one of Indian corn which
tigures for breakfast, It ia light, sweet, and delicious, any
though alwayy eaten hot, it {8 very digestible, 'Amon.z'othr-;
vegotables at dinner, green Indian corn takes a prominuxit
place; it ia served up in the eacs, each about the 8izo of a hslf.
plat bottle, and haviag a “ cob” about one inch in dinm sty
runuing leugthwise through the contre. Each guest rubs h'is
hot corn over with butter, peppers and salts it, then taking it
by the extremities between the thumbs aod fingors of boty
hands, he bites the corn frowm the cob.  There secmy to be no
other reasonable way to dispose of the delicacy, but, whatever
the skilful and fastidious management of the eator, ho weemy
very much in the unligoifisd position of a dog holding a largé
bone in his paws and picking it with his teeth: but the pecu-
liar aweet taste of the sneculent food is not altogether a baj
paymeaut for a little necessary losd of dignity in the weuner
of eating it.  Another dolicacy unkuown to us at howms is th
pumpkin pie. Tho hacd part of the pumpkia is pacsd and
boiled to a thick paste, then properly seasonzd and tavoue-d
and prepared for the table as an open jam tact, 1t is served
up with pure whipped cream. I would command this disk to
tho special attontivn of any of wy countrywomsn who may
be induced to travel in the Dominion of Canaia.

THE ACCIDENT ON THR WESTRRX MXTRXBION RAILROAD.

‘I'he sceuo of tho fatal accident which occurred on the 33rd

ult. on the Western Kxtension Rallroad, and which resulted
-fu the death of two mon, was a rock cutting, known as
McQuiggau's Cutting, about four mile¢s from Falrville, which
is the second statlon ou the line from St. John. The cutting
fs somo 350 yards In length, and is described aa very heavy
aud full of sharp curves. At the time of the accident a con-
struction train, consisting of the ongine “ Wm. Parks” a
teuder, aud four flat cars, was engaged {n removing a number
of rocks which had from time to time fallen from the sides of
the cutting and accumulated alongside the truck. At the time
when tho men completed the work there, the freighbt train
which left McAdam Junction the same morning wan nearly
due, and the conductor of the conatruction train had already
got his train into motion when the whistle of the freight train
was heard.  What then happenod is thns described by the St
John Freeman :—The engineor was signatled to put on moro
steam in order if possible to avoid the collision which othet-

_wite secmced fnovitable, McDonald (the driver of the con-
struction train) did as ho was directed, but owing to the
wippery condition of the ralls, the ¢ngine did not respond
quickly.  Almost simultaneously with the last order the
freight train appeared in sight aronnd tho curve at tha other
end of tho cutting. Marray (the driver of the freight train)
as soon ad it was posaible to sce the train ahead of him, was
henrd to whistle i down breaks.,” What other precautions he
tuok to avoid the collision is unknown. If he did take any,
the grade being so steep hore, and the distance to be run from
the time he anw the construction train being so short, to-
gether with the high rato of speed at which he was going—
some put it as great as 25 miles an hour—renderad them in.
effuctunl, and in a very few scconda after the trains came
within view of e¢ach other, the collision took place. The
 Wm, Parka™ was at the rear of the construction train; the
«arleton” in front of the freight train.  When the con-
duetor of the construction train saw that the accident could
nut bo prevented, ho jumped from the train, and almost im-
mediately the cragh came.  The shock must have been fearful.
The ¢ Parks " was driven backward a considerable distancs by
the force of the shock, was forced from its driving wheels,
which were covered by the wreek of the ¢ Carleton,” and on
bringing up mather suddenly, the coupling, with four rock laden
vars, wan broken and sent on a considerable distance ahead.
The driver and firemen of the ¢ Parks * remained at their posts
all the time, ard escaped uninjured. The © Carleton " was
rendered a corplets wreek by the fearful ehock. The tender
was forced upwards into tho cab of the engine, the cugine was
shattered and twisted, the wheels, &c., were broken and scat-
tered here and thero along the track, and the boiler and
heavier portion of the works were dragged along, tearing up
the track for a considerable distance, The unfortunate tire-
man and driver, who remained each at his own side of the
engine, wers completely enveloped by the debris of the tender
which fell in on them, and when found were jammed up
axainat the end of the boller in such a manner that rome hours
elapsrd befure thelr bodies could be extricated.  When nsaist-
ance first reached them they wero both alive, but ina frightful
condition. Murray was almost literally cut in two, and his
intestines protruded from a fearful wound., He was besides
vight in the way of a volume of escaping steam, which played
ou his face, nad bis agonizing cries are described as terrible
o lieten to.  He spoke several times, cryivg * Oht my God,
have mercy,” and mentioning his wife. Shechan was ina
gasping condition, and just before he expired was heard to
mention once the name of God. The lower portion of his
body was terribly crushed and mangled, and he alko was
Jrendfully scalded about the head and face. Murray wasa
young man of excellent character, and leaves a wife and oue
child living {n Carleton, to whom his sudden and tiagic end
must be & heavy blow, Shechan was also a young man. He
was not regularly employe! on the road, and had that morning
volunteered to take the place of the fireman of the * Carleton,”
who wan unwell,  He belonged near Fredericton Junction,
whither hir remains were sent by instruction of his father. A
man named Hamm, one of the men employed on the construc-
tion train, jumped at the moment of the collision, and had his
arm broken by being struck by the engine * Uarleton,” and
jammed agsinst the rock.  One or two others received trifling
scratches,

