THE TEA TRKADE.

The cheap breakfast table is likely to
be an accomplished fact for Canadians
after all. That business is dull with the
tea merchant, is saying only what is con-
mon to nost other articles of trade. It
would seem, however, that cheapness has
not the effect attributed to it by theoriz-
ing econonmists, of inducing people to buy
more. Tea is becoming cheaper eaci sea.
son, and this is easily accounted for when
we consider the increased production, not
alone in China, through improvements
among that conservative people, but in
Japan and other countries. It is only
within a few years that J apan tea which is
now se popular, bocane known as an ar-
ticle of commerce, and there is little doubt
that its production will continue te in-
crease. Assan, a fertile province of India,
lias produced a fair quality tea for years,
and a great part of the tea consuned in the
latter country is broughtfron Sian whicli
also supplies the European market to
some extent. Java also produces a fair
grade of tea. In all these countries the
production of the tea plant has been in-
creasing from year to year, until at length
the supply bas exceeded the demand.

It is estimated that there is in Canada
ut present suffiient tea te last a twelve-
month,and, iotivithstanding this fact, some
merchants have been purchasing as if in

expectation of a risc in prices. Tie
muerchanits of China and Japan have

been as pressing in theoir efforts to sell as
any of our commercial travellers, and tbe
resuit was that fo'r some time agents had
more ordors on hand than they could
readily supply, but nowv that England and
America are overstocked, prices recede to
tieir normal condition. latest advices by
cable fron -Japan report the tea tride
dull, and prices tending dowmward.

Aniotlier cause-besides natural overpro-
duction andi overselling-for a fuîl in prices
is the great extent te whici adulter-
ation is carried on in China, London and
New York. The Chinese are a self-ending
people and are regmrded ii Asiat somnewLiat
as the Jews in Europe. They are as fend
of tleir tea as the French of tieir wines,
andi much of the tea exported las already
parted vitli a imodicun of its striengtl.
In every public place wlere it is served
(and the diinese have their tea drink-
inîg gardens as the G eriniîus theirbi'erhalles
and conîsequent gemutlichkcit)large re-
ceptacles are kept into wlicli the "draivn
tem leaves are thrown from the cup and
put through a certain process afteriards
to prepare them for the foreign narket.
I i London and Nýew York adulteration is
practised to a great extent. Of' twelve
samples of green tea froi retail stores
analyzed there sone time since fully one
lalf were adulterations. Even the flavors
are imitated. Il this way the quantity of
tea is greatly increased, and the result is,
as with every article which Cau be aduil-
terated ivith profit, thut the aggregate
quality anl price are reducied froin year to
year, and the Inerchaut wliose knaow-
ledge guides liiin in the purcliase of
the genuine article is deprived off bis
legitinate trade, consuners persuading
tlienselves into the belief that it is by sone
special legislation that their pound of tea
is cheaper than it used to be. low miany
of them rememinber the grateful flavour of
the tea-brewing process only a few years
ago, when our mothlers presided at the
urn, of which the only thing left is the
nyth called Il Englisti breakfast tea,"

To lias been gradually getting clieaper,
with few interruptions, sinice its intredu.C
tion in England in the ifteenthcentury-
wien itsold for $30 to $50 a pound--and
a two-pouid package of it was considered
a brilliaint. present for a queen. Il 1667
vhen the East India Comnpany brouglt
over 4,713 pounds it was .considered sufli-
cienît for several years. And now the
United Xingdon consumes about 2,1
pounds per head of hier entire population.
The recent arrest of the arithnetical pro-
gression in the consumption of to is
owing in some degree to the decrease in

inmigration, to wlicli is also due the
lessenîed demaind toi many otier classes of
mnerchiandfise; and, until our unlleltivatiedl
laiuds in the Cast anîcd the great west be
settled, iwe cai scarcely hopo)ù foi a uchiiei
greater alimil deiand thanl t ptreset.

a few years ago as tl:ese laIst wier above the
mscTures of ancient tiies. 'Tlie cost of
acquiring space tor widenig, our streets
has, it is trin lidered 11 our- mauking veri-y
broad tthorouglitas, but aloig the Iines
of' tlese ne have erected stately buildings

vor-thiy of' any great City. 'hie grey Mime
stoie wlîicli we genîerally use is admi-ably
adapted to impress wîithi a sense of solidity
and digiity the visitors wlio admire our
buildings both public and private.

