In the opinion of His hSajesty's Government the statements and allega-

tions advanced in the Ministry's note under reference are entirely

irrelevant to these charges . His hiajesty's Government accordingly con-

sider that a dispute has arisen concerning the interpretation and

execution of the Treaty which the Hir.garian LRour.iania-_i/ Govern,-~ents

have shown no disposition to join in settling . The views of His

Pdajesty's Governn-ent in the United Kingdom are also shared by the

Canadian , Australian and New Zealarid Governrents .

3. His Majesty's Minister has therefore been instructed to refer

these di sputes to his•United States and Soviet colleagues for considera-

ticn jointly with himself in accor3ance with the provisions of Article

40L3.2/ of the Treaty .

Should the two parties fail to agree
within a period of one month upon the appointment of the third
L:ember, the Secretary-General of the United Nations may be requested
by either party to rake the appointment .

4. I understand that ny United States colleague is addressing to
you today a communication in similar terms to my present note calling
attention to the existence of a dispute between the United States Govern-
r,ent and the Rou aanian CHungarian, Government . I should like to suggest
for purposes of convenience tnat•all these five disputes be considered
together by the three Heads of LSissions .
