usual, taking, of course, all possible pre-
cautions agailnst danger, It was further
noted that the missionaries desire to get
to their fields in view of the urgency of
the work, and the new and greater op-
portunities sure to follow ‘the -European
conflict, as happened after the Crimean
and American civil wars and after the
Chinese upheaval in 1910.
1t was accordingly agreed to allow the
party to sail for China and Formosa from
San Francisco on Sept 26, as arranged.
The party for India will sail with Dr.
W. A. Wilson as guide, from Liverpool on
Oct. 10. It is understood, however, that
any missionary who for any cause prefers
delay iz at liberty to do so.