At the inquest which followed, the jury found that the col-
lision was the resultiof several causes : First, the freight train
arrived at the place of collision before the time it ought to
have been there, cither from leaving Westfield befure time or
from fast running, or from both. They further express their
beliet that conductor Tavior (of the construction train) gave
the order to leave in time to clear the other train if the other
train had not been before time, but believe that it is not ad-
visable for working trains to remain up to the last moment
upon & wet rail, and are of opinion that station agents should
be notitied of the place where the working triin is at work, hy
telegraph, and the station-agents directed to notify all trains
that pass ; further, they find station-agent Johnston, of West-
field, and conductor Appleby (of the freight train) both to
blame for not being more particular about their time.

1t is not ofteu that Communism can be made the subject of
an attractive picture, but it must be confessed that in this
case Herr Sonderland’s treatment has proved an exception to
the rule. Thoe illustration speaks sufticlently for itself. The
original attracted much attention and much favourable criti-
ciam at the time of its ficst exhibition,

THE NORMAL 8CHOOL, TORONTO,

is une of the most attractive piaces of resort intho capital of
Ontario—attractive not only on account of the literary, art,
and scientific treasures stored within its walls, but also, and
more especially in snmmer, on account of its favourable posi-
tion and charming surroundings. It stands in the centre of
an open gquare of about seven acres and a half of ground,
bounded by four of the prettiest strects in the city; on the
north by Gerrard, on the south by Gonld, east by Church, and
west by Victoria Streets.  The grounds are handsomely laid
out and contain a large varicty of specimens of Canadian and
forcign trees and shrubs. The main building, of which a
very fine view is given in the illustration, has a frontage of
sromething over 184 ft. The front is of the Roman-Doric order
of Palladian architecture, having for ita centre four pilasters
of the full height of the building, with pediment surmounted
by an open Doric cupola, of the e¢xtreme height of 95 feet.
The principal entrance, leading to the offices of the Educa-
tional Department, is immediately under the cupola. In the
centrs of the building is a hall, or vestibule—aopen to the roof
and lighted by a lantern—with a gullery around it which on
the north gide gives access to the theatre, Upstairs a suite of
rooms i8 devoted to a musewm of Paintings, Statues, Charts,
Prints, 8chool Apparatus, ete., ete.