ln public buildings and clui'rles w-e
have on the wliole shown great taste, coi-
binecd witli a niassiveniess of style stiongly
characterising our strecet architecture.
The ne' City all witi its elegant façade
is in fitting con trast witli the sturdy imass

ofthe neigiboring Court ifouse ; its Italianî
stylebiightens up the street and gives an
attraction to the proinacide. Our Post

Oftice, iow alinost completed, makes a
stately appearanice, and its coluineid
front gives it a look of evei greater ieigit
thal. its proportions show. It was really
tiie that the central goverinient made
an iiproveiîent in the conivenlience and
architectural style of the building devoted
to postal lcilities for this chief City of the
Doiniiioi. T'e city autlhorities have
fully kept up witi progress in the beauti-
fying of the city and our tire stations are
generally creditable in .their gothic style.
Soie of the publie schools surrounded by
elloerfui playgrountds, and extensive iii
tleir accommodation are evidently all that
could be desired. Anoig these may be
noticed particularly the Ontarie street
structure and that of Sherbrooke street.
Of ehuiches wve have so maîny handsome
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ees thiat Montreal iiight iwell clain the

title of city of clui-ches ; the gentle slope

thse losses of the quinquennial period of

1870-75 exceeded those of 1865-70 by £1,-
387.206, the amotint of premiums re-

ceivjed during the latter period exceeded

those of the previots five years by £],-

812,226. In considering this satisfactory
state of affaiirs, it should be borne in minci

tIhat Ihe Company began the latter era

sutfering severely fron the losses incurred

in the great fire at Chicago, the losses for

that year having been nearly 94 per cent,

of the receipts. In the year following, the
¯Boston fire made a further serions inroad
on tIhe premium receipts. Notwithstand-
ing these accidents, the affairs of the Coin-
pany progressed in a very decidec propor-
tion until the yearjusst expired, when the
losses were reduced to a fraction over 53

per cent. The average losses for the five
vears were about 63 per cent. After pay-
ing ail losses there is shown an increase of
reserved profits over the former five years
period of £253,000, and, after paying the
divtidend, the reserve fund and premiunmn

reserve amount to £980,000. The large
reserve maintained by the Company is
gradually increasedi in proportion to the
business done, and this will be properly
appreciated by every one interested in its

velfatre, as it gives ample security to
policy holders that, in case of conflagra-
tions such as those in Chicago or Boston,
n suinsamounting to somte millions of dol-

lais is always available without further
call for increased capital. This reserve is
isot only considered necessary, but yields
a Iandsome profit. It will be seen in
reference to the report that the interest
for 1S75 amotnts to nearly £5'7,000.

Tie excellent established position at-
tained by the Company, and the satisfac-
tory results to the sbareholders andl direc-
tors, have led to the inauguration of a Su-
perannuation fund for the junior clerks,
many of whom have spent alinost a life-
tine in the service of the Company. It
may be observec that it is to such a
trained staff of employees the prosperity
of a Company is largely due, anti the es-
tablisiment of the fund will surely adti to
the efliciency of the force, if only fron
gratitude alone. We are glad to notice
this feature, which is tantamount to pre-
senting each employee of the Company
wVith a paid-up endowinent policy, and
hsope to see the worthy exaniple imitated*
The motion introducing the establishsnent
of the Superannuation fund wvas carried
unanimously.

The Life department bas been no less
progressive, and this notwithsiand-
ing the prostratîon of general business.
During the quinquennial period there

were eisued 4,418 policies assuring over
£4,000,000, being a yearly average of 8S4
policies, assuring to the amouint of £820,-
000 per annuin. The premsnius received
during tie last five years amounted to
£2090,681, nd. the losses to £1,100,083,
showing an increase in the finsd of this
departsent of nearly ialf a million
pounis sterling. On the 31st Decensber
last there were on the books of the Coin-
pany 14,243 life policies : the assets
amoutm t to £2,500,000, or more than £400,-
000 in excess of what tisey wvere iss ]870:
the liatbilities are £2,250,000, but before
stating this sum, the actuaries reserved
£754,000 to provitde for future profits and
expensses.

The additional safety guaranteed by the
adoption of the Actuaries' Mortality Table
instead of tie Carlisle, should not be lost
sight of. The result of adopting this safer
basis has been to set aside a heavier fund
to the amoulnt of some £70,000, and agents
of tie Company hsave here a valuable idea
at their cosssimand.