The history of the Normal School system in Ontario, and
of the establishment of the Toronto institution, will, doubt-
fess be found of interest. In 1836 the firsit movement was
made aiming at the establishment of a Normal School for
the trainiug of teachers, but no detailed plan by which that
object ¢auld be accomplished was recommended to the Legia-
lature until ten years after, when the Rev. Dr. Ryerson, the
Chinf Superintendent of Education, presented bis “ Report on
a System of Public Elementary Instraction for Upper Canada.”
Practical effect was given to these recommendations by the
passing of a School Law—embodying the gencral features of
the system detailed in the Report—-appropriating $6,000 for
furnishinyg suitable buildings, and an annual grant of $6,000
for the support of the Normal School, which, by anather pro-
vision of the Act wag placed under the management of a
Council of Public Instruction and the Chief Superintendent
of Education. The first attention of the Council, on its ap-
pointment in July, 1846, was directed to procuring suitable
premises for the Institution ; and application was made to
the Government for permission to occupy the Government
House of the late Province of Upper Canada, at Toronto, until
proper buildings could be erected. The application was
granted; and after the necessary arrangements had been com-
pleted, the Normal School for Upper Canada was opened on
the 15t November, 1847, in the presence of a large number of
gentlemen from different parts of the Province. The removal
of the Scat of GGovernment from Montreal to Toronto, in 1849,
necessitated the removal of the Educational Department and
Normal Schoul to some other premises, and the adoption of
measures for the immediate erection of buildinge for the Estab-
lishment. Accordingly the Legislataure at its session in 18390
approprinted £60,000 for the purchase of a site and erection of
huildings, and an additional $40,000 in 1852—making in all
$100,0066  The corner stone of the new buildings was laid on
the 2nd July, 1851, by His Excellency the Earl of Elgin and
Kincardine, in the presence of the members of the Legislature
and the citizens of Toronte, and the premises were formally
opensid by a public meeting in the theatre of the Institution,
on the 24th November, 1852, In 1857, a handsome new build-
ing, facing Gerrard Street, was erected for the Normal School,
at a vost, including fittings, of about $34,000; and it was
transferrcd from the main buildiog to the new one in the fol-
lowing year.

The establishment consists of the offices of the Department,
Educational Depository and Muscum; a Normal School and
two Model Schools; the former, the school of instruction by
lecture ; the latter, the school of instruction by prac-
tice. The students in the former are teachers-in-training,
whoxe ages vary from 16 or 18 to 20, while the pupils in the
lIatter are children between the ages of 5 aud 16 years. In
the Nourmal School the teachers-in-training are instructed in
the priniples of education and the best methods of communi-
cating knowledge to the youth placed under their care—are
“taught how to teach ;" in the Model Schools they are taught
to give practical effect to those instructions, under the direc-
tion of teachers previonsly trained in the Normal School.
The Model Schools are designed, by both the system of in-
struction pursued and general arrangement, to by the model
for all the public schools in the Provinee.

MEDIUAL FACULTY M'GILL UNIVERSITY, NREW RUILDING.

The building recently erected by the Governors of McGill
Cuiversity for the use of their Medical Faculty, is a large
square structure in the modern English style of architecture,
haviug a frontage of 80 fect, with a depth of 85 fect, and ‘an
clevation of 45 feet from the ground to the top of the coraice,
The roof, which is half Mansard and broken by three pedi-
ments, gives n further elevation of 7 feet, It is
Montreal cut limestone in conformity with the other college
edifices, and presents a firm, substantisl appearance, We
understand that it cost the Iarge sum of $27,000,and has been
presented by the Governors of the University to the Medical
Faculty for its exclusive use.  This is, perhape, not more than

should be done for this Faculty, when it is stated that for.

yenrs the Medical Faculty was the most efficient department
of the University, and has continued its existence and use-
fulness, depending alone on feey reccived from the students
attending its classes. Not ono single Professorship in this
Faculty carrica an endowmentand in the past the members

of ‘the Faculty were sometimes called upon to " contribute

towards defraying current expouses. )
On the sonth side ix the main entrance, facing Sherbrooke

buiit of .

Street. Having ascended the flight of stairs in front and
crossed the lobby, you first meet two apartments, one on
either side, each of which are lofty and commodious, and are
fitted up for a library and museum respectively.

. Behind these are the Chemical class-room, with the Pro-
fessors’ room ; the tormer 30 feet by 46 feet, seated to hold
250 comfortably ; and the Laboratory, 32 fzet 8 inches by 32
feet, for the Practical Chemistry class.