At the meeting the following resolution
was noved and adopted : Ist. That
upon all Lfe Policies upon the Parti-
cipasting Scasle opened wviti the Comspany
on or before the 3lst of December last, a
bonus be now declas'ed of £1 5s. per cent.

pes annuim on tie sums assured,. and on
such bonus additions as have been form-
erly made thereon. 2nsd. That a Prospec.
tive bonus of £1 per cent. per aminum be
paid on ail such policies as may become
claims prior to the next investigation in
1880.

Tie dividend for the year, as stated in
a former nusnber, was 28 per cent. and 8
per cent. bonus.

THE QUEBEC FIRE.

It w'ould appear that our solitly built
cities are not yet exempt from devastat-
ing fires, and it. i.shigh tiie city corpora-
tions learned w'isdom from the past enougi
to warrant them in assisting by every
means at their command the insurance
comnpanies is maintaining the power to
assure agatinst the too frequent cases of
isolited burnings, without putting thei
to such severe tests. The fire in Quebec
might have destroyed ais equal area of
more costly buildings nsd fouinc the means
of resistance almost as ineffectual, and
iunris'eds of thousand of dollars increased
tenfold.

The Quebec Fire Insurance Compansy's
losses, wisich are by far the ieaviest, will

be oliy one of the many trials by fire so
ably endured by this worthy representa-
tive of the ancient stronghiold, and it is a

pity that their influence has not prevailed

vith the municipalities of Quebec so far
as to check the erection of buildings so
entirely wooden, andi also (an important
matter) to provicle a nuiber of independl-
ent sets of' conductors of the water supply
fromi the lake whsich foris its source.
This would guard against the too frequent
danger, in a place so irregular in level as is
Quebec, of a total loss of water in case of'
danger at an elevated point, caused solely
by tIse tapping of the supply pipe at i.
low'er part of the town.

It is isard to believe, but yet we are
cretdibly informed, that in somne cases men
either actively or by positive non-assist-
ance furthered the destruction of their

property, which was, we suppose, sufi-
ciently insured to tempt their sordid
natures to stch a fraudulent act.

EXPLANATORY.

The St. Catharines Weekly rews informs ils
readers in the peculiar piraseology of that csty,
that we have taken "a practical liking" to
the biography of the late Mr. H1amilton Merritt.
We admit that we Owe un apology to our read-
ers fur occupying so much of our space witi a
review of a book so wretchedly compiled, but
wve cannot thlink that the biography of a de-
ceased Casînadiain statesman wh o was 30 yeais
in Parliament, wbo was for a time a Cabinet
minister, and wio claimed to be the chief pro-
moter of those greant water communications
vhich have added so much to the prosperity of
Montreai, was undeserving of notice in a Com-
mercial Journal. , When we undertook to reviev
the book in question we certaiily did not con-
template such anu extended notice of it, and we
feur that we must have exhausted the patience
of our readers. Our countemporary was deter-
mined to substantiate the truti i one of our
charges against our brethren in St. Catbarines,
viz., that of slovenliness in prinsting, for in the
few lisses which he has devoted to the subject
he congraulites himself on getting a " huys
ad vertisemsent gratuiously ". A better illustra-
lion could hasrdly be given oi' tie prinstiig f
Mr. Jedediah Merritt's book. We shoild have
been glad if tiat or some other persouge could
have inspired our conteiporary to explain some
of the disgraceful nisqusotations which we felt
it our duty to point out. We fear, however,
that we need not expect either explanation or
recantation frem the author of the biography.

ir. Plimsoll's Bill we protested in the name of

It furtber says
Canada set examples; it proscribed unseawor-
thy ships, and regulated deck cargoes before
England ventured to grapple with the question.

THE STANDARD LIFE ASSURANCE
CO\lPANY.

The Fiftieth Annual General Meeting of the
Company was held at Edinburgh on Wednes-
day, the 19th of April, 1876, Andrew Wood,
Esq., M.D. in the chair. The manager submitted
to the meeting tihe annual report by the direc-
tors as to the progress of the business; report on
the books and accounts by the professional au-
ditor and three of the directors, in accordance
with the, Acts of Parliament constituting the
company ; a general and comparative statement
explanatory of tihe progress of the business frone
1825 to 1875; the revenue account and balance-
sheet, prepared and certified in accordance with
the Life Assurance Companies' Act, 33 and 34
Vict., cap. 61.