This latter presents the appearance of work. Here c¢ach
student 18 supplicd with gas jet, water tap, sink, a separate
table, and comfortable cupboard to lock away his apparatvy,
besides these there is a balance room supplicd with the best
and most accurate instruments. No expense seems to have
been spared to e¢nsure to the student of Practical Chemistry
every facility for following out his studies in this depart-
ment.,

On “the first floor,” or one above the last, is the General
Clags-room, on the right hand side of the landing. It is 33
feet wide by 43 feet 2 inches decp. It has 11 tiers of s-ata,
arranged as in the other class-rooms, in trilatersl shape, with
desks and backs, regularly graded, and able to contain 200
persons.  Into it two doors open, the uppermost oce being
exclusively for the canvenience of students. Close by are
two aide rooms, one for the use of the professors, the other for
the Materia Medica Cabinet. Oun the opposite side i3 another
clags-room, the Anatomical, 32 fert 10 inches by 43 feet, and
scated for 250. [t is suppiied with seven tiers of seats, and
is well lighted with front and side windows and glazed sky-
light. Behind is the Dissecting-room, 56 feet 10 iuches long,
and 30 feot 2 inches broad, provided with sink, lift; as well as
all other essential appointments, and having its floor covered
with lead. At its end are two small rooms, one for the Pro-
fessor, and the other, which opens into it, for the Demon.
strator.

The building is heated with hot water and the temperaturs
of all the rooms i3 exceedingly pleasant and uniform.

The comfort of the student has been especially considered.
Not only has he well-hrated, well-lighted, asd well-ventilated
class-rooms, but a large waiting-room is at his disposal, to
which during his leisure moments he can 1etire and there
employ his time profitably without interruption. We b.lieve
it is the intention of the Governors of the University to lay
out the grounds in and around the building, when it will bein
appearance and usefulness one of the finest Luildings for me-
dical purposes in the Dominion of Canada,

The Medical Faculty of McGill Usniversity is the oldest
Medical School in the Dominion. It was originally established
by the attending pbysicians of the Montreal General Huspital
as carly as the year 1822 ‘Thisaction of the medical stad of
the Hospital for the establishment of a Medical School con-
nected with that institution, was seconded by the Governors
of the Hospital, and received further recognition from His Ex-
cellency Lord Dalhouole, the Governor-in-Uhief of Britizh
North America.

It appears that the first course of lectures on the various
branches of Medical and Surgical Science was delivered during
the winter of 1824 and '25, by wbat was then téermed the
Montreal Medical Institution. The number of students who
attended this course of lectures was tweunty-five, The Mon-
treal Medical Institution became in 1828 the Medical Facuity
of McGill College. Since that period regular courses of medi.
cal instruction have been given, if we cxcept 2 hiatus of two
sessions during a period of great politi-al excitement, The
number of medical students at that carly period was limited,
seldom weare there more than thirty attendicg the medical
lectures Five years subsequently, or in 1833, we find it re-
corded that the University of McGill College conferred her
first degree in course, that of Doctor ¢f Medicine and Master
of Surgery, on one single candidate for her honours  Since
then oversix hundred individuals have received from MceGill
University her honours in medicine and surgery.

While slarm is felt in Englana, France, and Germany lest
there should be a failure of fuel through the exhaustion of the
coalbeds of Europe, & similar fear begins to prevail in Russia,.

The same gnantity
that brought from four to five thousand roubles in 1865 is now
worth from eight to ninethousand. Experiments in the neigh-
beurhood of the Volga in 1883 in search for coal gave no res
sult. But other mineral combustibles bave been found in
some quarters near the same river . There is a quarry in the
province of Samara which supplies a combustible schist con-
taining a large amonut of inlammable gas, - The compulsory
use of this substitute for wood is advocated. Meantime-a
meeting of proprietors and sylviculturists is being held at
Moscow, and it is expected that stringent rules will beadopted -
by them to regulate and ‘moderate the feiling of wood for
milways, distilleries, and sugar manufactories, which are at
present cousuming at a rate that heralds spoody exhaust'<u.—

Tux mission of 8ir Bartle Frere to Zanxibar with the object
of putting an end to the iniquitous slave trading which has
for some years past been carried on on the West Coast of
Africa, is a subject deserving of more than passing notice,
inasmuch as it involves some very delicate questions of inter-
national law, for the successful settlement of which all the
discretion and tact of an expetienced diplomatist will be
required.  This the British Goveroment has tacitly ackuow.
ledged in the appointinent of Sir Bartle Frere——whose long
services in londia, aod great experience in Eastero affairs,
poiut him out as the man of all others hest fitted to comincet
the disagreeable and ditfizuit 'negotintions which may  be
expected to arise with the Saltau of Zanzibar,