RFsULTS COMMUStNICATED IN THE REPORT.-
Amount proposed for assurance during the year
1875 (2,467 proposals), £1,806,698. 85. 5d. ;
amount of assurances accepted during the year
1875 (2,070 policies) £1,509, 528. 8s. 4d.; annual
premiunms on new policies during the year 1875
£48,564. 18s. 6d.; claims by death during the
year 1875, exclusive of bonus additions, £424,
399.16s. l1d.; amount of assurances accepted
dnring the last five years, £6,048,364. 4s. 4d.;
subsisting assurances at 15th November, 1875
(of which £1,91,339. 4s. is reassured with other
offices),£18,383,287. 15. 10d. Revenue, upwards
of three-quarters of a million pounfds per annum;
assets, upwards of five millions sterling.

The following we extract froms the report:-
I The figures just reported bear testimony to

the magnitude of the company's operations,
and to is satisfactory progress; but, as the
present meeting is the fiftieth anniversary of its
formation, and the close of tihe ninth quinquen-
niai period of investigation, the directors would
with somewhat more emphasis than usuel, direct
the attention of tie proprieturs to the pre-emi-
nent position which the company bas achieved
in the course of the half-century which bas
elapsed since its first establishment. Iu the first
place, then, the company have in this, their tif-
tieth year, issued policies for the sum of£1,509,
528 out of £1,806,698 proposed for« assurance,
which is the largest new business ever transcted
in one year by any Scotch Life Assurance Odice,
and makes the total amount of assurances in
force with the Standard £18,383,287. Again,
the annuel revenue of the company bas steadily
inecreased year by year, and bas now reached
the large sum of £769,943, while the invested
funds, at the close of the books, lad increased
by £192,756, and amounted ta upwards of £5,
000,000, and that notwitlhstanding that nearly
£500,000 was paid in death claims during the
same year, assured by 801 policies, giving an
average of upwards of 15 policies caucelled by
death each week. This brief recapitulation
shows in a very prominent manner the extent

the company's business; wbile the fact tha

no less than £297,170 of assurances were de-
clined during the year is an index to the care
whic is being used in eliminating the bad or
doubtful risks. The proprietors are aware that,
in addition to the usuel annual reports of re-
sults, there will be made this year a special
report, as at 15th November, 1875, on occasion
of the declaration of profits accruing during
tie five years euding on tisat day. The calcu-
lations in Conection with thiat investigation
have been in progress for many msonths ; but,
on account of thle widespread nature of the
company's business, and the labour involved
in the investigation, it is fouind impossible to
bring together the results in ine to be reported
at the present meeting, and the board of direc-
tors propose as usual to bold an adjourned
meeting on a day hereafter to be is:ed, but as
early as possible, to receive tie report and de-
claration. The investigation committee of the
board have beau occupied fur some time past in
considering many matters connected with the
details of the company's business. A sub-com.
mittee bas also already completed a thorough
investigation of ail the securities held by the
company, of whatever kind, certifying the deeds,
and, when thougbt necessary, revising and re-
rifying the position of the secusrity. The report
of that committee will shortly lie drawn up,
and vill be published aloug with the other
results of the investigation. The direetors of
the Standard, bning alvays ansious to give new
facilities of assurance to all classes of people
wisen it is possible to do so witbout detrimient
to the gesierail interests of the company, have
this year adopted a table of endowment assu-
rances with profits, wnhich was muels inquired
for by the company's agents ; and the actuaries
are also considering the adoption of other tables
or schemes desmauded by the public. The at-
tention of the management ias also been drawn
to the fact thlat the limits of residence. allowed
by the company's policies are not in all cases
sufficiently wide to cover many healthy places
which are now frequently visited, but whiclh,
in consequence of being situated out of Europe,
and the occasion for residence in them being
infrequent, were not originally included within
the free limits ; and the directors, tbinking that
some extension of tei area of free residence is
both necessary and safe, and being of opinion
thlat a Ilimit of latitude giving an easy guide to
the policy-holder without the necessity of special
reference to the office would bt the most useful
form in whici to embody the rale, have resolved
while not curtailing tise privilege of free whole-
warld residence atready accorded to a large
proportion of tise company's policy-holders, to
allow free residence to all policies issued under
the home prospectus to the northward of 35 deg.
N. latitude, (Asia excepsed), and to the south-
ward of 30 deg. S. latitude, also in Egypt as far
as the second cataract of the Nile during the
winter months from Ist November to 1st April,
and in the island of Maderia. These degress of
latitude will in no case restrict the present
limits, and will include many parts of America,
Africa, and Australasia, at present excluded,
for which extra premiums have hitherto been
charged-such as California, Algeria, Egypt,
New Zealand, Tasmania, and large portions of
Australia and the Cape of Good Hopa. 1t is
also proposed to extend these advantages to all