The movemeut fur the suppression of the East African slave
trade is no new one. For zome time past this horrible tratlic
has engaged the attention of eminent publivists and humaui.
tarians, 1t 'has been the theme of wuch comment i the
Foglish press, and has been reported on by a Special Cowe
mission representing the principal departments of the British
Governmeunt, and by a Select Committen of the lmperial Houae
of Commons. Little, however, was dutie berond talkiog, notil
Mr. Staoley arrived in Englang, bringing with kim communi-
catinns frem Dr. Livingstons, urging the G verument to take
immediate steps for the repression of the traffic,  Dr. Liviag.
stone's representations, strengthened by Mr. Stanley’s account
of the horrors hie himself had witnessed, so wrought upon the
popular ‘feelings that hesitation became no longer possible.

are in the island of Zanzibar, and who are themselves protected
British subjects, These merchants make a business of speen-
lating in the slave-trade—and a very safe speculation it has
proved bitherto.. They lend money to the Arab alave-dealers,
who organize slave-stealing expeditions into the linterfor of
the continent. The atrocity of the bosiness lies mainly with
these Arabs, who are absolutely pitiless and recklesaof human
life, and, for the sake of a handful of captives, will burn a
whols village and slaughter two.thirds of the inhabitants.
When they have collected a sufficient cargo of thelr human
wares they return to the soast and ship for Zanzibar, where

they divide the profits with the Banian merchants. And this.

at present existing between England and the Sultan of Zan-
zibar, the former is pledged to allow the free passage of slaves
in Zanzibar waters. - What the ‘proﬁ‘ta of the traffic are may bo

Yet another difficulty—and one which secmx to have escaped
general notice—Iis pointed out by the faity News as lying in
the impossibility of stopping the demand for slaver. Thiais
an obstacle that did ot exist—at jeast L0 &0 great an extent—
in the case of the Western slave-trade, where furthermore
England was hielped in her cfforts at repression by the fact
that the Governments whose subjects were willing to buy
slaves, and thus fostered the temde, were pledged to its sup-
preasion, In the casxe of the East Coast it is otherwise,
Slavery is an Asiatic institution, and the whole Eastero world
regards the glave-trade asa legitimate traffic. The suppression
of slavery in the East would be a revolution in the social
system of the Orivntal world—a revolution which would be
one of the greatest benefits Lestowed on humanity, and fur

the sccomplishment of which the English cxpedition to
Zanribar bas the beat wishes of all civilized peoples.

WEATHER PROGNOSTICS.

In these days we ought to be thankful that
the zeal and devotion to the cause of nieteoro-
logy of such men as Commander Maury, Pro-
fessors Henry and Kingston have brought
about the organization of a system of tele-
graphic warnings, and our Minister of Marine
and Fisheries, tho Hon, Peter Mitchell, has
decreed the establishment of a meteorological

service in the sea and lake ports of the Domi-
uion, and that the Magnetic Observatory at
Toronto shall be the grand centre of tele-
graphic allisnce, from which daily bulleting
are to be issued, and the seaman and agricul-
turist are to be forewarned of any severs
storm which is about to traverse the district.
The best ideas penetrate the minds of men
but slowly, and there are nnfortunately maoy
navigators and persons interested in shipping
and agriculture who are indifferent to these
warnings and always ready to cry ¥ Cui Bono™
They cannot comprehend the preatadvantages
that would result to cur rural districts from
a knowledge of the weather based upou ol-
servations more certain than the nsnal signs.
We should like to see the day, and bhope we
may, when every coanty, if not every village,
will possess the necessary meteorological in-
strowents and a paid observer, obtained either
by a moderate assessment or & contribution
frum the townships, so that the farmers tnay,
through the vhserver, foresee and pre-anooeunce
the approach of disastrons atmospheric dis-
turhauces, and not be dependent upon pro-
verbial rules and progoostics of atmospheric
changes deducible from the motions of ani-
mals, the observance of plants and Jowers,
and the apprarauces of the sky. Somve of these
proverbial reles are found scattered amony
numerons works of natural history, and they
are very popular among the lower classes, uad
may not be found, we hope, altogether unin-
teresting to a certain class of our readers,
Thercfure we have collated a few of them,

It was louwr ago observed by the ancients
that, from the peeuliar motions and habits of
many animals, the consequence, probably, of
their sensations of pain or of pleasare, a very
accerate judgment might be formed of the
approaching changes of the weather; neither
has this escaped the notice of some of the
modern meteornloygists.