existing psolicies. Policies issued by3 tie Colo-
nial Department will continue to be subtîjeot tu
the rules of tait prospectus. The directors
have also been of late years ischi pressed to
lower the rates charged for resscein India,
as lias already been done more or less advisedhs
by other life assurance companies doing busi-
ness there. The actuaries have been occulpiLed
for some time past in collecting data as to tie
basis of deterisining this important question,
and they will be prepared to report on the sub-
ject shortly; and the directors, if tiiey clearl-
see their way to do so, will be ready to make
whatever reduction is warranted. At tie saue
time they are by no means disposed to suake
any ehange rashly, or to, undertake busess at
rates which will be unprofitable, keeping lin
viev the highs death-rate in India, the expencsce
of carrying on business there, and also tie
difflculty of remitting home the collections of
premiums owing to the unfavourable stte of
the exchange. The preminus charged for resi-
dence in the West Indies will aiso have atten-
tion, and if necessary, revision. To all tie
various details of the business tie board of
directors continue to give their unremitting at-
tention and they feel pleasure in adding tisat
the various local boards, composed of gentclen
of the highest position in their various localities,
spare no pains to transact the company's busi-
ness carefully and conscientiously, and in a-
cordance with the wisbes of tise head boaird.

" During its w-hole existence of fifty years the
career cf the Standard has been one of uninter-
ruspted progress, and now the directors have the
satisfaction of being able to report that it bas
ctmpleted a year's business of unexamplei
amoîunt in the annals of Scotch offices, while its
annual revenue of nearly three-quarters of a
,million, and accumulations of over five millions
sterling, have reached these amounts by a stea-
dy increase, and are gr.owing rapidly. For the
last ten years the company bas each year added
over a million of new assurances to ils lists, the
imount acquired during the last five years
alone being £6,048,364; while during the same
period of five years the company have paid in
death claims no less a sum than £1,801,716
exclusive of bonus additions. Figures mighlt
be multiplied to show tie magnitude of our
operations, but the published statements of the
company, including the returns to Government
ilider the " Life Assurance Companies Act?
are so full and so accessible to all interested,
that I need hardly detain you further in drawing
your attention to them. I may bere, however,
repeant, what indeed is well known to all w-ho are
:acquainted with the history of the Standard,
that our prosperity is no doubt owing in large

measure to the constant endeavours which the
board have at ail times made te give to the
public a full confidence that the Standard poli.
cy is a contract which will bu observed with
the assured not only to its strict letter, but
vhich vill be treated with the very utmost la-