Some apimals express signs of uneasiness
previous to an alteration of the weather long
before there are noy visible signs of change,
and often when they have no epportuuity of
obzerving whatis goingon abrosd. Dogs, for
instance, closely voniined in a room, frequently
become very drowsy and stupid befors rain.
A leech, coufined in a glass of water, has been
found by its rapid motions orits quizscence to
indicat: wet or fair weather.

Rain may be expected when the swallow flies
low and skims backwards and forwards over
the surface of the earth and waters, frequently
dipping the tips of its wings into the latter,
Pliny euumerates among the sigus of ¥ Hirun-
do tam juxia aquam tolilans ul penna sepe pes-
ewttal.”

When bees do not go out arn usual, but keep
in or near to their hives, or when duacks, gecse
and other water-fowl, are unusually rlamorous
we may alro expect wet.

1f abroad,after long continued dry weather
when the 5ky 1sthxck~mngand rain approach-
ing, we may frequently observe cattle stretch-
ing outtheir necks and souffingin the air with
distended nostrils; and often before storms,
assembled in the corner of a field, with their
beads to '.ho- lezward. Sce Phny 8 Natural
Histery, 35.

When cocks crow at uncommon hours and
clap their wings a great deal, it i3 raid w0 be
a gign of rain. If toads come from their holes
in g eat numbers; if moles throw up the carth
more than nsaal ;if bats squeak and enter the
bouses, or if mice contend wogether and squeak
much, according to many authors we rnay
expect rain.

The garrulity of crows, ravens, and rooks,
and the hooting and screeching of owls often
indicates a chiange of weather, The missile
thrush frequently sings particularly loud -and
long before rain. It is, from this circumstance,
called in some parts of Eugland  the ¢ storm.
fowl,” Magpies beforo and during wind iy
about in small compauie:, and mako a dutter-
ing noise.

When the xea-gulls come in numbers to
ghore and make a noise about tae coast; or
when at sea they alight on ghips, the ssilors
consider ita sure foreboding ofa storm. Thess
circumstanges were knowa of old—see Virgil
and Pliny. Before storms, too, the porpuy,
dolphin, and grawpus come to shore in large
bodies. When dolphins play about the sur-
face of a calm sca, Pliny observes, wind may
be expected from that quarter from which they
have come, Some authors have added tame
swans fiying against the wind as a sign of
rain,

The subject of pregnostics from plants,
fiowers, and the appearances of the sky we
shall give in our next number.

Another startling discovery has been made
by a Paris medico, namely, n methoed of killlog
animais and human belngs by introducing air
futo their eves. This systemn has been tested
by experiments at the Veterinary School of
Alfors, which hive proved perfectly successful,
the operation only lasting n few seconds, ap-
peuring to catze no pain, and leaving no trace
whintever of the manner of death,

The following are medical signs of dreams, as
published in a medical work (—-Lively dreams
are, in goneral, a sign of nervous action,  Soft
dreams, a sfgn of siight irritation of the brata
ofien, in nervous fever, announcing the ap-
proach of o favourable erisis, Frightfuldreams
are 8 sfgn of determination of bloxf ta the
head. Dreams about blood sad red objects are
signs of intlanunatory  conditfons,  Dreeams
aboar ratn and waler are often sipns of disensed
mucous memboanes nnd dropsy., Dreams of
distnrted forms are frequently a sign of abdo-
minal ohbstructions and disorders of the lver.
Diresms in which the patieat spes any special
ey of the bely snffering, dndicates disease io
that part,  Dreamy about death often precede
apoplexy, which s connected with determina-
tion of bloxd to the chest.