titude of consideration which can bu allow-ed
to it, looking te the nature of the mutual obli-
gations which it involves ; in other words, is
oving to the endeavour, I nay say successful
endeavour, of the Board to maie Life Assurance
as secure and profitable an investnient as the
circunstances of the case -will permit of. Quin-
quennium after quinquennitum, I might almnost
say year after year, the Standard directors
continue to report the addition of sorme new
feature, or the abrogation of sone old-fashioned
rule no longer really necessary for the protec-
tion of the general interests of thoir constituents ;
and in evidence of thieir now very liberal condi-
tions, I w-ould refer to the most recent publica-
tions of the company. On the present occasion,
as alluded to in the report, the directors, re-
cognizing a want which altered circumstances
of life have made prominent and drawn atten-
tien te, have resolved. te grant a very conside-
rable extension of the free limits of residence ai-
lowed to ail hume policies, whici concession,
besides being a boon te those w-lo go abroad,
ca be hardly less satisfactory to persons staying
at home, in giving then confidence that the
boundaries are wide and well-defined should
they ut any future time find occasion to travel,
while it makes the company's policies more ac-
ceptable if it is wished te assiga them in security
ofanypecuniaryobligation. In'connection with
the large transactions of the compîany brought
before you to day, it is also most satistactory
to report that the percentage of cost at which
the business of the past year has been trans-
acted bas diminished as compared with previous
years, and is now less than it bas been at any
period since the accounts of the company bave
been rendered te Parliament in their present
form, uuder the "Lite Assurance Companies
Act" of 1870. I need hardly say that these whole
results have not been produced without mriuch
labour and attention; but as in the past se in the
future the board are resolved not to rest on wbat
they have achieved, but in coming years vill
earnestly strive to maintain te the full the po-
sition vhieh they have gained. The proprietors
and policy-holders may, many of themi, be look-
ing wvith natural auxiety to the present meeting,
in order to gain some knowledge of the results
of the quinqueiiial investigation nolv drawing
to completion; but, as the report bas stated, no
reliable conclusions eau b anticipated until the
final balance is struck, and I can therefore do
no more than recommend patience for a few
weeks to come, when an adjourned meeting
will be sumuoned to receive the full report of
the board, after their work of valuation and

revision of all the assets and liabilities of the
company is concluded." The chairman con-
cluded by moving the adoption of the report.

RALPU E. ScOr, Esq., C.A., seconded the
motion of the chairman, vhich vas unanimously
approved of.

B3RITISII TiBER TRADE.

The American shippeirs appear to entertailn
the idea that a grcat trade will be doue both ut
home and abroad during the present season,
and coisequently, by the latest advices fromt
New York, the values of pitch pine out there
show amarked iiprovemenet. Prices, howeve r
on this side do not exhibit a corresponding
ad-ance, as the markets are iweil supplied with
both sawn and liewn timber, while the demand
is very quiet, even for balks of large average
so that untder the circumstances any pressure
iVill cause a decline in the quotations bere of

any but the very first-class goods. With regard
to the Baltic traie, the feeling that prices are
to be ever se much lower before the sommer
season passes is spreading among importers
though what they base their calculations upon
it is bard te determine; but as the impressinî
now seems pretty general tiere must b some
ftundation for its origin. Il cannut be that
there is a plethora of stock at the shipping
ports, as both from America and the Baltic we
understand stocks are net heavy, while as yet
the cold unseasonable weather bas kept back
the spring shipments tc tohis couitry, and there-
fore the demand may be said to be still unsatis-
fied. The most likely solution of this question
as to lover prices is te be found in the fact,
that through the great competition in trade
business is donc at profits se smali as te ie
almost insuflicient to cover the ordinary risks,
and the caution exercised in monied circles
lately, have made the merchants here display
an indifference about speculating tbat they
expect vill sensibly affect shippers' prices cre
long. Most of the first open ivater stocks are
already sold, besides a considerable portion of
goods for summer shipment ; but still there is
the residue of large productions, and it is not
unlikely that if the demand does not improve
as the season advances, that a sliglt reduction
may be accepted for late shipments, but even
so, it will be no indication of a general decline,
as it is quite as likely, as was the case last year,
that at the close of the season shippers will
exact from willing buyers even highser values
than they have hitherto sold at. For the
present we may assume a slight depression in
the building trade througlh the rumours of a
strike in contemplation among the bricklayers,
and whichi il s supposed will be ripe in August
fora general turn out; but it remains a question
if betveen this and then the men's upinious
may not be considerably modified, and the
threatened breach may after ail end in smoke.
lu the meantime it bas the effect of helping to
checks the importations oftimber ; but ifnothing
coues of tie movement, the retarding influences
May be expected to die out with it. The worst
feature in the prospects of trade is, perhaps, tie
continued falling off in our exports as exhibited
in the recent Revenue retures, which alsuct
make a paradox of our present financial condi-
tion, living as we are to all appearance amazmng-
ly beyond our income. Actuaries can prove
to us by incontrovertible figures that since -we
are buying offoreign countries twice as much
as we are selling to them, or in other w-ords
spending double OUr income, we are rapidly
hurrying on to an inevitable bankruptcy. But
in the meantime, if our foreign friends want
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money bere with reasonable sectrity they can
have it at two per cent. per annum, provided
the realization be not too remnte; and in fact,
the great baniks do not know what to do with
their superfluous cash. There must be some
under .crrent by which gold flows imper-
ceptibly back into tis country and perpetually
replenishes its cofers. Large investments in
English sectricies have something to do witt it
probably, for these are included in no returns.
But what we should like to see is the problem
fairly demonstrated and brought home to the
understading of the public. The fact of a
constantly increasing divergence between lie
values of ouir exports and imports to the appa-
rent disadvantage of the country, and a super-
abundance of money existing aI the same time,
is not as yet necounted for by any of our present
existing theories. In respect to the home
consumption in the timber trade there is little
or no change to report. Perhaps there is no
business in which so little is concealed from
the outside worId. The large and conspicuous
space the goods occupy render them obvious 1o
every passer-by. . The alteration or disappear-
ance of the stock and ils variations denote with
ils constant replenishments the amount of
business done,- and the conclusions are so
obvious int ath who runs may read," and a
look aronund indicates at once the relative posi-.
tion of the proprietor, and whatever place be
occupies in the estimation of his neighbours is
therefore likely that to whici ha is fully catit-
léd; and this trading as it were under a glass
case has established the wood trade on a basis
of respectability second to none, as it includes
among ils leading men, bankers, magistrates,
often the chiefmen in the town.-Timkr Trades
Journal.