SAND-ENGRAVING 0N GLAs ~—The Builder
notices n new step of progress in this curious
mechanical arl, It consists in the substitu-
tion of the foree of mere gravitation for that of
steam or blast pawer. A box, or hopper, of
suttable dimeasions, {3 placed near the cetling
of the teom, and from {t Jepends a small tube
of abuut 8 £ logg.  No machinery whatever s
used.  The sand or emery-powder Lo ased for
engraving s pluced in the hopper, ana feguluted
by a slide at the top: it falls down through the
tube, ander the end of which is held the glass,
watch-case, cup, or nther Ohject to be engraved.
In a few minutes the designs are eut with a
great degree of sxaciness and beauty. Sufficient
protection (s aifonlel by designus of paper belng
pasted upon the surfice to be engraved, or by
writtng or drawing the designon the glass with
gelutinouss or indbc-rubber inkl  The cutting-
powider is used over and over agatn, being truns.
ferred {rom the tray in which the work is placed
to the hopper.”

matier remadn longest In suspenston. Wialer
stood {n o bottle, fu the ia boratory, [or mare
than «ix months, without depositing  the
clay held tn suspension.  The soluble matier
wus chiefly clhiloride and carbonate of so-
dium, and was present in only small quan-
tity.  Another water stood for three months
with like resalts. . Both waters coutalned more
clayey than orginie matter, and were rendered
elear by an wsd-Htion of ehloride of ealclum. One
part of thix salt in L399 of water cleared Jt in
less than an hour; 1 partin 2,500 of water, in
five hours; 1 partin 5,000, in six hours; 1 part
in 10,000, in twenty-four hours, When, however,
the water contatned more organic matier than
inorganic or cluyey matter In suspension, the
caleium salt did not act so readily, but was alded
hy an addition of limo: as lttle ax two geatns
of qulck lime cleared a gallon of water tn twelve
hours, Threee or four grains of alom or chlo-
ride of sluminum answered the sama purposa;

l'isa a;S!e elevation, Fig. 2 an eud elevation part in section,
and Fig. 3 a plan half in section.

The following is the description of the locomotive given by
Engineering :

The Leller is of the ordinary locomotive type, the bharrel
being 2 ft. 3 in i diameter and ¢ ft. lung, and fitted with
twenty-two 2} iu. wrought-fron tubes. The totsl heating
surface is 98 ft., aud the grate surface is 2.8 ft. The seams
throughout are double rivetted, and the working pressare Ia
120 b, per square inch, The chimney s fitted with an efficient
spark eatcher, making the locomotive perfectly safe both for
towns and for farm purposes,

To the firebox end of boiler in attached s wrought-iron
girder frame, which formas the front part of engine ; an angle
iron turutable is fastened to this frame, the upper part
being bored out to receive a corresponding angle iron turned
to fit it, Upon this last-mentioned ungls iron are iixed two
ordipary lnminated springs which carry the front of the en-
gine upon the frout or steering wheel,  The steering is pers
furmed by oeans of a steel tack bolted 10 the tarutable, a
piuion gearing into this rack beiuyg sctuated by a woim and
worm-wheel on the top of the coluwmn, immediataly in frong
of the driver . this arrangemwent dyes away with the up-
right bracket and fork, which were found to be always in the
way.

The cylinders are 8} in. in diamcter with a stroke of 8 io.,
aod are placed horizontally sond fustened to tine wronght-iron
girder trame under the bunkers; they are, salong with the
valve genr, placed altogether outside the framing, so that any
part can be casily got at for repair or eleaning ;- the gearing
alro iz 50 arrauged that any part of it can be got at without
difficnlty.

thus converied from a locoraotive to 8 stationary one in a few
minutes. .

On each tlange of the wheel are tivetted light steel sog-
ments with proj:ctions which fit between the shoes, by which
means the strain is equally distribuied round the wheel on
the shoes and onter tyre alone, the inner tyre merely being
subject to compression at that part next the ground. 1t is
claimed that this arrsngement does away with the greatest
objection hitherto fouud against all wheels having elastic
tyres, namely, that of the whole swheel becoming useless upon
the breaking of the liuks connecting the shoes. The.shovs in
this arrangetnent will, it is stated, last for years without any
repairs being necessary.  The front or steering wheel is filled
with hard wood and hoopad.