THE DEPRESSION OF TRADE.

From all quarters, come discouraging reports
of the state of trade. The revival, which was
anticipated with the advent of the fine season,
lias failed as yet to put in its welcome appear-
ance, ani the prospect of a near lifting of the
clouds of depression cannot bu said to bu over
promising. The operations of commerce are
almost at a stand-still and enterprise is para.
lyzed. It is the same story everywhere. Capital
is plenty, but is forced to bu idie or to be let
not at extraordinarily low rates of interest.
Labor is plenty and anxious to find employment.
Our mantfactories lie idle or plàd along in a
languid, hopeless way. It is the same in every
department of effort, plenty of labor, but no
use for them. We have evidence of this in the
crowds of stalwart men, able and willing to
work, w-o line our commercial thoroughfares
daily, waiting for sometbing to"turn up in the
shape of employment. Exceptionally retarded
by the ice below, the spring feet, to which so
many look for a reanimation of the ruisting
springs of action, is dropping into port too
slowly to make any perceptible difference in the
beat of the commercial and indistrial pulse;
the high water in the rivers above is delaying
the arrival of our usual timber supply, and, in
hie meantime, the season is passing over. Of
course, a few days may bring abouta cheering
change ; but there is little room, we feur, to
anticifate that the hopes formed of a business

prosperity and activity this year will be realized
tu il eir full extent. Under such circumstances
il is not misplaced to say that such opportunities
for employment as can bu afforded to our work-
ing population should be at once utilized by
the authorities. In the first place, the erection
of the proposei new law-courts and parliamen-
tary and departmental buildings would keep
the wolf from the door of many an idle and
needy family, and lie Provincial Government
should lose no time in giving out the contracts
for the work. In thte second, the Ottawa Cabinet
owe to the city a speedy decision with respect
to the site of the graving dock, as it is well
understood liat, without titis decision, the
harbor improvements cannot well go on,
which would also give occupation to a host of
toilers. A prompt conclusion on this head is
very desirable another season ought to not
be lost in the carrying ont of these improve-
ments.-Quebec Chronicle.

ATLANTIC MAIL SERVICE.

In a few weeks the Intercolonial Railway
will bu completed and open for traflic from
Halifax to River du Loup, connecting at the
latter place vith the entire :railway system of
the Upper Provinces. Webelieve iltis intended
that after the opening of the rond the Allan
steamers which now, under Government sub-
sidy, carry the European mails to Quebec shall
tounch t Rimouski, on the Gulf of St. Lawrence,
and land te mails. While the steamer is
slowly making her way up the Gulf and river
SI. Lawrence the mails will be taken on fast
trains which will rench Quebec a considerable
time aheadofber. To ail points West ofQuebec
there will be a corresponding gain of lime.
The Lower Provinces will also receive some
advantage from the change. At present a good
deal of mail matter for this section of the
Dominion is forwarded by the steamers to
Quebec. These mails wrill no longer be sent to
Quebec, but will bu dispatched froa Rimouski
by rail to the several distributing points in the
Maritime Provinces, thus effecting an important
saving of time. For instance, in the case of the
mails for Halifax via the St. Lawrence, there will
bu a gain of two or three days-the w-hole time
now occupied in the conveyance from Quebec to
Halifax, as the mails will reach this city about
the time that the steamer reaches Quebec. Tlie
distance from Quebec to Halifax by Inter-
colonial Railway is GSt miles. From Rimouski
to Halifax is 507 miles. Allowing 30 miles per
hour, hviich is to bu the average lime of express
trains on the Intercolonial when the rond is
got into perfect working order, the mails will
bu brought from Rimounski to Halifax in 17
hours. The lime froa Rimouski to Quebec
180 miles) will bs 6 hours; so thatHallifax will
only be il hours behind Quebec in the time of
mail;communication with Europe via the St.

Lawrence.
Tîte advantages thus given to Che Maritime

Provinces will be appreciated by the public,
but will not be regarded as suflicient to supply
all needs. Thirty-six years ugo a citizen of
Halifax. Mr. (aftervards Sir) Samuel Cunard,
made the world bis debtor by establishing the
first line of Atlantic mail steamships. From
the uay of the arrival of the Britannin, in Jul,

1840, down 10 tte' present, the Maritime Pro-
vinces bave been served by regular mail steamers
between Liverpool and Halifax. That service
is still needed, and if anything should occur to
cause a suspension of it, the public wrilI b iu.-
clined to enquire close]y, perhaps suspiciously
into the circumstances that bring about such a
result. We sec it stated in the press that the
Dominion Government have determined to send
the Halifax steamers to Iliramichi. That state-
ment, we believe, is totally unfounded. Re-
port says that tlie British Government bave
determined to withdraw their portion of the
subsidy for the Halifax lino. The result of this
might possibly be, not to send the steamers to
Mliramichi, but to destroy the service to the
Maritime Provinces altogether, as there ay
be difliculty in getting a line of steamers to
undertake ite work for the subsidy paid bv the
Dominion. It would be of interest to have the
despatch-if there is one-in which the British
Government announce their determination to
withdraw their subsidy, but we suppose that
information cannot bu obtained before Parli-
ment meets, In the meantime, it is not too
much to expect that the Dominion Governient
shall make all reasonable efforts to maintain
the steamship service to Halifax whici has
existed for so many years. The passenger and
freight trailic across the Atlantic to Halifax is
considerable, and should be enough, ifaided by
a fair subsidy, to secnre a continuance of the
service. If the Allan line will not do the work
perhaps others will. The Cunard Coimtpanty
now runs a line of steamers between Liverpool
and Boston. Perbaps an arrangement could bu
made for those steamers to take in Halifax as
an intermediate port, thus re-establishing the
old route on which the Cunard line first won
fame and wealth for ils proprietors. The meut-
bers for Halifax will certainly be expected to
press tiis matter strongly ipon the attention
of the Government.

But there is another question that denands
attention. The Rimouski arrangement to
whicih we have referred will bu found very
efficient for its purposes in summer, but wltat
of the winter, wien Rimouski and the golf are
closed against navigation? We desire to bring
to the notice of the Goverament and Parliamtent
the fact that by the opening of the Intercolonial
Railway Canada will attain a commercial
independence. No longer will il be necessary
for Canada to subsidize the commerce of a
foreign port. When the Alantie and. St.
Lawrence Railway (now under luase to the
Grand Trunk) was built between Portland and
Montreal, Portland became the winter port of
old Canada-the only available outlet to the
ocean-and old Canada wisely subsidized thte
Allan steamers to run to Portland. After
Confederation the Dominion continued the sub..
sidy. The Allan Company receive annually
S126,553 for the steamship service tu the St.
Lauwrence in summer and Portland in winter.
After lie opening.of the Intercolonial Railway
there will be no excuse for making Portland
the winter port of Canada. On grotunds of
patriotism we cun claim that thei subsidy givel
tu Portland shall be withdrawn and given to a
line of steamers to Halifax. But if tiis ground
should bu instificient we can also claim this
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chsange becaise Eutropean nails can be carried

to the Upper Provinces vin Halifax and the

Inltercolonial Railvay quicker thanl they can
be carried via Portland and the Grand Trunk.

On every groud, therefore, it will be expedient

to Lave the weekly mail steamers wlicii serve

tIse Upper Provinces sent to Halifax instead of
Portilaitilu inter.-illfa Chronicle.
